
INHUMAN ACTS
OF FILIPINOS.

Claims of Natives That They Are a
Highly Civilized Race

Not Borne Out by Facts, According to
Stories Told by Spanish Refugees.

Prisoners Taken by the Insurgents
Tortured and Treated in a Most

Barbarous Manner, Even the

Priests Being Subjected to In-

dignities Which Would Not he

Countenanced in a Civilized

Country.

D c. 19.?The claim so str-nu usly made
by the natives that they are a highly
civilized race is not borne out by facts,
according to Spanish refugees from the
north, who have just reached here. They
cay that after the surrender of the town
of Aparri the insurgents formed a par-
ade, the central feature of which was a
Spanish Lieutenant, who was carried
along the streets suspended from a
bamboo pole, to which his hands ond
feet were tied, just, as hogs are carried
by coolies. On arrival at the plaza the
procession halted, the pole was placed
upon two forked sticks, and a squad of
rebels proceeded to terrorize their help-
less victim by shooting as close to his
head as was possible without wounding
him. When the unfortunate man was
unconscious with terror, the procession
moved on again.

Another story is told of a Spanish
officer being confined in a cell, with his
hands tied behind his back, and com-
pelled to eat the food allotted to him
from the floor of the cell like a dog.
Not satisfied with this, his captors are
said to have hooked a rope to his swol-
len wrists, and through a pulley over-
head, hauled him off his feet until he
fainted with agony.

Still another refugee states that be-
cause he threw some papeis which he
did not wish the rebels to have into a
cesspool, the natives, upon learning of
it, dropped him into the hole and com-
pelled him to recover the papers. After
this he was paraded through the streets
for hours.

The Spanish priests who were cap-
tured fared somewhat better, accord-
ing to all reports, for the rebels organ-
ized them into an extempore brass band
to head their processions, and by dint
of kicks and blows compelled their cap-
tives to produce plenty of discoid, which
highly amused the natives.

The natives indignantly deny the«e
allegations, and their newspapers retali-
ate by printing horrible stories of the
atrocities practiced by the Spaniards
before the surrender of Manila, one of
them even publishing affidavits of the
victims.

All sorts of rumors are current here

as to what the Filipino republic is do-
ing with reference to the settlement of
the Philippine question, but the Filipino
newspapers insist that nothing but
absolute independence will be accepted
by the natives.

Senor Patemo, President of the Fili-
pino Assembly, is said to have cabled
a long- message to Madrid a £ew days
ago, to the effect tha* if Spain would
guarantee autonomy and other reform
measures, the whole country 7 would sup-
port Spanish rule in preference to any
other form of foreign intervention.

Aguinaldo's official organ, the "Ee-
publica Filipina," announces that its
Paris correspondent, presumably the
same Agoncillo, says that the Philip-
pine group has been ceded to the Unit-
ed States, which "will grant independ-
ence to the Filipinos, after a time,
which is to be fixed by protocol, and
which will not be less than six years, if
the Filipinos show that they have a
satisfactory faculty of governing them-
selves."

Aguinaldo has seen fit to remove the
embargo upon Americans, and has is-
sued an order granting the right to
travel through the territory at present

held by the revolutionary Government
to all foreigners, except Spaniards, so
long as they are unarmed. No one,
however, may approach within 200
metres of any forts or intrenchments,
cr carry a kodak, under penalty of ar-
rest. Any Spaniard who sets foot on
Philippine territory, if captured, will
be adjudged by military law.

The present unpleasant weather is
having its effect upon the health of the
American troops, hundreds of whom are
suffering from cramps and chills, occa-
sioned by the dampness of their quar-
ters and exposure. It has rained al-
most continuously for four days, and
there is every indication of a continu-
ance of wet weather, although the
rainy season is supposed to be over.

It was currently reported that at
least 20 per cent, of the American
army of occupation is on the sick list,

which would indicate an epidemic; but
inquiry at the brigade proved this to
be an exaggeration, for the total num-
ber of patients there was 750, of whom
only 18 were smallpox and about 200
fever patients.

