“Whereas, it has been demonstrated

by the highest scientific authorities
that the Greek currant is purely and |
eimply a raisin, and will come into di-
rect competition with the raisins and

currants produced in the State of Cali-
fornia; and
“Whereas, the raisin industry of Cal-
ifornia languished for many years be-
fore the adoption of the Dingley tariff
law, it being found that we could not
produce either Zante currants or rais-
ins as cheaply as those produced In
the European countries; and
“Whereas, after the passage of the
Dingley law our raisin and currant in-
dustry received new life, and are now
in a fairly prosperous condition: and
“Whereas, the repeal of that portion
of the Dingley law affecting the tariff
upon Zante currants and raisins would
be ruinous to one of the greatest in-
dustries of California, to-wit, our rais-
in and Zante currant industries; now,
therefore, be it
“Resolved, That the
Commerce of Sacramento City

BETTER POSTAL FAGILITIEST

THOSE LATELY SECURED FOR
SACRAMENTO.

A Sub-Station to be Established in
the Vicinity of Second and
J Streets.

Several weeks ago the Chamber of
Commerce of this city forwarded a pe-
tition to the Postmaster General at
Washington, requesting that additional
postal facilities be accorded to this city.
The petition was referred to Postoffice
Inspector J. W. Erwin, who after mak-
ing a careful and painstaking investi-
gation, forwarded to Washington a re-
port so favorable as to receive immedi-
ate consideration.

At yesterday’s meeting of the Cham-
ber of Commerce the following letter
from Inspector Erwin was read, and
the chamber extended him a vote of
thanks for his action in the premises.
The report reads:

Sacramento, Cal., Dec. 19, 1898.

“J. O. Coleman, Secretary Chamber of
Commerce, Sacramento—Dear Sir:
Some time since the Sacramento Cham-
ber of Commerce addressed a petition
to the honorable, the Postmaster Gen-
eral, requesting that certain additional
postal facilities be accorded this city,
particularly with a view to expediting
the receipt and dispatch of mail of the
downtown jobbing houses, This matter
was referred to me for investigation
and report, and for the information of
the Chamber of Commerce 1 desire to
submit the following statement of the
conclusions reached and the improve-
ments to be inaugurated:

“The establishment of a branch Post-
office in the vicinity of Second and J
streets, as prayed for, does not appear
to be feasible. It would not only be
expensive, but to divide the work and
clérical force of the Postoffice would
cause much inconvenience and annoy-
ance, Instead of the desired branch
Postoffice, 1 recommended the estab-
lishment at the corner of Second and J
streets of a sub-station for the sale of
postage stamps, the issuing of money
orders and the registration of letters.
This will afford the business men of

1, 1899, if not sooner. :

“As soon as the present holiday rush
is over a rearrangement of the carrier
districts will be effected, whereby the
work which is now performed in the
downtown distriets by two carriers will
be divided among three, and delivery
will be arranged in such a manner as
to accommodate the wholesale trade,
and facilitate the delivery of mail by
fxum thirty to fifty minutes.

For the convenience of business men
and others who have late mail to dis-
patch two letter boxes will bé eu(‘tul
at the depot to-morrow, December 20th,
one at either end, in which late mail
may be deposited. These boxes will
be collected by the railway postal clerks
just before the departure of each mail
train. I trust that the business men
who mdke use of these boxes will sce
to it that only late mail is deposited
therein. Should the amount of mail
thus received prove a burden to the
railway mail service the boxes will be
removed, and the privilege withdrawn,

“The stamp window and the general
delivery of the local Postoffice have,
heretofore, been closed at 5 p. m. Post-
master Fox informs me that beginning
with the new year they will be kept
open until 7 p. m.,, an improvement in
the service which, I am sure, will be
much appreciated.

RECKLESS DRIVING.

C. P. Massey Xnocked Down by a
Horse and Severely Injured.

C. P. Massey was run down at Sev-
enth and J streets last evening by a
horse and cart which was being rapidly
and recklessly driven by a boy.

Mr. Massey was stunned, and when
picked up was found to have a num-
ber of severe contusions and bruises
about the head. Later, when con-
sciousness returned, he complained of
severe pains in his abdomen, and it
was found that one of his hips had
been injured. His clothing was disar-
ranged and torn and he was badly
bruised in a dozen places, but not, it is
thought, seriously hurt, He was treat-
ed at a drugstore near by and then
taken in a carriage to his home, 701 I
street.

The boy who drove the horse over
Mr. Massey delivers milk about the city.
and his cans were in the back part of
the cart at the time. After knocking
down his victim the young fellow, in-
stead of stopping, according to eye wit-
g, laid the whip on his horse and
went north on Seventh street at rac-
ing speed. His name was not learned,
but he is well known by sight. He
drives a white horse, and wears a red
sweater. He will probably be picked
up by the police and be made to an-
swer to a charge of fast driving.

Eye witnesses to the affair say the
horse was going out Seventh street at
a high rate of speed, and that the boy
could not have stopped it before Mr.
Massey was struck, had he tried.

SEXTON AGAIN.

The El1 Dorado Man Indicted for
Alleged Extortion.

An officer frcm Placerville on Mon-
day arrested John E. Sexton in this
city and took him back to that place
to answer an indictment by the Grand
Jury for alleged extortion.

The charge against Sexton is that he
procured a woman to induce a cigar
dealer to violate the revenue laws by
transferring cheap cigars to a box that
had contained a high-grade article, and
then bilackmailed the cigar dealer out
of a considerable sum of money.

Sexton has been in several scrapes,
and was recently charged with swind-
ling some Sacramento merchants, but
the matter was satisfactorily settled
without trial.

DEATH OF OFFICER TAYLOR.

He Fell a Victim to the Dread Dis-
ease, Appendicitis.

V. F. Taylor, the well known police
officer, died yesterday at the County
Hospital of appendicitis. For a couple
of years past he had been at intervals
a great sufferer from this dangerous
malady, but steadfastly refused to sub-
mit to an operation,

Recently. he had another acute at-
tack and at last realized that his only

hope for life was to have an operation
performed. But he had put it off too
long, and the best of modern surgical
skill did not suffice to save him. The
appendix was found to be in a terribly
diseased condition.

Mr. Taylor had been a resident of the
city for many years. For a long time
he was emploved by a lumber firm, and
afterward by the Southern Pacific Com-
pany. He was a native of Virginia,
48 years of age, and leaves a son in Bal-
timore.

Public Administrator Rhoads has filed
a petition for letters of administration
on Mr, Taylor's estate, which is said
to consist of personal property of the
probable value of $5,000.

The funeral will be held on Friday af-
ternoon, and the officers of the police
force will attend in a body in full uni-
form.

ALLEGED ILLEGAL GIFT.

Action to Recover Momey for M.
Wagener's Creditors.

J. L. Daniels, assignee of the estate
of M. Wagener & H. Christian, insolv-
ent debtors, has brought suit against
M. Wagener and Flora Wagener to re-
cover $1,618.10, alleged to have been
given as a gift to Mrs. Wagener by
her husband with the full knowledge
that the firm was insolvent,

Plaintiff ailleges that Wagener had
no right to make such gift under the
circumstances, being considerably in
debt at the time.

A Buggy Robe and Reins Found in
Frank Kelly’s Possession.

A hypo fiend giving the name of
Frank Kelly was arrested by Officer
Fisher yesterday morning. He had in
his pockets two nearly new check-reins
and wrapped around his body, under
his shirt, was a variously-colored strip-
ed buggy-robe.
