
THE SPANISH-
AMERICAN TREATY.

Complete Text of Articles Omitted
in Former Reports,

Relating to the Evacuation of the Philip-
pines and of Guam.

Also the Rules Concerning Judicial
Proceedings Pending on the Ex-

change of Ratifications of the

Treaty in the Territories Over

Which Spain Renounces or

Cedes Sovereignty.

LONDON, Dec. 20?The Madrid cor-
respondent of the "Morning Post" to-
day gives a translation of the seventeen
articles of the Hispano-American
treaty. His wording, with the excep-
tion of the eighth, twelfth and seven-
teenth articles, is almost identical with
that given by the Paris correspondent

of the "Times," M. De Blowitz. on De-
cember 4th, then cabled to the Asso-
ciated Press. The text of the treaty

as it appeared in the dispatch of M. De
Blowitz to the "Times," did not con-
tain the eighth, twelfth and seven-
teenth articles, and %v%s incomplete as
to the contents of the third and fifth.
The "Morning Post's" Madrid corre-
spondent supplies these omissions:

Article HI., after defining minutely
the geographical position uf the ceded
Philippines, adds: "The United States
shall pay to Spain $29,000,000 within
'three months after the exchange of
ratifications of this treaty.

Article V., after providing for the
repatriation of Spanish soldiers in the
Philippines, adds: "The evacuation of
the Philippines and Guam shall be
made upon conditions similar to those
regulating the evacuation of the An-
tilles, and within a period to be fixed
by )>oth Governments. Flags and
stands of colors, ships of war not cap-
tured, small arms, cannon of every cal-
iber, with their carriages and accesso-
ries, powders, munitions, cattle, ma-
terial and effects of every kind belong-
ing to the sea and land ?forces of Spain
in the Philippines and Guam, shall re-
main the property of Spain. Pieces of
heavy caliber which are not field artil-
lery, mounted in fortifications and on
the coasts, shall remain in position for
a period of six months after exchange
of ratification, and during that period

the United States may purchase ma-
terial from Spain, if both Governments
arrive at a satisfactory agreement
thereon.

Article VIII., in fulfillment of what
is agreed in Articles 1., 11. and 111. of
this treaty, Spain relinquishes in Cuba
and cedes in Porto Rico and the other
islands of the West Indies in the island
of Guam ard in the Philippine Archi-
pelago ail buildings, moles, barracks,

fortresses, establishments, public roads
and other real property which by cus-
tom or right are of the public domain,

and as such are vested in the crown of
Spain. Be it nevertheless declared that
this relinquishment or cession, as the
case may be, to which the preceding
refers., shall in no way lessen the prop-
erty or rights which belong by custom
and law to the peaceful possession of
goods of all kinds in the provinces
and cities, public or private establish-
ments, civil or ecclesiastical corpora-
tions, or whatever other collective body
possessing judicial entity for the ac-
quirement, and owning of goods in the
aforementioned relinquished or ceded
territories and to particular individuals,
whatever may be their nationality. The
said relinquishment or cession, as the
case may be, includes all documents
which exclusively refer to the said re-
linquished or ceded sovereignty which
exist in the archives of the peninsula.
When these documents, existing in said
archives only bear in part on the said
sovereignty, copies of the said part
shall be supplied whenever requested.
Analogous rules shall be reciprocally
observed in favor of Spain with respect
to documents existing in the archives
in the above mentioned islands. In
the aforementioned relinquishment or
cession aie comprised these rights of
the crown of Spain, and of its authori-
ties over archives and official registers,
as well as administrative or judicial,
of the said island, which refer to them
and to the rights and properties of
their inhabitants; the said archives and
registers must be carefully preserved:
and individuals without exception shall
have the right to obtain, in accordance
with the Laws, authorized copies of con-
tracts, wjlls and other documents which
form parts of notarial protocols, or
which are kept in administrative and
judicial archives, whether they be in
Spain or in the aforementioned islands.

