JUDGMENT REVERSED.

Supreme Court Decision in an Ala-
meda County Case.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 20.—The
Supreme Court has reversed the judg-
ment of the Superior Court of Ala-
meda County in the case of the Cali-
fornia Improvement Company against
Geo.

New Steamers for Oriental Trade.

Each vessel will be of 18,000 tons dis-
placement, with a carrying capacity of
12,000 tons, and a speed of eighteen
knots. They will each have cabin ac-
commodations for 175 first-class pas-
sengers.

FATAL FIRE
AT NEW YORK.

'Flames Break Out in a Residence
on West End Avenue,

Resulting in Three Deaths and Probable
Fatal Injury to a Rescuer.

Two Women Leap From the Third
Story of the Burning Building,
One Being Instantly Killed and
the Other Dying Later From
Injuries Received, While the
Charred Remains of a Third
Woman Were Found in the
Ruins.

NEW YORK, Dec. 20.—Three women
dead and a man so severely injured
| that he may die, was the result of a
| fire to-day at the residence of G. H.
Il:u_\'mond, at West End avenue and
| Seventy-third street.

Mrs. Underwood, a sister of Mrs.
Raymond, leaped from a second story
window, her head struck the sidewalk
{and death was instantaneous.
Doerr, in trying to rescue Mrs. Under-

wood, sustained a fracture of the
skull, which probably will result in
death.

Mrs. . H. Raymond followed Mrs.
Underwood out of the window, and
was picked up unconscious. Mr. Ray-
mond was carried from the house un-
conscious from smoke. After the
flames were extinguished the body of
Harriet Fee was found on the third
floor of the house. She had been
overcome by the smoke. .

A superb collection of pictures and
tapestries owned by Mr. Raymond was
entirely destroyed.

The fire was discovered by someone
passing on the street. When the fire-
men arrived they could not get into
the building, as the flames burst out
in such volume that the men were
driven back. Mr. and Mrs. Raymond
appeared at the windows of the third
story front, and Mrs. Underwood at
a second story window.

The firemen ran ladders to the up-
per stories, and Wm. Doerr, a railroad
conductor, volunteered to go up. Mrs.
lavmond and Mrs, Underwood could
be seen climbing out of the windows,
and the firemen and the crowd begged
them to go back.

Doerr was half way up the ladder
when Mrs. Underwood jumped from
the window, striking Doerr full in the
breast and carrying him with her to

the street. Then the firemen Dbore
awa@y Mrs. Underwood, while others
rescued Doerr. Mrs. Underwood was

dead, and Doerr was apparently dying.
Their skulls had been crushed.

Meantime Mrs. Raymond, who could
not be restrained by her husband,
had jumped out of the window.

Two firemen, who climbed a ladder
to the third story, rescued Mr. Ray-
mond just as he was overcome by
the smoke.
| Ferguson, the butler, escaped by the
rear. His face was badly lacerated by
falling, while making his escape.

After the fire had been subdued the
body of Harriet Fee was found. All
the clothing had been burned off, and
the corpse was black from the flames.

The loss was £50,000.

Mrs. Underwood had come from Ohio
to spend the holidays with her sister,
Mrs, Raymond.

Mrs. Raymond died to-night.

McKINLEY HOME AGAIN.

ARRIVED “'AT WASHINGTON
YESTERDAY FORENOON.

The Nation’s Chief Executive Well
Pl.ea.led With His Trip Through
the Southern States.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 20.—The Pres-
idential party, after an absence of
seven days in the South, arrived at
the Pennsylvania station over the
Southern Railway at 11:30 o’clock this
morning, exactly on schedule time.
With the exception of Mrs. McKinley,
who was slightly indisposed at Atlan-
ta, every member of the party has
been in the best of health and all pro-
nounce the trip most enjoyable and
a splendid success in every way.

Everywhere a stop was made the
President was received with greetings
and demonstrations of an enthusiastic
character, and during the entire week
there was not a disturbing incident.

The run from Columbia, S. C., was
uneventful, and on its arrival here the
special train of six Pullman cars, un-
der the personal supervision of Gen-
eral Agent Brown, was run up the
Sixth street siding, where all alighted.
The President and Mrs. McKinley were
driven to the White House at once,
and the members of the Cabinet, Mr.
Porter and Mr. Cortelyou, the secre-
taries to the President, and their la-
dies were driven to their homes.

The entire morning aboard the Pres-
idenital train was spent in farewell
visits by the different members of the

party. The President received his
guests in hig own car. He expressed
his entire satisfaction over the trip.

With this sentiment every member of
the Cabinet aboard heartily coincided.
while Generals Wheeler and Shafter
repeated the eulogistic exnressions al-
ready made in their public speeches.
