
FLORIN FARMERS' INSTITUTE

A GOOD ATTENDANCE AND

MUCH INTEREST TAKEN.

Various Questions of Interest to j
the Agricultural Community

Discussed.

Yesterday morning was cold, blus-
tering and very unpleasant for riding

in the north wind, in spite of the bright
sun, but there was nevertheless a

good attendance at the Farmers' In-
stitute at Florin, the farmers and fruit
raisers in a number of cases coming

for many miles to listen to the lec-
tures and papers by the various speak-
ers, and manifesting much interest in
the Institute.

In the afternoon the attendance was

materially increased, and many ladies
were also present, some of them tak-
ing part in the discussions and asking

The meeting was called to order by
W. A. Mott, who called for nomina-
tions for Chairman.

Senator Gillis Doty was chosen unan-
imously, and said. In taking the
chair, that the University was doing an
excellent work in furnishing instruc-
tors for these institutes. The farmers
can receive much valuable instruction
through them, and he was sorry they
were not better attended. He hoped
that the time was not far distant
when they would take more interest in
them, for the University would do its
part.

Prof. D. T. Fowler spoke on "The
Social and Educational Features of
Farmers' Institutes." He said he was
sorry to note the absence of women
at the session, for they are specially
interested in this work. Some of the
best farmers in the State, he had
found, were women. The University

wishes to aid the farmer in every way

possible, but he was sorry to say that
there are still many farmers who look
c>n the instruction given as theoretical
only, and that more practical, hard
sense lessons are what they need.
This is not so. Science is being more
and more called on to give aid to
persons in all walks of life and the
world is being benefited by it. The
farmer needs its aid just as much as
the merchant. the manufacturer
and the mechanic. Unfortunately the
farmer does not take up the ideas ad-
vanced to him by science as readily

as the merchant and manufacturer do
Competition is becoming so strong in
agricultural, as well as other lines,

that it has become necessary for the
farmer to not only do as much manual
work as before, but to do much more
of hard work than he has ever done
if he would be successful.

To do this he must take up the
ideas of others. He should, if a dis-
covery is made in Germany or some
other country that will be of benefit
to him, take it up and apply it to his
own work. There must l>e an intelli-
gent advance along the lines of pro-
gressiva knowledge. For this purpose
these Institutes are planned and car-
lied on. For this the University, which
belongs to the people of the State, is
doing all in its power to aid the farm-
ers. The work being done in the Ag-

ricultural Department of the Univer-
sity is of the most practical kind. He
had found that the farmers are be-
ginning to appreciate that fact. When
the fruit grower finds a new bug that
is doing injury to the vines or trees,
they now begin to seek the aid of
science, not only to determine the spe-
cies, but also to find a remedy for it.
If trees do not do well in a certain lo-
cality and the farmer invokes the aid
of science, an investigation is made.
Perhaps the quality of water used in
irrigation is found to be the cause of
the trouble. Perhaps it is the quality
of land that is at fault. If an inves-
tigation had been made of all the con-
ditions before the orchards were plant-
ed, such mistakes could have been
avoided.

There is no State In the Union in
which there are so many problems to
be dealt with as in California. Its
immense area, its variety of soil, its
variations of climate are all things to
be studied in connection with the farm,
if we would do intelligent work. The
time was when it was said that any

fool could be a farmer, but that day
is gone, and the farmer who would
avoid failure must bring to his work
a far greater degree of intellectual
force and a fund of practical informa-
tion than a few years ago.

When the farmers begin to take an
interest in the experimental stations
and the knowledge gained by the inves-
tigations there.they will begin to watch
and ask for information concerning

them and will find the benefit of it.
The United States is doing more in aid
of the farmers than any other nation,

and the numerous bulletins that are
compiled, printed and distributed free
on application will tell them of all tho
information gained by patient inves-
tigation and experiment, and enable
them to know what is going on in
other countries as well as this. Again,

the sons and daughters of farmers are
confronted by a different condition
from that which their parents found
Their parents found here a virgin

land, took up homesteads and improv-
ed them. They found little or no com-
petition and could make a living eas-
ily. This is no more the case. The
land is nearly all gone and the wheat
and fruit-raiser comes into competi-
tion with the peoples of far off coun-
tries in the world's markets.

