
B. AND L. TESTS MEMORIES

A DAY IN TRYING TO SOLVE
OLD SECRETS.

Probing the Question of Merging

Two Societies Into

Oue.

The trial of the important case of

Receiver O'Neil against the National
Bank of D. O. Mills & Co. was on all
day yesterday in the Superior Court,

though counsel agreed that it dragged.

Court adjourned at 4 p. m. until Tues-
day forenoon.

Plaintiff admitted at the outset that
the stockholders of the old Building

and Loan Association did not receive

notice that a new corporation had been
formed in February, 181*1.

The first witness of the day was B.
U. Steinman, who testified that a

meeting was held in January, 1896, at

which it was decided to borrow money

for payment of the sixth series of
stock. At the meeting notice was
given that some 800 shares of stock
were maturing, and it was agreed to
borrow money for the purpose of tak-
ing up the shares that were maturing.

' Both my wife and myself were will-
ing to take stock rather than money "

said witness, "as we were not in need
of cash. It was found that we would
have to borrow $90,000 to pay the

stockholders, and of this sum $50,000
were borrowed from the Mills Bank,

fur which our securities were pledged.
I had fifty shares of stock in the sixth
series."

W. E. Norris was called, and his
testimony, like that of many witnesses
called on Thursday, was that he knew
nothing whatever about the merging

of the corporation of 1874 into that of
LSOI. Though he had signed the by-

laws, he could not say what they con-
tained, or that he had in any manner
assented to the transfer of his stock
to the books of the new corporation.
There was no explanation of the by-

laws of any of the officers.
On cross-examination, he said he

had thirty shares of stock, worth some
$0,000, and that he transferred them
for stock in the seventh series.

Fred Shepherd, a former director in
the association, testified to about the
same effect. "I voted for the resolu-
tion," he said, "and did not object to
the redemption of the sixth series. 1
do not remember what was said about
the loan and securities."

Philip Douglas, another director,

testified along the same line. He could
not remember just what talk was had
about the securifies.

The other witnesses of the morning

Were M. Hirsch, C. P. Massey and Rob-
ert H. Hawley. All testified that they

had no knowledge that a new corpora-
tion had been formed. Court then ad-
journed for noon recess.

At the afternoon session the first wit-
ness was Robert H. Hawley, who con-
tinued his story of the morning on
cross-examination. He said he was
once Secretary of the association, and
that he often acted for Alsip in his
absence. He said: "I often decided
controversies in Alsip's absence, acting

for him. I never heard the by-laws
explained to signers."

"Wasn't it a bunco game," asked
Grove L. Johnson, "by which people
signed things which they did not un-
derstand?"

The word ' bunco" was stricken out,
after which witness answered that he
never heard anybody explain to stock-
holders what they were signing.

Isador Cohen was the next witness.
He testified that he was a stockholder
in the Union Building and Loan Asso-
ciation many years ago. He never re-
ceived any notice to the effect that the
stock of the early association was ever
transferred to the new company.

The defense then offered in evidence
the "due" book of .the association,
showing the names of all the stock-
holders of the association, and the
amounts due.

Bookkeeper Scott explained how the
books were kept and the meaning of
all the entries. Defendant offered to
prove that the third, .fourth and fifth
series were paid off without a previous
meeting of stockholders. The plaintiff
objected, and the objection was sus-
tained. Offerings of similar matter
were not allowed; neither were the
defendants allowed to show that by

the common consent of stockholders
directors had power to act in the way
they did. Defendant- were not per-
mitted to prove how series previous to
the sixth were redeemed.

Robert H. Hawley was recalled by

defendants. He testified that he was
acquainted with the methods of book-
keeping pursued by the Building and
Loan Association, and be was one of
a committee appointed in 1897 to check
up the books of the association. He
could explain how books were kept,
and how surrendered stock was en-
tered in the books. He explained vari-
ous entries of December 20, 1893, con-
cerning surrendered' stock for a mo-
ment, but was not allowed to go far,

the objections of plaintiff prevailing.
Nothing concerning the third, fourth
and f.fth series was allowed, so far
as the offers tended to show the re-
demption and retirement of stock by

directors.
The defendant sought to introduce

evidence that the Bank of D. O. Mills
had no right under its charter to act
as Treasurer for any company, being
a national bank. The court ruled that
the charter of the bank could not be
offered in evidence without an amend-
ment of the pleadings, whereupon de-
fendant asked leave to amend.

President B. U. Steinman was called
to testify concerning the borrowing of
money, and his evidence was admitted
in face of objections of plaintiff. He
said that the company mortgaged the
Briggs ranch after exhausting all the
funds on hand.

"You had cleaned out the treasury,
and you then thought you'd raise what
you could V asked Grove Johnson.

The defense objected to the form of
the question, but it stood. The court
then adjourned until Tuesday morn-
ing, with the understanding that the
defense might put Dr. Huntington on
later, and out of order.

A Crowd Was at the Depot to Wel-
come Him.

Lieutenant Hobson, the hero of the
Merrimac episode at Santiago harbor,
passed through this city yesterday
afternoon on a. special train on his way
to San Francisco.

As the train moved off the crowd gave
three cheers for Hobson, and dispersed.

COUNTY SETTLEMENTS.

Only Eight Have So Far Squared
Their Taxes With the State.

Owing to the fact that over forty
counties have claims against the State
for back commissions and fees for
handling the State taxes, and that the
attorneys handling the claims have
advised those counties not to make
their annual settlements until their
claims have been allowed, only eight
counties have settled up to date.

pine $1,760.24, Mono $5,918.96, Contra
Costa $45,144.36, Mariposa $6,315.54,
Plumas $8,360.24, and Santa Clara
$178,319.61.
