
THE PROPOSED
NICARAGUA CANAL

Commissioners Present Three Routes
for the Waterway,

The Construction of Either One of Which
They Consider Feasible.

Difference of Opinion Among Mem-

bers of the Commission as to

the Cost of Completing the Ca-

nal, Estimates Running Allthe
Way From One Hundred to One

Hundred and Forty Odd Mil-

lions of Dollars.

WASHINGTON, Dec, 28.?Copies of

the preliminary report of the Nicaragua
Canal Commission, of which Admiral
Walker is Chairman, have been fur-
nished to Senator Morgan and others
interested in the bill now pending in
Congress on that subject.

The commission has not fully worked
out all the details of construction of
the proposed canal, but the report
simply presents briefly the views of
the Commissioners as to the feasibility

of the work and the maximum cost at
which it is believed the waterway can
be constructed.

Three routes are spoken of, viz.: The
old low level, the high level, or Menocal
route, and an intermediate route, and
all of these. Senator Morgan says, the
commission considers feasible of con-
struction.

For the purpose of arriving at an es-
timate of probable maximum cost the
commission submitted figures on the
low level route, which the Senator says
Is considered the longest and most ex-
pensive. For this route Admiral Walker
estimated the cost would be $124,000,-
-000 and Prof. Haupt $123,000,00, while
General Haines added 20 per cent, to
the figures, because of various condi-
tions, chiefly the question of the cost
of labor, which it was thought im-
possible to figure with absolute def-
initeness.

The report, says the Senator, shows
conclusively that the project is an en-
tirely feasible one, and that in its con-
struction the Government has the
choice of any of these routes. It shows,
further. Senator Morgan stated, the ab-
solute accuracy of the survey made by
Engineer Menocal some years ago. The
Senator believes, however, that all
these figures are too high, and ex-
presses the opinion that $100,000,000
will cover the entire cost of construe -
tion, basing the belief on what has
been done in the case of the Man-
chester, the Kiel and the Chicago
Drainage Canals, and on the reduced
cost of material and labor to-day, as
compared with what would have been
necessary in the earlier discussion of
the building of the proposed waterway.

ALL FRUITS INCLUDED.

Serious Restriction on American
Trade iv Germany.

WASHINGTON, Dec. 28.?Consul
General Mason writes tfie State De-
partment from Frankfort on the rig-
orous inspection of dried fruits brought
to Germany, despite the fact that the
San Jose scale has not been detected
in many kinds of American fruits, and
is entirely inert and harmless in such
fruits as it infects. He says the reg-
ulations have been sharpened so as to
include all kinds of fruits, dried and
fresh-

It is conceded that the scale is de-
posited only on the outside of fruit,
so that pared fruit must be free from
all danger. But the German officials
will take nothing for granted, and be-
fore admitting even dried fruit, they
require the opening of all the boxes
to show that the contents consist of
peeled fruit. These requirements are
so severe on the trade that the big
steamship lines landing at Antwerp
and Rotterdam have refused to carry
American dried fruits. This in turn
has raised the cost of freight on the
American fruit. It is obliged to take
roundabout routes, reaching the inter-
ior by rail, with inspections at fron-
tier stations of Venlo and Herbesthal.
The extra freight, heavy cost and in-
spection, the latter being about five
cents per package, make a serious re-
Btilotion on the American trade.

Mr. Mason says public opinion in
Germany upholds the Government in
the restrictions placed on American
goods.

GERMAN BEET SUGAR CROP.

A Deficit of at Least Three Hun-
dred and Fifty Thousand Tons.
WASHINGTON, Dec. 28.?A deficit

in the German beet sugar crop of at
least 3.V),<KH) tons is figured upon by
United States Consul Diedrich at Mag-
deburg. He says that the backward

Reason resulted in a small deficiency.
A number of manufacturers sold fully
one-half of their last year's product at
very low prices before they realized
that there would be a shortage in ma-
terial, and the end of November found
a number of factories closed on ac-
count of the difficulty in getting ma-
terial.

All the old stocks of sugar in Eu-
rope having run low, the market has

been stronger for some time with up-
ward prices. The estimate of the beet
sugar crop for the world, accepted in
Germany as accurate, is 4,775,585 tons,
Germany leading with 1,847,018 tons,

and Cuba being set down as produc-
ing 300,000 tons, against 2,537,571 tons
in the previous season.

LATE SENATOR MORRILL.

Funeral Services Will Be Held in
Senate Chamber on Saturday.

W'ASHLNXJTON, Dec. 28?Arrange-
ments for the funeral of the late Sen-
ator Morrill of Vermont, who died at
an early hour this morning, were com-
pleted to-day. The funeral ceremonies
will be held in the Senate Chamber
on Saturday next at 12 o'clock noon.
Until then the body will remain at the
family residence on Massachusetts ave-
nue, and will be borne to the Capitol
early Saturday morning.

The services at the Senate will be
conducted by Rev. E«. Bradford Leavitt
of All Souls' Unitarian Church, where
Senator Morrill was an attendant for
a number of years, assisted by Rev.
Dr. Wilbum, the blind Chaplain of the
Senate. The remains will be taken to
the family home at Strafford, Vt., for
burial alongside the remains of Mrs.
B-brrfll, although they will probably be
entombed here for a time until the
family mausoleum now under construc-
tion is completed.

POOLROOMS CLOSED.

No More Betting on Races at Lou-
isville.

LOUISVILLE (Ky.), Dec. 28.?For
the first time in the history of the city
the poolrooms to-day are closed perma-
nently. For some time a bitter fight
has been waged upon the poolroom in-
terests, which resulted in the three
rooms in this city being raided Satur-
day, over 125 men being arrested. These
were dismissed at a preliminary hear-
ing, but as the Grand Jury had an-
nounced its intention to continue raid-
ing them, the proprietors came into
the Criminal Court this morning and
stated that they had determined to
close their doors permanently. They
said that they surrendered uncondition-
ally, and in view of this fact all pend-
ing indictments against them have been
dismissed.

