
GREEN WAS GIVEN
THE DECISION

Declared the Winner in the Prize
Fight With Creedon,

Much to the Dissatisfaction of Several
Tiiousafiti Spectators.

The Contest an Uninteresting One,

Round After Round Being a
Series of Clinches, Misses and

Getaways, Neither Fighting

Their Best at Any Stage.

SAN FRANCISCO, Dec. 30? Dan
Creedon of Australia and George

Green of San Francisco came together

in a twenty-round bout before the Na-
tional Athletic Club in the presence of
several thousand dissatisfied specta-

tors. Both men appeared in good con-
dition, each weighing 158 pounds.
Green had many admirers, this being
his first appearance in the middle-
weight class, and his backers fancied
that he would put up a stronger fight
as a middleweight than his varied ex-
perience in the welter class shows, as
he had not to reduce so greatly to meet
the weiter-weight class.

The fight was an uninteresting one.
round after round being a series of
clinches, misses and getaways. The
men did not fight tneir best at any

stage, and had a younger man gone

against Green, he would have been de-
feated. Creedon had a host of back-
ers, who depended upon his long ex-
perience and better generalship for him
to get the long end of the purse.

The men were generally regarded as
being very evenly matched, and a
sharp battle was looked for. In this
spectators were disappointed. The de-
cision of Referee Kitchen in favor of
Green was probably a just one, but it
was greeted with cries of "fake" and
hisses. The betting was 10 to 8 in
favor of Green.

The preliminary event to the Green-
Creedon light was between Charles
Tye of Oakland and Mose La Font&e,
champion lightweight of the North-
west. Tye weighed 135 pounds, while
La Fontise was nine pounds over-
weight. Tye was given the decision
on points after the tenth round.

THE GREEN-CREEDON CONTEST.
Round I?Green landed light left on

body and Creedon countered sharply
on same spot. Again Green pat the
left on the body. Later he raised it
to the head, landing lightly. Creedon
put a light left on the stomach. Green
showed a disposition to rough it. The
men sparred fast, both missing fre-
quently and clinching. Green put in a
solid one over Creedon's heart with his
left, and uppercut Dan with a right in
the clinch.

Round 2?Green put a stiff left on the
stomach, and hit Dan again with right
in the clinch. Green put two clean
lefts and a right on the jaw, staggering
his man. Green missed a left swing,
and caught Creedon's left flush on the
jaw. Green continued to use his right
in clinches, and was cautioned.

Round 3?Green missed a left for the
stomach, but got it on chest. He
followed up with light right on face
and two good lefts on body and jaw.
Creedon did a lot of fiddling but no
leading. At the close Creedon put a
heavy right on head and a light one
on the chest, getting a left tap on the
jaw in return.

Round 4?The men exchanged lefts
on the face, and clinched. Creedon put
a solid left on the head, and Green
countered with a good one on the jaw.
They swapped lefts and clinched. The
pace was a getting a little -slower.
Green did the leading, but his swings
were very wild. Green put a light left
on the chin, and another on the chest
as the gong sounded.

Round s?Green missed a left try for
the jaw. They exchanged stiff lefts
on the body, and clinched. The referee
had some trouble in breaking them.
Oreen landed a left on the neck, and
got away without a return. They
fiddled slowly for a minute, then Green
put a left on stomach and raised it to
jaw, sending Creedon's head back.
Green missed a well-meant left, which
just grazed Creedon's jaw. At the
close the men exchanged hard lefts on
the body.

Round 6?Green fell short with left
for face. They sparred cautiously, and
swapped rights on the head. Green
landed a hard left over the heart. He
followed it with two good lefts on the
neck. Another left swing sent Cree-
don reeling to his corner but he cam a

back like a flash and Green failed to
follow up his advantage. The round
ended tamely.

Round 7?Creedon rushed Gretn to
the ropes, and got in a hard left upper-
cut on the jaw. Green put a light left
on the head. Creedon cotnered him
and smashed him twice with left on ihe
jaw. Creedon chased Green around the
ring, bu* failed to find an opening. In
& rally on the ropes Creadon got in a

good left on the face.
Round B?Long range sparring for

thirty seconds. Green put his left on
the back of Creedon's neck. The men
sparred like lumbermen, both missing
by feet. Green put a hard left on the
jaw and a right on stomach. Creedon
made no return. Green led again with
a light left on jaw. Green missed a
spiteful left for the Jaw. ex-
changed lefts on body as gong sounded.

Round I>?They both scored lig-it lefts
on face. Green led with stiff right on
body. Creedon countering weakly. A
clumsy exchange of lefts on the breast
followed. Creedon put a neat left en

the stomach. He cornered Green, and
landed his left on the stomach. Green
put a good left over the heart, and
Creedon countered on same spot. They
were clinching all the while, and didI
not appear to be trying. There were j
cat calls and loud hisses.

Round 10?Creedon forced Green
around the ring, and smashed him
fiercely on the face with both hands.
Green came back with a left on the jaw,

but his left eye was badly puffed. They
were weak, and Green continually
broke ground. His left tries were very
clumsy. Creedon put a beautiful left
on Green's right eye, and) the gong
found Green rather weary.

Round 11?After some clumsy spar-
ring Creedon put two light on the
jaw, Green missing his counters. Cree-
don planted another left on the neck,
and Green ran away. Creedon was do-
ing the forcing, but Green would not
stand his ground. There was a lot of
hissing.

Round 12?Green put a good left on
the neck, and took a hard left and
right on the head. They were both
slow and clumsy. Creedon got in with
his left, right and left on the face, but
the blows were light. Creedon scored
a left on the stomach, and Green came
back with right and left on the body.

Round 13?Green put a short left on
the stomach and two around the back
of the neck. Creedon's returns were
weak. Green got in with right on the
stomach, and ducked the counter.
Creedon got in two light lefts on tho
jaw, but they never jarred Green, who
did not even raise his guard. Green
missed left and right swings. The
round was very disappointing.

Round 14?Not a blow of conseqeunce
was struck in this round, and the spec-
tators guyed the fighters.

Round 15?Creedon shown signs of
life, but his left jabs were harmless.
Green swung a left around the neck
as usual, and they clinched carefully.
After a lot of fiddling Green put two
fair lefts on the jaw, but they did not
have much force.

Round 10?Creedon smashed Green a
couple of good lefts on the jaw and
body, and ducked under Green's
counters. The audience shouted
"Fight!" "Make them fight!" Green
put a couple of good lefts on the stom-
ach and cheek. He followed with light
right and left taps on the face. Creedon
seemed weak and listless.

Round 17?The jibes of the crowd
seemed to put the men on their mettle,
and they slugged lively for a minute
at the opening, but no great amount of
damage was done. Then they eased
off and danced about till the gong
sounded.

Round IS?The round was consumed
with the rankest kind of sparring. The
men. smiled and exchanged compli-
ments, and some of the crowd started
for the door.

Round 19?Nothing was done aside
from the exchange of a few light slaps.

Round 20?Creedon forced matters
and landed a few lefts, but Green
countered, and neither scored an ad-
vantage in the first half. Green swung
his left and right on the jaw, but
Creedon never winced. Green worked
his left for the body, but had no steam.
Creedon managed to keep out of range.

The referee decided in favor of Green,
and was hooted and cheered equally.
