?nough to go to the races with. Now,
Unless a horse can beat 2:20 three t'mes
he is not worth taking away from
home. In fact to be of any account in
the Grand Circuit Meeting or at the
large associate tracks he must be
able to go three heats better than 2:14.

An Eastern compiler, in the Boston
"Herald," has gotten out an intensely
Interesting table in which is given the
list of this season's newcomers in the
2:20 list. The table is well worth be-
ing preserved for reference by owners,
breeders and trotting associations.

The showing is a wonderful one when
it is remembered that but a few years
ago the 2:20 list contained the names
of less than 300 2:20 trotters.

It is small wonder that Great Britain
and all Europe send buyers of trotters
to the markets of the United States.
Breeders of trotting horses are greatly
encouraged by the present state of af-
fairs in the trotting world and confi-
dently expect a profitable business for
the next ten years or more, if not a
continuous and ever increasing demand
for the monarch of all horses ?the
American trotter.

The Libel Law in Scotland.
Since the law of libel is carried out

to-day to an outrageous extent in
England, it is worth while commenting
on a case occurring in Scotland in
IGI3, which is recorded in the
"Athenaeum." One Stercovius had
written something quite derogatory to
the Scotch, and James I. had Patrick
Gordon bring suit against Stercovius
for libel. The King's orders were that
Gordon should "employ his best en-
deavors and omit no means, industry,
or expense to have the libel recalled
and the author condignly punished."
The result was that the unfortunate
Stercovius paid the penalty with his
person, and was hanged, "washing
away by his infamous death," so the
old record reads, "any stain or blot
which his malicious libel might other-
wise have caused to the perpetual dis-
grace of his majesty's nation of Scot-
land, especially of its burghs." But
after the unfortunate Stercovius had
paid the penalty with his life there re-
mained an unsettled bill. Six hundred
pounds sterling was due for the costs,
and the Scotch burghs being thrifty
were by no means disposed to pay that
sum, so Patrick Gordon brought a suit
for the money. Once more there was
litigation. As far as it can be made
out. Patrick Gordon through the Lords
of Council received his money some
time in 1614. Who was Stercovius and,
what was the character of his lib/el
are not known. ?New York Times.

ORDINANCE NO. 470.

Preventing the Sale of Milk in the City

of Sacramento, Unless the Cows From

Which Such Milk is Derived are Free

from Tuberculosis.

The Board of Trustees of the City of
ordain as follows:

Section 1 It shall be unlawful for any
Derson, firm or corporation, either as
owner or agent, to sell or cause to be
Soldwithin the limits of the City of Sac-
ramento, any milk from any cow on cows,
unless such person, firm or corporation
shall!first procure a certificate from some
Person competent to make the test, that
hi* or their cows from which such milk
is derived are free from the disease of
tuberculosis.

Section 2. Any persons, firm or corpor-
ation violating the provisions of Section
OtU hereof, shall, upon conviction, be
Wnlshed by a fine of not less than Ten
pot more than One Hundred Dollars, or
by imprisonment in the City Jail for not
l«»s« than five nor more than sixty days,
r>ri by both such fine and imprisonment.

Section 3. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect and bo in force Immediately upon and
alter its passage.

CITY OFFICIAL ADVERTISING.

ORDINANCE NO. 482.

An Ordinance to Regulate, Control ancl
Direct the Movement In the Streets.
Alleys and Lanes of the City of Sac-
ramento, of Veiiicles, of Certain De-
scriptions, and of Certain Animals,
and Amending Ordinance No. 17.

The Board of Trustee of the City of
Sacramento, ordain as follows:

Section t Section Two of Chapter 19
of Ordinance No. 17, entitled, "An Ordi-
nance consolidating, revising and codify-
ing the ordinances of the city of Sacra-
mento," passed June 27, 1872, is hereby,
amended so as to reud as follows:

Section 2. It shall not be lawful for
any person to race, or" run, or drive any
animal or animals in or on any of tha
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, at a
rate exceeding five miles an hour, when
said animal or animals are loose, or un-
attached to a vehicle, or are not ridden
by a human being. It shall be unlawful
for any owner, driver or occupant of any
hack, buggy, carriage, cart, wagon or
other wheeled vehicle drawn by an animal
or animals, to drive or propel, or cause
to be driven or propelled, through the
streets, lanes or alleys of the city, such
vehicle, or for any person to ride any
animal through the streets, lanes or alleys
of the city, at a rate of speed in excess
of eight miles an hour, within *he fol-
lowing boundaries, to wit: Between tha
west line of Twelfth street and the west
line of Front street, and the north boun-
dary line of G street and the south boun-
dary line of P street. It shall be unlaw-
ful, too, for any vehicle drawn or pro-
pelled by an animal or animals, to be
driven or propelled, or for any animal
to be ridden in the streets, lanes, or alleys
of the city. without the bounds above an !
hereinbefore specified, at a rate of spee<J
in excess of ten miles an hour; provided,
that the provisions of this section shall
not apply to th»* officers, members and.
vehicles of the Fire Department of tho
city, of the Police Department, or to the
City Physician and his assistants, when
in the immediate pursuit of duty. It
shall be unlawful for any vehicle drawn
by an animal or animals to be driven, or
any animal to be ridden, beyond the cen-
ter line of any street, alley or lane of tha
city, to the left of the driver or occupant
of such vehicle, or rider of such animal,
except in crossing such highway for tha
purpose of stopping upon the other or left
side thereof, within a reasonable distanca
from the point of crossing such ce.iter
line. It shall be unlawful to propel or
drive any vehicle drawn by an animal or
animals, or to ride any animal out of at
street, lane or alley of the city into aa
intersecting highway, so as to make a.
turn into the latter nearer than six feet
from the nearest curb corner, except for
the purpose of stopping immediately be-
yond such corner. It shall be unlawful
to drive or propel, or to cause to be driven
or propelled, any vehicle drawn by an
animal or animals, or to ride any animal
from one street, alley or lane, into an In-
tersecting street, alley or lane, so that
turning in the new direction will bring
said vehicle or driver, animal and rider,
upon the left-hind side of the newly en-
tered street, alley or lane, except for tha
purpose of immediately stopping upon
such left-hand side. In all other cases
the change of direction must be made by,
driving or riding as nearly as may be
done under prevailing conditions, to or
beyond the junction of the center lines of
such intersecting ways, so that tha
change of direction will bring the vehi-
cle and driver or animal and rider, upon
the right hand of the street, alley or
lane newly entered, and along the line of
direction. It is hereby ordered that
custom or usage known as "The Law or
the Road," relative to driving and pass-
ing on public highways, and as obtain-
ing generally among the American peo-
ple, shall obtain and be a rule of action
and observed as the law in the City of
Sacramento. It shall be unlawful to driva
any vehicle drawn by an animal or ani-
mals, or by electricity, steam or vapor
power, or to ride any animal upon any.
sidewalk in the City of Sacramento, or
on any foot-path in any public park In tha
City of Sacramento.
