Election Returns Canvassed—

In the Senate yesterday business
moved on in the =ven tenor of its way.
The dignity of the body was main-
tained to the least jot and tittle. There
was no excitement, morbid or othér-
wise; there was no cause for nor at-
tempt at oratory, and throughout the
Senate was on its good behavior.

During the morning session Senator
Stratton of Alameda sent to the desk a
communication from .United States
Senator George C. Perkins, in which he
asked for instructions respecting the
prominent question of territorial ex-
pansion. Incidentally the Senator com-
municated his ideas on the subject at
length, as will be seen from the full
text, which appears in another column.

At 2 o’clock the Senators visited the
Assembly Chamber to participate in
canvassing the vote for Governor and
Lieutenant Governor, and after that
somewhat dull though necessary bit of
business was transacted an adjourn-
ment was taken until 10 o'clock this
morning.

SANITATION IN ASSEMBLY.

The appearance of the Assembly room
yesterday morning, with all the litter,
dirt and confusion of the previous day
in plain evidence, was a vivid text for
Belshaw’s resolution empowering the
Speaker to appoint porters, janitors
and other necessary assistants. The
Belshaw bill of 1897 provided for the
eppointment of what was supposed to
be the necessary number of attaches,
clerks and similar assistants, but the
“heavy work” was assigned to the
Secretary of State, who wasato appoint

the employes to take care of the “halls |

of legistation.” However, Governor
Budd took the heart out of the meas-
ure by striking out the appropriation
for the pay of these necessary individ-
uals. TUnder these circmustances the
Secretary of State declined to appoint
people whose pay was problematical;
consequently, unless the legislators or-

ganized themselves into a broom bri- |

gade, there was little chance of a
clean-up.

But the self-evident propriety and
necessity of Belshaw’s rescolution did
not save it from an attack by Cami-
netti, that watchdog of the Treasury,
and no argument could make him vote
for it, though Mead of the minority
took the sensible view, and both spoke
and voted for the measure. It is ar-
dently hoped that the Capitol will
henceforth be duly swept and gar-
nished.

AT THE DESK.

The personnel of the men who will
do some of the heavy work of the pres-
ent sesgion is not uninteresting.

Speaker Wright is already well and
favorably known to the people of the
State, either through the public press
or through personal acquaintance,

The Speaker pro tem., Hon. Alden
Anderson of Solano, a young man, has
already made an enviable record as a
man and as a legisiator. His course
in the thirty-second session proved his
ability to act on his own judgment and
intelligence, as well as his fairness and
his integrity. Mr. Anderson has the
confildence of his constituents and of
his fellow members.

Major C. W. Kyle of San Francisco
fills the Chief Clerk’s desk, having the
advantage of last term’s experience as
Assistant Clerk. He possesses the
important requisites of alertness, intel-
ligence, energy end a good rotund
voice, while his patience and good hu-
mor are apparently inexhaustible and
likely to stand the strain to which
they are pretty sure to be subjected.

R. Q. Wickham of Los Angeles is the
veteran of the force behind the desk.
This is his third term as Minute Clerk,
anfl he was earlier Assistant Clerk for
one term. Old members of the Assem-
bly, representatives of the press and
fellow attaches need be told nothing of
Wickham’s accuracy, promptness,
obliging manners and general ability.
It will not be strange if Wickham
should graduate some day from the
desk to the floor of the House.

The Minute Clerks assistants this
term are both new men, but are prom-
ising’ to “break in"” well. They are
Albert Johnson, a Grass Valley tele-
graph operator, and Clark Howard, a
well-known young attorney of Placer-
ville.

Chief Clerk Kyle has three assistants,
who are also new behind the desk, but
the Major thinks he has a good force
of adjutants. They are J. L. Scotch-
ler, a Berkeley newspaper man; H. L.
Wanzer, a popular and able young
fanta Cruzan, and Frank H. Owen of
the Winters (Yolo) “Express.”

The Speaker’s staff of clerks has set-
tled down to business in good shape,
and the Assembly wheels are likely to
run glibly under their driving.

INAUGURATION.
The inauguration of Governor Gage

and Lieutenant Governor Neff takes
place to-day at 1 o’clock p. m. in the
Assembly chamher, the . Senate and
House being in joint convention.

SENATE PROCEEDINGS.

Communication From Senator Per-
kins on Territorial Expansion.

