
CUTTING DOWN EXPENSES.

A San Francisco contemporary, in
demanding a reduction of officialism,

end of the number of employes paid by
the State, together with a reduction of

salaries, instances the State Capitol

Commissioners as having ten employes.

That is pecking at a gnat, and it is

inaccurate, showing that information
on the subject is not carefully gathered.
The truth is, the Capitol Commission
has nineteen employes, but fourteen of
these are laborers. When it is con-
sidered that these men have all the
v.ork to do necessitated by the care
of a park of ornamental shrubbery and

lawns, and a great building, it will be

found that the number is not only not
excessive but very modest indeed.

We are by no means disposed to an-
tagonize worthy effort to effect econo-
mies in State government. But if there
is to be a beginning this session, let
not the mistake be made of assuming

that mere cheapness is desirable. What

the State needs is first-class service,
and just enough. It is surplus em-
ployes and excessive salaries which

should be cut off. But the State should
cot set the example of wage cheapening

simply for cheapness' sake. Unques-

tionably plenty of men would project
themselves into the political field for

the olflce of Governor if the salary of
the Chief Executive should be reduced
to $1 a day. But we submit that it

woaiid be none the less ridiculous to re-
duce the Governor's salary to $30 a
month.

Unquestionably plenty of lawyers will

enter the Held for the bench if the sal-

ary of the Superior Judge is reduced
to $75 a month, but there will be none
so bold as to say that the bench will

then ba distinguished for the ability and
incorruptibility which should grace and

dignify it. If our San Francisco con-
temporary is so solicitous for the cut-
ting down process to begin, how would
it do to open the battery in that city,

where the employes of the Harbor

Commission are so numerous that, ac-
cording to the statement of the pres-

ent head of that board, they fall over
each other in the vain endeavor to find. sr>methlng»to do that will have the ap-

pearance of service? There are sai-
nries drawn upon the water front of
San Francisco, under official cover,
which, when the service rendered is

taken into account, are excessive, and
othe.is simply mask sinecures.

It is well to be intelligent upon these
matters Ignorance of conditions of
service and the needs of the State are
inexcusable among' any who propose re-
trenchment. Whatever is done in that
regard, and whatever may be wisely
and safely accomplished in the line of
reduction, should be undertaken; let
r.ot the State be guilty of reductions
horizontally made, and without consid-
ering precisely the conditions in each
case.

For instance, there has recently gone

the rounds of the press a long printed
list of State employes, with the salaries
attached) which each one draws, and
this has been paraded as an evidence
that there is waste; and in a sense it is

true, but the list is incomplete and in-
accurate. One particular class of items

fallen upon by commentators upon this
list is the watchmen employed for
guarding State property, as, for In-
stance, the State Treasury, the archives
of the office of the Secretary of State,
etc Yet there Is no reference made in
these comments to the fact that the
State law forbidding employment for a
day's service in excess of eight hours
necessitates three watchmen in each
post for a full twenty-four hour*. But
policemen, exposed to far more of peril,
and called upon for infinitely more la-
borious tasks for cities and towns, serve
twelve hours, as a rule, and there is no
popular demand that the hard lot of
the poliicerhan shall be made a matter
of public concern.

In the same list assault is made
upon the salary paid a watch-

man for the "Governor's Mansion," and
its alleged "absurdity" Is pointed out.

But that results from au ancient tra-

dition that once upon a time the State
began to erect a Governor's mansion,

ar.d while it was in course of construc-

tion a man was employed by night to

see that it was not fired, or the lumber

stolen. The building was never com-
pleted as a mansion, but after some
years the shell was converted into what
is new the State Printing Office. Into
that structure property of Immense
valise has been placed. It Is a necessity

which wiil not be denied that by night
it shall be in charge of a trusted State

employe, who shall keep watch and

ward over it, for obvious reasons. That
vatchman, by the fonce of habit, we
\u25a0presume, is carried on the pay-rolls as
watchman for the Governor's mansion,

when, in fact, no such building is

known. But there are none so unwise
as to suggest that the valuable prop-
erty referred to should be left un-
guarded by night.

"We repeat that the demand for cut-

ting down excessive cost, and forreduc-
ing employes by lopping offunnecessary
officials and subordinates, is commend-
able, and should ba conserved. But let

not the effort be wasted into sweeping
and unintelligible assault upon the

whole line of employes, and let us de-
mand high and full service in every

quarter?but not accord for it poor pay.

