I SMITH PREFERS CHARGES.
Smith said he wanted it understood

that the Republicans proposed' to be re-
sponsible for passing the bill and pro-
viding for the additional employes. He
said that plenty of assistance had been
offered by Democratic members, pro-
vided they received a share of the
patronage. Offers of that kind, he said,
had been made day after day; offers
to give votes toward the necessary
three-fourths majority, provided they
\u25a0were given a place at the crib. He
did not propose, however, to have the
Republicans take the "roasting and the
cussing" and allow the Democrats to
utand up and pose as immaculate in
their purity. The Republicans, he said,
were "onto their little game," and pro-
posed ?to "go on with their villainy,
shoulder the responsibility, if there was
any, and take the State Treasury with
them. /. SOME COUNTER CHARGES.

Then La Rue (Democrat) had an
inning. He said that offers had been
made, plenty of them, but that they
had come from the Republicans, who
offered to divide the patronage with the
Democrats, provided votes were forth-
coming to help open the Belshaw Act.

Doty (Democrat) said that all the of-
fers had come from the other side. He
had been approached with offers of
patronage for his vote, but had spurned
the often Some of the Democrats, he
said, had been offered patronage to the
amount of $15 a day for their sup-
port. He called on Smith to name any
Democrat who had offered his vote in
return for patronage. He said the peo-
ple of Sacramento County did not ask
for patronage when they elected their
Senators and Assemblymen.

SKIRMISH WARMS UP.
Simpson said that while he had al-

ways been a good friend to Sacramento
County, he had noticed that that par-
ticular county always managed to get
a good deal of the patronage that was
distributed. He called attention to the
session of 1IS&1, when there were thirty-
eight committees, and compared it.with
the session of IBb3, when the Demo-
crats and Populists increased the num-
ber to fifty-one, in order to increase the
number of committee clerks and make
place for their constituents. As a mat-
ter of fact, he said, the bill provided

?for only twenty-six committee clerks,, and he did not understand how the
Democrats expected to gain anything
by offering amendments, as the Re-
publicans had a majority and intended
to. pass the bill.

Cutter said that in all the history of
attaches in the California Legislature
the Republicans had never been able to
equal the action of the Democrats, who
in ISS9 or 1SS)1 created a $5-a-day pos-
sition for a man whose sole duty was
to wind the clock.

Braunhart said Smith's remarks had
been rather widespread. He stated that
he had never offered his vote to the
Republicans for patronage, and asked
Smith if that was not so.

Smith, said he saw no reason why
Braunhart should dodge unless he saw
a rock coming his way.

Langford said he had had several ap-
plications for patronage positions, and
wanted to know whether any of them
would be considered if the bill passed.

, Thereupon the Senate laughed, and
Smith informed Langford that he would
not get so much as the suspicion of

\u25a0the small end of nothing.
Sims (Democrat) said the Democrats

did not expect any of the patronage,
had never asked for any, and did not
attempt to stand out as being immacu-
lately pure. The only question he cared
to consider was whether or not the
additional attaches demanded were
necessary or not. If. th?y were he
would willingly vote for creating the
positions, but in view of the fact that
no good reasons had been advanced
why the places should be created, he
did not care to be told that he would
vote for it if he got a little of the
patronage.

THE BILL PASSED.
Doty, Cutter, La Rue and Shortridge

spoke to the question, and it was finally
passed by a vote of 25 to 11, a strict
party vote. The title was approved
and the bill ordered at once transmitted
to the Assembly.

Wolfe and Leavitt introduced a bill
each, out of order, both of which were
to regulate the practice of pharmacy
and the sale of poisons.

At '5 o'clock the Senate adjourned till
10 o'clock this morning.

IN THE ASSEMBLY.

Matters of Grave Importance Arise
Early in the Morning.

In his prayer yesterday morning,
after roll-call at 11:30 o'clock, the
Chaplain presaged somewhat the grave
events that were to follow, and be-
sought for the Assembly the wisdom to
Bee and the courage to do that which
is .right in all matters to come before
them.

LESAVE OF ABSENCE.
Leave was granted until Wednesday

to Caminetti, Glenp and Raw.
Speaker pro tern. Anderson was called

to the chair. The journals of Friday
and Saturday were corrected and ap-
proved.

THE SPEAKER'S REQUEST.
No sooner had these preliminaries

been finished than the Speaker, Howard
Br Wright, rising from Speaker pro
tern, Anderson's chair upon the floor of
the House, spoke as follows:

"Mr. Speaker and gentlemen of the
liouse, it has no doubt come to the
Knowledge of you all, as members, that
ray honor has been seriously impugned
by a San- Francisco newspaper. There-
fore, as the chief officer of this House,
In that a reflection upon me is a reflec-
tion upon this House, and affects the
privileges of it, I wish this House to
request of the Speaker pro tern., and
authorize him by. resolution, to name a

committee to investigate the matters
set out in that article."

