
WATER AND FOREST
CONSERVATION.

Society Formed With That Purpose
in View,

tt Organizes and ' Elects Permanent
Officers.

Will Submit Measures to be Pre-
sented, to the Legislature?Po-
lice Judge Morgan Dismisses

the Criminal Libel Suit of

Spreckels Against Hearst-
Dredger Inventor Bowers After
Trespassers on His Rights.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 21.?Califor-
nia's commercial, industrial, agricultu-
ral, mining and horticultural interests
\u25a0were well represented in the convention
which assembled to-day in the Cham-
ber of Commerce to adopt means for
the better conservation of water and
preservation of forests in the State.

Almost every county had a voice in
the proceedings.

United States Surveyor J. M. Gleaves
was unanimously elected temporary
Chairman, and A, H. Benjamin tempo-
rary Secretary.

In stating the object of the assembly,
Chairman Gleaves said that at its last
convention the association had adopted
rules calling for concerted action by
the interests most affected by the waste
of water,and timber in the State. It
had been proposed that a committee of
seven be appointed to obtain State and
National aid in the conservation of
water' and the preservation of timber,
but it remained for the convention to
discuss and show other suggestions as
might be submitted.

When suggestions as to the bestmeans of attaining the desired end
were invited, Colonel J. P. Irish re-
sponded with an extended advocacy of
the establishment of a Department of
Forestry by each of the universities,
the students thereof to act with the
State in preventing waste.

On motion of Judge Walling of Ne-
vada, the following Committee of nine
on Order of Business and PermanentOrganization was appointed: Judge J.
M. Walling, Colonel J. P. Irish, Judge
C. H. Lindley, Edward F. Adams Hor-
ace Wilson. Julius Sonntag, Abbott
Kinney, M. B. Kerr and E. W. Britt.
It was decided to call the organiza-

tion "The California Society for Con-
serving the Waters and Forests." The
following permanent officers were
elected: President, J. It Gleaves; Vice
Presidents, J. M. Availing, W. H. Mills
and Abbott Kinney; Treasurer, E ADenicke; Secretary, E. H. Benjamin!
An Executive Committee was appoint-
ed as follows: J. ML Walling, Colonel
John P. Irish, T. C. White, George
Davidson, Williim H. Mills, A. P.
Maginnis. A. Sbarboro, C. H. Lindley,
E. W. Hilgard, EKtott McAllister, Ju-
lian Sonntag, C-aigie Sharp, F. W.
Dohirnann, F. Adame* 11. Theodore
Kearney, J. m. Gleaves, President; E.
H. Benjamin, Secretary.

This committee will prepare a con-
stitution and by-laws, and submit,
measures to be presented to the Leg-
islature.

WILL SUE INFRINGERS.

Bowers WillPunish AllWho Tres-
pass on His Rights.

SAN FRANCISCO. Jan. 21?.Inventor
A. B. Bowers, of dredger fame, is de-
termined to punish all who are using
his patents without paying for the
same.

To-day, on affidavits presented to
Judge Morrow by Bowers and his at-
torneys, an order was issued citing
the Pacific Coast Dredging and Recla-
mation Company to api>ear in court on
Monday next to chow cause why its
members should not be punished for
contempt.

Bowers recently, after* long litigation,
secured an injunction against all par-
ties using a certain dredger invented
and patented by him, and it is alleged
that the Pacific Coast Dredging and
Reclamation Company have ignored the
order of the court by using a dredger
on Stockton Slough which infringed on
the rights of Inventor Bowers.

FIRE AT SALINAS.

Several Persons Narrowly Escape
With Their Lives.

SALINAS, Jan. 21.?This morning at
4 o'clock a fire broke out in the kitchen
of the San Juan Hotel. The flames
spread with great rapidity, soon involv-
ing three other houses in the rear. Dur-
ing the progress of the conflagration
the proprietress of the house appeared
at a front'window, apparently dazed,
and with her night dress in flames.

The firemen quenched the burning
clothing and threw her into a blanket
held by others twenty feet below. Two
m*n jumped from the same window as
the roof fell in. A woman in the build-
ing escaped with her hair burnt off.

