
Committee, on motion of Cutter. Smith

Strike out all of Section 2 after the
Words, "One elevator attendant, and
inserting the words, "Any officer ap-
pointed under the provisions of this
Act may be removed by the Senate."

The amendments were agreed to by
S> unanimous vote, and the bill was
ordered printed. The action, it is un-
derstood, was taken in accordance with
the wishes of Governor Gage, who, it
Is said, would have vetoed the measure
had not the amendments been inserted.

ADJOURNED.
After the Senate returned from the

Assembly Chamber, where a ballot was
taken for United States Senator with
the usual result, an adjournment was
taken till 10 o'clock this morning.

By an inadvertence the name of Val-
entine was given as Chairman of the
Committee on County and Township
Government in the report of Satur-
day's proceedings, and in that capacity
he was made to offer the resolution
calling for the purch*se of eighty-five
copies of the County Government Act.
It is, however, Huber who is the Chair-
man of that committee, and he offered,
on behalf of the committee, the resolu-
tion, which Valentine vigorously op-
posed.

Sanford offered a resolution reciting
that J. B. Sanford was now a member
both of the Ways and Means Committee
and the Special Committee on Investi-
gation. As it was impossible for him to
perform the duties of both, the resolu-
tion called for the substitution of Cam-
inetti on the Ways and Means Commit-
tee. Adopted.

OUR EXPOSITION.
O'Brien offered A. J. R: 1«, which re-

cites that the fact that it is proposed
to give in San Francisco in 1901 an
exposition of the products and indus-
tries of the United States, the Hawai-
ian and Philippine Islands and other
countries, and provides that the Presi-
dent and Congress be urged to mdke
a Government exhibit at. that Exposi-
tion, and that the United States make
an appropriation therefor. To Commit-
tee on Federal Relations.

FOR ADMIRAL, DEWEY.
Caminetti offered A. J. R. 13, which

reads as follows:
Whereas, From time immemorial

valorous deeds of defenders of their
country have been commemmorated by
grateful nations; and,

Whereas, The battle of Manila, de-
cisive as it was glorious, crowning
alike the American navy and the hero
under whose leadership it was fought
and won. with immortal renown, en-
titles Rear Admiral George Dew'ey to
the homage of the Republic and the
gratitude of every patriot; therefore,
be it

Resolved by the Assembly, the Sen-
ate concurring, That the Legislature of
the State of California respectfully pe-
titions the Congress of the United
States to enact, and the President of
the United States to approve, a law to
revive the rank of Admiral of the
LTnited States navy, and confer the
same on Rear Admiral George Dewey,
in honor of the distinguished services
he has rendered to the Republic.

Clough arose to remark that he
thought it was about time we stopped
bothering the Congress of the United
States with resolutions on things that
they know more about than we do.

The Speaker cut him short with the
reminder that the resolution was not
under discussion until it had been
through the Committee on Federal Re-
lations, to which it wp.s accordingly re-
ferred.

ON THE FILES.
"Work on the flies was then taken up

with a sort of grim determination,
though members seemed listless and
distraught, and. as it resulted, very
little was accomplished.

CUT THE APPROPRIATION.
Valentine's A. B. ti2, appropriating

$150,000 for the California, exhibit at
the Paris Exposition, stood at the head
of the third reading file. It was called
up, and the author asked for the ap-
pointment of a special committee of one
to amend the title and some sections of
the bill. Valentine then offered an
amendment cutting the proposed ap-
propriation from $150,000 to J120.000,
and another changing the wording of
the sentence authorizing the formation
of the commission. It read originally:
which commission shall be taken from
the two leading political parties of the
State." As amended it reads: "Not
more than two of which shall be from
the same political party." The amend-
ments apparently suited the House,
and the bill went down to the printer!
retaining its place on the file.

