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On the Charges

of Corruption in

the House

Dennery-Ashe Contest

Before the Senate Com-

mittee—Brophy-O’Brien Before
the House.

The Wright Investigating Committee
did little in the investigating line yes-
terday. Instead, the members .rvsn!\'ed
themselves into an indignation cornmit-
tee and the censure which fcll to the
lot of Assemblyman Dale iwas replete
with rounded sentences and dire
threats.

When the committee met yesterday
morning, neither Assemblyman Duie
nor Mr. Lambertson, the 3:aisun man,
were present, and as there was nothing
else to do except wait, the committee
waited.

Again at 2:30 o’clock the committee
met and listened to a report from its
Sergeant-at-Arms to the effect that
Assemblyman Dale was too cxclusive
to be located, and that as a conse-
quence his apprehension had been de-
ferred until the sign was right. The
Sergeant-at-Arms said he had watch-
ed Dale’s residence all day but had got
no glimpse of his man, and intimated
that the highways and byways of the
city had been scoured with no resuilt.

Dale’s action in ignoring the subpena
issued by the committee called for a
deal of uncomplimentary remarks,
many of them verging towards indig-
nation, and in the end, Melick moved
and the motion was carried, that he
be reported back to the Assembly, and
the facts in the case spread before that
body.

Thereupon Chairman Cosper instruct-
ed the Clerk to prepare a report setting
forth in full the history of the investi-
gation, in so far as it related to As-
semblyman Dale’s failure to recognize
the authority of the committee and
the potency of the subpena issued
by it.

It was further agreed to report the
much-wanted witness, Lambertson, to
the Assembly, and the feeling last night
was general that both Assembiyman
Dale of Kern County and Witness
Lambertson of Suisun might be call-
ed before the bar of the House to show
cause why they were not in contempt.

The committee after failing to in-
vestigate anybody, went into executive
session and, it is understood, spent the
remainder of the day in dishing up and
rcunding out their report to the As-
sembly, an outline of which was pub-
lished in yesterday’'s issue of the
‘“Record-Union.” Whether any more
men are to be investigated, time alone
can tell. In the meantime Speaker
Howard E. Wright, the man who de-
manded to be investigated, but who
appears to have been pretty generally
lost in the shuffle, is, judging from ex-
ternal appearances, resting easy.

SENATORIAL.

Yesterday’s ballot for United States
Senator showed no change in the line-
up of the friends of the several candi-
dates. It is in the air, however, that
a shifting of positions will be in order
after the report of the Wright inves-
gation has been handed in. TUntil that
time it is claimed no changes will be
made.

DENNERY-ASHE CONTEST.

The Senate Committee on Elections
was in session yesterday afternoon for
the purpose of hearing testimony in
the case of Leon Dennery, who recently
filed a contest for the seat from the
Twenty-fourth District (San Francisco)
occupied by R. Porter Ashe.

FIRST JUNKETING TRIP.

Except the little flurry over the re-
port of the Committee on Contested
Elections which resulted, however, in
the adoption of the majority report and
the retention in his seat and office of
Assemblyman - Wardell, the House
prosed along on routine work yesterday.

During the afternoon the attendance
was slim and bills on final passage had
S0 hard a time that the third reading
file was abandoned until to-day. Among
the absentees were the members of the
Joint Committee of Labor and Capital,
and States Prisons and Reformatories,
to whom had fallen the distinction of
taking the first junketing trip of the
session. Not a very long nor a very
expensive trip—only to Folsom Prison
to interview that rock-crusher, which
is variously stated as the foe and the
friend of free labor and which—whether
foe or friend—is certainly a“ bone of
contention. Incidentally the - State
Prison Committee will make their offi-
cial inspection of the prison and all
will return to-day.

GUBERNATORIAL MANSION.

Knights’ A. B. 136, making an ap-
propriation of $75,000 was on second
reading yesterday. In the Committee
on Ways and Means the measure had
been amended. The appropriation,
which was reduced to $69,500, was
made to cover both construction and
furnishing, and another amendment re-
quired that the architectural design
should harmonize with that of the Cap-
itol, on some part of the grounds of
which the new residence. will stand.
The committee amendments were
adopted by the House and the bill went
to the third reading file.

WOULD BE LAWS.

‘Among some of the new bills which
aspire to become laws of the State may
be mentioned the following:

Hoey of San Francisco introduced a
bill to build a new State Normal
School in that city, to take the place
of the one recently abolighed there, and
to cost $150,000.

