
expended by Assemblyman Jilson, as
above set fSrth. However, the said
Ulysses S. Grant, Jr., did make a per-
sonal contribution of $450 to the Coun-
ty Central Committee of San Diego
County in aid of the general ticket.

Eighteenth?That the evidence does
not reveal that Daniel M. Burns, Robert
N. Bulla, W. H. L. Barnes, or any

other candidate for United States Sen-
ator, except as herein stated, has ex-
pended any money, promised any pat-
ronage, or threatened to withhold any
patronage under their control in aid
of their candidacy.

Nineteenth?That A. H. Merrill, As-
Eemblyman, representing the Thirty-
sixth District, solicited Daniel M. Burn 3
to use his influence to secure two rau\
road tickets from W. F. Herrin, Chief
Counsel of the Southern Pacific Com-
pany, for the use of a friend who had

assisted said Merrill in his candidacy
for the Assembly.

That said Daniel M. Burns did pur-
chase said tickets for the friend of said
Assemblyman Merrill, and a few days

thereafter paid the said Herrin $132.5>
for the same.

It is testified to by the said Merrill
and the said Burns that the said tick-
ets were purchased and paid for only
as an act of charity and fraternal obli-
gation.

Twentieth ?In the case of Assembly-
man E. T. Cosper the testimony shows
that Charles G. Lamberson, an attor-
ney of Visalia. in talking with Milton J.
Green, suggested that as others were
making a money fight, perhaps he?
Green?had better offer Cosper $5,000
or $6,000.

The testimony further shows that the
intimation was made wholly r.-,-thout

the knowledge or consent of said Cos-
per and was flatly refused and rebuked
by Green.

The testimony further shows that said
Cosper is wholly exonerated from the
Intimation of improper influences.

RECOMMENDATIONS.
That in view of the above findings of

fact, your committee recommends:
First?That the conduct of Howard

F>. Wright, Speaker of the Assembly,
as above set forth, be held to be repre-
hensible In an extreme degree, and that
no mere censure on the part of the As-
sembly can meet the requirements of
justice.

Without recommending what shall be
done in the premises, whether deposi-
tion from the Speakership, or other ad-
equate punishment, we leave the course
to be pursued to the judgment of the
Assembly.*

Second ?That the expenditure of large
sums of money in aid of the candidacy
of a United States Senator in the man-
ner above set forth, is wrong and repre-
hensible; in that it is calculated to cor-
rupt morals, to debauch the political
system; to deter poor men of ability
from entering upon a Senatorial cam-
paign, and to give to the rich an un-
warranted and unjustifiable advantage
over men of equal ability and qualifica-
tions, but of limited means.

That the receiving of money by leg-
islative candidates from probable Sen-
atorial candidates, either directly or in-

in aid of their own candidacy
is reprehensible for the same reasons.

ITS LABORS FINISHED.

Nosier and Lamberson Testify and
Green Deposes.

Those who expected to see Assembly-
man Dale resurrected and brought be-
fore the Wright Investigation Commit-
tee yesterday were disappointed. He,
however, had a representative there in
the form of a certificate signed by Dr.
G. M, Dixon, to the effect that the
much-looked-for Dale was sick. Owing
to the fact that for several days Dale
has been the most-mentioned member
of the Assembly, the certificate is
quoted in full, as follows:

"This is to certify that Hon. R. C.
Dale is sick and in a physical condition
which renders it unsafe and unwise for
him to appear before any committee
and undergo an examination. As his
attending physician, I should advise
against his being subjected to an ex-
amination even in his room. I have
given him professional advice and
treatment since January 21st and up
to present date, and have ordered him
to keep quiet and absolutely avoid ex-
citement. G. M. DIXON, M. D."

After the reading of the certificate
the members of the committee looked
at one another and hesitated. Only
for an instant, however, for Melick. al-
ways in evidence when a motion was
to be made, came to the front with a
motion that Dale be reported to the
Assembly, and that a copy of the

physicians certificate accompany the
report. Carried.

