BOARD OP HEALTH WANTS A

GARBAGE CREMATORY.

Alleged Case of Spinal Meningitis

to be Investigated?Plumber

Thompson Again.

Secretary H. L. Nichols reported 62
deaths for January, as against 60 for
December and 44 for January, 1808.
The annual death rate for the month
was 26.40 per 1,000, the highest for
many years.

Among the deaths reported were three
Of oerebro-spinal meningitis, the vic-
tims being children. There was one
of diphtheria, three of scarlet fever and
three of measles. One death resulted
from measles. One case of smallpox
?was brought into the city, and the pa-
tient is now in the pesthouse.

Over 40 per cent of the deaths have
been, from la grippe and diseases of
the respiratory organs. The fatalities
are now diminishing, and a much lower
death rate is anticipated this month.

G. W. Herr, Sanitary Inspector, sub-
mitted his monthly report, showing a
number of nuisances abated, 307 in-
spections made, several cesspools or-
dered cleaned, etc.

Plumbing Inspector Smith's report
Ehowed the usual number of inspections
made and some plumbing condemned.

Dr. Megowan, Milk and Food Inspec-
tor, reported all the slaughter-houses
in good condition. Milk inspections
showed no dairies to have been below
the standard. There had been, 191 mar-
ket inspections, and quantities of
spoiled game, such as hares, wild geese,
etc., destroyed.

Plumbing Inspector Smith reported
that W. J. Thompson had violated the
plumbing regulations in several in-
stances. He had been unable to get
Thompson, to conform to the regula-
tions, and submitted the matter to the
board for such action as it might see
fit to take.

On motion of Dr. Henderson, it was
decided to have the charges investi-
gated at a special meeting to be held
on Saturday evening, the 11th. Notice
will be served on Thompson to appear
and show cause why his license should
not be revoked.

Dr. Henderson said he believed there
are some cases of cerebro-spinal men-
ingitis that are of an infectious charac-
ter. He moved that all physicians be
notified to report all such cases, and
that they come under the rule applying
to diphtheria and scarlet fever, as to
funerals, etc.

Dr. Ross thought it might be well
enough to pursue this course, but he
did not consider the disease epidemic.

Dr. Fay said that so far as he could
learn the cases occurred have been of
the sporadic order. He did not believe
the disease as manifested here to be
contagious. One case of a child's death
that had been published as spinal men-
ingitis was not, he believed, due to that
cause at all. No physician had at-
tended the child, who died suddenly.
Dr. Fay said he examined the body
after death, and found no evidence
whatever of spinal meningitis. This
case had given rise to a false impres-
eion entirely. The boy may have died
from some injury, accidental or other-
wise.

Dr. Wiard thought that three deaths
in one month did not indicate an epi-
dfThic by any means, and did not think
the board would be justified in thus
designating the situation.

Dr. Ross said it would not be wise to
give the impression that an epidemic
existed when there had been so few
cases and so few deaths. Last season
there were thirteen cases, and the dis-
ease was not considered epidemic by
any means.

Dr. Fay wanted to know if any mem-
ber of the board knew spinal meningitis
to be contagious.

Dr. Henderson said he knew it to be
a germ disease, and therefore he con-
sidered it contagious.

Dr. Fay said he had seldom known
of more than one case in a family.

All except Dr. Henderson voted
against declaring the uisease epidemic.

Dr. Fay thought the board should
take cognizance of the case he had re-
ferred to. The death was returned by

the Coroner as from "natural causes,"
but there had been no autopsy. He
(Dr. Fay) was not sure but the child
died from the effects of some injury.

Dr. Ross moved that Dr. Fay be ap-
pointed a committee of one to obtain
from the Coroner all the facts on which
he based his certificate of death.

Dr. Henderson thought it better to

refer the matter of such inquiry to Dr.
Nichols, the Secretary. Dr. Ross ac-
cepted the amendment, and it was so
ordered.

Dr. Fay wanted the board to take
some action in regard to the dumps

just over the north levee at the
Twelfth-street " crossing. The dumps

are a vile nuisance, and if the water
should rise to its normal spring hight

it would wash right through these
dumps and in close proximity to the
source of the city's supply.

The members of the board generally
agreed that the dumps are a nuisance,

and that a crematory is the only rem-
edy.

Dr. Nichols said a company is ready

to dispose of the city's garbage with-
out cost to the people, but there seems
to be some difficulty in the way.

Chairman Parkinson appointed Dr.
Fay a committee of one to wait on the
City Board of Trustees and urge some
action looking to the erection of a
crematory-

Dr. Parkinson placed Dr. Ross in

nomination as President of the board

for the ensuing year. There were no
other nominations, and Dr. Ross was
uanimously elected.

THE SUPERVISORS.

Yesterday Was Finance Day, and
Little Business Was Done.

At yesterday's session of the Board
of Supervisors a petition was receive!
from H. D. Millard, George E. Jones
and F. M. Jones for a.franchise to erect
poles and wires for a telephone or tele-
graphic service from Perkins to Walsh's
Station. The franchise is asked for
twenty years.

It was ordered that the petition be
advertised and set for hearing on
March 11th. If the franchise should
be granted it will be on condition that
the county shall have the use of said
line free for official business.

Constable Alter was granted leave of
absence from the county for thirty
days.

A large number of saloonkeepers'
bonds were approved.

The sum of $100 was appropriated
from the immigration fund to the Cali-
torsia State Poultry and Kennel Asso-
ciation to meet the deficiency arising
from its recent exhibition in Sacra-
mento. It was shown that the associa-
tion was organized and is maintained
chiefly for the furtherance of the
poultry interests of the county and the
State.

The Clerk was instructed to ask from
the Yolo County officials the sum due
Sacramento County up to this time on
taxes collected on ferry boats plying
between the two counties. Yolo has
regularly collected its share from Sac-
ranmento, but the latter has never re-
ceived anything from Yolo.

E. W. Springstead, Health Officer at
Elk Grove, In his report for January,
states that he had quarantined several
residences there in which diphtheria
prevailed and one of scarlet fever.

A petition was received for a new
road from the middle Freeport road, at
Whisky Hill to Highland Park, a dis-
tance of one and one-quarter miles.
Jerry Snook, J. S. Boggess and County
Surveyor Boyd were named as viewers
to lay out the proposed road.

Much of yesterday's session wras de-
voted to the examination and auditing
of demands against the county. Su-
pervisor Morrison discovered one for
$XX) salary of County Detective Gold-
ing for the month of January. He called
the attention of the board and District
Attorney Baker to the matter, and
asked the latter if it was not in the
second week of January that he ap-
pointed Golding.

Baker said he believed it was, but
supposed it was customary to allow a
full month's salary in such case.

Supervisor McLaughlin was under
the impression that it was near the
first of the month that Golding's duties
begun, but an examination of the min-
utes of the board showed that the de-
tective entered on his duties on the
12th.

Therefore the demand was cut down
to allowance for twenty days' services.

The sum of $dX) was allowed Coroner
McMullen for burying a citizen whose
widow was without means.

A recess was taken until 10 o'clock
this morning.
