Miller of San Francisco, Chairman of
the Committee on Public Morals, of-
fered a resolution calling for the pay-
ment of $158.40 to the committee, mile-
age for its late trip to San Francisco.
Adopted.

Under Unfinished Business the report
of the Committee on Attaches concern-
ing the payment 'of numerous
persons employed in legislative
?work without having been reg-

ularly appointed, came up just
before the noon recess. The particular
case under consideration was the reso-
lution of McDonald of Alameda, calling

for the payment of $100 to M. E. Hor-
ton for services as clerk to the Com-
mittee on Claims. Caminetti moved
that the further consideration of the
resolution be made a special order for
4:30 p. m.

Melick moved that the motion be laid
on the table. Carried and so ordered.

Caminetti raised the point of order
that the whole matter had been laid
on the table by the motion.

The Speaker ruled against the point
of order and the resolution was taken
up-

The roll was called and it was found
that a call of the House was necessary
?after which the resolution carried by

G4 ayes to 4 noes.
RECESS.

Next came the joint convention and
the noon recess.

AFTERNOON RECESS.
On the Senate special file Curtin's S.

B. H6, raising the salaries of Superior

Judges in several counties, was up on
third reading and a lengthy and rather
acrid debate preceded the roll call.

An effort was made, by an amend-
ment offered by Johnson, to exclude the
Judges of San Francisco from the pro-
visions of the bill. As originally intro-
duced, this bill and its companion As-
sembly bill, introduced by McDonald
of Tuolumne, had included only the
Judge cf that county?whose salary was
raised from $.1,000 to $3,500. Then
Shasta and Siskiyou came in on amend-
ments and at length an amendment was
incorporated into the bill by which the
salaries of San Francisco Superior

Judges were raised to $5,000 each. It
was this that Johnson sought to elim-
inate by his amendment.

Dibble spoke at length against John-
eon's amendment presenting the condi-
tions existing in San Francisco and
claiming that the present salary?s4.-
--000, will not enable a man of family
to live in comfort and as a gentleman
should, and that the best talent of the
bar is virtually excluded from the Su-
perior bench because an able lawyer's
practice is worth much more than the
Judge's salary. He also claimed that
Pan Francisco was entitled to the addi-
tional per annum because she pays 1-3
the taxes of the State.

Melick began a reply to Dibble and
got as far as to say that Dibble was
giving a third shot to McDonald's bill,
as the San Francisco claus? would kill
the bill, when Dibble interrupted to say-

that what he had said was with the
consent of McDonald, who was going

t, to. vote against Johnson's resolution.
This fired Johnson, who came to his

feet with the declaration that it was at
McDonald's request he had offered the
resolution and if McDonald was play-
ing fast and loose he wanted to know it.

McDonald, being called upon to ex-
plain how he came to be sitting on two
stools at once, came to the floor be-
tween them, being unable to explain to
Johnson's satisfaction. The latter at-
tempted to withdraw his motion, but
Melick. who had kept the floor during
the squabble, declined to yield and had
hia say out, telling how they did in Los
Angelest ? i

Wade poured oil on the troubled
waters*?he did'nt want to do any injus-
tice to San Francisco, but up in Napa
they had only one Judge and paid him
only $3,000, and the office never went a-

be^rging.
Johneon here got a chance to with-

draw his amendment and immediately

began to attack the bill and the San
Fiancisco Judges, who, he cla'nud, were
lazy?he had tried a case down there
and knew.

Caminetti supported the bill as It
etood.

Cosper spoke for a better paid bench,
which he believed would raise it in
character.

Cobb and Radcliff supported the bill
?the latter believed if the whole dele-
gation of eighteen from San Francisco
wanted it, that was pretty good evi-
dence! the people wanted it, and, if not,
the constituents of the members could

repudiate their action at the next elec-
tion.

Clough was against the bill on prin-
ciple.' *

-Mack spoke well in support of it.
OA roll call the bIH was passed, title

approved and sent to enrollment.
CONTESTED ELECTIONS.

The remainder of the afternoon was
spent in considering the report of ex-
penses allowed by the Committee on
Contested Elections, the totals of which
were given in this paper at the time
the report wasj offered. The report was
sustained in every item by the House,
though several motions to raise the
sums allowed contestecsi were made and
lost.

ADJOURNMENT.
The House adjourned at 5:10 p. m.,

after the Governor's message had been
opened and the numbers of bills ap-
proved and disapproved announced.

