When the guests arrived they were
received and ushered to the art gallery
for a review. of the masterpieces.

This was taste-
fully draped in National colors. The
photographs -of George and Martha
Washington were draped appropriately
and beneath the photograph of the
Father of His Country Mrs. A. J. John-
ston, President of the club, and Mrs. F.
1.. Coombs, toast mistress, were seated.

The .banguet hall was beautifully
draped with American flags, bunting,
potted plants and vases of flowers.
There were twenty-six tables, and all
were beautifully decorated, a blue strip
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tied in bows, running diagonally across
each table; red and white carnations in
abundance filled the vacant centerpieces
of each table, and: the niches every-
where in  the room were filled with
potted plants, vases and national col-
ors.

The first speech on the program was
Mrs. A. J. Johnston's address of wel-
come. She spoke as follows:

“To our honored guests and members,
in the name of the ‘Club of '99. I give
you a cordial greeting. Our short sea-
son of pleasure will soon be ‘a tale that
is told’ and if our fair visitors have en-
joyed being entertained half so well as
we have enjoyed entertaining them, we

shall feel that we may retire with the |

greatest possible satisfaction. The poet
tells us that

Pleasures are like poppies spread,
You seize the flower. its bloom is shed.

“But all the flowers of the garden are
not poppies, nor are all the pleasures
of life evanescent. Our own experience
will point us to many a happy past
event which still lingers in our mem-
ory, like a sweet and lasting perfume.
We fondly hope that this our last re-
union may be one of that character and
that at some future time we may again
be able to resume the pleasant relations
that have existed during this season.
So now I say unto you, ladies, lets ‘on
with the feast,” ‘Let .joy be uncon-
fined’ and may your last remembrance
of the ‘Club of '99’ be a bright and a
happy one.”

In response, Mrs. Coombs said:

“Six years ago to-day I had an oppor-
tunity of realizing the grandeur of this
anniversary. It was in the harbor of
Hongkong, whose smootH surface was
dotted over with the mighty ships of
war representing every nationality and
gaily bedecked with the Stars and
Stripes. At the hour of noon from
the American flagship sounded the sig-

nal gun, once, twice, thrice, until the |

national salute of twenty-one had been
fired. This in turn was repeated by
each of the foreign warships in the har-
bor until the hills above the city rever-
berated with the echoing thunder. Tho
nations of the world had united to
honor the birth of Washington. Thou-
sands of miles away
country, a thrill of pride came o’er me
—for, friends, let me tell you, when in
a far distant land, there is nothing that
touches the heart as quickly as a tri-
bute to our flag.

“Ladies, there is not a port nor har-
bor in the civilized world but in the
name of Washington unfurls from the
mast of every ship the beautiful folds
of Old Glory, emblem of peace, yet at
the same time and under the same col-
ors are our. boys in blue, sons of our
friends and companions who are com-
memorating in a far different way the
'memories of this hour. When the days
of this session shgll’ be over, and we
separate to go to our homes, let us take
with us those noble lessons which wo-
men should teach successive ages, those
lessons of simple patriotism, which,
learned at home, yvet broadened, have
taught the boys of California how to
do and die.”

Following Mrs. Coombs’ remarks,
Mrs. E. P. Colgan was called to re-
spond to the toast, “The State of Cali-
fornia.” Mrs. Colgan said:

“Our pioneer forefathers, toiling
across the weary wastes in search of
the golden guerdon, little dreamed of
the possibilities to be realized in that
Land of Promise for which they were
striving.

“From the snow-capped mountains on
the north, upon whose rugged steeps is
heard the rush and roar of water and
the_ din and crash of stamp mill is
heard, whose relentless grind wrests
from the flinty rock its ruddy gold,
down past the sunny slopes covered
with vines hanging full of the purple
vintage; past vast orchards of fruiting
trees; past > sheltered home and busy
hamlet; through cities with the hum
of commerce, and whose factory wheels
are driven by the lightning’'s silent
force; ‘on, with occasional glimpses of
the broad Pacific, or sheltered bay,
flecked by sailse from every land; down
through vast plains of ripening grain;
then turn aside to pass through the
groves of the giant Sequoia, whose sub-

11ime hight and solemn quiet are fit in-

deed to be a temple of the living God;
onward to the Yosemite, where is un-
rofled a‘panorama before whose grand-
eur the lips- are dumb, but the flowing
eye will speak of the revelation to your

“It |has been truly said we have not
the opportunities for culture that are to
be found in the East, with her colleges,
universities, libraries and art gaileries

upon the mind for generations; but we
are still in our swaddling clothes. With
Stanford and the University of Califor-

brightest and richest minds from every
quarter, to lead us in the way, together
with the Hopkins Institute of Art and
the Crocker Art School, if you please,
striving to hold up before us the truest
of Art—these form no mean nucleus
to draw to us the highest.and best in
the future which awaits us, a power
that will be felt and recognized.

