FAIR OAKS WATER SERVICE.

FUTURE NEEDS ARE NOW PRO-
VIDES FOR

Orchards Are in Bloom, and Every-

thing Look* Promising in
That Neighborhood.

(Record-Union Correspondence.)
Large plans are in progress for the

further improvement of the great res-
ervoir which supplies water for Or-
angevale and Fair Oaks. The ditch
company will expend $25,000 this sum-
mer. All water consumers rejoice that
such an abundant water supply is so
well stored up. There is no better pro-
vision made for the future needs of the
still unoccupied rich land® which bor-
der on the American River than are
already established by this company.
It is no idle talk to say that not many
years hence this abundant water sup-
ply will be used by thousands of peo-
ple who will come to this locality.

It would be interesting to an Eastern
visitor who saw Fair Oaks three years
ago all covered with oaks, and beneath
which thousands of sheep were graz-
ing, to look upon its thousand acres
of fruit lands, now white with the
bloom of almonds and prunes, while
the apricot and peach trees are be-
ginning to show their colors, and the
citrus trees with their dark ever-
green leaves give the background for
the setting of these delicate colors.
Three years, and the transformation
seems a miracle.

It is reported that some enterprising
gentleman has leased the Whipple
property, opposite the Postoffice, for
$150, and pays the water rent on the
land, and is soon to open a store with
a large stock of general merchandise.
Rents have advanced more than 100
per cent. Mr. Dei by, who has been
occupying this property, has removed
to the hotel, and will now board for
awhile.

Nearly all the tracts of fruit have
been plowed and trees pruned. The
growth of trees has been most remark-
able during the past year, and the
present year will add much to the size
of the trees, if the vigor with which
the leaves are now putting forth is
any indication.

The academy building, to be called
"The Four Gables," is rapidly ap-
proaching completion. This is one of
the most important enterprises among
the enterprising Fair Oaks residents,

in this matter non-resident property
owners, who will some day come here
to live, have had something to do. It
is likely that the building will bs oc-
cupied next week, and on or before
the 13th of March the first session of
school will open for a four months'
term. It has completed the arrange-

ments for instruction in three depart-
ments?academic, music and art. The
first covers the following courses:
Academic. College Preparatory, High
School and Normal. The Business Col-
lege department will not open till
autumn- The location of this school
is such that Fair Oaks and
are equally accommodated as a day

school. Provisions; are made for board-
ing young ladies in the building. It

occupies a beautiful site in the midst
of an oak grove, which is being fitted
up as a park for the use of the school.

The M. E. Church building has al-
ready reached a stage in its construc-
tion which gives the passer-by an im-
pression that this is by no means a
churchless people. This structure is

likely to be completed without any

debt upon it. A community which can
look upon fruit trees three years old

covered with bloom and looking like

ordinary trees at six years of age are
not a class to live without churches
and schools.

The dam at the reservoir, with Hie
improvements now being made, will be

twenty-five feet wide at the base, six
feet at the top and twenty feet high,
anchored on bedrock some twenty-five

feet below the surface. The work of
excavation is done under great diffi-
culties, requiring a large back-water
dam and pumps to keep out the water
Tracks are laid in different directions
for the purpose of conveying the ma-
terials used in this construction. Dum-
my engines with cables are used.

TONS OF LETTERS.

Why Those at Home Do Not Hear
From Friends at Dawson.

Adjutant-General Peeler has received
a letter from a friend at Dawson from
whom he had not heard for nearly six

months, which will throw some light

on the reason why people in this coun-
try often fail to hear from their friends

in that region. The letter is< as follows:
DAWSON, Jan. 3. 1880.

Dear Peeler: I have not written you

for s-.>me time for the reason that I had

no way to send you a letter and you

had as well throw a letter into the Yu-
kon as to put it in the Dawson Post-
office. There has not been any Amer-
ican, mail in for about four months, and
if there has been any mail out from
Dawson no one knows anything of it.
There is about one ton of American let-
ters at Tagish House. That is about
fifty miles from Skagway. where the
mail is assorted. All mail from Amer-
ica is left, and Canadian and English
mail is forwarded. Sometimes some
Australian mails come in, but not often.

The mail leaves Dawson and goes to
Stewart River on the way out?there
the American mail is left again and
what is called the official (Canadian) is
sent on. There are a whole lot of pri-

vate carriers who charge from SI to $">
per letter, but after paying them there
is no telling wlwre your letter will go

lf) in a great many cases the letters

are thrown away?as high as 2.000 let-

ters have been found in one pile.

There are a great many people leav-

ing Dawson every day for the outside,

but I am some distance from Dawson,

and have no chance to see any one go-

ing out, but I have a neighbor going

out in a few days, so I have a chance

to send out some letters.

***********There is a great deal of destitution in
Dawson and all cared for by American
charity.

Bonanza and Hunker and
Dominion Creeks and their tributaries
are the paying creeks of the country.

The American side is not turning out
well so far. A big stir and stampede to

ELECTING SENATORS.

Suggestion That is Worth Serious
Consideration.

The - following communication ex-
plains itself:

Eds. "Record-Union": I observe that
a joint resolution favoring an amend-
ment to the Federal Constitution pro-
viding for the election of United States
Senators by a direct vote is again be-
fore the Legislature. This proposal
has been under discussion in Congress
for nearly twenty years. It is evident
that it will be a long time before it is
submitted, and it is highly probable
that three-fourths Of the States would
not by their Legislatures ratify it at
this time.
I am of opinion that instead of seek-

ing to enforce the direct vote in all
the States at oncei that the amendment
should be as follows:

"The Senators in Congress shall be
chosen in the several States, in
manner as the Legislature thereof shall
direct."
It is very likely that this could be

obtained, because it would leave every
State the right to continue the present
method as long as it desires to, and
enables a provision for a direct vote
in States where sentiment will demand
it of the Legislature. It would also
permit any State to remove the election
from the Legislature without providing
for a direct vote, by providing for elec-
tion of separate delegates who shall
have no other duty than to assemble
and choose a Senator in Congress, act-
ing as Presidential Electors do. There
is still a very powerful sentiment in
agreement with the framers of the
Constitution that the Senators should
be chosen in a different manner than
the members of the House of Repre-

sentatives. The Federal Constitution
provides that Presidential Electors
shall be chosen in each State as the
Legislature may direct. Formerly they

were generally chosen by the Legis-

latures, respectively, but gradually the
method of a direct vote was adopted.
If this same power is extended to the
Legislatures relating to election ol
Senators it will be safe and in har-
mony with the power granted as to
Electors.
