"~ OF THE ARMY.

The Senate Commitiee on Military
Affairs

Reperts a Compromise Measure Which is
Likely to Pass in Gongress.

Differs in Many Details From the
Hull Bill, but the General
Framework is the Same—Pro-
visions of the New Measure as
Submitted by the Committee.

WASHINGTON, Feb. 24.—The Senate
Committee on Military Affairs reported

the compromise ulmy reorganization bill |

just before adjournment of the Senate
at 6:30 p. m. The bill had been framed
at the War Department last night by
the officials of that department and a
number of Senators, and was under
consid~ration by the Senate commit-
tee and its sub-committee during the
greater part of the day. :

The formulation of the compromise
was placed in the hands of Senators
Hawley and Carter of the Military
Committee, on behalf of the Republi-
cans, a..l Senator Cockrell in the in-
terests of the Democrats. They met
at 10 o'clock to-day, and continued
quite constautly in session. Colonel
Carter of the army sat with them for
the purpose of supplying the technical
information.

The sub-commii.ee had it in charge
until 4:30 o’clock, when the full com-
mittee met. ‘The committee made a
number of changes and after a sitting
of two hours reported the bill to the
Senate.

The bill as reported differs in many
details from the bill read in the House
to-day by Rull, out the general frame-
work is the same. In the new bill,
one section covers the entire incregse
of the army, and it reads as follows:

“That to meet the present exigencies
of the military service, the President is
hereby authorized to maintain tre reg-
ular army at a strength not exceading
65,000 enlisted men to be distributed

force herein authorized be appointed
from officers of the regular army, ot
from persons who served as officers of
volunteers in the war with Spain.

There is authority to continue in
service or appoint volunteer staff offi
cers as follows: Nine Assistant Adjue
tant Generals, nine Assistant Inspector
Generals, five Judge Advocates, thirgy
Quartermasters and forty Assistant
Quartermasters, six Commissaries of
Subsistence, twelve Assistant Commis-
saries, thirty-four Surgeons, thirty ad-
ditional Paymasters and thirty-one Sige
nal Officers. These volunteer staff offi-
cers are given various ranks from) Colo-
nel to Second Lieutenant.

As soon as practicable the officers and
men of the velunteer army now!author-
ized in the bill shall be mustered out,
provided that enlisted men of volunteers
may be transferred to and enlisted in

such of the new organizations as may ¢

be below the maximum authorized.

Provision is made allowing the dis-
charge of any commissioned officer now
in the seorvice.

STEAMER BULGARIA.

The Vessel Thought to Have Gone
Down Safe in Port.

PONTA DEL GADA, Feb. 24. — The
Hamburg-American Line steamer Bul-
garia, Captain Schmidt, from New
York on January 28th for Hambur>,
previousgly reported in great distress by
the tank steamer Weehawken 800 miles
from the Azores Islands, entered this
port this morning under her own steam,
and reported all well on board.

The following details regarding her
experiences at sea have been obtained
by the correspondent of the Associated
Press: Subsequent to the departure of
Second Mate G. Schargs and three oth-
ers of the crew who were picked up at
sea by the British steamship Victoria
and landed at Baltimore, the weather
became worse, and salvage operations
had to be abandoned. All day and
night the crew and passengers of the
Bulgaria jettisoned cargo, until Feb-
ruary 7th. During the afternoon
February 7th William Xoenig, sailor,
jumped overboard and was never secn
again.

The weather ¢f the morning of Feb-
ruary Sth is described as fearful, and
there were six or seven feet of waler
in the hold. On the morning of Feb-
ruary 9th the weather became calm,
and 107 dead horses were thrown over-
board from the steamer.

The swell was very high until Febru-
ary 10th. By that time number 4
hold, which was full of grain, had four-
teen feet ¢’ water in it and the pumps
were foul and unable to work.

Stormy weather recommenced on the
afternoon of February 11th and lasted
until February 14th, when the Clyde
stearaer Antillian, Captain Fest, from
Liverpool on February 4th for New Or-

“Provided, further, that each regi-
ment shall have one surgeon, with the
rank of Major; two assistant surgeons,
one of whom shall have the rank of
Captain, and one that of First Lieu-
terant, and three hospital stewards,

“Provided, that such increase in the
reguiar and volunteer force shall con- |
tinue in service only during the neces-
sity therefor; and not later than July
1, 19017

The allotment of Major and Brigadier
Generals is as follows: “That the
President shall have power to continue
in service, or to aproint by and with
the advice and consent of the Senate,
Erigadier Generals of Volunteers who,
including the Brigadier Generals of the
regular army, shall not exceed one for
every 4,000 enlisted men actually in
gervice, and Major Generals of Vol-
unteers. who, including the Major Gen-
erals of the regular army, shall not ex-
ceed one for every 12000 enlisted men.

