The arc lamp as a telephone, although
well within the range of the possible, is
as yet but little practiced, says
"L'Electricien" (Paris), as translated in
"The Electrical Review." The flame of
the arc lamp is very sensitive, and is
affected by the feeble variations pro-
duced in a neighboring circuit trav-
ersed by an alternating current. If a
microphone ia inserted In this neigh-
boring circuit, the arc will reproduce
with great fidelity the different sounds
and noises by which the microphone is
affected. In the same way, a sound re-
ceived by the arc will produce in its
circuit a modification in the resistance
and a variation in the current, effects
which would affect a telephone. The
arc lamp can then be utilized with as
much facility as a telephone transmit-
ter as a receiver. These results are
Very easily obtained), but it would be
well to remember, when telephoning in
this manner, to protect the eyes with
smoked glasses.

Speaking of the persistence of the

Contagion of the plague microbe, which
is causing so much anxiety in Austria
and Germany, the journal "La Suisse"
(Geneva) cites a characteristic case.
"In 1000 the Dutch city of Haarlem was
devastated by the plague. Whole fam-
ilies perished, among them a family by
the name of Cloux, whose various mem-
bers were buried in the Haarlem
church.

' One of the best evidences of the

Value of lightning rods up to date," says
the "Scientific American Supplement,"
"has been afforded by the Washington
monument. It is capped by a small
four-sided pyramid of aluminum, which
metal, so cheap to-day, was very costly
at the time of the building of the
greatest obelisk that the world has ever
known. This aluminum tip is connected
with the ground with four copper rods,

which go down deep into the earth. Or.
April 5. 1885, the monument was struck
fiercely five times, but it suffered no
damage whatever. On June loth of the
same year a more tremendous assault
was made upon the monument from, the
heavens, and the result was a fracture
of one of the topmost stones. The crack
Ftill remains to show what nature can
do in the way of an electrical shock,
but the slightness of the damage is evi-
dence of man's power to protect him-
Folf from such attacks. The obelisk is
ideally located for attracting electrical
assaults from the skies, and yet, while
many times hit, it has suffered oniy
once, and that time to a trifling extent.
The statue of Liberty. New York har-
bor, is protected by copper rods united
te the figure and extending through the
pedestal to copper plates buried in wet
ground beneath the foundation. Light-
ning has never injured the statue in the
least."

"The Doctor Carl Peters," says the

"nngineering and Mining Journal,"
translating from "L'Electrochemie,"
"the boat which carries the name of the
German explorer, and which is destined
for Lake Victoria Nyanza, in Africa,
has made a tour of the Lake of Zurich
with the engineers of the makers,

Wyss & Co., and invited guests
on board. This boat, which had its
trial trip on July 20th, in presence of
German commissioners delegated by
the Minister of the Navy, is of alum-
inum. The conditions of the contract
prescribed that no single part of the
beat should weigh over 100 kilograms
(352 pounds), and this condition could
not be fulfilled with any other metal.
The boat is 13 meters (43 feet) long,
".7 meters (9 feet) wide, and 1.45 me-
ters (5 feet) deep. It may be detached
into nine separate sections. The two
boilers are Independent o* each other,
and are for burning only wood. The
boat can carry fifty persons. In a short
time It Is to be taken apart, packed in

\u25a0cases, and sent to the east coast of
Africa. There they will be received by
a caravan of negroes, escorted by troops
of the protectorate, and transported
Into the interior. It is estimated that
this transport column will take four
months to reach Victoria Nyanza. The
Doctor Carl Peters makes about sixteen
kilometers (ten miles) an hour, and
the engine runs at the high sveed of
850 revolutions per minute. The cost
cf the boat is, in round figures, $10,000.

At the recent Good Roads Convention

in St. Louis a civil engineer of Keokuk
la., reported that he had obtained ex-
cellent result* with crude oil in im-
proving the condition of highways, and
recommended a wide experimentation
with the system. His attention was
first directed to the use of oil by read-
ing in a Pennsylvania paper that oil
from a leaking pipe had dried up a
spot in th 3road that was nearly im-
passable in wet weather. According

to the story, the ground became sat-
urated with the oil, and soon it was
noticed that the mud dried up and the

surface became hard and remained so.

"Those who have watched the Rhone

pouring out oil Lake Geneva must often
have wondered as to the cause of the
beautiful blue culor of it*water," says
the '?Britis'i Medical Journal." "At the
Congress, of Hydrology and Climatol-
ogy, which has just been held at Liego,
it has bee.i shown that blue is the nat-
ural color of perfectly .pure water, and
that this tint, as seen in the Lake of
Geneva, is neither due to reflection nor
to the admixture of suspended parti-
cles, as has iften. been supposed. Very
fine, eolotiess particles in suspension
give rise to a yellowness which, com*

bined with the natural blue, make cer-
tain waters, as in the lakes of Neu-
chatel and Constance, appear green,
and when such green waters are again
slightly tinted by admixture with a I
slight trac-e of a reddish, ferruginous |
mud, as occasionally happens, the red
and the green tints neutralize each oth-
er, so that the water remains for the
tifhe absolutely colorless. Absolutely

colorless water, then, is not pure."

