when any one or all of these influences

Visit upon the people of California such
an ill, there will certainly follow pun-

ishment. Not only will it be general
and the Republican party be the suffer-

er, but it will be personal and reach
the men who are found to have been
responsible. Their political ambitions

will be cut short, their public careers
will be practically closed and their
personal influence ln their communities
v.ill be reduced to the minimum.

' For these legislators were elected not
only to audit State conditions and ac-

enact needed laws and correct
erronebus ones, but to elect a Senator.

Indeed, that was clearly before the
people in the late campaign, and they
put up the Legislature we have with

a strong Republican majority, for the
declared purpose not only of expressing
confidence in the Administration and

faith in the President, but that he
might have the affirmative and direct
support of California votes in the Sen-
ate to uphold his hands in carrying
out the policy of the Administration.

Failure to elect, therefore, will be a
slap in the faces of the people, a vio-
lation of party pledges, disloyalty to the
Republican organization, and practi-
cally a rebuke to the Administration.

It turns out that it was due in part

to a vote of Mr. Bryan while in Con-
gress, refusing a necessary appropri-
ation for the adoption of smokeless
powder in army and navy, that that
agency was not in our hands at the

opening of the war with Spain, a fail-
ure that cost us many lives and a vast
sum of money and which gave the ene-
my decided advantage. That is by no
means all for which Mr. Bryan is to be
held responsible, that has proved ill for
his country.

AMERICANISM AND FILIPINOISM.

At a time when the United States

is engaged In maintaining f ts honor

and keeping faith with a nation with
which it has treated, and while its sol-
diers are laying down their lives to de-

fend the flag against semi-savage
hordes* it is Mttle short of traitorous
expression when men arise in or out
of Congress ar.J so assail the Govern-
ment as to give aid and comfort to
those who are battling against us.

It is stated In the that the
attitude and opeeches of the anti- ex-
pansionists give hope and ?mcourage-
Tnent to the enemy in the Philippines.
It is reliably communicated that the
Filipinos issued their ord;r for "mas-
sacre and no quarte.-" of Americans and
other foreigners because of the attitude
of the opponents of the Administration
in the United States. They sre told In
the Philippines that a great party has
arisen here in their behalf; that It will
overthrow tha Government and put to
death the President and his advisers;
that our troops will then be withdiawn
and the Filipinos be left free to butcher
the Spaniards in and out o? Manila,
regardless of age or sex. They believe
all this and have i?su«d their no-quar-
ter order accordingly.

In the early days of the rebellion,
when we were engaged in crushing a
d-cmesttc insurrection, when men on the
street (corner, much less from place in
Congness, pulpit or the public rostrum,
denounced the Government, and by
word gave aid and comfort to the ene-
my, they were seized, locked ud in Al-
catraz. Fort Lafayette or Fortress Mon-
roe or Fort Henry, and left lo< ruminate
upon the woes of copperheads. There
v,-as not even charge or -.ccusation laid
against them. They were simply put

out of harm s way until the war was
over, or they wt re prepared to take the
oath of allegiance.

And in that way the '.'Tnion was saved
and the disruption of .the greatest and
noblest of republics was prevented. It
is not suggested tha. such measures in
thisi hour should be introduced. But if
Is suggested that when the ration is
fighting to the best of its ability to
faithfully carry out the solemn obli-
gations of a treaty lo which it is
pledged by all that is honorable; when
our soldiers in defense of that treaty

and in support of the clearl/ defined

purpose of the lation to 'pacify the
Philippines be'ore undertaking the
task of setting up a form df stable
government for them that it is bad taste,
smacks of copperheadism aud sterns
dangerously near To treason to impede

the Administration ard thn«w obstacles
in the way of our military officials
abroad.

Let men consider who are cry:ng out
that we are "shooting down poor, In-
offensive foreigners strugg'ing for lib-
erty," that we are wantonly, unjustifi-
ably and mercilessly prosecuting con-
quest and slavery of a people who have
harmed' us not at all r.or
whether they are playing th-2 part of
good citizenship; whether some of the
blood spilled upon the steaming soil
of Luzon! is not smelled upon their gar-
ments. The rignt to entertain opinion
adverse to the policy of the Adminis-
tration is, of course, not questioned;
the right to holl that wo are in* error
in our Philippine course is indented;
but there is raised the question whether
the men of the stripe of Mr. Johnson
of Indiana, Mr. Hoar of
Mr. Vest of Missouri and others whose
voices are heard from official station
are not digging graves for patriotic
soldiers of America, and filling them
rapidly.

