The Governor also sent in without

his approval S. B. 7, appropriating S4'.>.-

Bl&aG for the relief of John Mullan.
giving the following reasons for his

action:

with my objections thereto.

This bill appropriates the sum or
r,i6.?n out of any money in the state
Treasury not otherwise appropriated for
trie relief of John Mullan. for alleged
service* in collecting from the t. nited

States the sum of tmAV-SL, and author-
izes the payment of the same, the Act
Itself to take effect January 1. 1300.

The greater amount of this claim arises

out of supposed services as an alleged

authorized agent of this State, in the COl-
-1... tlon of money ilue this State by tne
United States, from what Is know*,as
the "direct war tax" claims, under the
\et of Congress approved August 5, 1861.

By this Act of Congress a dlreel tax
0f jr'u niu) i'«>(i was ordered to be annually
laid' upon the United States, and appor-
tioned respectively to the several States.
The amount apportioned to the State of
California by said Act was 1254.538.68%..F0r
the purpose of collecting this tax author-
ity was given the President of the I'rdted
States tti divide the different States and
Territories and the District of Columbia
Into convenient assessment districts,
and assessors and collectors Srere di-
rected to be appointed by the President,
with the advice of the Senate, for the
several districts. The said direct tax was
assessed and laid on the value of all
lands and lots of ground, with their im-
provements and dwelling houses, which
several articles subject to taxation was
enumerated and valued by the respective
assessors at the rate each of them was
worth in money on the Ist day of Aprii,
ISfi2. Property belonging to the United
States and to the States, such as was
exempted by the laws of the State where-
in the property was situated, was ex-
empted from the direct tax, and such

property belonging to any individual ac- ]
tually residing thereon as was worth the
sum of $500 dollars.

By the fifty-third section of the Act,
any State or Territory was entitled to
collect and pay into the United States
Treasury its quota of the direct tax in
its own way through its own officers, as-
sessors and collectors, and upon so doing
such State or Territory was entitled to a
deduction of 15 per centum on the quota
of direct tax apportioned to such State
or Territory, with the proviso that such
deduction should only apply to such part
of the direct tax as was actually paid into
the United States Treasury on or before
the last day of June in the year to which
such payment related, and a deduction of
10 per cent, to such part as should have
been actually paid into the United States
Treasury on or before the last day of
September in the year to which the pay-
ment related, the year being regarded as
commencing April Ist.

Under this Act of Congress. California
availed herself of the provisions, collect-

? ed through her own officers and paid into
the Treasury of the United States the
sum of $247,445.41, leaving a balance due
the United States of $7,093.26.

By an Act of Congress approved June
27. ISS2. the Secretary. of the Treasury
was authorized to examine and report to
Congress the amount of all claims of cer-
tain States and Territories, including
California, for money expended and in-
debtedness incurred in the suppression of
Indian hostilities.

Thereafter, December 12, ISS2. in reply
to the application of John Mullan, Gov-
ernor Perkins wrote to Mr. Mullan a let-
ter, in substance directing him to act
as State agent, and leaving the matter of
his compensation to the discretion of the
Legislature.

On March 3, ISS3, Assembly Concurrent
Resolution No. 20 was adopted, which is
in the following language:

"Whereas, The Governor and State Sur-
veyor General of this State have here-
tofore respectively appointed Captain
John Mullan of San Francisco. Cal..
agent and attorney to represent the in-
terests of the State of California before
the proper authorities of the United
States, at Washington. D. C. in the mat-
ter of the claim of this State to the 5
per cent, net proceeds of the sales of the
public larjds by the United States in this
State; and also in the matter of the di-
rect tax levied upon this State by the
United States, under the Act of Congress
of August 6, 1S61; and also of her claim
arising during the Modoc war in 1872: and
also under the provisions of the Act of
Congress of June 27. 18t>2; therefore be it

"Resolved by the Assembly of California,
the Senate concurring. That the appoint-
ments so conferred upon Captain John
Mullan by the Governor and Surveyor
General, respectively, are hereby ratified
and confirmed, and the Governor of this
State be. and he is hereby, authorized
and directed to fix the compensation for
the services of Captain John Mullan here-
tofore and that may be by him hereafter
rendered, at 20 per cent, of each of the
sums or claims that may be by him col-
lected from the United States, and to pay
to him such per cent, out of the moneys
that may be collected by him and paid to
this State on account of each of the fore-
going matters respectively; provided,
however, that this State shall not in any
event become liable for any expenses,
fees and salaries of any nature what-
ever, other than such contingent com-
mission.

"Section 2. That the Controller of the
State of California be, and he is hereby,
authorized to deliver to Captain JohnMullan. or to his authorized agent, all the
original vouchers, certificates and papers
of every kind and nature against the Gov-
ernment of the United States, for or on
account of each of the foregoing matters,
respectively.

