The "jointed crank" is one of the new

things in bicycle parts. This is formed
by using the ordinary crank and pedal
in connection with an intermediate flt-
*ing, I*4 inches in length and weighing
Sour ounces?, which connects the crank-
end and pedal-pin, so that the pedal
swings just below its accustomed place,
after the fashion of a swinging pedal.
The result is that the rider is enabled
(to use a frame two inches lower than
usual, or a saddle adjustment lowered
to that extent, and to overcome both
dead center and chain back lash. In
addition, the leverage is so varied that
it reaches its highest power at the for-
ward thrust and Its minimum on the
up ward stroke, where little power is
needed. Among the additional advan-
tages claimed are ease in hill-climbing,
decreased vibration of the pedal, in-
creased power in back-pedaling, and
lessened chance of serious accident
should the pedal strike an obstruction.

The use of a netted mesh for dress

guards on Women's wheels has replaced
the old cord lacings in many instances,
and aluminum chain guards have de-
creased in number. There are fewer
novelties In hubs than in other year3.
A new one is constructed so that the
epokes fit directly into the hub, there
tteing no flanges on the ends. The
spikes have spherical heads on the in-
side of the hub which prevent them
from pulling out, while at the same-
time permitting of a slight lateral yield
under strain.

DIED IN ALASKA.

The Sad Fate of William Quirk of

Folsom.
William Quirk, a young man from

Fclsom, who died in Skaguay, Alaska,

was buried at his old home on Friday

last. The "Telegraph" of Saturday

contains the following notice of his
depth and also of the funeral:

"William Quirk, son of our pioneer

townsman, Thomas Quirk, and brother
of Peter Quirk, died in Skaguay, Alas-

ka, on March Ist last, after a brief ill-

ness, the cause of his demise being

pneumonia.
"Mr. Quirk sailed for Alaska on April

15th last year with J. P. Cox and

others. He entered the employment of
Mr. Cox last spring at Skaguay and as-
sisted .him in his pack train business
until he sold out last fall. Deceased
then entered* the employ of the Skaguay
Railroad Company, with which com-
pany he remained up to the time of his
death. Upon taking sick the railroad,
company sent him to a hospital and
everything possible was done for him,
but without avail.

"Up in Skaguay last year when death
was rampant with the adventurers a
number of Sacramentans banded them-
selves together and pledged each other
that in case any one of them died the
others would ship the body home, ac-
companied by one of the members.
Those entering into this noble compact
were J. P. Cox, Lon Monroe, Ed White,
Will Quirk and Henry Lynch. All were
in the northland except Mr. Cox, who
returned to Folsom last fall, when Mr.
Quirk succumbed to the ravages of
dfapaaa. The sacred pledge was not
forgotten by his comrades, and they
tenderly prepared the remains for ship-
ment home and elected Henry Lynch
to accompany them.

"The body arrived in Folsom yester-
day morning in charge of Mr. Cox, he
having gone to Sacramento Thursday
afternoon for that purpose. The re-
mains were immediately conveyed to
Miller's undertaking parlors, from
which place the funeral was held at 2
o'clock yesterday afternoon.

"The funeral was largely attended
considering the short notice of his death
given. The interment was in St. John's
Cemetery, and J. P. Cox, J. H. Don-
nelly, F. T. Taylor, Henry Lynch, J. F.
Burke and Henry Baltic acted as pall-
bearers.

"William Quirk was born and reared
In Folsom and was at the time of his
death 30 years and 10 months of age.
He was a young man universally liked.
He was of good habits and was honest
and industrious, and his sterling worth
was appreciated by all who knew him.

"He leaves a father. Thomas Quirk,
and brother, Peter Quirk, besides a
large ctre!e< of friends, to mourn his un-
timely death."

PITCHER KNELL PROVED A

PUZZLER.

The Athletics Win a First-Class

Game by a Score of

Three to Two.

Good baseball and plenty of it was
dished out to the admirers of the na-
tional pastime yesterday at Oak Park.
The game throughout was very close
and exciting, and not until the. very last
man was out was the result a certainty.
There were long hits in plenty, double
plays, grand-stand plays and just
enough errors to make the cranks feel
good. It was an ideal game throughout,
and if the general opinion of the spec-
tators is considered, it was the best
same of ball seen in this city for many

a long day.
The Athletics, under the direction of

"Captain Jack" McCarthy, lined up
very strong, and it did not take the peo-
ple long to find out that they were up
here to give a good account of them-
selves. The redoubtable Phil Knell,
hero, of many a hard-fought battle, ap-

peared in the box for the visitors, and
while double the hits were made off
his delfvery than were made off Doyle's,
his popular opponent, he kept them so
well scattered that little damage re-

sulted. "Hen" Stulz and "Josh 1"' Reilly

traded places, the latter playing the
lefthand corner, and the change makes
a vast improvement in the team.
Reilly's work on third was nothing

more nor less than wonderful, and some
of his stopsj and throws bordered on the
phenomenal. He also gave a good ac-
count of himself at the bat, and it was
his three-cushion shot that scored Mc-
Laughlin, thusl giving the athletes their
lead. Sullivan. McCarthy and Pat Me-
aney also gave a very good account of
themselves. Billings, at short, was as
full of holes as were the Spanish war-
ships after Dewey finished' with them.

The Gilts put up a great game, but
could not connect with Knell's puzzles
at the proper times, and it was that and
that alone that lost them the game.
Doyle pitched a very steady game, and
though some heavy swats were made
off him he pulled himself out of many a
tight hole by his steady work. Stanley,

at the receiving end, gave him his usual
good support.

Shanahan at first played a great
game, both at the bat and in the field.
Lochhead, while he "slipped up" on a
couple of easy ones, easily atoned for
his errors by making some' wonderfully
difficultplays. Following is an account
of the game in detail:

McHale came up, but before he could
get a chance to hit the bail Knell
caught Sheehan napping at second and
promptly sent him to the bench, leav-
ing Bob at the plate.

Reilly hit a line shot to Sheehan, who
seemed unprepared for1 it, and Josh was
safe. Billings hit to Reitz, who threw
to Lochhead, but the latter failed to
touch the bag, thereby spoiling a fast
double. Billings was out at. first, how-
ever, Reilly went to third on a passed
ball, and came home on Lochhead's
miscue. Stulz flew to Doyle, and John-
ston went out at first by the aid of the
pitcher. ;

Doyle developed a streak of charity
and presented McLaughlin with free
transportation to first. Then Reilly,
one of the most timely hitters in the
league, smote one of "Chesterfield's"
twisters between the eyes for just three
bases, scoring McLaughlin. Josh died
on third, however, as the next three
men went out in regular order. In
