BILLS THAT WERE PASSED AND
APPROVED.

% ?‘l‘ﬂal List of the Measures En-
acted at the Session That
Ended on Sw=unday.

Many of the laws passed by the Leg-
istature and approved by the Governor
are of considerable length, and are £0
filled with legal verbiage as to be un-
interesting to the general reader. Oth-
€rs are amendments to existing laws,
and such recite the entire section or
sections to be amended, while the
amendment is frequently only the in-
sertion or striking out of a word or
clause.

In order that a clear, comcise knowl-
edge of the chapters of laws passed
may be readily understood, the “‘Rec-
ord-Union” will from day to day epi-
tomize new chapters and segregate the
amendments to existing laws.

(In all cases the date at the head of
the paragraph refers to the date of ap-
proval and the figures at the end of the

paragnaph refer to the days after when

the act goes into effect. If there is no
such reference, the Act went into ef-
fect immediately.)

Chapter 1, Jamuary 10th; appropri-
ates $50,000 for State Printing Office.

Chapter 2, January 30Uth; amends
Section 245 Political Code stating what
shall be the number and character® of
officers and employes of the Legisla-
ture.

Chapter 3, February 10th; amends
Section 1,755 of Code of Civil Proced-
ure. Requiring guardians of minors,
in appointment,, to care for the custody
of the property’of the minor—60 days.

Chapter 4, February 10th; amends
by adding a new section to Penal Code

" to be known as Sectiocn 180. Forbids
bringing narcotics, arms or any intox-
icating liquors into any prison or re-
formatory and makes the same a
felony.

Chapter 5, February 10th; gives $500
for a portrait of Governor Budd.

Chapter 6, February 15th; amends
Section 594, Code of Civil Procedure—
In bringing an issue to trial, if it is to
be tried as fact, proof must first be
made that five days’' notice has heen
given to adverse party.

This inures to benefit of mater-
ial men and workers on.such improve-
ment or construction. It shall provide
that if the contractor shall not pay
them, then the sureties will, to the ex-
tent of the sum provided in the bond.
Provides for filing liens on such work
by the material men and laborers. Ac-
ticns may be brought therefore én the
bond and for recovery of reasonable
attorney fees.

Chapter 23, February 23d; amends
Section 1,185 Code of Civil Procedure,
relative to mechanies’ and other liens
on real property. Puts wells into the
category of property on which liens
may be filed. ;

Chapter 25, February 234d; repeals the
law of 1883, providing for publication
of proposed Constitutional amendments
in newspapers. The chapter contains
a section to which no reference is muade
in the title, and which evidently does
not belong there, with reference to the
new method of publication of amend-
ments. ;

Chapter 25, February 23d; under pro-
vision without the, Governor’s signa-
ture, provides that no person, firm cr
corporation shall have, for sale, but-
ter manufactured by boiling, melting,
deodorizing or renovating, stale, rancid
or decomposed butter, unless it is so
marked on the package or firkin. The
violation of the Act is made a misde-
meanor, and the State Dairy Bureau is
directed to enforce its provisions.

Chapter 26, February 23d; appro-
priates $25,600 for constructing a free
wagon read from the Mono Lake Basin
to connect with the rocad at Tioga
Mine. .

Chapter 27, February 23d; appropri-
ates $7,500 to send expert to New Zea-
land, Australia or other countries, to
collect and import for general distribu-
tion parasitic and pedaceous insects
wthich prey upon fruit and tree pests.

‘'WEATHER BUREAU’S WEEKLY :

CROP REPORTS.

A Little Damage by Frost, but On
the Whole the Outlook
"is Excellent.

This week’s Weather Bureau climate
and crop report differs from those of
several weeks past, in that it is not
made up of the growls and pessimistic
forecasts of the farmers and others.
The mean temperature was slightly
below- the weekly normal. Severe frosts
caused considerable damage to decidu-
ous fruite in some sections, but it is
expected a fair crop will be gathered if
later conditions are favorable.

The precipitation was greatly in ex-
cess of the normal in nearly every por-
tion of the State, and has materially
improved the condition of all crops and
pasturage.

The heaviest rainfall was in San Luis
Obispo County, where it amounted to
4.20 inches during the week.

Some sections now expect unusually
large crops of grain, and in the section
where the drought was most severe
farmers now anticipate three-fourths of
the average yield will be harvested.

Shasta County—Over two inches of
rain fell during the week. Crop pros-
vects good; pasturage improving. It is
reported - that almonds and apricots
were Killed, and peaches considerably
damaged by recent frosts.

Tehama County — Rainfall for the
week, 2.14 inches. All grain looking
well, and pasturage improving.

Butte County—Rainfall for week over
2 inches. Grain and pasturage greatly
benefited. Orange trees looking well.

* Yuba County—The rainfall of about
2 inches has been of immense benefit
to all crops. Fruit orchards in some
sections have suffered from frost, but
in other sections no damage was done.

Colusa County — Rainfall at Grand
Island, 14th and 15th, .92 of an inch.

Yolo County — The ground is well
soaked by recent rains. Almonds, ap-
ricots ‘and peaches on low lands dam-
aged by frost on the 13th.