An order has been issued compelling
medical practitioners to report all casts
of smallpox under their notice to the
authorities, in order that they may be
promptly removed to the pesthouse.
owing to the number of deaths which
have occurred in private houses
throughout the city.

What with the uncertainty as to the
future disposition of the islands, and
the state of affairs existing outside of
the limits of the city of Manila, which
are the bounds of American jurisdic-
tion, business in the Philippines is al-
most as bad condition as it was six
months ago. From May Ist until the
surrender of Manila, on August 13th
last, the only means of communication
between this city and the other ports
in the islands were entirely cut off.
since all coasting steamers were under
the Spanish flag, and had to lie up dur-
ing the blockade.

With the advent of the American
army it was hoped that trade would
be resumed almost immediately, but in
spite of the fact that arrangements

have been made between the American
and Spanish authorities toward that
end, the fact remains that the inter-
island trade, which in time of peace
amounted annually to over $500,000,-
--000, has dwindled down to less than
ore-fifth of its normal volume. The
largest import firms have enormous
stocks, but cannot dispose of them, for
the reason that communication inland

is blocked by the insurgents, and also
because the buyers are holding off, in
the belief that the proposed changes in
the tariff will be to their advantage.

Exporters have nothing to export,

because the hemp growing provinces
are up in arms against the Spaniards,
and both sugar and tobacco plantations
are idle for the same cause. A few-
shipments of hemp have been made,
but the insurgents collected heavy du-
ties upon it in the southern provinces,
and taxed the vessels carrying it ton-
nage dues in addition thereto.

Indeed, it is stated on reliable author-
ity that the rebels are imposing bur-
dens on commerce within the very
walls of Manila. For instance, a per
capita tax is levied upon every passen-
ger who is foolish enough to accede
to the demand upon the ferry across
the bay to Cavite. Their collectors
stand at the gates of all the big facto-
ries on pay day and mulct the employes
according to their salaries, as they
leave. This only affects the Filipinos,
but it tends to show that the rebels can
and are doing pretty much as they like,
in spite of the authorities.

So far as their troops are concerned,
they are for the most part amenable
to reason. Some of them who were
quartered in the suburbs presume to
exercise their authority, but after
Aguinaldo had summoned Pio de Pilar
and one or two other turbulent spirits
to Malo Los, and kept them under his
immediate supervision, there was no
further trouble. They still surround
the city, but at such,distance as to no
longer be a menace* to the peace or
safety of the suburban residents of
Manila.

The "Voz Espanola," a rabid anti-
American paper, has been suppressed
by the authorities, and its editor ar-
rested for printing libelous articles. The
"Ardi d'Manila," which was founded
in 18-49, has suspended publication; and
two others, the "Oceania Espana" and
the "Commercio," are daily expected
to follow suit.

On the other hand, half a dozen Fili-
pino papers are in circulation here, and
any number of American publications.
The "Manila Times," an evening daily,
was the first to come into the field, its
first issue being on the 18th inst. Two
days later the "American," a morn-
ing paper, which claims to have the
only Associated Press correspondent in
the East, appeared. Then came "Free-
dom," a bi-weekly; "Uncle Sam" and
several more weeklies, all of which ap-
pear to be doing (airly well V
FIGHTING NIGHTLY AT HiblLO.

MANILA. Dec. 19.?The Spanish
steamer Brutus has arrived here from
Uoilo with 345 native soldiers and seven
priests on beard. She reports that
fighting occurred at Iloilo nightly, and
that the merchants there are anxious-
ly awaiting the arrival of Americans to
relieve the situation.

The streets of Iloilo are almost de-
serted. The Spanish officers admit
that it is impossible for them to main-
tain their position at Iloilo, unless they
are speedily reinforced. They are sur-
rounded by superior forces of insur-
gents, who are estimated to number
25,000 men. Against them the Span-
iards have only 2,500 rifles, i

The authorities here have allowed 127
soldiers from the steamer Union to
land, on proving residence upon the isl-
and of Luzon. The landing of others
from the same steamer is still undecid-
ed upon.