Article Xll.?Judicial proceedings
pending on the exchange of ratifica-
tions of this treaty in the territories
over which Spain renounces or cedes
sovereignty shall be determined in con-
formity with the following rules:

First ?Sentences pronounced in civil
cases between individuals or in criminal
matters before the aforementioned
date, and against which there is, ac-
cording to Spanish laws, neither appeal
nor annulment, shall be considered de-
termined and shall be executed in due
form by the competent authority in the
territory within which said sentences
should be carried out.

Second ?Civil law suns between indi-
viduals which shall not have been de-
cided on the abovementioned date
shall pursue their course before the
tribunal in which each is being tried, or
before the one which shall replace it.

Third?Actions in criminal matters
pending on the aforementioned date be-
fore the supreme tribunal of Spain

against citizens of territory which, ac-
cording to this treaty, ceases to be
Spanish, shall remain under its jurisdic-
tion until final sentence has been pro-
nounced, but once sentence has been
pronounced, its execution shall be in-
trusted to the competent authority cf
the place wherein the action arose.

Article XVll.?This treaty shall be
ratified by the Queen Regent and the
President of the United States, with
the consent and approbation of tits
Senate, and ratifications exchanged In
Washington within six months, or ear-
lier if possible.

Then follows the signatures of all the
Peace Commissioners and the seals.

PANA STRIKE.

Twenty More Negroes Arrive to
Work in the Mine.

PANA (111.), Dec. 20.?Another com-
pany of about twenty negroes arrived
in Par.a to-day. They were held up by

soldiers and relieved of arms before
being permitted to go to the coal mine
stockades. There are now about 400
negroes in Pana. The mines are oper-
ated about half time. The white union
miners remain out solidly for the
State scale. They received $1,000 to-
day from the National Union. Two
companies of State militia remain
here, and Colonel Wells has a provost
guard in every section of the city,

fearing trouble may break out at any

moment between the whites and
blacks. The strike leaders claim that
the chances of winning grow brighter
each day.

PRESIDENT HEUREUX.

No Truth in Report That He Was
Assassinated.

CAPE HAYTTEN (Hayti), Dec. 20.?
There is a rumor here that President
Heureux of San Domingo, while re-
turning from Nassau, N. P., where he
conferred with the representatives of
the American syndicate, was assas-
sinated, and that his body was left
at Jaomel, on board a man-of-war,
while awaiting the investigation of
the Dominican Government.

PORT AU PRINCE, Dec. 20.?Presi-
dent Heureux arrived at Jaomel this
morning in good health.

No Hope for Dr. Hamilton.
SPRINGFIELD (111.), Dec. 20.?A

telegram was received from Elgin to-
day at the Governor's office saying
that physicians have given up hope for
the recovery of Dr. John B. Hamil-
ton. Superintendent of the State In-
sane Asylum. Dr. Hamilton was for-
merly Surgeon-General of the United
States Marine Hospital service. He
was also widely known as editor of
the "Journal" of the American Educa-
tional Association. Dr. Hamilton has
been suffering for about ten days
from an ailment of the intestines.

Secretary of the Interior Bliss.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 20. ? Several

Western Senators, including Wolcott of
Colorado and Spooner of Wisconsin, to-
day urged Secretary Bliss to remain in
the Cabinet, but the Secretary replied
that he would not reconsider his deter-
mination, and that the President would
determine on his successor very soon,
as he heped to retire January Ist.

COMMERCIAL.

WHEAT LOWER FOR BOTH

SPOT AND FUTURES.

Barley Easier on Call, but Holders

of Spot Feed Quote For-

mer Prices.

San Francisco, Dec. 20th.
Wheat is lower. The Chicago market is

easier, owing to weak foreign markets.
Both spot and futures are lower locally.

Choice milling is firmly held. The rains
have been general during the week, and
all wheat sections have been greatly ben-
efitted. Barley is easier on call, but hold-
ers of spot feed quote former prices.