THE MATTER DISCUSSED.
A discussion followed during which

J. H. Putter gave his experience in set-
tling on the plains near Florin, and
how he was advised by many not to do
so, and told that he would starve, as it
had been tried unsuccessfully. He per-
severed, however, raised a crop, plant-
ed strawberries, grapes and fruit trees,
and made his efforts successful. He
shipped specimens of his fruits East
and received medals for them from hor-
ticultural societies and had time after
time taken the sixth department medal
at the State Fair for products raised on
the plains land where he had been told
nothing would grow because of the bed-
rock. He had proved on many oc-
casions that on the bedrock land the
results were better than where there
were deep soils. He had sent speci-
mens of the bedrock to be analyzed acd
been told it was full of plant He
thought it stood every farmer in hand
to encourage the institutes and obtain
all the benefits possible from them.

Professor Fowler said that there are
more new problems in agriculture to-
day than there were twenty years ago.
He instanced the fact that in a certain
locality, where the "practical" farmer
had only known that the land would
produce potatoes and grain, parties had
come from the East, paid a high price

| for the land and planted it to sweet
peas and are shipping the seed back to
Germany and making money by it.
Eastern florists have also found out
that the best flower stocks and seeds
can be produced in California.

Mr. Booth spoke of the excellent ob-
ject lesson that had been presented by
Mr. Rutter.

Mr. Gage said that the land near Elk
Grove was deteriorating through con-
stant cropping, and asked what could
be done to restore it to its pristine
fertility, in the East the soil is re-
newed by rotation of crops and plowing
in clover.

Professor Fowler said he should speak
on the renovation of soils on Thurs-
day.

Mr. Mack asked if Professor Fowler
intended to speak on the Campbell
method, and Professor Fowler said that
the Campbell method not only placed
the seed in the ground, but exerted both
a downward and sidie pressure upon
the soil and rendered it more solid,
keeping the air from the seed and pre-
venting it from blighting. It consisted
of deep plowing, thorough harrowing
and rendering the ground firmer. It
had not, he believed, been tried in Cal-
ifornia, but something similar to it had
proved successful.

AFTERNOON SESSION.
In the afternoon the question box was

first on the program.
The first question was: "Will the

Pas<teur system of vaccination prevent
anthrax or black leg?"

Professor Fowler said there was no
veterinary department in the Univer-
sity, but Professor Woodworth said the
results of investigation so far are favor-
able.

"What benefits would accrue if therewere a farmers' club in Florin?" was
answered by Professor Fowler, who
said it was a question very dear to his
heart. There are many such organiza-
tions in the southern part of the State,
which discuss various questions affect-
ing the welfare of the community.
Then. too. if the farmers wish any leg-
islation favorable to their interests, the
club speaks as the voice of the commu-
nity and not as individual opinion. A
club was formed in Fresno, a committee
being appointed to formulate a plan
for it. When the plan was reported in-
dividual effort procured members and
succeeded in building up a club with110 members. It soon had an instance
of how the farmers are organized. Aroom was provided where the farm-
ers' wives and daughters could
spend their leisure time when in
the city and be comfortable.
The telephone company and the ice
company offered their wares free for
the use of the club. The railroad cross-

-3 Were put in shape. The club was
asked to send a committee to Sacramen-
to with the Assessor, to show the State
Board of Equalization why the coun-ty's assessment should not be raised
The club benefited the raisin growers
$300,000 by organization, and the result
is the formation of the Raisin Grow-
ers' Association, raising the price ofraisins from 1% cents in the sweat box
to 3% cents. There is no communitywhere a farmers' club will not be of
benefit in many ways. A dub at Florin
could do much in the way of securing
through the local member of the Leg-
islature such legislation as it wants Ifany. 'Mr. Rutter gave the result of his ex-perience with a farmers* club formed
before the railroad was built and the
wide influence it exerted. Its office was
in the State Agricultural Pavilion, and
its meetings were largely reported.
V\ hen the Grange was instituted the
club joined the Grange.

Mr. Fowler said the Grange prohibits
political discussions, while in the club
they are allowed. Each is an assistance
to the other. Many men will not join
a secret organization, while the club isopen and above board, and any question
may be asked that interests the com-
munity.