COLD BATHS.

Their Injurious Effects Upon the
Anaemic and the Old.

"The Journal of Tropical Medicine"
has an interesting article on the use
of the cold tub in tropical countries, in
which it is shown that, health-giving
as it may be to those who are young
and vigorous and newly arrived, it is
by no means a process) to be universally
advised. In the tropics a daily bath
of some sort becomes a necessity for
purposes of cleanliness alone. But the
"tub" which is indulged in by Euro-
peans?that is, immersion in cold
water, or, at any rate, in water that
is distinctly colder than the body, for
say five minutes ?has a distinct physio-
logical action besides the removal of
dirt, and the question is whether this is
good or bad. It is pointed out that the
shock is relatively greater than in tem-
perate climates, that the abstraction
of heat during the process can be but
ill afforded, and that the depression of
temperature induced is difficult to re-
cover from.

It is also insisted on that neither the
circulatory nor the respiratory organs
respond to the stimulus, and that es-
pecially in the case of those who are
"getting on" in years, the digestive
organs may be congested to a danger-
ous extent. We think that all this is
very true, but that it is true for a very
lazge number of people who live in tem-
perate climes as" well as for those whose
lives are passed in the tropics. Many
people who have, as they would say,
been "always accustomed" to take a
cold tub every morning continue the
habit long after it had better have
been given up. They do this partly
because it is a habit, and partly be-
cause they dislike the confession of get-
ting old which seems to be involved in
giving up the customs of their more
youthful days.

But we are quite clear that unless
good reaction very quickly follows a
cold bath, and follows it without much
"toweling," such tubbing is very often
injurious. Whenever a man has "to
rub himself warm," or when he finds
that he is not right again until after
his breakfast he may feel sure that
his tub is doing him harm, and that
he would do better to take a warm
bath, finishing off with a rapid sponge
over with cold water. "For the young,
vigorous and newly arrived youth in
the tropics the cold bath may be in-
dulged in with impunity, and it may
be with benefit; but as years lapse, the
tropical resident calls for bath water
warmer and still! warmer, until he finds
that he has best health only when the
water of his bath is not below the tem-
perature of his body."

And it is the same in temperate cli-
mates. On the one hand, the anaemia
of the tropics renders a man more sus-
ceptible to cold; but on the other hand,
the arterial rigidity which in temperate
climates is so common an associate of
advancing years renders men peculiarly
unable to bear that sudden displace-
ment of blood and that sudden rear-
rangement of the circulation which is
involved in getting into cold water. ?

CONVERSATIONAL TACT.

The Charm of a Good Talker Sur-
passes AllAccomplishments.

"Women who regard it as their chief
end in life to attract admiration will

spend hours before the looking-glass
and devote days in dress, not realizing

that one-half this time spent in culti-
rating their minds and in acquiring
ability to talk well would accomplish
the same purpose in a far greater de-

gree," writes Mrs. Moses P. Handy in

the "Woman's Home Companion,"
when discussing "The Art of Conver-

sation." "In the first place, in order

to talk agreeably it is requisite to have
something to talk about. You cannot
draw water from a well where no water
is, therefore, you must cultivate your

mind through reading and observation.
Accustom yourself to talk about what
you see and read. It is a mistake not

to talk to the people of your own fam-

ily; many a one has grown taciturn
from considering it not worth while to

entertain the home folks. Let the

habit of story-telling be cultivated;
you cannot lack for auditors while you

have children among your ac-
quaintance. You will find that by so
doing your mental and lingual facul-

ties will be strengthened. Keep your-

self in touch with the questions of the

day; to do this give a few moments to
the newspaper every morning. Always

find out whether the person you are
to entertain prefers to speak or to
listen, and govern yourself according-

ly. Avoid as far as possible all un-
pleasant subjects, and endeavor to dis-

cover what is most interesting to your

companions. With some persons this

faculty amounts to intuition, with oth-
ers it is laboriously acquired, but it
invariably grows by exercise. Talk of

things and not of people; gossip is not
conversation. Never talk much of

yourself nor your own affairs; it is bad

form, and generally bores your hearer.
Avoid, also, unkind and censorious ob-
servations about other people, and
never, if you can help it, make per-

sonal remarks, unless they are some-
thing in the nature of a delicate com-
pliment; thus you will avoid treading

on your neighbors' corns."

A Famous English Nurse.
Mrs. Florence Craven, an honorary

associate of the Order of St. John, is,

with the exception of Miss Nightin-

gale, the oldest trained nurse in Eng-

land. Outside of royalties she has
probably more decorations than any

uther woman in the empire. She spent
many years in the hospitals of Hol-
land, Denmark, Germany and France.
When the Franco-Prussian war broke
out, she volunteered for ambulance
work, and was placed in charge of a
fever station of the Tenth Army Corps

before Metz. She had charge also of
the Empress Frederick's lazaretto for
wounded soldiers at Homburv- Mrs.
Craven possesses a cross surmounted
by the royal crown of Prussia, the dec-
oration being specially designed for her
by the Empress Frederick, then Crown
Princess. The Grand Duchess of Baden
conferred another decoration ?a red
cross on a white background, surmount-
ed by the imperial eagle. Perhaps the
most remarkable of the distinctions she
has received is the Iron Cross, the order
of merit presented by William I. cf
Germany for distinguished services in
time of war. She further received the
war medal presented by the first Ger-
man Emperor for services in the war of
1870. ?Woman's Journal.