It was 10:10 o’clock yesterday morn-
iing when President pro tem Flint
{ called the Senate to order. Chaplain
A. J. Sturtevant offered an invocation,

! petitioning Divine Providence to guide
{ the Senafors in their deliberations.
Then the Semnate settled down to
business, and after the reading of the
iminutes of Monday’s meeting had been
‘dlspensed with, Senator Rowell offered
i the following resolution:

HOLD THE TERRITORY.
“The Senate of California, the As-
! sembly concurring, hereby request the
' Senators and Representatives of Cali-
| fornia in the National Congress to
i vote for the ratification of the treaty

| of peace recently entered into by Com-
! missioners of the United States and
| Spain.

“As a reason for this request we
voice the general sentiment of the
people of the State in favor of speedy
and permanent peace with Spain.

“Further: The belief that all of the
acquisitions of territory that have
come to our Nation by treaties of an-
nexation, by conquest, or as trophies
| of war, should be retained, trusting
‘that Congress, guided by the patriotic
;sentiment and gocd judgment of the
American people, will have the wisdom
to enact such legislation as will even-
| tually make these possessions add to
{the commercial and military strength
‘of this country, and improve every
_condition of the inhabitants of the
| territory acquired.”

{ The resolution was laid over until
such time as facilities.for its printing
| might be provided.

Senator Smith offered a concurrent
{ resolution providing that the Senate
{and Assembly meet in the Assembly
! chamber at 2 o'clock p. m. for the pur-
| pose of opening and canvassing the
; vote for Governor and Lieutenant-Gov-
| €ernor. The resolution was adopted
‘and forwarded to the Asgembly.

SENATORIAL EXPANSION.

Senator Stratton next sent to the
desk a communication in the form of
! a petition from Senator Perkins at
| Washington, D. C., requesting an ex-
?pression from the Legislature upon
the question of territorial expansion.
The full text of the communication
follows:

United States Senate.
C., December 19, 1888.

To the Honorable, the Senate and As-
sembly of the State of California: With
a full and realizing sense of my obliga-
tions and responsibility to my country,
and especially to the people of California,
1 venture to address you this petition, a.n;l
to ask your advice and instructions as to
the course you wish me to pursue upon
the pending question, as presented, of ter-
ritorial expansion. I am deeply impressed
with the belief that it is fraught with
more importance to the welfare of our
country than any problem has possessed
which has arisen during the present gen-
eration.

1f ah apology is needed for my action
{ in seeking your counsel, it is offered in the
{ declaration that I have always believed,
and have reiterated the same in my pub-
lic utterances, that a public office is a
public trust, and that a representative,
whether an Alderman of a City Council,
a Supervisor of a city and county, a
Representative in the State Legislature
or in the Congress of the United States,
is but the agent, for the time being, of the
people, and should at all times be in-
fitenced by the wishes of the majority of
his gonstituents. The present great na-
tional question of purchasing far distant
cign territory, densely inhabited by
! en races, the people of our State have
{ the opportunity of studying, and on
t it arriving at a decision. Therefore, 1
believe it my duty to defer my individual
opinion and judgment to the wishes of
the people of California, whom I have
the ﬁonor, in part, to represent in the
Senate of the United States.

I owe the honor of my election to the
Legislature. Many of the members who
voted for me have been re-elected, and
all, coming direct from the people, know
their sentiments and wishes upon many
of the vital political issues of the day. I
am strengthened in my sense of duty to
the people of California that I should
scek through you their advice upon this
great question, because on former occa-
sions you have, by joint resolutions, in
relation to the construction of the Nicara-
gna Cdnal, the railroad, monetary, and
other national questions, passed resolu-
tions, the language of which reads:
“That our Senators be instructed, and
our Representatives in Congress re-
quested,” etc.

“The Paris Treaty of Peace,” agreed
upon and signed by the Commissicners,
must be ratified by two-thirds of the Sen-
ate present. The people of the United
States welcome peace, and the treaty will
be ratified either as a whole, or with
amendments.

In the absence of instructions, through
voir, of the people o‘érCalifornia, I shall

vote to amend Sectign 7 of the treaty,
which provides for thd payment of $20,000,-
000 for the relinquishment of Spain’s sov-
ereignty, or her interests in the Philip-
pine Islands, to the United States. I am
influenced in this course by the follow-
ing reasons: The United States reqguire
only a military reservation, naval, and
ccaling station in the Philippine Islands.
It also seems to me to be contrary to the
spirit of our Constitution to acquire a ter-
ritory on the Asiatic Coast nine times as
densely populated as California, whose
inbabitants equal in numbers one-seventh
of the present population of all the United
States, and who are, moreover, a mixed
people, consisting of DMalays, Tagals,
Chinese, Visayens, Sulus and Negritos.
that have no conception of a government
by the people, and can only be controlled
by force of arms. The great governmental
suocess of the United States is due to
the fact that back of the Government has
been the great patriotic heart of the na-
tion, which has found its source of power
in the intellectual, religious, thinking
people of the land, who agree that the
‘uano:t box should be the arbiter of our
political differences.