The humane societies of /the State
which are beneficent and unselfish or-
ganizations, have for several years
sought to have the existing law con-
cerning their office in enforcing the law

against the practice of cruelty upon

dumb animals amended in a few re-
spects found by twenty-two years of
experience to be necessary. On three
occasions the requisite amendments
have been adopted by one or both
houses of the Legislature. But as such
measures call no selfish interest to

their support, they suffer defeat by
being delayed upon the calendars un-
til there is such a glut of bills that
they cannot be made Haws, either by
full passage or when passed by reach-
ing the Governor in time to give him

the opportunity to examine them, as he
must do to conscientiously approve
them. At this session the societies have
again presented their bill. It ought to
pass. There is but one new section

which is at all likely to arouse antago-

nism, namely, that concerning the dock-
ing of horses. All else in the bill ap-
pears to be of a character to call out no
opposition, and as to the docking sec-
tion that can be safely trusted to the
vote of the majority of the members,
and either adopted or amended, without
necessitating the defeat of other provi-
sions of the bill. But it should be pass-
ed as a whole.

SHOULD BE DEFEATED.

Assembly bill No. 32 proposes to add
to the list of chattels the stealing of

which shall be deemed grand larceny,

the utility now so common in use, the
bicycle. But why the wheel and not
the wagon, or buggy, or gig, or wheel-

barrow, or child's carriage, or the push
cart? Time was when the hog, sheep

and goat were included in the things

the unlawful taking of which should

be considered grand larceny. But these
have been stricken out, and now the
only chatties mentioned, the unlawful
taking of which shall constitute the

crime of grand larceny regardless of
their money value are the horse, mare,
gelding, cow, steer, bull, calf, mule,
jack or Jenny.

The reason for including these ani-
mals is not very clear, if we except the
horse, mare, gelding, jack, jenny and
mule, since horse stealing has always

by common judgment been deemed a
heinous offense. Those animals are list-
ed as they are because of that senti-
ment, rather than because of any logi-
cal reason. The inclusion of the bicycle

will have no reason behind it that
would not just as readily fortify the

claim to have any other' wheeled ve-
hicle included in the list.

If a bicycle is worth no more than
$20, it should be as it now is, petty

larceny to steal it. When its value ex-
ceeds $50, then its unlawful taking be-
comes grand larceny and is punished
as a felony. There is no sentimental
reason for asking that the bicycle

should be taken out of the category

that requires proof of value, any more
than there is sentimental reason for in-
cluding in the list tbe sewing machine,
the go-cart, the riding saddle, or any
other personal property.

The estates of most rich men are ex-
aggerated in value in their life time.
Very few instances are recorded of

popular estimation of the wealth of a
rich man turning out to be correct. The
latest instance is that of the worldly

goodß value of Calvin S. Brice. He
ranked as a millionaire several times

over, but official valuation of his es-
tate discloses the fact that It will fall
somewhat below $000,000, and there is

no real property listed as having been
owned by Mr. Briee. It has been sug-

gested that in recent years unwise in-

vestment swallowed up the bulk of his
fortune, but the better judges are
agreed that ft is simply another case
of popular over estimation, and that
Brice never was worth much over a
half million.

MANILA'S VALUE

Manila, say those best qualified to
judge, is better situated for great com-
mercial enterprise than is Hongkong.
As Cuba is the richest isle of the West
Indies, so It may be said of Luzon,
that it stands to the eastern archi-
pelago as Cuba does to the Caribbean
group. The harbor is the finest in the
East, and the ancient city of Manila
is itself already the seat of a large

commerce.
Under Spanish domination the peo-

ple have been so ground down that In-
dustry has had little incentive, and
the ambition to labor and accumulate
has been at the lowest possible tide.
The removal of the port from the
Chinese coast gives it advantages over
any Eastern commercial point for
archipelegan trade-

in fact, the wiser commercial men
look to Manila as a radiating point for
an enormous and the distributing
traffic in American products of nearly
all descriptions. When the population

finds it is free to enjoy all the fruits
of Its labor; that it is unbound from
church and State extortion; that it Is
safe in property and earnings from

the exactions of harsh tax gatherers;
that enterprise instead of being
frowned down is encouraged and pro-

moted by the American system; that
under our beneficent protection the

largest measure of human liberty is to

be enjoyed consistent with order in
society, the Philippines will develop
with amazing rapidity, and the people,
naturally tractable and gentle man-
nered, win prove the grateful and gen-
erous.

Mr. Henry's bill in the Assembly to

provide a complete new system of ven-
tilation and sanitary drainage for the
State Capitol ought to pass. First, it

is necessary. Second, the systems

now in vogue were put in years ago,

and are not of the modern and im-
proved type. Third, Sacramento is
changing and improving her sewer
system, under which Improvements in
the Capitol can be carried on, with
a view to connecting the drainage oi
the building with tho city system in
a better and more economic manner. |

THE NEW GOVERNOR.
Oakland Tribune: That Henry Gage

iwill make a good Governor for Califor-
nia every fair-minded citizen in the
State should be willing to believe.
Throughout his campaign he showed
that he is made of the right kind of
stuff, for no man was able to "run
him," and when he was satisfied that
his way of doing any kind of proposi-
tion was the proper one, nobody could
swerve him from it. He will be an in-
dependent, fearless Governor, and as he
is a man of ripe judgment and sound
common sense, he can be relied upon to
discharge the duties of his high office in
a manner that will bey conducive to the
best interests of the State.