Johnson?Mr Speaker, a resolution.
The Clerk read as follows:
"Resolution by Mr. Johnson:
"Whereas, Direct charge* have been

made that improper means have -been
used to influence the action of Hon.
Howard. E. Wright, a member and
Speaker of the Assembly, in the elec-
tion of a United States Senator by the.
Legislature; and,

"Whereas, It has' been charged that
jsome persons have used and are using-
illegal methods to influence the action
of members of the Assembly in said

election; and,
"Whereas, It has been indirectly

charged that members of the Assembly
have been improperly influenced in
their votes for United States Senator;
and, f

"Whereas, Such charges have been
given wide publicity, and should be in-
vestigated; to the end that, if found to
be true, the guilty should be punished,
and, if foundi to be untrue, the origin-
ators thereof should be punished; now,
tl erefore, be it

"Resolved, That a select committee
of seven members of the Assembly be
appointed by the Speaker pro tern. to
immediately and fully, thoroughly and
carefully, investigate each and all of
said charges, whether direct or indi-

rect, and also to investigate in like

manner the methods used to influence

members of the Assembly in their votes
fcr a United States Senator, and that
said committee have full power to send
for persons, books, telegrams and pa-
pers, and to employ a clerk and steno-
grapher, and that it have leave to git

during the session of the Assembly,
and that said committee" report fully, as
BpeedHy as possible, with such recom-
mendations as it may deem proper."

JOHNSON SPEAKS.
Johnson then said:
"Mr. Speaker, I move the adoption of

the resolution. And, in doing so, I
desire to express briefly the reasons
that impelled me to offer the resolution.
Fcr some time it has seemed to me and
to others in this State that the aphor-
ism of the lamented Lincoln, that this
was a government of the people, by
the people and for the people, was
either in. process of being changed or
had been changed in California to a
Government of the newspapers, by the
newspapers and for the newspapers. It
has come to such a pass in this State
that one of the necessary concomitants
of a public officer, of a man holding any
public station, is that he shall be
abused, reviled and misrepresented by
any newspaper whose proprietor or re-
porter he may displease in never so
small a manner. Ordinarily such
charges such attacks are best met
by a dignified silence, but when, as in
the case now before us, ihe honor
not merely of a member of this bpdy,
but of our Chief Executive is assailed,
and when, as a necessary result, a
shadow has been, cast upon each and
every member of this body, and a
shadow also cast upon the fair fame of
our honored State, it 'is our duty, not
merely to those who have beem assailed,
but to those persons who have made
the assault, to investigate this matter
from the bottom to the top, through the
middle, in every manner, so as to arrive
at the truth. In the language of a
great American, I should for one ex-
press my views that the motto of this
committee, if appointed, should be:
'Let no guilty man escape.' (Applause.)
I care not where the blow may fall,
whether it rolls in the dust at my feet
or those of my friends and associates,
or on the head of any one connected
with us, or evsn our own. If any man,
be he high or low, be he a member of
this body, or connected with a newspa-
per, has bean guilty of crime, either iv
libeling a member of this body, or in
being guilty of that which is charged,
let the guilty person be punished. And.
speaking in behalf of those gentlemen
in this body who have voted with me
in favor of one candidate for United
States Senator, I desire to say, in voic-
ing their sentiments, that we do not
wish any man appointed upon this com-
mittee who has voted for the man of
our choice (Applause). And I an-
nounce in advance that if I am appoint-
ed I shall certainly decline. I want
a committee composed of men who are
not in any manner connected with us,
who are not In any manner associated
with us in political matters, so that
they will investigate this without fear
or favor, without regard to us. And,
speaking, if I may be permitted to say,
in behalf of the gentleman for whom I
have voted, I am authorized by him to
say that he courts the fullest, the freest
and the widest investigation that the
committee of this House can give. I
know, also, without seeing them, that
all the ether candidates for this high
position will indorse his stand.

?'I hope the resolution will be adopted,
and adopted unanimously. It is due to
vs; it is due to our oaths; it is due to
our country; it is due to the God who
rules us and who knows the innermost
secrets of our hearts, that everything;
should be done by us to have this mat-
ter fully investigated,' so that wa
niay know where we are walking,
with whom we are talking, and that we
can guide ourselves aright with the re-
sult of tbisi investigation." t .

The motion to adopt was seconded by
Dibble.

The Speaker pro tern, said: "The pre-
senting of this resolution at this time
will require the suspending of the rules.
If there are no. objections, the rules
will stand suspended for the presenta-
tion of this petition."