Police Judge Morgan Dismisses the
Criminal Libel Suit.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 21.?The
charge of criminal libel preferred some
time ago by Claus Spreckels against
"William R. Hearst of the "Examiner"
was dismissed by Police Judge Morgan

to-day.
The court delivered a written decis-

ion which discusses the points involved
and cites numerous cases to sustain his

conclusions.
"The defendant may be held civilly

liable to damage.'' hesaid, "but I do not

think a criminal prosecution will lie.

The charge against the defendant is

therefore dismissed."

SITUATION GLOOMY.

Kumbsr of Sick at Dawson In-
creasing and Hospitals Fall.

DAWSON, Dec. 22 (via Seattle, Jan.

The number of sick is increasing,

and the six hospitals are full. The
mounted police have donated for the
help of the poor some §30,000 in cash
from tneir treasury. This leaves them
With but $4,000 cash on hand. Com-
missioner Ogilvie called a meeting to
decide on ways and means for reliev-
ing the situation, and a memorial ask-
ing for aid willbe sent to Washington.
It is estimated that $9,000 a month will

be required to pay for the treatment of
indigent, patients. . The death rate this
winter has been almost as great as in
the summer. Several stampedes to new
fields have recently occurred, but in
each case the gold seekers were disap-
pointed. \u25a0.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 21.?1n the
damage suit for libel" brought by
Charles A. Williams against John D.
Spreckels for $250,000, Attorney Pres-
ton to-day entered an appearance in
the United States Circuit Court. By
consent of counsel on both sides a stip-
ulation was made that five days' ex-
tension of time be granted by the court
in which the defendant may file his
answer.

Williams, who is reported to be a ,
wealthy South African, was engaged
to be married to Miss Genevieve Goad
of this city, but on the eve of tha
ceremony the "Call" printed an expose
of WT llliams, which resulted in the en-
gagement being annulled.

SHOT HIMSELF.

Mcl Chadbourne Handled His Re-
volver Carelessly.

LOS ANGELES. Jan. 21.?Mel Chad-
bourne, son of F. S. Chadbourne of
San Francisco, was brought to this city
from Mexico yesterday to be treated
for a gunshot wound in the abdomen,
self-inflicted while carelessly handling
a revolver.

Chadbourne was practicing , snap-
shooting, and in whipping the weapon
from his belt, at the same time press-
ing the trigger, the sight of the re-
volver caught on the waistband oi his
trousers and the weapon was dis-
charged.

The bullet entered the abdomen, in-
flicting a serious wound, but as th?
intestines were not punctured, his con-
dition is not considered dangerous.

WELBORN'S BONDSMEN.

They Are Contesting the Govern-
ment's Suit to Collect.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 21. ? The
bondsmen of the Collector of Internal
Revenue, Welborn, are cor. testing at
every point the suit brought by the
Government to recover $43,(100, the
amount of Welborn's shortages.

To-day attorneys for the bondsmen
filed an amended answer to the suit
in the Circuit Court, as Judge Morrow
recently made an order striking out
many portions- of the original answer
filed. The case ia shortly to come up
for argument.

SUGAR BBETS.

Large Acreage in Solano, Yolo and
Contra Costa to be Seeded.

SUISUN, Jan. 21?About 3,000 acres
of land in Solano County will be de-
voted to raising sugar beets this year.

A large acreage has also been leased
in Contra Costa and Yolo Counties by

the California Sugar Beet and Refining
Company of Crockett.

The mammoth establishment at the
latter place will be run in fullblast this
year. Judging from the acreage in-
tended to be devoted to the sugar beet
industry there are prospects of an es-
timate yield of 120,000 tons of beets.

SCHEDULE OF RATES.

What Klondike Adventurers Will
Have to Pay Hereafter.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan.. 21. ? The
steamship companies of the Pacific
Coast have agreed on a schedule of
rates for freight and passengers to and
from Alaskan ports, which will be en-
forced during the coming season. The
rate from San Francisco to Puget
Sound points will remain as at present.
From the sound to Fort Wrangel, the
rate will be $17 nrst class, $10 second
class; to Juneau, $30 first class, $12
second class; to Skaguay, $25 first
class, $15 second class.