THE R(JCK CRUSHER.
Anderson's A. B, 75 came up on third

reading. Its title is as follows: "An
Act to prevent the sale of raw material
and the manufacture in penal Institu-
tions in the State of California of any
article of commerce other than jute
bags and broken stone and materials
for country roads only, and articles
consumed In the State penal institu-
tions."

Valentine asked concerning the scope
of the bill, and Anderson replied that
it had been drawn up at the request
of the Manufacturers' and Producers'
Association of San Francisco; had been
recommended by the committee, in
which it had not been amended, nor
had it been amended on second read-
ing. He mentioned the clause concern-
ing the rock crusher at Folsom, and
said that the bilL permitted the product
of the crusher to be used for country
roads, claiming that, and that only,
was the original intention, but that it
had been allowed to come in competi-
tion with free labor in the quarries;
that in his own county (Solano) several
hundred men had been thrown out of
employment because of the use of the
rock crushed by convict labor on city
streets; that it had been the contrac-
tors who had profited, while the people
of the. State had suffered .

Atherton moved to lay the bill over
for one clay.

Dibble said he was not opposed to
the bill, but he wanted it so strong
that by 'its adoption the world would
know that the Legislature of Califor-
nia had set its seal of condemnation
upon the bringing of convict labor into
competition with free labor. It was
agreed at that time that the bill should
be passed on file, but later on it was
brought up out of order, and the fight
resumed.

Knights of Sacramento offered an
amendment adding to the clause "for
country roads only" the words "for city
streets, lanes and alleys." Anderson
vigorously opposed this, and was in the
midst of his objections when a tired
legislator moved adjournment, and the
bill went over as unfinished business.

ENGROSSING A BILL.
In the meantime, however, between

the two assaults on the rock crusher,
the file work went on. Several bills
were passed on file, and then came up
Rickard's A. B. 22, making it a mis-
demeanor to "fill, sell, buy or otherwise
traffic in any vessel or package bearing
the trademark or name?duly filed?of
another." \

Valentine opposed the wording of the
bill, believing that it would make It a
misdemeanor to use a box, can or bottle
a second time, even after a party had
purchased it. He illustrated this by
saying that it would prevent people in
Los Angeles County from using empty
coal oil cans to pack their honey in.

Johnson remarked, withIs&tient resig-
nation, that if the bill really would
prevent the Angelenos .ifrom putting
their honey into coal oil cans he be-
lieved it ought to pass. He said he
knew his friends from Los Angeles
were very smooth and oily, but he
hadn't realized before what made them
so. He proceeded to explain, still wlth
the sam? exasperated air bf tolerance
and patience, that the bill had passed
through the Judiciary Committee, of

which he is Chairman, and was all
right. It prevented bad people from
taking Shasta coda siphons, which were
only th|&n to be callfed for, to
the pawn shop, where they might be
purchased by designing people, who
would-sell them with cheap and nasty

compounds under the Shasta riame; but
it did not preveitf. people who had hon-
estly purchased.- original packages,
whether bottles, bags or boxes, from
using them for legitimate purposes.

Belshaw interrupted to know If he
might ask a question, and put a hy-

pothetical case, about a bottle of honey,

at some length.
Then quoth Johnson?Well, that's a

pretty long question. But?are you
through, Mr. Belshaw?

Belshaw being through, Johnson, pro-
ceeded to answer him, when some one
discovered that the billcould not be put

on final passage, because it had never
been reported back from- the Engross-

ing Committee. Johnson and several
others insisted that the matter of en-
grossing was only a form, a printed
bill being, to all Intents, an engrossed
bill.

But Valentine read from the law the
exact course which a bill should follow
before it was put upon final passage,
and it became evident that the one
.under discussion and three others of
Rickard's had not run the course and
had not been reported from the En :
grossment Committee. They were pass-
ed on file.

Johnson gave notice that other peo-
ple's bills would be closely watched
hereafter and held to this same strict
construction.