Atherton of Marin, in which county is
situated Sausalito, much beset by pool-
rooms, has a measure which he be-
lieves will confine poolrcoms to race
tracks. and thus relieve towns and
cities of their presencé. His bill pro-
vides that no places for selling pools or
for bookmaking may legally exist ex-
cept at the tracks. :

Fairweather of Frésno, introduces a
bill reducing the legal interest on judg-
ments, etc., from seven to five per cent.,
and the legal limit of interest to be
raid by agreement from two to one
and one-half per cent.

NO TREATING AT ’'LECTION.

Caminetti makes a sweeping amend-
ment to the “Purity of Elections” law
in his A. B. 539, in which he provides
that among other things forbidden ‘and
punishable are the treating of, or offer-
ing to treat, the buying, or offering to
buy for, or the giving, or offering to
give to, any person, whether an elector,
or not, by a candidate for public office
in the jurisdiction in which he is nom-
inated therefor, any cigar, or any in-
toxicating beverage, or any beverage
of a temperance character, at any sa-

loon, or other place, in any quantity
whatever.

SCHOOL SUFFRAGE.

Johnson's school suffrage bill is more
modest in its requests than the well-
remembered Constitutional amendments
which have heretofore been asked for
by women suffragists. This measure
provides that ull women who are over
21 years of age, who can read and write
the English language and who have
compled with the laws regulating res-
idence and registration, may vote for
all School Trustees and members: of all
Boards of Education, and shall be elig-
ible to hold the office of School Trus-
tee or member of the Board of Educa-
tion; also that separate ballot boxes
shall be provided for women voters. '
STATEMENTS AND ASSESSMENTS.

Assembly Bill 2086 by Muenter of San
Joaquin relates to the time in which
banks give in their assessments to the
Assessor, and the statement of their
resources to the Bank Examiners. For-
merly these two statements have been
made some time apart. ' The author
claims that the result has been that
when: the statement is given in to the
Bank Examiners it shows the bank’s
affairs to be in a most flourishing con-
dition, while, when later given to the
Assessor, the same bank will be found
with but few solvent credits, but little
deposits on Qand, and its real and per-
sonal property greatly depreciated in
value. The result is that many miliion
dollars thus excapes taxation. The
amendment makes the statement to
the Bank Examiners and Assessor si-
multaneous, and it is claimed that iic-
titious values will not be given, as this
would greatly increase the bank’s taxa-
Mion, while depreciated values cannot
be turned in to the Assessor, for fear of

| impairing the bank’s credit. The Act

-will thus work two ways in giving bank
depositors a safer statement of its
conditlon, and the State its just rate
‘of taxes. s ¥

PRIMARY Pdm'rtﬂ
Bemw of cén&- ewa ‘has pre-

pared a bill, in'troducé'd yesterday,

which he hopes Wwill purify elections at |-

the very foundation—the primaries. The
principal provisions are as follows:
The first section provides that amy
person acting as an officer of election
without having been duly appointed
and qualified as such is guilty of fel-
ony, and shall be punished by impria-
onment in the State prison for not less

than two years nor more than seven'

years.

Every person cha:rged ‘with the per-
formance of any duty relating to pri-
mary elections who willfully negiects: or
refuses to perform it, or who, in his
official capacity, acts in contravention
or violation of any primary election
law, is punishable by fine or b){ im-
prisonment.

Every person who, after being re-
quired by the Board of Judges at any
primary election, refuses to be sworn,
or, being sworn, refuses to answer any
pertinent question propounded touching
the right of any voter to vote, is guiity
of a misdemeamnor.

‘Every person who vetes more than
once, or casts more than one ballot, or
stuffs a ballot-box, either before or
after the votes have been counted, or
who carries away or destroys any poll
lists or ballots or ballot-box, for the
purpose of invalidating a primary elec-
tion, is guilty of a felony.,

The forging of election returns is
made punishable by imprisonment from
two to ten years. ;

Any person who gains a vote by men-
ace, force, bribery, ete., is guilty of a
felony. Every person who pays for or
procures entertainment (drinks, ete.), in
order to encourage voters to the polls,
is guilty of a misdemeanor.

In the Senate yesterday S. J.' R. 9,
by Davis, relative to the abrogation of
that portion of the Stanislaus Forest
Reserve in Alpine County, or, in lieu
thereof, the permission of pasturage of
sheep in said portion thereof for the
yvear 1899, was taken up. The resolu-
tion as returned from the committee
was identical with the original, and it
was adopted by a unanimous vote.

DAY OF REST.