Sanford was installed in, the chair,
and Toni Nosier, who was alleged to
have introduced Attorney Lamberson
of Visalia to Manager Green at the
time Lamberson was alleged to have
informed Green that Cosper's vote was
worth $6,000 to Burn 3and ought to be
of equal value to Grant, was introduced
and testified.

But Nosier was not a mine of in-
formation. He said he knew both
Green and Lamberson, but had not in-
troduced them, as they were already
acquainted?had been for years. Noslen-
said he had never told Green that Cos-
per could get $0,000 to vote for Burns,

and denied having been present when
a conversation of a similar character
was held between Green and Lamber-
son. Nosier said he had never heard
Cosper say anything- of moment about
his vote on the Senatorial question,
and that he personally had taken but
little interest in the matter. He first
met Cosper in San Francisco, having
been introduced to him by Surveyor
General Martin J. Wright. That was a
week or so before the Legislature con-
vened. They had talked generally on
legislative matters, and Cosper had
subsequently introduced a bill for wit-
ness, which was intended to authorize
him to collect certain moneys belonging
to the State from the Government. He
said he had never had much talk with
Lamberson about Cosper's vote.

Witness said he and Lamberson had
talked about the Senatorial question,
predicting to one another the time
when the break would occur, and If
Cosper's name was mentioned, it was,
at that time, and in connection with
the names of many others. Witness
said he had never been In Visalia In
his life, and then added: "I don't hail
from that train-robbing district."

In answer to a question by Cosper,
the witness said that he had' had noth-
ing to do with any attempt to influence
anybody's vote for any Senatorial as-
pirant, and in consequence could not
and did not undertake to deliver Cos-
per's vote to Green or anybody else.

Melick then asked the witness how
much money he had received from
Green during the past year. Nosier
replied that he thought he had bor-
rowed about $150 or $200, and then he
added: "I didn't get It for Assembly-
men, though; I got it for my personal
use." He said that even Ifhe had got
money for Assemblymen they would
not have got it, as he would not cor-
rupt any good boys like them.

"Witness told the committee that he
had been living on borrowed money for
years. He" was always borrowing, he
said, but of course did not tell the
same story to all of his clients every
time he requested a loan. This year,
he said, Senatorial money was scarce,
and he said he had got a great deal
more "stuff" out of the Perkins cam-
paign than out of the present one. He
said he had not done any work for the
Perkins money, as there was none to
be done, and he wound up his testimony
by saying that to show how much in-
terest he had taken in the Senatorial
fight he would state that although he
lived in Berkeley, the home of Howard
Wright, he had never even spoken to
the latter about the Senatorial issue.

The committee then adjourned for an
hour, and when it again met the sub-
committee appointed the preceding day
to take the deposition of Milton J.
Green, reported that their labor had
been performed and presented the fol-
lowing verbatim report.

GREEN'S DEPOSITION.
We, your committee, composed of J.

K. Burnett, W. S. Melick and Dr. La
Baree, appointed to take the deposition
of Milton J. Green, beg leave to make
the following report:

We went to the Golden Eagle Hotel,
and found Mr. Green in bed, and were
permitted to enter the room after some
little delay by Dr. A. T. Hatch. We
found Mr. Green in bed, wick.- Then
we took the following deposition with
Dr. Hatch and Attorneys Bacon and
Metson in the room:

Burnett ?We were sent down here to
take your deposition in regard to how
this statement of Mr. Lamberson's
came to you. Then Mr. Cosper came to
you with the proposition that Mr. Burns
had offered him $6,000 for his vote, and
that while he preferred to vote for
Grant, thought he ought to have as
much as that from the Grant people.
We want your statement in regard to
the facts in connection therewith.