DISAPPROVED.
Four other bills were not so for-

giving his reasons in four separate
messages given below:

NO GOLDEN POPPY.
Sacramento. Feb. 21, 1599.

To the Assembly of the State of Cali-
fornia: I herewith return to your honor-
able body, without my approval, Assem-
bly bill No. 229. entitled "an Act to select
and adopt the "golden poppy' as the State
flower of California," with my objections
thereto.

I disapprove of this State selection from
the flora of California, because I do not
think it a proper subject for legislation.

RIGHT OF APPEAL SUSTAINED.
Sacramento, Feb. 21. IMB.

To the Assembly of the State of Cali-
fornia: I herewith return to your honor-
able body, without my approval, together
with my objections, Assembly bill No. 145,
entitled "An Act to amend Section 3460 of
the Political Code of the State of Califor-
nia, relating to assessments in reclama-
tion districts, and' to provide for a hearing
of the land owners before the Commis-
sioners of Assessment in relation to such
assessments."

I disapprove of this bill, because by the
provisions of Section 1 thereof the final
adjusting, equalizing, fixing and deter-
mining of the assessment is left to the
sole arbitration of the Commissioners of
Assessment, and their determination is
made final and conclusive upon all per-
sons, and cannot be afterward subject to

Icontradiction, dispute or attack.
i Such a denial of the right of appeal is
not. in my opinion, consistent with iust

TOO MUCH POWER.
Sacramento. Feb. 21, 1599.

To the Assembly of the State of Cali-
fornia: I herewith return to your honor-
able body, without my approval, with my
objections thereto, substitute for Assem-
bly bill No. 30, entitled "An Act to amend
Sections 257;i, 25SS. 25--SS. 2590. 2591, 2605 of
the Political Code, approved March 12,
1b72, relating to the powers, and duties of

< said Board of State Harbor Commission-
ers for the bay of San Diego."

This bill not only re-enacts all of the
objectionable provisions of the present
law relative to the powers of the State
Harbor Commissioners for the bay of San
Diego, but by ingeniously worded amend-
ments extends those powers to such a
degree as to menace the rights of the
people, as well as the commerce of the
State.

By the amendment to Section 2,588 of the
Political Code proposed by this bill, the
said Board of Harbor Commissioners are
empowered "to make a plan of the har-
bor for the construction of piers and
wharves, and any improvements that said
board may deem advisable."
It is further provided by the amendment

to said Section 2558 of the Political Code
with reference to the adoption of surveys
and plans for the line of harbor embank-
ment and sea wall, that tke said survey
and plan as adopted shall be followed in
the construction of said sea wall, piers
and wharves, as the same may bei made."

The construction of a sea wall for the
harbor of San Diego, which had hereto-
fore been authorized by the law as or-
iginally enacted, had wisely been deferred
and practically proved a dead letter, for
the reason that the shipping interests of
San Diego did not justify such construc-
tion. To now authorize (as Is proposed
by this bill) the preparation of elaborate
plans and the erection of a sea wall and
expensive piers, slips and wharves, would
1>- either to demand large appropriations
from the State in aid of such plans which
the State is unable to bestow, or. on the
other hand, to tax the ship owners to the
extent of practically destroying the ship-
i lag interests of that splendid port.

Among other things the construction of
a sea wall, with the burdens incident
thereto, would in effect work a conflsca-

i tion of many valuable properties on the
water front not justified by the conditions
and commerce of the port.

The bay of San Diego, with its wonder-
ful natural advantages, already affords
such protection to all vessels entering
that port, and there is no necessity for

| any such immediate harbor improvement
at the enormous cost contemplated by the

| present bill.
But there is another feature of this bill

jwhich renders it much more objection-
able. The bill clothes the Harbor Com-
missioners with the power "to set apart
for the uses.and purposes of dry docks
and marine railways such portions of the
water front as the wants of commerce
may require, and lease the same for a
period not to exceed fifty years."

The law as It now stands gives power to
lease for such purposes for a term not
to exceed ten years, a power altogether
excessive, and which should not have been
passed in the first instance, and which
should now be repealed.

The present bill, by amending Sections
2579 and 2605 of the Political' Code, extends
the term of leasing to fifty years, thus
vesting in the Harbor Commissioners au-
thority to cede away the people's rights
to railway and other corporate control.

Under the provisions of our law no
farmer nor other private person can be
either the lessor or lessee of land for
agricultural purposes for a longer period
than ten years, neither can the business
man, nor other private person, lease town
or city lots for a longer period than
twenty years.