“For all eyes are turned upon Califor-
nia to-day—not because the President
has given her the recognition never be-
fore received by appointing Joseph Mc-
Kenna Chief Justice of the Supreme
bench; not because our brave boys are
offering up their lives in the torrid
jungles of Manila—but because of our
position at the gateway of the Orient.
With the annexation of the Hawaiian
Islarnds and the spoils of war, the Phil-
ippines, with the laying of the sub-
niarine cable, the completion of the Nic-
araguan Canal,  with our fruits in every
market, with our varied activities, our
boundless resources, who can measure
the volume of trade that will pour in
upon us or see with the eye of destiny
the limit of our greatness?

“There may be rocks and shoals in
the track of our ship of State, but these
are not for woman to meet; but there
is a work for us, whether Californians
by nativity or adoption, that, uplifting
and spiritualizing the race, see to the
introduction of that magic leaven, so,
no matter through what hights or
depths we may pass, we will ‘know God
is with wus.”

Mrs. Belshaw, with the kindest feel-
ings toward Sacramento ladies, spoke
as follows:

"It is with pleasure that I accept this
opportunity to give expression to the
_klndly feeling in my heart for Sacra-
mento and her people. TUnder the
shadow of the Capitol, that stately edi-
fice dedicated to the majesty of the
sovereign people of this State, whose
walls are sacred to the memory of the
men who made California, let us proph-
ecy that Sacramento will be a great
city. We visitors take pride in shar-
ing with you her glories. You have
within her confines old Sutter’s Fort,
whese shelter gave rest and security
to the women of long ago. You have
a mighty river, destined under a new
national impulse to become an import-
ant factor in the commerce »>f the
world; and a beautiful valley, rich in
varied fruit and wonderful in fertility
of soil. You have that ancient speil
of greatness which comes from Lhe
hushed graves of pioneer men and wo-
men, from the inspiration of whose
voices there has been the building of
a State and of a Capital. In the early
|days of California, when the stories of
{her wealth, half told, led the founders
iof this great commonwealth to iecave
the comforts and pleasures of the At-
lantic seaboard and seek their fortunes
in the unknown lands of the Sierras,
Sacramento was the haven where the
weary pioneers could rest and refresh
themselves after the trials and hard-
iships of a long and dangerous journey.
{Here in your valley, on the banks of
jyour river, was the origin of that hos-
pitality for which Californian’s are fa-
!mous. And we are impressed with the
itruth that the festivities of California’s
i Capital in 99 have been the result of
‘kindly instinct and generosity, such as
we shall love to remember when the
visions of gayety shall have passed
Iaway. As the clesing days of the L<g-
islature draw near, we will depart theze
scenes with the memory of each effort
to give us pleasure, and out of the
mirror of the mind will come the
picture of Sacramento, a most hos-
pitable city, and the likenesses of th=
ncble women who make it ‘so’™

Mrs. A. J. Johnston followed, in a
happy address, entitled ‘“The Day.”
She =aid:

“Madam Toastmistress and Ladies:

On the 14th day of the last month of
this last year of the nineteenth c=n-
itury it will have been 100 years since
{all that was mortal of our nation’s
iforemost hero was quietly laid to rest
tat his own loved home at Mount Ver-
And ever since that time poets
tand historians have vied with each
{other in recounting his virtues, If it
|were only American writers that loved
!to sing his praises, we might feel that
{ perhaps his virtues had been over-
jrated. But as it is, all the world has
i delighted to do him honor.
“An English writer of his own timne
!says this: ‘He clearly and unchallznge-
{ably stands out as the purest great
Iman in universal history.” And vyet
!another English authority tells us that:
| “To George Washington alone, in mod-
{ern times, has it been given to acccm-
i plish a wonderful revolution, and yet
\remains to all future time the theme
'of a people’s gratitude and an exampl2
{of virtuous and beneficent power.” Was
ever such praise wrung from unwill-
ing adversary? A halo surrounds the
name of Washington, and for me to
attempt to add aught to that illustrious
smemoery would be like trying to paint
'the lily or ‘to throw a perfume on the
violet.’

“But while I can add nothing to. the
luster of his great name, 1 can lay at
his feet a loving tribute of graterul
affection to the memory of the man
who exemplified in his life for the ben-
efit of the sons of America the fact
that a man may achieve greatness,
while at the same time in his daily
walk of life he heeds the time-honored
admonition:

This, above all, to thine own self be true,
And it must follow, as the night the day.
Thou canst not then be false to any man.

“And so long as America’s proud
banner shall wave, so long may the
fame of Washington be sung ever
afresh on this his natal day.”

To the theme, “Our Fair Visitors,”
Mrs. Frank Miller said:

George Washington given me as a
theme, for 1 am so emphatically a
woman’s woman, I should surely have
neglected the hero of the cherry tiree,
and have given instead a sketch of the
worthy Martha, with perhaps her
recipe for cherry cordial, as a souvenir
of the day.