“Provided, that regular army officers
continued or appointed as genera] offi- |
cers or as field or staff officers of vol-
unteers, under the provisions of this |
Act, shall not vacate their regular army i
commissions.

“And provided further, that no gen-
eral officers appointed under the provis-
-lons of this section shall be continued
in service as such beyond July 1, 1901.”

Section 1 provides that the regular
army “shall consist of ithree Major Gen-
erals, six Brigadier Generals, ten reg-
iments of cavalry, seven regiments of
artillery, twenty-five regiments of in-
fantry.”

In the cavalry organization| each regi-
ment consists of twelve troops, organ-
ized into three squadrons of four troops
each. The artillery regiments are fixed
at fourteen batteries, of whichi two may
be organized as field artillery.

Two veterinarians are allowed to each
regiment of cavalry. In the case of ar-
tillery the number of privates in a bat-
tery of heavy artillery is fixed at “a
minimum of fifty-two,” and of light ar-
tillery at “a minimum of fifty-one.” The
same word is used in fixing the strength
of the regiments, giving each infantry
company “‘a minimum of forty-eight
privates.”

The infantry regiments are fixed at
twelve companies, organized into the
three-battalion formation.

The Adjutant General’s and Inspector
General’s departments are to consist of
the number of officers now in these de-
partments, respectively, with a provi-
sion that the Captains of the line who
have shown marked aptitude in the
comman:' of troops shaill be entitled to
compete for staff appointments.

The Senate amendment to the Hull-
Hawley bill, increasing the number of
cadets to 1M, is retained.

The Judge Advocates, Quartermas-
ter’'s, Subsistence, Mc “ical, Pay, Ord-
nance, Iingineering and Signal Corps
departmends shall consist of the officers
and enlisted men now provided by law.

A proviso makes the battalion of En-
_ gineers a part of the line, and allows
retired officers to be assigned to active
command.

The present Chief of the Record and
Pensions offices is made a Brigadier
General, the subsequent Chief to he
Colonei.

The provision of the law authorizing
the assignment of officers of the Quar-
termaster’s and Subsistence depart-
ments, with increased rank, and the
continuance in service of certain vol-
unteer officers of these departments for
a period of one year, is repeated.

Provision is made that no person
other than an officer of the regular
army who has passed the age of 43
years shall be appointed as a field offi-
cer in the volunteer force, nor as a’
company or staff officer therein if he
be past the age of 35 years; neithe:
shall any person not af regular army of-
ficer be so appointed until he shall
have demonstrated his moral, physical
and professional fitness for the grade
- in which he is to be appointed to the
- satisfaction of an examining board;

AT HAVANA,

Cubans Do Henor to the Disappear-
ance of Their Foe.

Celebrate the Day When Spanish Rule is
Not Known in the Island,

The Whole Town Decorated and
the Streets Packed With a
Crowd Twice as Large as That
Which Turned Out at the
Garcia Funeral—Gencral Go-

mez’s Arrival.

HAVANA, February 24.—Four years
agod to-day the revolution in Cuba,
which has just ended in the disappear-
|ance of Spanish rule from this island,
{ broke out, and to-day was a general
‘ holiday,
erected in the different -quarters of the
| city, bearing patriotic inscriptions,
| rockets are popping in the air, bands
are playing, and General Ludlow, Gov-
{ ernor General of Havana, has given
| permission to the Cubans to bring 500
| of their troops into the city with Gen-
{eral Maximo Gomez, who has selected
| this day for his triumphal entry into
rthe Cuban Capital. X
| The festivities to-day in honor of the
|anniversary were most spontarneous
and wildly enthusiastic. Havana has
| never seen anything like it before. The
! whole town was decorated and the
| streets were packs=d with a crowd twice
las large as that which turred out at the
| Garcia funeral.

General Gomez arrived on the edge

| of the town from Marianao at 12:30
|p. m. escorted by the Second Illinois
i Band and three battalions.
General Gomez and his escort came
iinto the city in the foliowing order:
| The band of the Seventh United States
Infantry, mounted; Company L of the
Seventh United States Cavalry; the
| staff of General Gomez, wita escort;
| General Mayia Rodriguez and staff;
i General Maximo Gomez, upon whose
| right was Major General Ludlow; the
members of Major General Ludlow’s
staff; then a great number of Cuban
Generals and officers, some mounted
and some in carriages, and finally
12,000 Cuban cavalry and infantry.

As General Gomez passed the crowd
went wild with vivas, hats were flung
|in the air and women showered flowers
on all sides.

The gprocession stopped frequently,
eventually filing into the main streets
of the city, passing Central Park and
arriving at 2:30 o’clock at the Palace.
The Prados and other avenues were
lined with patriotic clubs, taking up
various positions of vantage ' and
joining the procession as it passed on
to the palace, from a balcony of which
!the procession was viewed by General
Gomez. 2
| Ornce at the palace, the Guban com-
{ mander in chief was welcomed by Senor
| Frederico Mora, the Civil Governor;
! Mayor Taird, the members of the City
! Council, the Junta Patriotica, the mem-
bers of the assembly, officiais of all
| classes and numerous patriotic clubs.