In the thirteenth century in England

the manufacture of leather seems to
have beea, important, showing that
leather jet kins and breeches were com-
monly worn. We have nineteen skyn-

ners, forty bartars, six saddelers. three
cordeweners. 167 souters (shoemakers)
and eight glovers. The surname feuster
is a trade name denoting a maker of
pack saddles. The commonest trades
are taylour anci smyth, since one lived
in almost every village. The taylours

number 407, of whom 140 are called
by the Lain name of cissor. In addi-
tion to 201 srnyths, several are spe-

cialized. There are two arusmyths,

three lokesmyths, three goldsymths,
five fferours (shoeing smiths), and six
marshalls (farriers). The wryght
wrought both in wood and metal. The
number catalogued is ISO, of whom
eighty-one are called by the Latin

name faber (French favre); one of the
few cases in which the Latin transla-
lation of a trade name has become a
common surname. The wryghts" trade,
like that of the smyths, was special-
ized. The arkwryght made the great
arks or chests in which the clothes or
meal were &iored, and we find a plough-
wryght, a wheelwryght, two shippe-
wryghts, eleveu. cartwryghts, and two
glasenwryghts (glaziers), who wera
probably concerned with the windows
of churches.

(forty-three) were opulent, being taxed
twelve times as much as laborers.

Sir Robert Ball, who possesses the

by no means common gift of uniting a
deep scientific knowledge with a bril-

liant literary style, writes in the "Hu-

manitarian" on a subject of very real
interest,' calcium. Though lime, In its
many forms, is one of the most ordinary

sub6tanoes met with on this earth,
says Sir Robert, yet the essential ele-
ment which goes to the composition of

lime is not by any means a familiar
body. As is well known to every one
who has learned any chemistry, lime is
the result of the union between oxygen
gas and the metal calcium. This very

remarkable element calcium is, ho.v-
evet*, never found in nature unless in
such intimate chemical union with some
other element like oxygen or chlorine
that the characteristic properties of the
metal are disguised. To see calcium it-
self you must go to the chemical lab-
oratory, where by ingenious processes
the shy element, is temporarily divorced
from its union with the oxygen or
other body for which, it has so eager

an affinity.

Though most of us have never even
seen a particle of calcium, it may well
be doubted whether there is any ele-
ment more important to the economy

of this earth or more widely; dls ributed
over it. Calcium abounds in every soil.
Calcium is in the waters of the sea
The cup of spring water owes much of
its invigorating freshness to the cal-
cium which'it holds in solution. The
white cliffs which have given the name
of Albion are but one of the many
forms of calcium.

Try to imagine what this earth would
be like if calcium were withdrawn.
The birds could not lay eggs. The sea
could produce no shells. Man and other
animals would need to have bones very
different from those which they at
present possess. Buildings would in
great part vanish. Even the hills and
mountains would to a considerable ex-
tent disappear. Probably a very large

part of the total mass of this earth
would be taken away if all the calcium
were to be removed.

"Without; calcium a world inhabited in
the same manner as our present abode
would be clearly impossible. There are,
it may be, lowly organisms on this
earth to which calcium is apparently
of no appreciable consequence, and it
is conceivable that a world of living
types of some kind could be constructed
without the aid of that particular ele-
ment which is generally so indispens-
able on our globe. But such a world
would be totally different from that
world which we know. Under present

conditions the significance and import-
ance of calcium in our economy can
hardly be over estimated.

Attention has been drawn to the im-
portance of calcium on the earth; we
have ncrw to add that this same ele-
ment appearsdto be most widely dis-
tributed among the various bodies of
the universe. Among the most remark-
able features in the photographic spec-
trum cf the sun are two very broad and
dark and very conspicuous lines. In
every photograph of the ultra violet
light of the sun these lines stand forth
so boldly as to arrest attention more
than any other feature of the spec-
trum. It had been known that these
lines were due to calcium, but there
were certain difficulties connected with
their interpretation. Some recent re-
searches by Sir William and Lady
Huggins have cleared away all doubts.
It is now certain that the presence of
these lines in a spectrum demonstrates
that the remarkable element which en-
ters into the composition of lime on this
earth is also in the sun. These same
lines have indeed been detected in the
photographic spectrum of many other
bodies. Thus the interesting fact Is es-
tablished that this particular element
which plays a part so remarkable on
our earth is not peculiar to our globe,
but that it is diffused far and wide
throughout the universe.

A correspondent sends the London
"Chronicle" the following unique cer-
tificate given by a Welsh Coroner on
the death of a woman: "Fell into the
Glamorganshire Canal, whereby she
died, and being of unsound mind did
kill herself."