What would these people have; what
would such of the press as quibble and
oppose and doubt and sneer and roar
that we are destroying the nation have?
Retire from the Philippines at once,
sail away and leave our compact with
Spain unfulfilled? Leave the Spanish
prisoner:; we are bound to see safely
to their homes to be butchered by the
savage hordes of Aguinaldo? Abandon
the American interests in the Archi-
pelago and open the door for the prowl-
ing and ready nations of Europe to
enter in promptly, re-enslave the Fili-
phnos and occupy the whole land to our
shame and discomfiture?

Wherein have we done wrong against
the Filipinos that so much salt water
should be shed over their woes? We
have simply forbidden them to loot
Manila. We have refused to deal with
them as a nation. We have declined
to consult with them concerning the
government of the islandß until we have
fulfilled to the last item our contract
with Spain. We have refused to bring
infamy upon the American name by
abandoning the Spanish people in the
Philippines to loot and massacre by the
Filipinos, and the naked tribes they
have enlisted in their murderous war-
fare.

The United States has manifested no
disposition to enslave the Filipinos, or
to refuse them the privileges of home
rule wherever they are capable of self-
government. It has not denied them
a single human, right. On the contrary

we have freed them from Spanish

chains and priestly enslavement. We
seconded their protest and gave them
arms as our allies in the war against
Spain. We did not go to the Philip-
pines in their interest, but to protect
our coasts from ravage, by destroying
the Spanishi fleet. We thereby assumed
obligations, the natural sequence of
war, of which we cannot on the in-
stant dispossess ourselves.

We find in our hands as the result
of a war prosecuted humanely and
justly, and a treaty well considered,
but not yet ratified by Spain, a territory
for the peace of which and justice in
which, we are responsible, until at least
the capacity of the native population for
self-government is demonstrated.

That is the situation against which
ultra-sentimental Americans, disap-
pointed politicians and mistaken philan-
thropists are exclaiming in a way and
tone that gives encouragement to the
insurgents to shoot down our men,
machete them in the trenches, and dis-
member their bodies on the field.

The question is becoming a serious
one. "Who are true America.* in these
days?" The noisy opposition to the
President is deceiving the Filipino lead-
ers and prolonging a bloody struggle,
and the leaders in turn are deceiving

the semi-savage followers of their ban-
ners. We have been accustomed to
treat with peoples intelligent and re-
sponsible, capable of carrying out their
agreements and of maintaining their
compacts. In this case we are con-
fronted by a people who have no sense
of natural responsibility. Because we
have been forbearing towards them,
patient under their annoying threats
and premature demands, our leniency
has been mistaken for weakness and

cowardice.
What then remains for us? Nothing

possible under the sun but assertion
of a character that will convince the
mistaken and ill-advised people of the
Philippines of their error, We must
be firmly severe that we may be the
more kind and generous. We must slay-
in battle that we may not be made
responsible for slaughter in massacre.
Had the Filipinos waited a decent time
all would have been! well for them.
Their folly and impatience has changed
all. Assuredly it has been hastened
by the whining, moaning and vitupera-

tion against the Administration at

home.
When the accounting is made for the

blood let from American veins by hot
and foolish Filipinos, the judgment of

history will charge it up against those
Americans who, in and out of Congress,

encouraged these misguided people to
believe that we are cruel and merciless
conquerors., indisposed to do justice,
and wickedly engaged in deceiving them
to their ruin.

The Commissioners the President sent
to the Philippines to study the people,
their industries, social system, the soil,

the climate and ail other conditions

concerning which we should be v, cli
informed, have arrived at Manila. But
since they left home conditions have so
changed that their investigations will
probably be confined for some time to
the city of Manila and the immediate
vicinity. They will probably find it

uncomfortable to travel in the interior
just now.

Some people are so mean that they
even make their attempts at politeness
disagreeable.

SNAPPING AT HIS HEELS.

It is hard, however, for the
General's friends, knowing the animus
that prompts these brutal, false and
disgraceful attacks (Shatter's unkind-
ness to the yellow press in Cuba) to let
the cur snarl without some attempt to
perforate its moth-eaten hide. It is,
however, as great an honor to have in-
curred the enmity of the "Examiner"
as to be the hero of Santiago. Secure
in the esteem of has countrymen and a
high and honorable place in his coun-
try's history, the General can afford to
be lenient with the ours at his heels.
THE LICENSE OF THE YELLOWS.