"Section 3. That said Controller shallprepare and take from Captain John Mul-
lan, or from his authorized agent, a re-
ceipt in writing, bound in a book, sameas he keeps in his office for all such pa-
pers as aforesaid, and which shall show
what the papers are in each case, the
date thereof, by what Board of Exam-iners passed, the amount and date of thewarrant, arid in whose favor drawn."

By this concurrent resolution Mr Mul-lan was authorized (if the resolution hadbeen legal, which it was not) to receive
20 peV cent, out of all moneys "eol'ectedby him and paid to the State."

Subsequently, by an Act of Congress
approved July 7, ISS4 (23 U. S. Stats, atLarge, p. 239). $43,151.17 was appropriated toenable the Secretary of the Treasury topay to the States of California. Oregon

Thereafter, under the alleged authority
implied by the concurrent resolution of
1681 the appointment of Governor Perkins
and the subsequent ratification by Govern-

|or Stoneman, Mr. Mullan continued to act
las the agent of this State at Washington,
jOn February 10. 1.888, Governor Waterman
addressed and mailed to Mr. Mullan the
following letter, revoking all of Mr. Mul-
lan's appointments and powers, a copy of
which will be found in his message to theLegislature January 7, ISB9, and is as fol-
lows:

"Executive Oftico,
"Sacramento, Feb. 10, 1888.

"Captain John D. Mullan. Washington,
D. C: Referring to my telegrams of the

;3d and 6th. respectively, and after due and
careful consideration of the matters there-in referred to. I am convinced that cer-
tain appointments as agent and attorney
to represent the State in Washington,
made to you by the Governor and State
Surveyor General, and which you endeav-
ored to have ratified and confirmed, with
a commission of 20 per cent, fixed as your
fee by concurrent resolution of March 3,
1883. and March 3, should be and are
hereby most emphatically revoked.

This revocation applies specially to the
appointment by Surveyor Gpneral Minis.
November L, 1878, in the matter of the 5
per cent, claim, aggregating nearly $1.-
--000,000.

To the appointment of Governor George
C. Perkins, December 12. 1882. In. the mat-
ter of "direct tax of August 5, 1861. aggre-
gting over $100,000"; also that of March 7,
1882. in the matter of the "Modoc war
claim"; also that of July 12, ISB2, being
"claim for money expended and Indebt-
edness assumed in repelling invasions and
Indian hostilities," together with intereston the same: aiso claims under the pro-
visions of the Act of Congress of June 27,
1882, known as the "rebellion claims," ag-

gregating $2,938,623.
To the appointment of Governor George

Stoneman. March SI, 1884, in the matter
of "claims of the State of California srrow-

-1ing out of Indian hostilities," and In the
matter of all moneys that have been oaid
In or may be due by the State of Cali-
fornia on account of Indian war claims,
or Indian war bonds, or coupons Issued by
the State fcr the purpose of recovering
from the United States the payment of
the whole of these, together with the in-
terest due on the same, aggregating sev-
eral hundred thousand dollars.

To the appointment of Surveyor Gen-
eral Willey. October 21, 1883, and Decem-
ber 1. IS*5. in the matter of "refunding
certain fees" and "Indemnity for certain
swamp lands" thereto mentioned.

The appointments above enumerated,
when taken in connection with the ap-
pointmtents named and attempts to be
confirmed in the concurrent resolutions of
March 3, 1883, and March 3, !Sss. are vague,
indefinite and uncertain, and that there
may be no mistake. I hereby revoke all
appointments held by you from the Gov-
ernor or State Surveyor General, of what-
ever kind or nature, or named in said
concurrent resolutions.

R. VV: WATERMAN, Governor.
Governor Waterman in the said mes-

sage, after giving a resume of the ap-
pointment and services of Mr. Mullan,
adds: "My action in revoking these ap-
pointments has been governed by a de-
termination to save to the State the large
sum of money attempted to be given to
Captain Joht, Mullan for alleged services,
which are without a pretense of necessity,
for the reason that the matter of these
claims is one purely of legislation and for
the favorable action of our Senators and
members of Congress."

Notwithstanding this specific notice of
the withdrawal by the Goverrfor of Mr.
Mullan's supposed authority to act. for the
State, Mr. Mullan chose to disregard this
notice, and continued to act.