Sacramento County—Rainfall for the
week, 3.66 inches. Temperature below
the normal. Good crops of hay and
grain assured. Pasturage improving.
Apple trees are in bloom.

Solano County—Three inches of rain
during week. Grain and fruits in fine
condition; large crop expected. Large
crop of sugar beets being planted.

Placer County—Rains of past week
beneficial to trees and vines. Fruit
buds held back by cold. «Frosts not so
disastrous as previously reported.

El Dorado County — The late frost
damaged fruit, but a fair crop is still
expected.

San Joaquin County—Rain fell every’
day except Saturday; total for week,
2.02 inches. Grain and fruit in fine
condition; large crops expected.

Stanislaus County—Rainfall for week,
2.30 inches. Grain well advanced; ap-
pearance above average; acreage, prob-
ably 10 per cent above average.

Merced County—Grain and feed great-
ly benefited by rain; precipitation for
week, 1.40 imches.
cots said to be seriously injured by
frost.

Madera County—The rainfaill for the
week was 1.90 inches. Farmers now
expect to raise at least 70 per cent of
crop of early grain.

Fresno County—Frost on 10th seri-
ovusly damaged apricots and peaches in
some places. Rainfall for week, 1.42
inches, wholly changing wheat pros-
pects, and a good crop is expected. Pas-
turage improving.

Tulare County—Over 1 inch of rain
has fallen during the week. It is prob-
able that a fair crop of grain will
be raised. Fruit prospects good.

Kings County—At Hanford apricots
Rain-
fall for week, 1.30 inches. Crop in good
condition. Feed becoming plentiful.

Kern County—About .50 of an inch of
rain has fallen during the week. Grain
and feed benefited.

Inyo County — Temperature
rormal. Light rainfall.

Lake County—For week ending the
15th the rainfall was 1.15 inches; grain
and pasturage greatly benefited. Fruit
was not seriously damaged by frost on
the 10th.

Sonoma County—The frost of Friday
morning injured fruit, but to what ex-
tent is not yet known. Rainfall, 2.48
inches.

Napa County — Fruit not seriously
damaged by recent frosts. Wheat, bar-
ley and oats benefited by rain. Total
rainfall for week ending 17th, 1.50
inches.

Contra Costa County — No damage
from recent frost. Heavy rains very
beneficial. |

Alameda County—Heavy rains have
materially improved the condition of
grain and pasturage, and it is expected
large crops will be raised. Fruit slightly
injured- by frost.

San Mateo County—Rain beneficial to
craps .and pasturage. Prospects good
for hay crop.

Santa Clara County—But little dam-
age was done to fruit by recent frosts.
Rainfall for week - ending 1Sth, 2.50
inches.

" Santa Cruz County—Rainfall for week
3.39 inches. Crops and orchards greatly
benefited.

San Benito County—Rainfall up to
1Sth, 1.50 inches in the valley, and
about 3 inches in the foothills. Damage
from drought will be slight. Fruit pros-
pects good.

Monterey County—Rainfall for week
ending 18th, 1.36 inches. Crops greatly
benefited. Farmers preparing to plant
beets.

San Luis Obispo County—Rainfall for
week, 4.20 inches. Crops -are
thought to be safe. Grain and pastur-
age growing rapidly. Light frost Sat-
urday.

Santa Barbara County — Nearly. 2
inches of rain had fallen up to the 18th;
all crops greatly improved.

Ventura County—At Saticoy the rain-
fall up to the 19th was 1.37 inches.
Prospects good for large crops of hay,
barley and beans. -

Los Angeles County—Rainfall for the
week, 1.78 inches. This will carry all
crops safely for thirty days. Prospect
good for large crop of deciduous fruits.

San Bernardino County—Good raim on
the 17th; grain condition much im-
proved.

Orange County—Up to the 17th the
rainfall at Orange was .56 of an inch;
hay greatly benefited.

Riverside County—Over 1 inch of rain
had fallen during the week ending the
17th at Winchester.

San Diego County—Rainfall at San
Diego for week, .64 of an inch; at
Cuyamaca, 3.36 inches; rain general
throughout the county.

Eureka summary—In some localities
trees are beginning to bloom. Barly
sown grain is up and growing finely.

He Signs a Few and Holds Many
Under Advisement. .

Governor Gage has not yet finished
his examination of the file of bills that
reached him after the adjournment of
the Legislature, neither has he con-
sented to be interviewed concerning
theirstatus. He went to nfs office at 7:30
o’clock yesterday morning and worked
until a late hour last night, but he
says he will not finish the work of ex-
amining the bills for several days.

The Governor yesterday transmitted
the following bills to the Secretary of
State, all bearing his signature:

S. B. 654—‘Au.thorizing the payment

1of $150 to Downy Champion.

S. B. 584—Allowing the San Fran-
cisco “‘Chronicle” $3,450 for printing
constitutional amendments.

S. B. 530—Adding Section 258 to the
Penal Code, making new provisions re-
garding libel.

S. B. 9—Amending the Act of 1872,
relating to foreign corporations.

A. B. 1,015—Amending Section 3713
of the Political Code, relative to levying
taxes.

The Governor has also signed the
bill introduced by Senator Morehouse
which requires the writers of certain
classes of newspaper articles to sign
their names thereto.