The United States transport Ohio has
sailed for Nagasaki, Japan.

The body of Frank M. Kruz, who was
drowned in the river, has been recov-
ered and buried at Paco. Sergeant
Carleton is dead.

REV. McKEE BROWN DEAD.

Was a Leader in Ritualistic Move-
ment in the Episcopal Church.

NEW YORK, Dec. 19.?The Rev. Dr.
McKee Brown, for twenty-eight years
rector of the Protestant Episcopal
Church of St. Mary the Virgin, died
to-day of pneumonia.

Dr. Brown was a leader in the ritual-
istic movement in the Episcopal
Church, his attitude so antagonizing
Bishop Potter that for a time the lat-
ter refused to confirm clashes in St.
Mary the' Virgin Church. Dr. Brown
introduced orchestral music, and advo-
cated the elevation of the next host.
He introduced the surpliced choir and
altar candles, and installed a confes-
sional. His congregation he taught to

cross themselves and kneel when pass-
ing the altar, and to use holy water.
When the new church of St. Mary the
Virgin was opened, Bishop Potter was
present to dedicate it. The classes
from St. Mary's were then confirmed at
St. Thomas, and Father Brown's tri-
umph was complete.

DUEL OVER A WOMAN.

Facts Relating to the Killing of
Jake Still in Texas.

ST. LOUIS. Dec. 19.?A special to the
"Post-Dispatch" from Dallas, Texas,
says: Jake Still was killed by B. B.
Ray, on the Pan-Handle plains, sixteen
miles north of Clarendon, last Satur-
day, and it became known to-day that
the shooting was in reality a duel over
a woman.

The name of a daughter of one of the
principals figured in neighborhood talk.
On Saturday Still passed Ray's house
when the latter called him back and
said: "Jake, are you ready to
straighten up that talk you have been
making?"

"Yes, I'm as ready as I'll be. Get
your material and come on," said Still.

Ray came out with a shotgun and a
six shooter. Still had dismounted from
his horse, and fired his pistol at Ray,
missing the latter's head. Ray fired
one barrel at Still's horse, dropping it,
and then emptied the other barrel and
his pistol in Still's body, killing him.
Ray went to Clarendon, gave himself
up, and was released on a bond of
$3,500.

SPANISH MINISTRY.

Semi-Ofiicially Announced That
They Will Resign To-Day.

MADRID, Dec. 19.?1t is semi-official-
ly announced that the Spanish Minis-
ters will place their resignations in the
hands of the Queen Regent to-morrow.
The friends of Premier Sagasta and Se-
nor Montero Rios declare they are in
full accord on all questions of policy.

The most discussed solution of the
crisis are a Sagasta Ministry, to in-
clude among its members General Wey-
ler, Senor Romero y Robledo and Senor
Canalejas y Mendes; or a Rios Ministry,

comprising representatives of the dif-
ferent groups of the majority, or a Mar-
tinez de Campos Ministry, including Se-
nor Silvela and other Conservatives.

In the event of the first or the last
the Cortes will be dissolved.

The General commanding the North-
ern army has proclaimed the closure
from to-morrow of all Carlist clubs, and
societies in his district.

ORDINANCE NO. '.82.

An Ordinance to Regulate. Control and
Direct the Movement in the Streets,
Alleys and Lanes of the City of Sac-
ramento, of Vehicles, of Certain De-
scriptions, and of Certain Animals,

and Amending Ordinance No. 17.