There is not much offering, and the mar-
ket has been dull. The oat market has
been in good shape. Receipts have been
moderate, and the demand has been good,
owing to the high price of barley. Corn

has been quiet. Stocks are light and
holders are firm.

The rain again interfered with the hay

market to-day. During- the week the de-
mand improved somewhat, but not enough
to advance prices. Alfalfa and barley
hay are in light supply, and are quoted
higher. Total receipts to-day were only 84
tons. Bran is steady at the recent ad-
vance. The supply is not large, and there
is a good demand. Middlings are firm at
unchanged prices. Mill products are ac-
tive. *The apple market is in good shape for
good stock, and sales are reported above
recent prices. There are plenty on hand.
The market is overstocked with citrus
fruit, particularly oranges. There is a
rather better demand for oranges, but on
the whole the weather has been against
the trade. There are very few good pears
here and scarcely any persimmons. Afew
buxes of grapes are still seen. There is
good demand for all nuts. Almonds are
very scarce. In dried fruits the demand
is mostly for peaches. Small prunes are
very weak.

The butter market is easier, but, prices
are not quotably lower. Receipts of fresh
are not heavier, but the trade is running
more on packed goods, thus causing some
accumulation of fresh stock. Cheese is
firm at advanced prices. Stocks are light
and the demand is good. Eggs are less
plentiful, particularly choice stock, and
prices are higher. The market is firm.

The costume he-re represented is for general wear, and combines elegance of ap-
pearance with simplicity of making. It comprises a simple gored skirt and fancy

waist and is made of red Venetian cloth in combination with red and white striped

cloth of the same variety and bla<-k velvet with red The skirt fits closely
about the hips, but Mares wide at the hem, the flare beginning about sixteen incfte?
from the bottom of the skirt. Only thin crinoline sbou.d be used as an interlin-
ing, cisc the ripple effect of the fullness will be lost. The skirt, as shown, is en-
tirely free from trimming, but readily lends itself to any of the prevailing braid,
lace, or satin corded garnitures. The fullness of the back is folded into large
pleats, which meet closely on each side and conceal the placket.

The bodice is smooth fitting and seamed in the center of the back, where the
stripes meet in a succession of downward-turned points. The front is slightly loose
and opens over a vest of white Mirecourt lace. The w;ide graceful revers are
rounded and extend from the shoulder seam almost to the waist line. A circular
ruffle of the velvet (with black nap and a reel warp which gleams through it.) fin-
ishes the edges of the revers. and crossing the upper sleeve meets the fiat velvet
trimming acrt>ss the back. Where the revers meet a knotted velvet bow is fas-
tened, the ends of which are hidden under the narrow pleated belt. The clasp of
the latter is of red enamel.

The sleeves are comfortably small and fitted to the arm. They are finished at
the wrist by a succession of vertical, cordlike tucks, and four small red glass but-
tons, and a' shaped velvet Marine: lower cuff is lined with white silk. The proper
cut of this gown can be obtained only with the use of the cut paper pattern fur-
nished by HARPER'S BAZAR.

ORDINANCE NO. 470.

Preventing the Sale of Milk In the City

of Sacramento, Unless the Cows From
Which Such Milk is Derived are Free
from Tuberculosis.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follows:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person, firm or corporation, either as
owner or agent, to sell or cause to be
sold, within tho limits of the City of Sac-
ramento, any milk from any cow Otf cows,
unless such person, firm or corporation
shall first procure a certificate from some
person competent to make the test, that
his cr their cows from which such milk
is derived are free from the disease of
tuberculosis.

Section 2. Any persons, firm or corpor-
ation violating the provisions of Section
One hereof, shall, upon conviction, be
punished by a fine of not less than Ten
nor more than One Hundred Dollars, or
by imprisonment in the City Jail for not

less than five nor more than sixty days,
ci' la' both such fine and imprisonment.