Chairman Doty told of a discussion in
the Auditing Board to the State Com-
missioner of Public Works, in whichwas shown the benefits of organization
in a compact body, as told by Secre-
tary Marklry of the board. One of thegreat troubles, said Mr. Doty, is theway in which fruit and other products
are packed to deceive the purchaser

Prc*essor Fowler said the SantaClara Fruit Exchange had learned thelesson and when its prunes are packedgrade them so fairly that the associa-tion's brand is a guarantee in the mar-ket. The honest farmer of Californiahowever, will let the largest fruit workto the top. An inspector is neededmuch. One was appointed in Fresno
and it worked for the benefit of thegrowers. The trade wants honest goodsand it will pay to pack them, for If
Properly inspected, they will sell, whilethe goods not inspected are rejected

Mr. Booth asked why, if inspection
Paid m Fresno, it would not pay in
ijorln, with the great crops of grapesIf grapes were properly inspected andbranded, they would sell for a higher
price.

Mr. Reese thought the farmers ofevery community should meet together
and discuss matters of interest, no
matter whether it was a club or calledby some other name. He favored any
organization that would properly grade
the fruit and find a market for it.

Mrs. D. Reese and other ladies alsospoke on the subject, one of them say-
ing that, if the strawberries were not
"topped out" nicely the market man
would not buy them, or at least would
pay much less for them. It would be
much less trouble for the producer and
they would ship better, but they would
not sell.

J. Romer gave his exeperience in
packing loosely and said if they were

all nearly of a size he could always
sell them. There ought, he thought, to
be a Fruit Inspector at Florin.

VINE HOPPERS.
Prof. C. W. Woodworth of the Uni-

versity spoke on "Vine Hoppers,"
He said it was a subject that had

interested him greatly, and the Uni-
versity had spent much time in inves-
tigating it. It had been discovered
that the vine hopper lays its egg be-
tween the membranes of the leaf, a
piece of information that has long

been sought for. The vine hopper has
a little sword, with which it cuts the
leaf and inserts the egg. The hopper
passes the winter as an adult insect,
hopping around on the leaves and eat-
ing on the warm days. As soon as the
vine begins to send out its
leaves, the hoppers congregate
on the leaves, as they afford the
best food for it. It continues laying
eggs for about three weeks and
at periods thereafter through the sea-
son, which makes them so abundant.
In the fall, when the early frosts
come, all those who have laid eggs
die, as do all those that have no wings
or are undeveloped.

The consensus of opinion is that
"sheeping" does not do any good, but
on the contrary, if there is any dif-
ference. The weedy vineyard is gen-
erally most free from hoppers in the
spring. As to the remedies, he had
not had an opportunity to satisfy
himself with them and did not know
of anyone who had. Any remedy, to
l>e effective, must be one that can be
applied at any time in the season.
Clean cultivation in either spring or
fall, the most destructive time, will not
succeed in eradicating the pest- In
Bulletin No. 15 the subject is fully

treated.
Mr. Mack asked if there was any

parasite that preys on the vine hopper,
and Prof. Woodworth said he knew
of none.

Mr. Mack said that he had noticed a
small sort of wasp that seems to prey
on them and he often found a handful
of hoppers in the vicinity of the
wasp's cells.

Prof. Woodworth thought the wasps
might destroy a few, but would not
diminish the supply much.

Mr. Mack said that the hoppers re-
main on the leaves after the grapes
are picked, and if sheep are turned in
early in the morning, before the hop-

pers move, they eat leaves, hoppers
and all, and if it did not kill the hop-

pers, it must at least give them a
rather thrilling experience.

Prof. Fowler said he had sheep for
two years out of four in Fresno Coun-
ty, hut could not see that it made
much difference.

FLEA BEETLES.
"Flea Beetles at Florin in 1898."

was the subject of remarks by E. F.
French of Florin.

He said that the insect was so nam-
ed by the late Matthew Cooke. It
appeared earlier this spring than usual
and went to work immediately on the
leaves and shoots. He used a paper
covered with printers' ink that had
been recommended to him, but found
that that particular application of
printers' ink was a failure. He then
used pans under the vine, with coal
oil in them and found them effectual.

In less than one week the foliage of
thrifty young vines were perforated
by the beetle. The closely shaded
grapes are the ones that are attacked
and injured by being almost severed
from the stem.

In regard to the results of his work,
he said that in 1893, from six and a
half acres of bearing vineyard, set eight
feet apart, he shipped 1,750 crates; in
1594. 1.950 crates: in 1895, THO crates;
in 1890, 1,300 crates. In 1898, from
twelve acres, set nine feet apart, he
shipped 725 crates and this year 2,236
crates. Besides this there were about
1,500 crates more this year, early in
the season, that were injured, showing
the ravages of the insect. The injured
grapes are sensitive to numerous influ-
ences. He figured his loss this year
from the insect at $754.), and was satis-
fied that had it not been for the pres-
ence of the pest he would have had no
injured grapes.