The War Department states that it will
require 50,000 troops to maintain order and
protect property in Cuba after all the
Spanish troops have been returned to
Spain. We now have 20,500 troops in Ma-
nila, and to garrison the other cities of
the Island of Lazon it will require three
times that num A

The control of all the islands means an
annual expense for a standing army, the
expense of a eivil government for the
islands, and an additional navy. 1t is
estimated that this will, in all, amount

to about ongg»ungemilllox}s 3{ d%l::;
per year. ‘he retary o © é
recommends in his anni that it
we annex the islands the present Con-
gress should authorize the building of
three first class battleships and twelve
cruisers; otherwise three drmored cruisers
will be cient to provide for building
by the present Congress. does not
make a business ng, when we
consider that the total of exports and
imports to and frem the Philippine Isl-
to all countries of the world is esti-
mated at only $30,000,000 annum.

But, it is asked, are not the Philippines
capable of development, 2as was the
Louisiana purchase, California, Alaska
and other aecquired territory? The an-
swer is.no. There are mno lands to pre-
empt or homestead, as they are already
denselﬂlnpopulated by Asiatic races, and
the  islands being located in the tropic
the Anglo-Saxon race cannot thrive an
build republican institutions and homes
in those low latitudes. The country is
subject to earthquakes, tornadoes, floods
and epidemic diseases, and those not im-
muned to the climate find it impossible to
endure it—the mean temperature being 81
degrees Fh.; while the minimum gemper-
ature is 59 degrees. The rainfall at Ma-
nila averages ninety-nine inches per an-
num; while in other parts of the islands
it reaches 156 inches (thirteen feet), which
makes the humidity of the a.tmdspht_erg
so great that the heat is very oppressiv
and debilitating. But no stronger evi-
dence can be presented of the undesira-
bleness of the islands as a place to live
in than the hundreds of telegsrams and
letters that daily reach me and others in
Congress from friends and relatives of
soldiers, asking our influence to have
their “boys"” discharged and sent home,
as they are sick and cannot stand the
climate.

California is especially interested in the
question of the acquisition of the Philip-
pine Islands, as it affects the cultiva-
tion of the sugar beet, and the whole
sugar beet industry, in which tens of
millions of dollars have already been in-
vested. Our farmers cainot compete in
raising beet sugar against the cheap
peon. labor of these islands, where Chi-
nese and Malays work for 15 cents per day
in silver. We labored for many years to
pass the Chinese restriction act, and re-
move the blight of cheap servile contract
labor from our lands; yet if this treaty
is adoFted we open: the dmors, and at
one fell swoop let in the 10,000,060 of Asia-
tics; for if the Philippine Islands be-
come a territory of the United States its
inhabitants will be citizens of the United
States, as were the Mexicans of Califor-
nia. But even if it should be possible to
withhold from all, or a part of the in-
habitants, citizenship, and unjustly tax
them without representation, no ohe will
deny that their children would, under our
Constitution, be citizens of the United
States, and be entitled to all of the rights
and privileges thereunder. Are we ready
to receilve such a heterogeneous people
into our political family?

Congress made declaration that, ‘““Not
for gain; not for territory; but for free-
dom and humanity, the war was raged in
Cuba.” Qur flag is there, and in due
time it will come down in honor as it
did at Chepautepec, Palo Alto and other
towns in Mexico—and it will come down
in honmor and with the approval of the
President and of the American people
because they made such a declaration
through their Congress. Our flag means
civil and religious liberty, and 1 do not
believe the American people will ever
permit it to permanently wave over vas-
sal states or a subjugated race.

It is said, however, that we have incure-
red responsibilities by the late war which
must be met in a manly spirit. We sre
endeavoring -to do so in Cuba. But we
have made no promises to the Filipinos,
or to the misgoverned and oppressed
Spaniards in Spain, or their other col-
onies; and certainly our task is bounded
hy our abilities. Many, also, may doubt
if it is the best thing we can do for
the Filipinos to proceed to rule them
by force of arms as we have the In-
dians of this country. It is well to stop
and consider some other plan. But is it
not our duty to first turn our attention to
some of the great questions that so deep-
ly concern our own people and the wel-
fare of our own country? The conflict
between labor and capital, the control of
trusts and corporations, the regulation
of the charges of the transportation, tel-
egraph and telephone companies, the edu-
cation and establishment of manual train-
ing schools for the colored people of the
South, the government of Alaska, the
Indian and monetary questions, the re-
clamation of arid lands, the storage of
water and preservation of our forests,
the building of the Nicaragua Canal, and
the improvement of our rivers and har-
bors should find sufficient work for the
statesman at home.