OF LEGISLATION.
Oakland Enquirer: Over-legislation

is an evil, but increasing legislation is
something which is unavoidable, be-
cause the subjects of legislation are
multiplying. It Is true, as Governor
Gage says, that simple laws work best,
but it is also true that such laws spring
out of a simple system of society, and
the statute book cannot be very simple
where industrial and social conditions
are complex, as they tend to become fti
every part of the United States. We
cannot get back to the simple, practical
legislation of a hundred years ago, be-
cause we cannot return to the primi-
tive ways of which those laws were a
reflection.

GOVERNOR GAGE'S MESSAGE.
Los Angeles Herald: Governor Gage's

message is noteworthy for brevity of
text and expansiveness of ideas. It is
delightfully short. Whether this re-
sults from the Governor's purpose to set
a good example for other message mak-
ers, or whether it is because of present

lack of acquaintance with the executive
office, we have no means of ktaowing.

Nine-tenths of such messages are long,
dull and dreary; and fully half of them
are stupid. Governor Gage's effort is
nothing of the kind. It is brisk in
style, concise and generally creditable.
It is also modest in suggestion, differ-
ing in this respect from many initial
messages, whose makers aim to im-
press constituents with opinionated
ideas. The Governor admits a want
of familiarity with his office, alluding
to "the official burdens thus early cast
upon me, and the brief time necessary
to acquaint myself with the details of
the various offices," etc. In the first
sentence of the message, however, he
evinces a determination to give his best
energies to the State. He says: "Faith-
fully to fulfill the solemn duties Im-
posed upon me by the official oath just
administered is my \u25a0 unalterable pur-
pose." It is a commendable resolution,
and will not be forgotten in the next
four years.

A PROPOSED FAIR.
Alameda Argus: We see there is talk

of a great international fair to be held
in San Francisco in 1901, Such a fair
would be a good thing, and discussion
of it at this time is entirely reason-
able. Action in the near future, how-
ever, on a large scale will be necessary
if the project comes to anything. It is
to be feared that brains to manage it
will not be forthcoming. The success
of the Midwinter Fair was extraordin-
ary, taking everything into considera-
tion. But it is doubtful if the man
who managed that would take the su-
pervision of another, or if he would
have as great success if he did take it.
And there are not many men who can
get up a great exposition and make it
pay.
GENERAL SHAFT ER AND HIS TRA-

DUCERS.
Los Angeles Times: Ever since the

opening of the Santiago campaign Gen-
eral Shatter has been subjected to per-
sonal criticism, misrepresentation and
vituperation of a more or less ma-
licious character. Even while the battle
of El Caney was impending, disgruntled
newspaper correspondents were send-
ing out disparaging accounts of the sit-
uation, and were ignorantly criticising
the commanding officer, though in most
cases they were obviously as destitute
of a knowledge of military tactics as
they were of the courtesy and fair
treatment due to a commander in the
field, engaged in a most difficult and
hazardous undertaking. Chief among
the newspaper correspondents who per-
sistently attacked General Shafter was
Richard Harding Davis, who incurred
the just displeasure of the General by

conduct which was both dishonorable
and unprofessional. Davis and other
correspondents, magnifying the minor
mistakes of the campaign and taking
advantage of the petty jealousies of
talkative subordinates and chronic
kickers in the succeeded in in-
augurating a campaign of disparage-
ment which has no doubt served to de-
tract, in some degree, from General
Shafter's high reputation as a military
commander. But this effect wilj not
be permanent. The impartial history
of the Santiago campaign, which is yet
to be written, will vindicate General
Shafter and will silence his detractors.
When all is said and done, military

achievements are measured, and justly
so, chiefly by results. Judged by this
standard, the Santiago campaign was
one of the most brilliant ever fought.

LEGISLATIVE EMPLOYES.
Fresno Republican: The Legislature

created a bad precedent in breaking
down the law limiting the number of
employes in the Legislature. Even a
small increase is an entering wedge for
more. If more employes were really
needed to do the work, they could eas-
ily have been placed on the temporary
roll by the consent of four-fifths of the
members. But we venture the guess
that if the entire routine service of the
Capitol building were farmed out to one
man for a fixed price, he to find his
own help, he would do all the work
with fewer employes than the minimum
fixed by law, and would find plenty of
competent men glad to work for less
than the present But the pres-
sure of office-seekers is hard to resist.
And yet there is no distributor of pat-
ronage who does not find It an element
of more weakness than strength. The
friends who are bound only by the ob-
ligations of political pap are not very

sincere or very grateful, while the far
more numerous enemies which are
made by the same process are very
genuine and very vigorous. But the

patronage system is with us, and wilt
not die easily. fi