The rules being suspended,.. Mellick
wished to amend the resolution by in-
cluding "the power to administer oaths"
in the authorization of the powers of
the committee. Dibble, Johnson and
others informed Mellick that the law
gives such a committee that power, and
he withdrew his motion.
COMMITTEE OP INVESTIGATION.

The Speaker pro tern. asked for a re-
cess of five minutes in which to pre-
pare the names of the committee for an-
nouncement. It was granted him, and
at its expiration he announced the foJ-
li wing committee:

Cosper of Tulare (Chairman), "Wade
of Napa, Mellick of Pasadena, Mead of
Lios Angeles, La Baree of Trinity, Lard-
ner cf Placer, Sanford of Mendocino.

Mead, Mellick and La Baree all rose
to decline rSembership or to ask to be
excused, but while the matter was un-
_der discussion the- Senate appeared at
the bar of the House for trie daily joint
ballot-taking' for. United States Sen-
ator, and, on request of- the Speaker
pro tern., the excuses were held over
until the Jottij 'assembly should have
adjourned, j

TAKING RECESS,
i After the adjournment of the joint
session and the departure of the Sen-
ate, on motion of Dibble the House took
a recess until 2:30 p. m.

Afternoon Session.
On reconvening the Assembly tooK up

the regular order "of business, which
had been wholly neglected during the
morning session,

ONCE MORE.
Mellick introduced a resolution con-

cerning the Nicaragua Oanal, which
had been formulated by the Los An-
geles Chamber of Commerce and sent
to him. This makes two from the As-
sembly up to date, and the Federal Re-
lations Committee will doubtless have
still others to struggle with. It is a
popular subject. Melliek's is A. J. R-
-6, and is as follows:

Whereas, the construction of the Nic-
aragua Canal would be of immense
value to the people of the Pacific Coast
and especially to the people of the
State of California, as it would afford
greater protection to this coast in time
of war, open new lines of trade and
commerce; in time of peace, tend to
cheapen transportation to foreign and
Atlantic seaboard markets, build up
new enterprises everywhere within our
State and largely tend to maintain old
ones, greatly increase our population,
and thus enhance our wealth and mul-
tiply our resources, and establish a
shorter line of oceanic communication
between the United States and its pos-
sessions in the Orient; ahd,

Whereas," there is now pending In the
Congress of the United States a mea-
sure providing for the construction of
the Nicaragua Canal by or under the
auspices of the United States Govern-
ment;

Resolved, by the Assembly of the
State of California, the Senate thereof
concurring, that our Senators in Con-
gress be instructed, and our members
of the House of Representatives be re-
quested to earnestly support the pass-
age of this measure, and be it further

Resolved, That we favor the absolute
ownership and control of the said Nic-
aragua Canal by the United States
Government, if within the power of
said Government to own and control
the same.

Resolved, That his excellency, the
Governor, be requested to forward to
each of our Senators and Representa-
tives in Congress a copy of this resolu-
tion.

HOSPITAL ON MOLOKAI.
E. D. Sullivan introduced A. J. R. 5,

which opens, so far as this Assembly is
concerned, legislation for our new Ha-
waiian territory. Sullivan's resolution,
quoting from its heading, is, "As to
making upon the island of Molokai a
leper hospital for the care of all lepers
in the United States." The resolution
reads as follows:

Whereas, there has lately been an-
nexed to these United States a large
island, known as Molokai, one of the
Hawaiian Islands; and,

Whereas, there are within this State
many unfortunates, cursed with the
dreadful disease of leprosy; and,

Whereas, it is absolutely necessary
that those co afflictedshould be isolated
in order that the health of the masses
be not contaminated; and.

Whereas, the expense to our State
and to the municipalities therein in sus-
taining separate hospitals and pest-
houses therein is very great and entire-
ly unsatisfactory; and.

Whereas,, upon the said island, of Mo-
lokai there is a leper hospital devoted
entirely to the care and cure of lepers
and which island, on account of Its lo-
cality and conditions is peculiarly
adapted for such purposes; therefore,
be it

Resolved, by the Senate and Assembly
jointly, that we hereby recognize the
great necessity of having all those af-
flicted with leprosy confined upon and
within the said island of Molokai, both
because of its isolated position and
equable climate, and also because it
will be a great financial saving to our
State and to the municipalities therein;
and, be it

Resolved, That we call upon our Rep-
resentatives in Congress to use every
honorable effort to have every leper
found within this State or hereafter to
be found therein sent to the said island
of Molokai for care and treatment; and,
be it further

Resolved, That the Governor be re-
quested to transmit these resolutions to
our Senators and Representatives in
Congress.

Referred to Committee on Federal Re-
lations.