YOSEMITE VALLEY.

What the Commissioners Will Ask
Appropriations For.

SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 21. ? The
Yosemite Valley Commissioners at a
meeting to-day decided to ask the
Legislature for the following appro-
priations: For general purposes, $15,-
--000 per year; for traveling expenses,
including the annual meet which must
be held in the valley, fLSOO per year;

for the big tree grove, $2,000 per year;
for electric lights, $13,000; for a water
system and sprinkling plant, $17,000.

Morgan is wanted in Calaveras County

months. He not only got away with
the cash collected from the passengers,
but succeeded in drawing full salary

to date from the agents of the stage

company here.

gathering in the history of Alaskan In-
dians is scheduled for August 10th
next at Klawan, on the Chilcat River.
At this grand potlach the tribal war of
the Wrangel and Chilcat Indians,
which has been raging for many years,'

will come to an end. It is estimated
that over 2,000 Indians will be present.
The proposed peace has been arranged
by Chief Shakes of the Wrange'.s.

Was on Jeff Davis' Staff.
SAN FRANCISCO, Jan. 21.?General

S. S. Bamberger, who has just died in
this city, at the age of t52 years, was
on the staffs of General Joseph E.
Johnson and Jefferson Davis during the
civil war, and for a time was Secre-
tary of the President of the Confeder-
acy. He was well known here as a lo-
cal politician and expert penman.

Kaymer Sent to San Quentin.

A PERILOUS TRIP.

Disabled Ferryboat Swept Down
the Niagara River.

BUFFALO (N. V.), Jan. 21.-Locked
iin a huge ice floe, the Canadian ferry
iNiagara, with nineteen persons on
iboard, was swept helplessly down the
!Niagara River to-night and dismantled
!by the international bridge. The boat,
which plies between this city and Erie,
Ont., left her dock near the mouth of
the river in the early evening on her
last trip of the day, having on board
fifteen passengers, six of whom were
women and two children. Her crew
consisted of four men. The river was
full of floating ice that was drifting in
from Lake Erie, but the boat, heading

; diagonally against the current, made
'[her way to the center of the stream.
I Here she became imbedded in a great

' field of ice, and her engines were pow-
jerless to propel her. The current at
jthis point is exceedingly swift, and the
; momentum of the ice field carried the
; ferry with it.'

The passengers, realizing their situa-
tion, were horror-stricken with the fear
of being carried over the falls, and the
more imminent danger of being dashed
against a pier of the international
bridge. The calls of the ferry whistle
attracted attention from the shore, and
fire tugs were started out a mile above
the rescue the helpless craft.

The passengers and crew of the Ni-
agara put on life preservers and stood
with blanched faces while the boat
swept onward. River navigation being
closed, the draws of the bridge are in-
operative and draw engines dead. It
was evident that the upper works of
the boat could not clear ttw span, but
the great menace was the piers of solid

! masonry. The current favored the
J boat and swept her between the span,
ia little to the eastward of the center
!of the river. The iron girders of the j
Ibridge raked the boat clean of her sec-

ond deck, carrying away smokestack, .
pilot-house and hurricane deck. The
passengers and crew were below deck
and escaped injury from the wreckage.
Swinging clear of the bridge, the Ni-

I agara broke freo from the floe and
; drifted into a path of clear water. A
I hand gear was attached to the rudder,
I the engines, which were uninjured, re-

sumed their duty, and the dismantled
craft was worked to the dock
on the American shore.

Fatal Fire in New York.
NEW YORK, Jan. 21.?Miss Emma

Rumpler, 22 years of age, was killed
.and Mies Grace Winthrop was injured
i&t a fire in Passaic, N. J., to-day. The

fire broke out in a three-story building
on Main avenue on the ground floor oc-
cupied by Rumpler'S' Bakery. Miss
Rumpler, after reaching a window
where she could have been rescued by
the firemen, went back to her bedroom
to get her Jewelry. She was overcome
by the smoke and perished. Miss Win-
throp jumped from a third-story win-
dow, but was caught in a net spread
by the firemen, and sustained only
painful injuries.