GOT BACK AT THEM.
Accordingly, after Meserve's A. B. 52,

to reduce the Judges of the Superior
Court of San Bernardino to one, had
been read the third time, put on final
vote, and passed by (JO ayes to 5 noes.
Belshaw trenchantly called attention to
the fact that neither had that bill been
engrossed, according to the file. At
least no report of that committee was
recorded. This was plainly so, and the
bill was suspended between heaven
and earth. Meserve gave notice of mo-
tion to reconsider, and the Assembly
got away from the third reading file
in good order and attacked the second
with Dibble in the Chair.

SECOND READING FILE.

ond time and passed to third reading:
Sanford's A. B. 84?To provide for a

lunch hour for laborers in sawmills,
shinglemills, shakemills and logging
camps.

Johnson's A. B. 139?Act to authorize
the transfer of $40,000 from the gen-
eral fund to the State school book fund,
and providing for its expenditure.

Raub's A. B. 145?T0 amend Section
3400 of the Political Code of the State
of California, relating to assessment in
reclamation districts, and to provide for
a hearing of the land owners before
the Commissioners of Assessment, in
relation to such assessment.

Johnson's A. B. 4?An Act to create
an exempt firemen's relief fund in the
several counties, cities and counties,
cities and towns of the State, and re-
lating to the enrollment, formation into
fire companies and service as firemen
of such exempt firemen.

Kelsey's A. B. 42?To amend an Act
authorizing boards or commissions hav-
ing the management and control ofpaid
fire departments to grant the members
thereof yearly vacations.

Meserve's A. B. 53?To provide for the
organization of municipal corporations,
and for determining the population
thereof.

E D. Sullivan's A. B. 243?Conferring
power upon the governing body of mu-
nicipal corporations of the first class
to provide for the erection of a munici-
pal hospital, and to levy a tax therefor.

Knowland's A. B. 45?To provide for
the alteration of the boundaries cf in-
corporated towns and cities by the an-
nexation of uninhabited territory there-
to, and for the incorporation of such an-
nexed territory in and as sj part of such
municipality, and for the districting,
government and municipal control of
annexed territory.

ADJOURNMENT.
At 4 p. m. adjournment was taken

until to-day.

Meeting, Seeking Salvation.

Evangelist Weber preached to an
overflowing congregation at the Sixth-
street Methodist Church last night, and
after the general meeting was over
there wras a second sermon to all who
had expressed a desire to be saved.

There was less of humor last night
than heretofore, the talk being more
of a personal appeal to those of the
congregation who desired to reflect on
their wrongs and ponder over the
transitory nature of earthly ties. The
speaker appealed to the heart rather
than to the logical faculties, drawing
many pictures of wrecked homes and
ruined lives.

"Come up here, you downcast and
wandering boy," he would say, "and
let me take the place of your mother,
for Weber has love enough for you
aIL" ?

His power last night seemed to be in
continuous action, whether physical or
mental. His frequent his mo-
bile face, his flexible voice?all con-
spired to hold the attention!.

Several hundred remained at the
after meeting, having expressed .them-
selves as anxious to seek salvation.
Those who remained became greatly
interested, and it is probable that there
will be a number of conversions during
the week.

"The man Is wrapped up in his
work," said Rev. Mr. Carroll last night,
"and he succeeds by the very intensity
of his earnestness and the originality
of his methods."

THE WHEELMEN.

Reports Concerning Paths and Re-
pair* to the Same.

At the Capital City Wheelmen's meet-
ing last 7>night a .petition, to the
Assembly praying, for passage' of tjhe
Brooke wheelway bill was unapimouiy
adopted.

\u25a0The Wheelway Committee reported
that in addition* to th^.-Aes*rtaction ,ff

cross pTlth-, between
M and R streets, by drivers of vehicles,
the same agencies had now completely
destroyed the path on Thirtieth street,
between J and K. The committee ad-
vised that riders desiring to reach the
Folsom wheelway should go out X
street to Twenty-eighth, thence to J,
and out J to Thirty-first and the head
of the wheelway.