Green?All 1 can say, gentlemen, is
this. I have known Mr. Lamberson for
several years, and knew he "was Chair-
man of the County Central Commit-
tee down there, and he was in Sacra-
mento, and I asked him to see Mr. Cos-
per, and urge him to vote for Mr. Grant
?that Mr. Grant was the only candidate
for Senator from the Seventh Congres-
sional District, and that Mr. Cosper was
the only Assemblyman that was not
favorable to Mr. Grant from that dis-
trict?the Seventh Congressional Dis-
trict?and he saw Mr. Cosper, so he
said, and I afterwards saw him, I think,
in this room. He told me that he had
used every argument that he could with
Mr. Cosper to vote for Mr. Grant, and
Mr. Cosper said that he could not, and
he would not vote for Colonel Burns,
but that he would not promise to vote
for Mr. Grant. Then Mr. Lamberson
went om to say he had heard it reported

that Mr. Cosper had been offered $6,000
to vote for Burns, and that perhaps he
was waiting for a similar offer from us.

Q.?Were those his exact words, as
you remember?

A.?l can't give the exact words, and
wouldn't pretend to. I told him, of
course, I did not believe anything of
the sort; I didn't believe Colonel Burns
had offered him $6,000; that it was
ridiculous, and that it must be'a Joke,
and so far as we were concerned, we
were not buying any votes for Senator.

Dr. La Baree?Did Mr. Lamberson say

Cosper had said that Burns had offered
him $6,000?

A.?No, I don't remember; he didn't
tell me who told him this story that an
offer had been made. N

Q.?You inferred from what he said
that Cosper had told him so?

A.?Well, I did not infer much about
it, because the thing appeared so ridicu-
lous to me, and I did not believe It, and
I so told him?told him I did not believe
the story. It was absurd on the face of
it to think that any one should be of-
fered $6,000 for their vote. He did not
say Mr. Cosper authorized him to come
and tell me that, or that he was au-
thorized to speak for Mr. Cosper.

Q.?Was it your inference that he had
authorized him to speak to you?

A.?Well, from other circumstances
that had been brought to my attention
I didn't believe that he had. I told him
to present my compliments to Mr. Cos-
per and say that we were not buying
any votes, and I did not believe the
story.

Mr. Burnett?Well, then, the state-
ment that Mr. Lamberson made to you
seemed to come from Mr. Cosper?at

least you understood it come from Cos-
per?

A.?He did not say so.
Q.?You answered that you told him

to present your compliments to Mr.
Cosper?

A.?l says, if you want to, you can
present my compliments to Mr. Cosper,
and say I don't believe It. I saw Mr.
Cosper afterward. I never mentioned

the story to him, that Is, until after this
Investigation commenced, and then he
told me at the State Capitol that he
heard the story from some other source,
and that Mr. Lamberson was in no way
authorized to represent him; the story
was untrue, and that Mr. Lamberson
was never authorized to represent him
in any way.

Did Mr. Cosper prior to that, at
any time, say anything to you that
would lead you to believe that he was
making a bid?

A.?No, sir. All the argument I used
with Mr. Cosper was that Mr. Grant
was the only Senatorial candidate from
the Seventh Congressional District, and
that all the other Assemblymen In that
district were favorable to Mr. Grant,
and that I had reason to believe that
every vote in the Seventh Congressional
District would be for Mr. Grant. Of
course, there were two Senators that
had not voted for him?Mr. Flint and
Mr. Rowell.

Mr. La Baree?l would suggest that
you ask as few questions as possible.

Mr. Melick ? Was Thomas Nosier
present when Lamberson was talking to
you?

A.«? Nobody was present at all.
Q.?Was anybody else present?
A.?l said nobody was present except

Mr. Lamberson and myself.
Q.?Did you see Mr. Lamberson to-

day?
A.?No, sir. I have not seen him since

he was in Sacramento two or three
weeks ago.

Q.?Did Lamberson tell you from
what source he had heard that Cosper
had been offered money.

A.?No, sir, he did not say.