When such restraints are imposed upon
the. alienation of private land, why should
the special privilege proposed by this bill
be conferred upon corporations of leas-
ing for half a century the public land?

Again, by the provisions of Section 2(105
of the Political Code as amended by this
bill, the limitation upon the quantity cf
land to be leased is removed so far as
respects railroad corporations.

As amended by this bill, that portion
of the section reads as follows: "No por-
tion of said lands shall be leased in one
Ifase in quantity to exceed one acre, ex-
cept when leased for railroad purposes."

This direct attempt to monopolize the
beautiful harbor of San Diego> is expressed
in the above unmistakable language, and
T am amazed at its very audacity.

That such an obnoxious amendment
should have escaped the careful attention
of your honorable body emphasizes the
necessity of a close attention to the hills
by the whole Assembly, and further illus-
trates the mistaken policy of introducing
a multitude of bills upon subjects outside
the scope of legitimate legislation, there-
by imposing burdens upon overworked
committees, and giving fuli employment to
the known leisure hours of the executive.
And while this most uniust measure took
its regular course through both the Sen-
ate and Assembly, it seems strange that
few. If any. warning words were uttered

Happily the result of my personal in-
vestigation has been confirmed by re-
monstrances against this bill, received
from numerous business men and other
public spirited citizens, who have appeal-
ed to the executive for relief, and have
clearly pointed out the dangers which
would follow from the approval of the
bill. The experience of the people of the
State in their struggle for the control of
their harbors, and land fronting on the
ocean, bays and inlets, against corporate
aggression should be a sufficient warning
to legislators of the disastrous effects of
laws of the character of the present bill.

For the foregoing reasons, among oth-

era,-1 am unalterably opposed to the pres-
ent measure.

UNCONSTITUTIONAL.

Sacramento. Feb. 21, 1899.
To the Assembly of the State of Cali-

fornia: I herewith, return to your honor-
able body, without my approval, together
with my objections. Assembly bill No. 84,
entitled "An Act to provide for a lunoh
hour for laborers in saw mills, shingle
mills, shake mills and logging camps."

While I am strongly in favor of appro-
priate legislation for the protection of all
laboring men, I am compelled to disap-
prove of the present bill on account of its
patent unconstitutionality.

By Section 1 of the bill the operators of
saw mills, shake mills and logging camps
are required to "designate a period of
time during each working day for the
midday meal of each and every employe
of not less thani one hour."

Section 2 of the bill makes a violation
of its provisions a misdemeanor, and pro-
vides a penalty therefor.

This bill clearly violates Section 11 cf
Article I. of the Constitution, which Is as
follows: "All laws of a general nature
shall have a uniform operation." It also
violates the thlrty-thdrd subdivision of
Section 26 of Article IV. of the Constitu-
tion, which prohibits the Legislaturei from
passing local or special laws where a gen-
eral law can be made applicable. This
bill is special, because it attempts to pro-
vide for a lunch hour for employes labor-
ing in saw mills, shake mills and logging
camps and excludes all other laborers in
the State. It also imposes the duty upon
a special class of employers, namely,
those operating saw mills, shingle mills,
shake mills and logging camps of "desig-
nating" a period of time for a midday .
meal, and provides a penalty for a viola-
tion of the Act. This duty so imposed,
with the penalty attached, is limited to
this special class, leaving all other em-
ployers in the State to act in this par-
ticular as they see fit.

The bill Is not uniform, therefore, in its
operation upon all employers and all la-
borers; but, on the contrprv, its provi-
sions arbitrarily select from the general
class of employers a few upon whom the
duty is imposed, and a like few employes
upon whom the privilege of a midday
meal is conferred.

The Supreme Court of this State, in the
case of the city of Pasadena vs. Stimson,
91 Cal., 251. distinguished special from
general laws in the following language:
"The conclusion is that although a law
is general and constitutional when it ap-
plies equally to all persons embraced in
a class founded upon some natural or In-
trinsic or constitutional distinction, it is
not general or constitutional if it confers
particular privileges or imposes peculiar
disabilities or burdensome conditions, in
the exercise of a common right, upon a
class of persons arbitrarily selected from
the general body of those who stand in
precisely the same relation to the sub-
ject of the law."

As the present bill confers particular
privileges and imposes peculiar disabili-
ties upon a class of persons arbitrarily
Belected from the general body within the
rule stated by the court, it is, therefore,
unconstitutional and void, and my ap-
proval of such a bill would serve no use-
ful purpose, and I regret the necessity of
such disapproval.