Following the procession were many
| private carriages filled with women
| representing the best society, some al-
| legorically dressed and others waving
| lags. The Cuban bands played the
Cuban national hymn, varying this
with “Dixie,” “The Star-Spangled Ban-
| ner,” *“The Stars and Stripes For-
|ever,” and popular American marches.

There were many floats expressing
| the friendship between the United
States and Cuba. Two attracted par-
ticular attention, each drawn by three
! voke of oxen. One depicted the Cuba
of vesterday—a woman standing with
manacled hands, a broken wheelbar-
irow and other signs of desolation at
[her feet; the other the Cuba of to-day
—a woman under a palm, smiling and
surrounded by evidences of prosperity.
The contrast was very effective, and
everywhere applauded.

A handsome carriage, containing
ladies ard decorated with large Span-
ish, American and Cuban flags, draped
together with white ribbons and bear-
ing the legend, “Unity, Peace and Con-
cord,” was vociferously cheered. ~

| with the shattered crown of Spain at
her feet. :

No fewer than 25,000 people were in
line, and required three hours to pass
a given peint.

The enthusiasm of the crowd was
directed to General Gomez and certain
well-known commanders,

welcomes back the soldiers—the men
who have done most and suffered most
—the Cubans to-day seemed neglected.

At the review at the palace General
Gomez, accompanied by his staff, pro-
ceeded to Elverado to visit Governor
General Brooke. This evening he at-f

As
darkness appeared the streets were stiil
crowded, fireworks were exploded and
the returning bands played over and
over again the national hymn.

The French Submarine Boats.

The Directors of the “Matin” and
“Temps” (of Paris) would perhaps not
take it as a compliment if they were
to be credited with a guileless ignor-
ance of not very ancient naval history.
It may, however, be pointed out that
they and their contemporary, the
“Moniteur de la Flotte,” have omitted
to remind their readers that the case
of the submarine boat Gustave Zede
(proposed public subscription and ali)
is an almost exact reproduction of the
case of th& Spanish boat Peral.

The keel of the latter was laid on

October 23, 1887. She was launched on
September 8, 1888. She was fitted with
twin screws, an electric motor and
torpedo-discharging apparatus., When !
immersed only her flagstaff showed
above water. She went through her
trials, like the Gustave Zede, success-
fully, and proceeded to sea. Whereas,
in 1899 the Gustave Zede made only
sham torpedo attacks on a battleship,
the Peral actually torpedoed and blew
up an oll hulk. There was a cherus of

favorable comment from the “naval ex-
perts of the Continental press; a pub-
lic subscription was started in Spain, |
and then the whole affair was so com-
nletely forgotten that your Paris con-
temporaries are able to count with con-
fidence on their readers being quite un-
aware that the Gustave Zede had ¢
predecessor.

But still it is a
voice that pleases the auditory sense
and is marked by not a few brilliant ef-
fects. It is of good quality, flexible and
assertive. Its lack is perhaps only in
depth of feeling. So strong and steady
a soprano ought to be capable of ex-
citing deep sympathy. It is not to be
| understood, however, trat it is a coid
and pulseless voice. Quite the contrary.
Putnam Griswold, the basso cantate,
was a prime favorite from the moment
he began the noble strains of the pro-
logue in *“T’ Pagliacci.”” His is a ro-
bust, rotund, mellow, broad register
bass, .given character by deep feeling
intelli"ent and antful
handling. Vigorous and resonant as is
his voice, he has at command tender,
gentle tones which win by their sympa-
thetic quality, and charm by their deli-
cacy. No young basso has in a long
time appeared here who has won more
of hearty commendation from an audi-
ence. He was repeatedly recalled and
after the sixth number, when he sang
“Israel,”” he was twice called- back, a

; mosit unusual thing. He gave for his

encores in that case the DeKoven com-
position Cowies has made famous.

Mrs. Birmingham, the contralto, won
pronounced success. It is four or more
years since she has been heard here in
concert, In that time she has spent
three years abroad in study. She
comes back to California with her su-
perb voice enriched greatly, her method
improved, her style refined. Her fine
contralto has broadened, intensified .in
feeling and her method has given *to
her work more of sympathetic power,
the ability to enlist the hearts of her
hearers.

Birmingham was achieved in “Le Bana
de Pierre,” by Gounod, and Miss Brad-
ley was heard to best advantage in
“To Sevilla,” though many preferred
her rerdering of the very difficult and
finely given ‘“Maids of Cadiz,” by
Delhes. . By all Marino was happiest
in his opening number, ‘“‘Fantasia Ape
pasionata,” by Vieuxtemps. It was,
all in all, a concert that was satisfying
and exceedingly creditabie to all con-
cerned, artistically and otherwise.