Red-lands Facts: The "Facts" is not
shedding any tears on account of the
passage of the law; will not shed any,
should the law prove constitutional,
which is doubted in some quarters. Its
effect willbe felt almost entirely by the
big metropolitan papers, many of which
have outrageously abused the liberty
given the press by the people. The
"yellow" journals are especially con-
cerned, and if the law- will act in com-
pelling decency upon their part, it
would seem to be a wise provision.
Often it happens, in order that the
greatest good of the greatest number
may be conserved, that we are obliged
to give up some of that liberty which
everyone holds dear. It is a necessary
concomitant of society, which renders
some laws needful, which seem to bear
harshly upon some of its members. We
must each give up something, that the
general good may be enhanced. "Yel-
low" journalism, both In pictures and
in words, has been carried to such an
infamous extent, that sooner or later

repressive measures; were bound to be
enacted. Possibly, it is well that ac-
tion has been now taken and in the
present form. We say "possibly," for
we have no copy of the law as amend-
ed and signed by the Governor and
consequently can not speak from "the
letter." We doubt not, however, the
general public will approve of some
curtailment of a privilege, which has
been terribly abused.

MR. JOHNSON" OF INDIANA.
Stockton Independent: Mr. Johnson

of Indiana has failed to read the signs
of the times. He is an honest and
capable man of conservative nature and
positive convictions, who has become
soured and despairing because the
country, the Administration and Con-
gress have refused to take the gloomy
view of affairs that he has taken. He
is rather to be pitied than blamed. His
convictions are primarily sincere, but
have been warped into exaggeration by
his own temperament. Were it nec-
essary to make Mr. Johnson seem rid-
iculous it would only be necessary to
quote his speech, made in the House last
spring, when the country and Con-
gress were crazily shouting war and
President McKinley was calmly, firmly
and prudently holding the mad pas-
sions of his countrymen in check uitil
he could exhaust every resource of di-
plomatic negotiations in behalf of hon-
orable peace. Then Mr. Johnson
thought the President was strong patri-
otic and humane. He declared that his
course was above criticism and that *he
time would come when Congress
would regret that it had forced a wise
and just Executive into a war.

This all goes to show that Mr. John-
son is the weak man, that he judges
the quality and sincerity of others by
the degree of their agreement to his
views and that his perception is not
keen enough to discover two sides to a
question so vital as the future place of
the republic among the nations and in
the civilization of the world.

MR. JOHNSON'S ACTION.
Santa Rosa Republican: Grove L.

Johnson of Sacramento did the hand-
some thing in the Assembly Thursday
morning. When his bill repealing the
law requiring a bond of $500 in insti-
tuting libel proceedings against a news-
paper was reached on the third reading
file he stated that he had become con-
vinced that it would injure the rural
press of the State, and therefore asked
unanimous consent for its withdrawal.
Consent was granted and the measure
was stricken from the file. This was. a
graceful act on the part of Mr. John-
son. If the issue had been forced
there is little doubt but the law would
have been repealed. Because of the
vicious course pursued by the metro-
politan press, a strong anti-newspaper
sentiment prevailed in the Assembly.
Mr. Johnson had the good sense and
the fairness to control this sentiment
by an adroit speech by which he paved
the way to the action finally taken.

A WATCHFUL ETE.
Oakland Tribune: That Governor

Gage is keeping a very watchful eye
upon tho legislation that is in progress
in the chambers above him is shown
by the business-like messages with
which he disoees of the bills reaching
h !s hands of which he desires to voice
his disapproval. It is a tolerably surs
thing that very few bugs concealed
in measures that reach the executive
office succeed in getting away alive.

GAGE IS A GOOD ONE. /
Stockton Mail: There has not been

in the Governor's chair since Bartlett
a man who *ouH have shown the
strength and courage exhibited by Gov-
ernor Gage recently when he signed
the Works anti-cartoon bill.

The bill was aimed at the unscrupu-
lous press, which had already marked
for its disapproval in the usual un-
scrupulous way'those who ventured to
support the measure, and it had been
even hinted that the Governor, in case
the bill should pass and meet with his
approval, would be listed among the
condemned; but that had no effect upon
the iron will of the fearless Gage. It
appears to have caused him to be all
the more prompt, if anything, in affix-
ing the Executive signature.

For this the people of California, irre-
spective of party, salute the Executive
and say well done, thou good and faith-
ful s^rvallt.

It is, of course, an extreme measure
which says that no newspaper shall.'
print £. caricature of a citizen without
first having obtained in writing the cit-

izc-n's consent; but.it was an extreme
situation that called the measure forth.
There i& no State in the Union where
the liberty of the press has drifted into

a iicense of the virulent form, exhibited
daily in San Francisco.