On March '>, ISSI, an Act of Congress,
originally introduced by Senator Morrill,
was approved, which Act is entitled "An

Act to credit and pay to the several States
and Territories and the District of Co-
lumbia all moneys collected under the di-
rect tax levied by Act of Congress, ap-
proved August 5. lSftl." As many of the
Senators and Representatives had
unfavorably impressed by the activity of
various ciaim agents representing several
of the States, and doubts were raised as
to the regularity of their several appoint-
ments, two provisions were inserted, in the
Act as conditions for the repayment of
the sums paid by the several States, Ter-
ritories and District of Columbia under
the direct tax of IS6I. These provisions
are as follows:

"But no money shall be paid to any

State or Territory until the Legislature
thereof shall have accepted by resolution
the sum herein appropriated, and the
trusts imposed, in full satisfaction of all
claims against the United States on ac-
count of the levy and collection of said
tax, and, shall have authorized the Gov-

| ernor to receive said money for the use
and purpose aforesaid. * * * And fur-
ther provided that no part of the money
hereby appropriated shall be paid out by
the Governor of any State or Territory

or any other person, to any attorney or
agent "under any contract for; services now
existing or heretofore made between the
representative of any State or Territory

and any attorney or agent."
Pursuant to the requirements of said

Act of Congress of March 2, 1891. the Leg-
islature of this State on March 25, H»l,
adopted Senate concurrent resolution No.
9, accepting the> conditions imposed by tire
said Act of Congress. Said resolution is
as follows:

"Resolved by the Senate, the Assembly
concurring. That the State of California
decs hereby accept the sum appropriated
and the trust imposed by an Act of Con-
gress entitled 'An Act to credit and pay
to the several States and Territories and
the District cf Columbia all moneys col-
lected under the direct tax levied by the
Act of Congress, approved August sth, A.
D. 1561," in- full satisfaction of claims
against the Pnited States on account of
the levy and collection of said tax, and
does hereby authorize the Governor to re-
ceive the! said money for the use and pur-
poses aforesaid, and receipt therefor: and
?aaid money. when so received, shall be by
the Governor paid into the State treasury

and shall be credited to the general fund.
"Resolved, That his excellency, the Gov-

-1 erncr, be requested to furnish to the hon-
! crable, the Secretary of the Treasury of

the United States a copy of these resolu-
tions, duly certified and attested by the
Secretary cf State under the great seal
of the State of California."

Thereafter, the acting Controller of the
Treasury Department at Washington di-
rected to Governor Markham a letter of
date Aprii 22. IS9I. which is as follows:

"Sir: I have the> honor to state that the
account cf the State of California for the
refund of the direct war tax paid to the
I'nited States under Act of August 5, 1861.
has been adjusted as follows, viz.:
Amount cf direct war tax paid. .$247,941 13

Amount refunded to the Gov-
ernor of the State under Act
of July 7. 18i4 31,583 26

Leaving due to the State $216,"nl S7
Amount suspended 8,110 9S

Balance $208,246 89
"The amount suspended, viz.: $5,110.95. is

a charge standing on the books of the
War Department against the State of
California for arms overdrawn by the
State under Section 1661 I. S. Rev. Stat-
utes, prior to February 12, 1867.

"The said amount is withheld under the
opinion of fhe Second Comptroller, pend-
ing the determination of the question as
to the liability of the State for the value
of the arms overdrawn. A draft for $205.-
--246.89 will be remitted to you by the
United States Treasurer. Please acknowl-
edge the receipt of the draft to this office.
Very respectfully, I. R. GARRISON.

"Acting Comptroller."
Thereafter on May 6. 1891. Governor

Markham received direct from the United
States Treasury Department a draft for
the said sum of $208,246.89, and the same

was deposited with the State Controller
on May T, 1891.

Thereafter on April 4, 1893, Governor
Markham received direct from the United
States Treasury Department a draft for
the sum, of $8,110.98. being the balance pre-
viously withheld, and said draft was on
April 4, 1893, deposited with the Controller.

Inasmuch as Mr. Mullan now claims the
credit and benefit of these collections un-
der the concurrent resolution of 18S3, the
appointment of Governor Perkins and the
ratification of Governor Stoneman. it be-
comes important to ascertain' whether Mr
Mullan was ever legally appointed as such
agent.

This question has been finally determin-
ed and adjudicated by the Supreme Court
of this State in a suit by the claimant
here against the State upon the same
commissions for collecting moneys due
the State on the direct war tax claims.
The case is entitled John Mullan vs, the
State of California, and is reported in
volume 114 of the California reports, on
page 578. et seq. The court there held that
the action of the Governor and of the
Legislature did not constitute the enact-
ment of a "law" within the purview of
the Constitution, and that these proceed-
ing did not form a competent basis or a
contract with the State. It was fur-
ther held that a mere resolution of the
Legislature could not supply the place of
a law within the meaning of the Consti-
tution; that the State was not bound by-
such actions on the part of the Governor
and Legislature: that there was no estop-
pel against the State, and that a person
"dealing with public officers is charged
with the knowledge of and is bound at his
peril to ascertain the extent of their pow-
ers to bind the State for which, they seem
to act, and if they exceed their authority

the State is not bound thereby to any
extent."