The Board of Trustee of the City of
Sacramento, ordain as follows:

Section 1. Section Two of Chapter 10
of Ordinance No. 17, entitled, "An Ordi-
nance consolidating, revising and codify-
ing the ordinances of the city of Sacra-
mento," passed June 27, 1572. is hereby
amended so as to read as follows:

Section 2. It shall not be lawful for
any person to race, or run, or drive any
animal or animals in or on any of the
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, at a
rate exceeding five miles an hour, when
said animal or animals are loose, or un-
attached to a vehicle, or are not ridden
by a human being. It shall be unlawful
for any owner, driver or occupant of any
hack, buggy, carriage, cart, wagon or
other wheeled vehicle drawn by an animal
or animals, to drive or propel, or cause
to be driven or propelled, through the
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, such
vehicle, or for any person to ride any
animal through the streets, lanes or alleys
of the city, at a rate of speed in excess
of eight miles an hour, within *he fol-
lowing boundaries, to wit: Between the
west line of Twelfth street and the west

i line of Front street, and the north boun-
I dary line of G street and the south boun-

dary line of P street. It shall be unlaw-
ful, too, for any vehicle drawn or pro-
pelled by an animal or animals, to be
driven or propelled, or for any animal
to Vie ridden In the streets, lanes, or alleys
of the city, without the bounds above and

i hereinbefore specified, at a rate of speed
in excess of ten miles an hour; provided,
that the provisions of this section shall
not apply to the officers, members and
vehicles of the Fire Department of the
city, of the Police Department, or to the
City Physician and his assistants, when
in the immediate pursuit of duty. it
shall be unlawful for any vehicle drawn
by an animal or animals to be driven, or
any animal to be ridden beyond the cen-
ter line of any street, alley or lane of the
city, to the left of the driver or occupant
of such vehicle, or rider of such animal,
except in crossing such highway for the
purpose! of stopping upon the other or left
side thereof, within a reasonable distance
from the point of crossing such ee.iter

I line. It shall be unlawful to propel or
idrive any vehicle drawn by an animal or
| animals, or to ride any animal out of a
! street, lane or alley of the city into an
iintersecting highway, so as to make a

turn into the latter nearer than six feet
from the nearest curb corner, except for
the purpose of stopping immediately be-
yond such corner. It shall be unlawful
to drive or propel, or to cause to be driven
or propelled, any vehicle drawn by an
animal or animals, or to ride any animal
from one street, or lane, into an in-
tersecting street, alley or lane, so that
turning in the new direction wiil bring
said vehicle or driver, animal and rid-r,
upon the left-hind side of the newly en-
tered street, alley or lane, except for the
purpose of immediately stopping upon

I such left-hand side In all other case*
the change of direction must be made l y

I driving or riding as nearly as may be
done under prevailing conditions, to or
beyond the junction of the center lines of

jsuch intersecting ways. ?o that the
change of direction will bring the vehi-
cle and driver or animal and rider, upon

jthe right hand of the street, ailey or
ilane newly entered, and along the line of
I direction. It is hereby ordered that the
! custom or usage known as "The Law of

the Road," relative to driving and pass-
ing on public highways, and as obt.aln-

\u25a0 ing generally among the American peo-
ple, shall obtain and be a rule of action
and observed as the law in the City of
Sacramento. It shall be unlawful to drive
any vehicle drawn by an animal or ani-
mals, or by electricity, steam or vapor
power, or to ride any animal upon any
sidewalk in the City of Sacramento, or
on any foot-path in any public park in the
City of Sacramento.

Section 2. No person shall knowingly
lease or rent cr allow to be occupied or
used, any building, structure, room,
apartment, place or any premise what-
ever, for the purposes specified, men-
tioned and prohibited in Section One of
this Ordinance.

Section & Any person violating any cf
the provisions of this Ordinance shail b3
guilty of a misdemeanor, and, upon con-
viction thereof, shall be fined not lesfl
than Fifty, nor more than Two Hundred
Dollars, or by imnrisonment In the City
Prison not exceeding thirty days, or by
both such fine and imprisonment.

Section 4. Ordinance No. 442 Is hereby
repealed.

Section 5. This Ordinance shall take ef-
fect and be in force from and after May
24, 1897.