Section 3. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect and be in force immediately upon and
after its passage. ,

CITY OFFICIAL ADVERTISING.

ORDINANCE NO, 482.

An Ordinance to Regulate, Control and
Direct the Movement in the Streets,

Alleys and Lanes of the City of Sac-
ramento, of Vehicles, of Certain De
scriptions, and of Certain Animals
and Amending Ordinance No. 17.

The Board of Trustee of the City of
Sacramento, ordain as tollows:

Section L Section Two of Chapter 10
of Ordinance No. 17, entitled, "An Ordi-
nance consolidating, revising and codify-
ing the ordinances of the city of Sacra-
mento," passed June 27, 187;:, is hereby
amended so as to read as follows:

Section 2. It shall not be lawful for
any person to race, or run, or drive any
animal or animals in or on any of the
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, at a
rate exceeding five miles an hour, when
said animal or animals are loose, or un-
attached to a vehicle, or are not ridden
by a human being. It shall be unlawful
for any owner, driver or occupant of any
hack, buggy, carriage, cart, wagon or
other wheeled vehicle draw n by an anim .1
or animals, to drive or propel, or cause
to be driven or propelled, through the
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, such
vehicle, or for any person to ride any
animal through the streets, lanes or alleys
of the city, at a rate of speed in excess
of eight miles an hour, within *he fol-
lowing boundaries. io wit: Between tho
west line of Twelfth street and the west
line of Front street, and the north boun-
dary line of G street and the south boun-
dary line of P street. It shall be unlaw-
ful, too. for any vehicle drawn or pro-
pelled by an animal or animals, to be
driven or propelled, or for any animal
to be ridden in the streets, lanes, or alley i
of the city, without the bounds above and
hereinbefore specified, at a rate of speed
in excess of ten miles an hour; provided,
that the provisions of this section shall
not apply to the officers, members and
vehicles of the Fir* Department of tho
city, of the Police Department, or to the
City Physician and his assistants, when
in the immediate pursuit of duty. It
shall be unlawful for any vehicle drawn
by an animal or animals to be driven, or
any animal to be ridden, beyond the cen-
ter line of any street, alley or lane of tho
city, to the left of the driver or occupant
of such vehicle, or rider of such animal,
except in crossing such highway for the
purpose of stopping upon the other or left
side thereof, within a reasonable distance
from the point of crossing such ce.it> r
line. It shall be unlawful to propel or
drive any vehicle by an animal or
animals, or to ride any animal out of a
street, lane or alley of the city into an
intersecting highway, so as to make a
turn into the latter nearer than six feet
from the nearest curb corner, except for
the purpose of stopping immediately be-
yond such corner. It shall be unlawful
to drive or propel, or to cause to be driven
or propelled, any vehicle drawn by an
animal or animals, or to ride any animal
from one street, alley or lane, into an in-
tersecting street, alley or lane, so that
turning in the. new direction will brli.--;
said vehicle or driver, animal and rider,
upon the left-hind side of the newly en-
tered street, alley or lane, except for the
purpose of' immediately stopping upon
such left-hand side. In all other cases
the change of direction must be made by
driving or riding as nearly as may be
done under prevailing conditions, to or
beyond the junction of the center lines of
such Intersecting ways, so that the
change of direction will bring the vehi-
cle and driver or animal and rider, upon
the right hand of the street, alley or
lane newly entered, and along the line of
direction. * It Is hereby orderrd that the
custom or usage known as ?'The Law of
the Road," relative to driving and pass-
ing on public highways, and as obtain-
ing generally among the American peo-
ple shall obtain and be a rule of action
and observed as the law in the City of
Sacramento. It shall be unlawful to drive
any vehicle drawn by an animal or ani-
mals. cr by electricity, steam or vapor
power, or to ride any animal upon any
sidewalk in the City of Sacramento, or
on any foot-path in any public park in the
City of Sacramento.