W. Davies said that he had seen the
work of the beetle in his vineyard for
several years, and some years they had
fairly riddled it. He had never seen
the beetle till this year.

W. A. Mot* said that if there had
been a farmers' club at Florin Mr.
French would not have had to go to all
the expense alone of having to find the
beetle, but all would have been taxed
alike.

PROBLEMS IN IRRIGATION.
"Some Problems in Irrigation" was

the next subject by Professor Fowler.
He said the present dry season in

California has done some good. It is
a present loss, but has taught us some
important lessons. There are a great
many who pride themselves on living
in a non-irrigation district, but this
season has rather shattered their ideas.
This season without rain has followed
a dry season and has started those who
do not irrigate to doubt as to
whether the fruit buds will
form properly for the coming
year. Many again, who have been ir-
rigating with water for which they
have paid have found that the water
can be placed on the surface more
cheaply by pumping. A supply of
water underlies a large portion of this
State at depths running from ten to
thirty feet. This is true in Sonoma,
Santa Clara. Sacramento and many
other counties, there being many under-
ground streams that furnish an inex-
haustible supply.

Many farmers object to pumping be-
cause it means an outlay for pumps
and machinery, but are willing to pay
$1 to #1' an acre for water from a
ditch. He cited an instance where
the actual cost where a centrifugal
pump was procured and 150 acres of
wheat irrigated and saved at a cost for
pumping the water of not over 50 cents
an acre. Of course, this did not include
the cost of the pump and machinery,
but it paid. Many have not learned this
lesson, but there are some who have.
He fcad sent out a number of letters
asking questions as to the hight water
must be lifted, kind of power, etc.. and
asking if pumping paid. He had not
received one answer in which it was
claimed that it did not pay.

In buying water, the irrigator must
take his water as he can get it. day
or night. Many of his replies praise
the pumping because they can put on
the water just whenever it is needed.
He was pleased to say that the replies
showed that a very large number of
pumps used in deep wells in Sonoma
and other counties and also in Southern
California are manufactured in Sacra-
mento County. In this county, with
the water so near surface of the
ground. a centrifugal pump would
pump an immense amount of water and
one good pump would do for several
neighbors under favorable circumstan-
ces. He noticed by the report of the
Chamber of Commerce in this morn-
ing's "Record-Union" that the pumps
in two wells raised 4,500,000 gallons a
day without apparently diminishing the
supply.

A Mr. Bardln reported to him that he
had 250 acres in wheat last year and
found that it was about to be a failure.
He procured a centrifugal pump and
made a canvas hose and pumped water

from the Salinas River all over it. He
harvested 10,000 centals of wheat from
it, while from another piece which he
did not irrigate he did not get enough
to feed a goat. He had investigated the
matter and found the statement was
true.

Last year was a dry year, and if this
one should also prove so, the fruit buds
will not mature from lack of rain.

Mr. Rutter told how in a dry year,
in 1804, he borrowed $800 at 2 per cent,
a month and bought pumping machin-
ery to irrigate his peach orchard. That
year there was no good fruit, but his
fruit was so superior that he received
his own price for it, paid off the mort-
gage and had $800 profit besides.

There was considerable discussion on
the question of ditch or pump irrigation
and the advisability of laws doing away
with the formation of irrigation dis-
tricts.

The institute then took an adjourn-
ment till to-day.

DEATH OF HARVEY KERR.

One of the Founders of Elk Grove
Passes Away.

Harvey Ken-, aged 69 years, died at
Elk Grove early Wednesday morning.
"Deacon" Kerr, as he was familiarly

known, was one of the founders of the
town of Blk Grove. He and his brother,
Joseph, were pioneers of that section,
and formerly owned many acres of land
there.

Mr. Kerr's remains will be interred
at 3 p. m. to-day in the Elk Grove Cem-
etery. Deceased was a member of the
Presbyterian Church at that place, and
w-as a very active and industrious old
gentleman.

Two Small Fires.
About 4 o'clock yesterday morning

the fire department was called out and
easily extinguished a small blaze in a
Chinese washhouse at 1926 O street.
The damage was slight.

I Shortly after noon a fire started from
a defective chimney in George Higg's
residence, at 1327 E street.