1t is the custom on the anniversary of
the birthday of Washington to transact
no legislative business in Congress, but
to select some Senator to read his fare-
well address. May we not with benefit
to the country anticipate the day and
now read the following words that seem
1? apply with accentuated force at this
$ime:

“Observe good faith and justice toward
all nations. Cultivate peace and harmony
with ail. * * * ’Tis our true policy to
steer clear of permanent allances with
any portion of the foregign” world. * * *
Harmony, liberal intercourse with all na-
tions are recommended by policy, humani-
ty and interest.”” Again: “The great
rule of conduct for us, in regard to for-
eign nations. is in extending our com-
mercial relations, to have with them as
little political connection as possible.”

Awaiting your instructions as to the
course you wish me to pursue in rela-
tion to this great guestion, knowing that
you will be influenced only by patriotism
and by that which you believe to be for
the best interest of our State and Na-
tion, I have the honor to remain, your
obedient servant,

Acting upon the suggestion of Sen-
ator Stratton, the resolution went over
until such time as Senator Rowell's
resolution should come up for action,
or until the similar resolution adopted
by the Assembly was received. In or-
der that the Senators might familiarize
themselves with its contents, the com-
munication was ordered printed in the
Jourpal.

ASSEMELY MESSAGES.

A message was received from the
Assembly announcing the adoption of
Assembly Concurrent Resolution No.
1, providing for the appointment of a
committee of three to confer with a
similar committee from the Senate,
and with the Executive Inaugural Ball
Committee of this city, relative to the
Inaugural Ball ceremonies.

The resolution was cencurred in, and
as a committee of conference the Pres-
ident pro tem appointed Senators
Simpson, Taylor and Chapman.

An Assembly Concurrent Resolution,
fixing 2 o’clock p. m. as the hour for
opening and canvassing the election
returns for Governor and Lieutenant-
Governor, was also congurred in, and
at 10:50 o'clock a recess was taken
until 1:39 p. m.

The Senate reassembled at 1:45
o’clock, and, a, message from the Gov-
ernor was announced. Peter J. Shields,
Governor Budd's Private Secretary,
handed in the Governor’s second bien-
nial message, the purport of which is
published in another column.

Senator Morehouse moved that the
report be received and referred to the
proper committee when such commit-
tee should have been appointed.

Senator Dickinson protested against
such a procedure unless the message
was read.

Owing to the fact that at 2 o’clock
the Senate and Assembly would meet
in joint session to canvess the vote
for Governor and Lieutenant-Governor,
there was no time in which to read
the message, and Senator Morehouse
withdrew - his motion. The bill was
received and left on-the Secretary’s
desk pending the aection of the Senate.

Resolutions by Senators Cutter and
Smith, appointing Sol D. Rogers and
Hilder Clough statutory skilled stenog-
raphers for the session, respectively,
were adopted. Aceordingly, Rogers
and Clough will draw $5 per diem
throughout the session.

A message was received from the
Assembly announcing that Senate Con-
current ResSolution No. 1, relative to
the appointment of a committee to con-
fer with a similar committee from the
Senate, to arrange for to-day’s inaugu-
ral ceremonies had been concurred in.
The names of the committeemen ap-
pointed by the Senate not having
been attached te the message, it was
returned for correction.

At 2 o'clock the Senate was at re-
cess during the joint session held for
the purpose of canvassing the vote
for Governor and Lieutenant-Governor.

At 3:20 -o’clock the Senate reas
sembled, and on motion of Senator
Simpson adjourned until 10 o’clock

THE OLD, OLD STORY.

Belshaw offered a resolution which
precipitated some discussion. It was
as follows:

Resolved, That the Speaker of the
Assembly be and he is hereby author-
ized to make the following appoint-
ments:

Three porters at, §3 per day each, one
rear porter at $3 per day, three
watchmen at $3 per day each, one en-
gineer at $4 per day, one fireman at $3
per day, one elevator attendant at $3,
one janitress of the ladies waliting
room at $3 per day, and that they be
paid out of the fund for the contingent
expenses of the Assembly.

No sooner had the Clerk read this
than Caminettt was on his feet, inquir-
ing if this resolution was not in direct
violation of Belshaw’s own bill, of 1897,
which became a law and which limited
the number of attaches and guaranteed
to the people an economical adminis-
tration of the legislative finances.
Caminetti declared he was unalterably
opposed to opening the door, thus early
in the session, to the same old extra-
vagance and to violating the promises
made the people of the State.