NO WITHDRAWALS ALLOWED.
Before the business of the day w-as

finished Mellick brought up again the
matter of the special committee for the
investigation of the charges against
Speaker Wright. Mellick said he de-
sired to be excused. He stated that he
recognized how a member of that com-
mittee might antagonize his colleagues.
In such an investigation the probe
might be used to compel a man to di-
vulge things told him in conifldence. He
frankly said that he was very desirous
of the election of his favorite candidate
to the United States Senate; he hoped
to "see a majority of members come to
his way of thinking, and he particular-
ly wished to avoid antagonism at this
juncture.

Wade, Mead and La Baree all desired
to be excused also, when Dibble made
a motion, which Clough seconded, that
there should be no withdrawals, but
that the committee should stand as the
Speaker Pro Tern. had originally ap-
pointed It.

The motion was vigorously discussed
by those wishing to be excused, and it
was even claimed that such a motion
was out of order, but the Speaker Pro
Tern. ruled the point not well taken,
and Dibble's motion carried.

Mellick then asked for Information
concerning a clerk and stenographer.
He said that under the rule now gov-
erning the House the pay of a stenog-
rapher was but $5 per day, and that,
he thought, would not employ a first-
class stenographer for the important
and difficult work of the committee.

Johnson said that for such special
committees the practice had beep to
go ahead and do what was best, and
then present the bills to the Assembly.
He would say to the Investigating com-
mittee, 'Go ahead; get the best per-
sons; make them do the best work, and
the Assembly will pay the bills. (Gen-
eral assent from members.) Do good
work and find out who has been at-
tempting to bribe members of this As-
sembly, if it bankrupts the State of
California."

PERSONS AND PAPERS.

To Be Subpenaed in the Wright

Investigation To-Day.

At 5 o'clock p. m. yesterday the spe-
cial committee for the investigation
of the charges against Speaker Howard
B. Wright, together with an array of
newspaper representatives, stood ln the
corridor awaiting ,the unlocking of the
door of Committee No. 73. The wait
was beginning to be tedious, when use-
ful Johnnie Kofrod appeared with the
key and ushered the company in.

Chairman Cosper presided, and there
were also present Assemblymen Wade,'
Mellick, Sanford, La Baree and Lard-
ner. Mead was absent, and it was
said that he claimed to have been ex-
cused before Dibble's motion prohibit-
ing excuses was carried, and that Bur-
nett would take his place. Neither Bur-
nett nor Mead being present, the six
got along very well.

The Chairman first presented the
matter of the necessary _4erk . and
stenographer, and a discussion ensued
as to the price to be paid for steno-
graphic work. Cosper . suggested that

the choice of both attaches be left to
him. Mellick objected, but finally
yielded, and the Chairman was allowed
until the next meeting to provide the
necessary assistance ani set prices as
-per Instructions from' the committee.

Mellick then announced that he was
for pushing the work of-the committee
night and day until finished. He did
not wish it on hand the whole winter.

The Chairman declared that, for his

part, he did not fully understand the
scope and power given to the commit-
tee by the resolution which created it,
and he suggested that the committee
now go into

EXECUTIVE SESSION
In order to discuss it freely without
the presence of . newspaper persons.
Mellick opposed that method, and asked
why an executive session was neces-
sary. .

The Chairman replied that the mem-
bers of the committee might wish to
say some things not for publication.

Mellick declared such \u25a0an action
would be misconstrued.

"Well, we're bound to be miscon-
strued, anyway," exclaimed Cosper?
then correcting himself, he modified his
assertion into?

"I mean we're liable to be miscon-
strued."

However, Cosper dropped the point,
and the committee went on talking
right before the newspaper folk. The
wording of the resolution, which is
given In another column, seemed sus-
ceptible of more than one construction,
and Wade wanted to know whether
they were to go on a. fishing excursion
all winter, and summon every member
of the Legislature and every Senatorial
candidate to discover what his "meth-
ods" of getting votes might be.

After the resolution had been read
aloud in full by La Baree, Mellick said
that It seemed to him that a direct
charge had been made by the "Call"
that the Speaker had been paid $1,650
by or for Mr. Grant, and they might
as well begin with that and let further
action develop. Then came the ques-
tion, "Are we to investigate the San
Francisco 'Call' alone or the other pa-
pers?"

Wade said Wright had mentioned but
one, but it appeared that the-"Exam-
iner" had followed to-day with further
assertions, so that was included.

CHAIRMAN TO SUBPENA.
The committee finally agreed that the

Chairman should at once subpena U. S.
Grant, Jr.; his agent, Milton J. Green;

Hon. Daniel M. Burns, Speaker How-
ard E. Wright and the "Call" report-
ers. The members bein? rather misty
as to the names in detail of the "Call's"
Sacramento staff, finally agreed upon