Hf THE RING AT CHICAGO.

Two Draws and One Fight Lost on
a Foul.

CHICAGO, Jan. 21. ? About 4,000
men, two women and Hadi Aladi, the
"Sultan's Lion," saw thirty-one rounds
of exceptionally good fighting at Tat-
tersall's to-night, including one clean
knockout. Three Eastern scrappers,
Patsy Haley of Buffalo and Joe But-
ler and Charles McKeever of Philadel-
phia, were among the contestants, but
did not land the long end of the purse,
Haley and McKeever getting draws,
while Butler lost on a foul.

The best fight of the evening was
that between McKeever and Charles
Burns of Chicago. The men fought
fiercely every minute, and McKeever
had the better of the going, but Burns
was so aggressive at the finish that
Referee Hogan declared it a draw.

Haley and Ritchie of Chicago, at
catch weights, fought six roimds to a
draw.

Frank Bartley of Binghamton, N. V.,
and Homer Selby of IndianopoJis,
brother of "Kid" McCoy, met at 140
rounds. Bartley punished his man
badly in the third and fourth rounds.

THE BIGGEST MAN
IN THE KINGDOM.

Cecil Rhodes and Ills Prestige in
England.

Looked m as the Potentate ef tie African
Continent.

His Scheme for Guarantees for
Cape Town?Cairo Railroad aad
Telegraph?Estimates Cost at
£10,000,000 aad Will Get the
Money?Small Interest Taken in

the Samoan Imbroglio,

LONDON, Jan 21. ? Great Britain

seems to shake to its foundations
whenever Cecil Rhodes sets foot on the
island. He is the biggest man in tho
kingdom to-day.

The popular mind credits him with
being the potentate of the African con-
tinent.

The Cabinet met yesterday to dis-
cuss Mr. Rhodes' scheme for guaran-
tees of the Cape Town-Cairo Railroad
and telegraph. Mr. Rhodes afterward
conferred with Joseph Chamberlain,
the Secretary of State for the Colonies,
and Sir Michael Hicks-Beach, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer. Mr.
Rhodes says £10,000,000 will cover the
entire cost of the work, and there is
little doubt that he will carry his point
with the Government and raise all the
money he needs in the city.

Samoa commands but small interest
in Great Britain, and the belief seems
to prevail that the dispatches magnify
the importance of the Consuls' battles,
and that Germany will manage to
gracefully disavow the acts of her
agents.

A diplomat remarked that Germany
is filling for the United States the role
Russia has played in the eyes of the
Anglo-Saxon, the conspirator to be
looked for behind every war cloud. The
British Government; however, wel-
comes the Samoan incident as another
link of the Anglo-American under-
standing which they are so desirous of
fostering.

British investors in the Philippines
are curiously ignorant of American
politics, and are seriously discussing
the possibility of President McKinley
appointing an Englishman to govern
the islands. They argue that it is im-
possible to find in America an exper-
ienced administrator acquainted with
the character of the Filipinos, and sug-
gest the name of ex-Governor Creagh
of British Borneo, who is now living in
England, as being eminently qualified
and willing to take the post.

Some financiers are beginning to
take a gloomy view of the future of the
Philippines.

Ernest Ruffert, the head of a Lom-
bard-street house, who bought large
tracts of land about Manila, said to a
representative of the Associated Press:
"The land is useless under the present
conditions. We could not plant crops
with the possibility of the natives de-
stroying them over-night. The United
States will be unable to rule more than
the fringe of the islands without an
army of 100,000 men. They might buy
the natives' leaders, but they would not
stay bought, and the United States
must rebuy them periodically. The end
of the matter will be that tbe United
States will sell the Philippines."

GOMEZ INDORSED.

Cespedes Sustains Him in His Ef-
forts for Unity.

HAVANA, Jan, 21.?A meeting of the
Cuban Executive Committee was held
to-day at El Carmen, at which many
representative persons and Generals
were present. General Cespedes sus-
tained General Gomez in his activity in
pursuing his policy ofuniting the Cuban
and Spanish elements in the island.