The special committee on the ruined
Thirtieth-street path reported the ex-
tent of damages, and said it would
cost $100 to repair it. The path is, a
sidewalk, and belongs to the city. The
committee was advised that the Trus-
tees would immediately restore the
walkway and plant posts at the cross-
ings to prevent teams driving on it
hereafter.

Custodian Hubert reported that he
had visited Folsom, going ov«r the
path, and found the high waters had
settled and rendered the Alder Creek
bridge unsafe.

Chairman Bennett said the Wheel-
way Committee looked to the Folsom
people to care for the bridge and the
path from Alder Creek to Folsom. His
committee would immediately have re-
pairs made where necessary on the
path this side of Alder Creek to the
city. Between Brighton Crossing and
Perkins Station he reportedl that the
county path built by the Supervisors

at a cost of $100, had been trespassed
upon by teams driven to it by the road
conditions, and was. damaged in two
sections, and ought to be repaired, as
!t makes a break in the twenty-two-
mile line.

WHEAT MARKET IS FIRMER AT
SAN FRANCISCO,

Spat Unchanged, but Futures
Higher?Barley More Firmly

Held?Oats Dull.

San Francisco, Jan. 23d.
The Wheat market isl firmer; spot is un-

changed, but futures are higher; light re-
ceipts; buyers are more active. Barley is
more firmly held; holders ask $1.30 for
fancy Feed, but no sales have been re-
ported at that figure. Oats are dull at
previous prices; sellers are firm. Corn is
weak, dull and uncnanged; liberal arrivals
from the East.

The Hay market is weak and prices are
lower; liberal arrivals to-day; the demand
is slack, as buyers feel confident of a fur-
ther decline and are holding off accord-
ingly. Bran and Middlings are unchanged.

No changes in Apples and Oranges.
Some fancy Pippins are heid at 42 per box.
About 1,200 boxes of Apples arrived yester-
day from Humboldt and vicinity, and also
a quantity from Oregon. The Japanese
Oranges by the last steamer were in very
poor order.

No quotable changes in Butter, but the
market is weak, particularly on the
cheaper grades. Eggs are lower, store
and ranch are coming closer together; the
market is amply supplied.

Produce Quotations.

An Ordinance Prohibiting the Hanging or
' Suspension of Canvas Shade 3

From Any Porch, Balcony or Awning,
Except in Compliance With This' Ordi-
nance, and Providing a Penalty for a
Breach Thereof.

?The Board of Trustees of the City of
Sacramento ordain as follbWs:

Section 1. It shall be unlawful for any
person, firm, company or corporation, as
owner, agent, contractor, .or' employe*, to
hang, construct, suspend, or maintain
from any porch, balcony, or awning,
within the limits df. the City of- Sacra-
mento, any canvas ot cloth shade, or
canvas or eioth or other rtelertat of any.
kind whatever, extending!, to any- point:
lojter than seven feet ia. a 'perpendicular
"Kne above the sidewalk, or so that the
same shall project or hang from any such

porch, balcony, or awning below a point
seven feet above such sidewalk, measured,
in a perpendicular line.

Section 2. It shall be the duty of any
person, firm, company or corporation,
having as owner, or agent, or contractor,
or employe, charge of any cloth or can-
vas shade, or shade of other material
hanging from any porch, balcony or awn-
ing below a point seven feet from the
sidewalk, measured in a perpendicular
line, immediately after the passage of this
ordinance to remove the same, or to so
adjust the same that the lower end there-
of shall not extend below sisch point seven
feet perpendicular from the sidewalk.

Section 3. Any person violating any of
the provisions of this ordinance shall be
deemed guilty of a mlsdemeajior, and up-
on conviction thereof shall be punished
by a fine not exceeding three hundred dol-
lars, or by imprisonment in Che City Jail
not exceeding three months, or by both
such fine and imprisonment.