Q.?Did you send Lamberson Grant's
money before this, during the progress
of Grant's campaign?

A.?Well, gentlemen, I am going to
stand on that aa I am on similar ques-
tions.

Q?That Is that you refuse to an-
swer?

A.?I decline to answer, as it has
nothing whatever to do with Mr. Cosper
at all, or Mr. Grant. I don't do it out
of disrespect to the committee. It has
no bearing on the question.

The report of the sub-committee was
accepted and the committee discharged.

LAMBERSON ON THE RACK.
Attorney Lamberson, the Visalia man

who, according to> Manager Green, told
the latter that he heard Cosper had
been offered $6,000 to vote for Burns,
was the next and last witness, and in
answer to questions by Dr. L»a Baree
said he had known both Cosper and
Green several years.

Lamberson denied ever having gone
to Green with a proposition to change
Cosper's vote fromt Bulla to Grant. He,
however, had talked with Green about
Cosper, and supposed the sub-
ject had been introduced by
the former, since he knew witness
and Cosper were friends. Witness said
he told Cosper that the proper thing
to do was to support Grant, but owing
to the talk that the Governor would
consider it a personal affront for any-
body to vote for Grant, and that who-
ever did so would get no favors at his
hands, Cosper declined to commit him-
self. Cosper mentioned Bulla, but wit-
ness kept on talking Grant.

Lamberson said he subsequently re-
peated the conversation to Green, and
had said:

"Milt, ain't you making a money
fight?" but Green replied: "No, we're
not doing anything of the kind." Wit-
ness told Green he thought he was
making that kind of a fight, and laugh-
ingly suggested that if he would offer
Cosper $5,000 or $6,000, he might get
his vote for Grant.

Green, the witness said, replied that
he would not give six cents for any
vote. The witness said Cosper hid
never intimated to him that he would
accept a money consideration for his
vote.

Burnett wanted to- know why witness
had suggested the money proposition to
Green.

Witness replied that he had done so
because it was common talk that at
every session of the Legislature "Colo-
nel Mazuma" put in an appearance.

In answer to a question by Melick,
the witness said that having heard
rumors to the effect that the Burns
contingent was using money he had
advised Green to take the same course
In order to win. He> had 1 never, he said,
received any money from Green for
distribution during the campaign.

At this point Melick interposed, say-
ing that Green, in his deposition, posi-
tively refused to state the amount of
money that he had paid Lamberson.

"Well," said Lamberson, "I will tell
you. It was $134, and the way it was
paid was this: Being Chairman of the
Republican County Central Committee
of Tulare County I expended $133 of
my own money in furthering the inter-
ests of legislative candidates, and
learning that Green was disbursing
funds I met him and informed him of
the fact, an*! asked him if he desired
to reimburse me. Green handed me
$134. I had no change in my pocket
and Green said, 'let's take a drink and
call it square.' "

In answer to a question by La Baree,
witness acknowledged that on his ar-
rival in Sacramento yesterday he had

gone to Grant's headquarters where he
had a chat with Mr. Brown, one of
Grant's managers. He went there at
Brown's request, and supposed that
Brown was anxious to find out how he
was going to testify, but there being
several others present, little was said
on the subject.

In answer to a question by Melick,
witness said no efforts had been made
to prevent his attendance before the
committee. He was engaged in an im-
portant damage suit before a jury, and
simply could not leave. Cosper, he said,
had never hinted delay; on the con-
trary, he had urged no delay, both by
telegram and telephone.

Witness said he had no authority
from Cosper to approach Green on
financial matters, and he had done so
on hisi own account in order to ascertain
if Green was putting out money.

Lamberson said he had had no inten-
tion of "pulling Green's leg," but that
as Chairman of the County Central
Committee that honor had fallen to
him. He had not got much, but said
that even $20 to a man who worked for
a living was a considerable sum. He
had no recollection of saying after his
return home from San Francisco that