IHE PHILIPPINE PROBLEM.
Stockton Independent: But the Phil-

ippines is a tame and transitory af-
fair compared with others that are
bound to crowd upon ue as the result
of this war. The advance declaration
that we would establish a stable gov-

ernment in Cuba was made to Justify
our interference before the world. That

achievement is one of the most serious
that we have undertaken for three
reasons. viz: The Cubans are a turbu-
lent and irrational people, the is.'and is

too close to prevent carpet-bagging
and prlitical interference from tha
United States, Congress is unwilling

that the work of establishing such sta-

ble government in Cuba be left to the

executive, but will be constantly in-
terfering.' Cuba will not have a rate
and stable government for twenty

.years, execpt under military rule. Were

American influences withdrawn in-

In truth we expect such ac-
tion on the part of Congress that Cuuan

leaders will be encouraged to resist
[American authority.

some pretty half-caste girls, who have
used all their woiidly possessions for
self-adornment, and would starve rath-

er than go without jewelry and fine

clothes. They carry themselves very

erect (all Filipino women carry them-
selves gracefully), and flaunt the bea-
ver-tall-shaped trains of their pretty

dresses in the eyes of their less fortu-
nate sisters.

In one corner of the! market is a large

hut?the restaurant. An old hag- keeps
the place and ladles out the food. On
the split bamboo floor, in a circle about

! the room, large smoking jars filled with
unsavory stews of buffalo meat and
queer vegetables give off an unpleasant
odor. The clients come with their
plates and squat before the jar which
contains for them the most pleasing
mess. They receive a ladleful for 1
cent, and if they like the concoction
thc-y take another helping.

You. as a European, will be looked
upon with suspicion. The crowd will
stare at you, and your efforts to pur-

!chase anything will be met by monosyl-
labic coldness. If, however, you want
to buy a piece of the "pina," cloth of
pineapple fiber finer than the finest
linen, you must pick out that neat old
lady (the young women are more shy)
in a red and yellow plaid skirt, a "pina"
waist which leaves her brown arms and
shoulders bare to the sun, with an em-
broidered handkerchief about her neck;
you must s<juat at her bare shiny feet
and ask the price. She will look at
the spot where you are vainly trying to
balance yourself on your toes as if you
were not there, and answer in a mono-
syllable whose cold indifference will
complete the overthrow of your physi-
cal and moral balance, and probably
you willretire discomfited. If you are
experienced, however, you will continue
to squat and finger the goods in si-
lence. By and by the old lady will
look at you and begin to talk. You-
will not understand what she .says, be-
cause the chances are she is talking
to you in the Yisayan dialect, but you
will understand that in time you may
get a price set on the goods. It is your
turn to speak next. It does not matter
much what,yau say, for she will not
understand. Recite "The boy stood
on the burning deck"; do it dramatical-
ly, and then say' "Quanto vale?" (bow
much?), holding up the five fingers of
your hand.

Dr. R. H. Dalton says that, although

to suggest that methodical use of cold
water as a beverage in the absence of
thirst as,a means of augmenting the
chance of longevity may render a man
liable 'to be dubbed a fool, if not a luna-
tic, the idea has a soundly physiological
origin, and is well supported by expe-
rience.

geously for many reasons beside merely
satisfying thirst. In the latter stage of
digestion, when comminution of the
mass is incomplete, it is much facili-
tated by a moderate draught of water,
which disintegrates and dissolves the
contents of the stomach, fitting it for
emulgence and preparing it for assimi-
lation. Hence the habit of drinking
water in moderate quantities between
meals contributes to health, and indi-
cates the fact that those who visit
health resorts for ther purpose of im-
bibing the waters of mineral springs
might profit by staying at home and
drirking more water and less whisky.

SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.

SYLLABUS.
(S. F., No. 740?Department Two?Filed

February 17, 1599.)
G. W. Van Allen et al., respondents;

D. B. Francis et all., appellants. Suit
in conversion. Affirmed.

Conditional sales are recognized in
this State to the fullest extent. Even
bona fide purchasers from the person
to whom personal property is delivered
under an executory contract of sale
get no valid claim to the property.

The question whether or not a given
;contract is or is not a contract of con-
ditional sale is to be determined wholly
by the intent of the parties, expressed
in and deducible from the contract it-
self. In arriving at the solution of the

the whole contract is to be
considered, and no detached term or
condition is to be given prominence or
effect over and above another. So,
where the intent is clear that title shall
not pass until the performance by a
vendee of a condition precedent or con-
current, such a contract becomes a con-
ditional sale, and not repugnant to any
principle of justice or equity, even
though possession- of the property be
given to the proposing purchaser.

Provision made in the contract for
the execution of a bill of sale to the
property upon delivery of a mortgage
or payment of the purchase price is

itself a circumstance indicative of the
conditional nature of the sale.

An absolute promise to pay does not
necessarily render the sale itself abso-
lute.