This decision upon the merits of Mr.
Mullan's claims adjudges that his alleged
contract to act for the State is wholly
void.

In the face, therefore, of this decision
of our highest tribunal upon the very

foundation of Mr. Mullan's claims now
presented, and further considering the
conditions expressed in the Act of Con-
gress of March 2, 1891. prohibiting the
Governor of the State from paying any

part of the money so received from the
United States to any agen* under any con-
tract made between such agent and the
representative of the State, 1 find that
mv duty compels me to manifest my dis-
approval of the bill which has received the
sanction of your honorable body.

to McDonald of Alameda and La Baree.

STANDLING COMMITTEES:
Cargill, for Public Health and Quar-

antine, reported adversely on Mc-
Keen's A. B. 30, amending the A.ct to
regulate the practice of pharmacy.

Muenter, for Labor and Capital, made
an adverse report on Conrey's A. B.

895, amending the Cede of Civil Proce-
dure, concerning mechanics' liens for
work done and materials furnishel.

Raub. for Corporations, reported
back without recommendation O'Brien's
A. B. 889, making transfer checks or
tickets issued to any possenger on a
street car transferable; Jilson's A. B.
922, requiring foreign insurance com-
panies to give security for the payment

of their policies of insurance; Burnett's

A. B. 985, to pay the expenses of the

Railroad Commissioners in conducting

certain legislation.
De Lancie. for Education, reported

favorably on Pierces A. B. 937, to
amend the Political Code relating to

the school law of California; adversely

on Hoey's A. B. 928. for the continu-
ance of the San Francisco Normal
School; and Caminetti's A. B. 753. pro-
viding fcr a Bureau of Child Study,
was amended and reported back with-
out recommendation.

Conrey, for Commissions and Public
Expenditures, reported adversely on
Raub's A. B. 468, to increase the
membership of the Auditing Board to
the Commissioner of Public Works, and
E. D. Sullivan's A. B. 548, to regulate
the practice of architecture.

Wade, for State Hospitals and Asy-
lums, reported back Raub's A. B. 508,
amending the Act establishing a State
Lunacy Commission, that it do pass as
ainc nded.

NEW AMENDMENTS.
The Committee on Free Conference

on Hoey's A. B. 300, limiting the hours
of daily service of laborers on public-

works, reported that they had agreed
upon an amendment to the title which
should make it agree with an amend-
ment to the bill which provides that
nothing in the bill shall be so construed
as to make the State or any political
subdivision thereof liable for the pen-
alties. Senators Taylor, Chapman and
Leavitt and Assemblymen Hoey and
Johnson. The amendments were
adopted, and the bill ordered to print
and final passage.

A NEW LAW.
The Governor communicated to the

Assembly his approval of Stewart's A.
B. 247, prohibiting the payment of
money by the State to counties for the
collection of taxes.

ON SPECIAL FILE.
Mead's Assembly Constitutional

Amendment 13, relative to poll tax,

was the first number on the file. Mead
explained that it provides that any
voter exercising the franchise at a gen-
eral election shall be exempt from pay-
ing poll tax for two years succeeding.
This, to a citizen who does his duty in
the matter of voting, means a perpet-
ual exemption from the poll tax which
is left operative only upon Chinamen,

unnaturalized citizens and citizens too
lazy or too negligent to exercise the
right of franchise.

The A C. A. was adopted.
SOME DEBATE.

Mead's A. C. A. 19, proposing to
amend the Constitution so as to exempt
mortgages from taxation was not
adopted without opposition. Mead ex-
plained that it was in the interest of
the borrower; that where the lender
paid a tax on the mortgage he inevit-
ably made the rate to the borrower
large enough not only to cover the tax,

but, as tax rates are variable, enough
larger' to protect himself; that when
the borrower paid his own properly tax
he then got net interest rate from the
lender and saved money.

Wade strongly opposed the amend-
ment. He said that no matter how
well theory and reasoning might sound,
the facts show that the tax on mort-
gages is in the interest of the bor-
rower, especially the farmer. It was
that clause which was mainly instru-
mental in the adoption of the new Con-
stitution, and for more than ten years
the working had been satisfactory, and
rates of interest had steadily reduced.

Dibble supported the amendment, and
was surprised to find. a man in the
State who was in favor of the law as
it stands. He said its defects were
well known and had become unbearable
to borrowers.

It required a call of the House to get
the requisite number, but the amend-
ment was finally adopted.