Belshaw attempted to explain the im-
perative need of these attaches, and
that by the enactment of the Thirty-
second session they had been left to
the appointment of the Secretary of
State, but the appropriation for their
pay was stmicken out by the Governor
and the Secretary of State refused to
appoint them. This rendered it neces-
sary for the House to take some ac-
tion, and it copld be done, according
to the law by a four-fifths -vote of the
House in favor of the resolution now
in question.

This explanation did not satisfy
Caminetti, who reiterated his objec-
tions. Belshaw remarked that he had
shown the resolution to Caminetti and
Mead before offering it and that Cam-
inetti had then made no objections.

Mead said that he understood and ap-
preciated the situation, and should vote
for the resolution. i

Dibble said he should vote for the res-
olution, but as he believed the Belshaw
bill needed reconstruction, he rather
hoped the minority would kill the res-
olution, and then they would go after
the bill.

Caminetti remained obstinate; Mel-
ick and Valentine were explanatory and
soothing, but the resolution was adopt-
ed without any assistance from Cami-
netti. '

A resolution by Henry, authorizing
the purchase by the Sergeant-at-Arms
of eighty-five copies of the Codes of
California for use in the Assembly, and
providing for payment from the contin-
gent fund, was adopted.

TO CNAVASS RETURNS.

Valentine offered Assembiy Concur-
rent Resolution No. 2, as follows:

Resolved by the Assembly, the Sen-
ate concurring, That the Senate and
Assembly meet in joint session in the
Assembly chamber at 2 o’clock in the
afternoon of this day (January 3, 1889),
for the purpeose of being present when
the Speaker of the Assembly shall open
and publish the returns of the election
for Governor and Lieutenant Governor,
as provided and required by Article 5,
Section 4, of the Constitution of the
State of California.

Adopted and ordered transmitted to
the Senate.

In the meantime a similar concur-
rent resolution from the Senate came
down through the big corridor, and
was presented to the House in the form
of a Senate message. Eventually the
Senate yielded place, and the Assembly
resolution was placed on record.

Those attaches nct present on Mon-
day evening were sworn in, among
them being several ladies.

On motion of Dibble, recess was
taken from 11 o’clock until 2 p. m.

COUNTING THE VOTES.
At the hour appointed the House re-
convened.
The Senate appeared at the gate of

the House, was invited in, and the
members seated, President pro tem.
Flint taking his place beside the
Speaker.

The Governor transmitted his second
biennial message to the Assembly.

President pro tem. Flint called the
joint convention to order.

After the rollcalls and the reading
of the necessary authorization from the
Code and the Constitution of Califor-
nia, Speaker Wright appointed as tell-
ers Assemblymen Belshaw and Cami-
netti. For the Senate Flint appointed
Senators Prisk and Gillette. 'When the
returns from each county had been
read the Chief Clerk announced the
total result as follows:

The total vote for Governor was 286,-
098. This vote was divided as follows:
Gage 148334; Harriman, 5;101; Ma-
guire, 129,255; McComas, 4,297; scat-
tering, 9.

The Speaker’s announcement that
Gage was duly elected was received
with applause.

The total vote for Lieutenant Gov-
ernor was 280,335. The vote was di-
vided as follows: Anderson, 8,784;
Hutchinson, 118,915; Neff, 146,325;
Summers, 6,304; scattering, 7.

Again applause followed the an-
nouncement of the election of Hon.
Jacob Neff to be Lieutenant Governor
of California.

Johnson then offered two amendments
to the bill: First, that the sum of
$100,000 be changed to $50,000; second,
that the whole of Sections 2 and 3 be
stricken out, and Section 4 renumbered
Section: 2.

This eliminates the section authoriz-
ing the State Printer to employ the as-
sistance of outside offices in case of
emergencies. 5

The committee of the whole adopted
the amendments, rose, and reported its
action to the House recommending the
same action. The House concurred in
the amendments, the amended bill. was
ordered to printing and made a special
order for this morning,

On motion of Dibble the Assembly
i}djourned until 10 o’clock this morn-
ng.

No List of Addresses.

Heretofore the State Janitor gas al-
ways printed a list of the names and
residences of legislators. No such list
has been provided this year, on account
of the closing of the State Printing Of-
fice, and no list will be printed after
the office opens.

The Code Commissioners were in
session all day yesterday, and they
will be in session now daily. They are
much delayed in their work by the fail-
ure of the public printing fund, which

has bloeked the furtherance of thews
work.