He stated that it was necessary to
officially convoke the assembly in
order to direct the Cuban policy and
that the presence and influence of Gen-
eral Gomez would be needed at the
meeting, which would occur on the re-
turn of the plenipotentiary committee
from Washington.

General Pedro Betancourt, with a
force of 200 Cubans, is encamped near
Matanzas. He has his trdops under
perfect control and is discharging his
men as fast as they can find work.

The railroad employes have gone on
strike because of the failure of the
company to keep its promise to in-
crease their pay after the war. Freight
trains are not being run, though mail
and passenger trains are still being
moved over the line. The people are in
sympathy with the strikers.

TO CARRY THE DEAD.

Transport Roumanian to Be Fitted
Up for That Purpose.

SAVANNAH <Ga.), Jan. 21.?Word
was received by Colonel Bellinger yes-
terday that the transport Roumanian
would not come back to Santiago from
her present trip to Matanzas. Instead,
she is to go to New York.

There she will be equipped as a
transport for ihe dead. Taking with
her a large force of undertakers and
helpers and a large supply of coffins
and other supplies for that purpose, the
Roumanian will go to Santiago. There
the bodies of the American soldiers who
died from yellow fever or who fell in
the battles, will be disinterred and pre-
pared for removal on the transport to
this country. The Roumanian, it is
understood, will gro to New York from
Santiago, the bodies being distributed
from there to the relatives or friends
throughout the country.

ADMITS HIS IDENTITY.

One of Jesse James "Old Gang" in
Custody.

SPRINGFIELD (Mo.), Jan. 21.?Will-
iiam Jennings, one of the several men
arrested near Bacomb, Mo., on the night
of January 3d, to-night admitted he is
BillRyan, formerly of the Jesse James
gang. He said that he wanted to con-
ceal his identity during the excitement
attending the recent hold-up, but now
that it has subsided, he makes the ad-
mission.

SPANISH PRISONERS.

Government Trying to Carry Out
the Compact for Their Release.

WASHINGTON, Jan, 2L ? The War

Department has cabled General Otis,
asking if the Spanish prisoners held
by the insurgents have been released.

It is evident from this that the Gov-
ernment Is moving toward the execu-
tion of Article © of the peace treaty,
by. which the United States undertook
to obtain the release of all Spanish
prisoners in the hands of the insur-
gents in the Philippines, and at Its
own cost to return to these prisoners to
their homes.

GILLETTE WILLNOT COME.

A Kansas Sheriff Goes to Mexico to
Arrest Him.

EL PASO, Jan. 2L?A special from
Chihuahua, Mexico, received here this
aftemooni says: Sheriff Joseph Reed of
Wichita, Kam, and F. W. Petty, a
Kansas banker, reached Chihuahua at
midnight last night for the purpose of
taking Grant C. Gillette back to the
United States.

Gillette sent for the American Consul
as soon as he learned that the Sheriff
intended taking him Into custody. A
consultation was held, and from all that
could be learned Gillette cannot be
taken back against his will.

Dinner to Justice Brewer.
LONDON, Jan. 21.?Henry White, the

American Charge d'Affaires, gave a
dinner this evening at the Princess res-
taurant in honor of Associate Justice
David J. Brewer of the Supreme Court
of the United States, who is now in
London on his way to Paris to attend
a meeting of the Venezuelan Boundary

Commission.

Will Not Interfere.
OTTAWA (Ont.), Jan. 21.?The Gov-

ernment has decided not to interfere,
but allow the law to take its course in
the case of Henderson and the three
Indians now under sentence of death
at Dawson. They will be hanged in
March.

John Russell Young's Funeral.
WASHINGTON, Jan. 21?The fun-

eral of the late John Russell Young,
Librarian of Congress, was held at 11
o'clock this morning at St. John's Epis-
copal Church, in the presence of a large

assemblage, including representatives
in all walks of public life.

WillResume Business.
PITTSBURG, Jan. 21.?The German

National Bank which suspended pay-
ment on October 18th last, will resume
business on Monday with a capital
stock of $250,000.
