
THE BALLOT BILL.

The alleged Democratic exponent La
journalism In San Francisco and the

Mayor of the meitropolis are very much
put out that the reform election bill

should have passed, and express the
hope that it will not become law. It

is a case of spilled milk with them. If

they knew of so many reasons against
the parallel column ballot, why did they

not make them loudly known while the

bill was before the houses? It is worthy

of note that all the objections- raised
by the San Francisco Mayor and the

"Examiner" are threshed over straw.

The old system of preparing the ballot
originated in California. It was purely

theoretical.
No man in the State knows more

about that than the editor of the "Ar-
gonaut," who was the inventor of the

perforated line and identification num-
ber on the ballot. Very early in the

history of the reform ballot law he and
James G. Maguire were foremost In
pushing the reform. Both were and
are Democrats. We do not know how
they stand upon the question now re-

garding the ballot form. But they will
agree that the present form was ex-
perimental, theoretical and widely dif-

ferent from the Australian system. The

new bill is the result of years of ex-
perience. Early in the debate of the

subfject, and before we had adopted

the present system, this journal favored
the parallel column form of ballot.

Later other journals took up the mat-

ter, and for twelve years the question

has been one of frequent controversy.

It cannot be claimed, therefore, that
any one suffers now by surprise. Indi- .
ana, lowa and New York have tried
the parallel column system, and so far

as that form is concerned it is a suc-
cess, and does not open the door to any

of the ills of which Mr. Phelan fears.

The chief objection, however, raised
to the parallel column form is that it

does not enforce upon the voter inde-
pendent voting, or, rather, it is not so
conducive of independent voting. But
we cannot grasp the meaning of that

argument, since to us it seems just as
easy to select names from parallel col- ,
umns upon a single ballot sheet as to

select candidates from one long row
of names. There is no quicker presen-

tation to the eye of the names of
Brown (Rep.),. Jones (Dem.),

' Smith (Pop.),
Thompson (Ind.),

When printed in that order, than if
presented upon a common horizontal
line thus:_ Rvp-_J Dem. |_ Pop. | Ind.

Brown. | Jones. '| Smith. '{Thompson.
But the average, man with intelli-

gence enough to vote, willnot be both-
ered in stamping his will opposite any

name of his choice in either case. It

is, however, objected, especially by

Mayor Phelan in an open letter to the

Governor, that the present law is un-
derstood by the people, and that

changes will tend to confuse them.
This is scarcely worthy of discussion,

since the changes do not affect the sys-

tem to such a degree as to confuse a
child. The principles of secret voting,

of stamping an "X" opposite the name,

and of folding the ballot sheet so as to
expose the identification number re-
main.

It is, however, urged that old polit-

ical parties are given an advantage by

the column system, while other candi-
dates, "indorsed nominees," are
grouped in a column for that purpose;
that careless and indifferent voters as
a rule follow the line of least resist-

ance, and wiil stamp down a column

rather than skip about and pick out

names here and there. But that where
all nominees for an office are grouped

by name under the office title, there is

perfect equality, and the voter may well
be inclined to read the list and pick his
r»en. But that argument cuts both
ways. Under the present system the

names are arranged alphabetically, and
if the careless voter takes the line of
least resistance, then he will more often

vote for the name which first greets his
?y« than to follow down the list and

"pick his men." Under the new sys-
tem, if it becomes law, the voter will
find the names arranged according to
political faith, and hence in picking
will not be moved to take the first that

comes. He knows when he goes into
the booth if the man of his choice is

Republican, Democrat, or an independ-
ent nominee, and he will look for his

name under such classification. More-

over, the laws are not made for the

ease and comfort of the careless and
indifferent, but for all the people, their
convenience and the free exercise of
their rights and privileges.

The final objection is that the new
system is of doubtful constitutionality,

because it discriminates against polit-
ical parties which have made nomina-
tions, and which are not credited with
them on the official ballot. But exam-
ination of the decisions of the courts
upon that point do not bear out the

objection, and it may be dismissed as
trivial.

The new bill ought to become law,

because It is all around a distinct im-

provement upon the present law. It is

the result of experience, and there is

no better teacher known among men.
It simplifies the voting process, and
thus runs counter to the schemes of

bosses and political twisters, vote buy-

ers and vote sellers. It places the

name of every nominee in the classi-
fication where it belongs, and indicates
whether the candidate is the regular

nominee of an organiaztion or is in-

dependent in his aspirations, and thus

places the facts clearly before the voter
of which he should be advised.

Under the present system the names
are grouped as such, and the political

designations are indicated by rows of

initials and abbreviations, which do not

disclose the facts necessary for
voter to know. The fact that some
names by reason of certain candidates
being indorsed or nominated by more

than one party organization will be re-

peated upon the ballot willoccasion no

confusion, but rather place the status

of the candidate more plainly before

the elector. One ballot can give one

candidate no more than one vote, even

if some stupid voters should place the
voting stamp opposite the name wher-

ever it appears. The objections to the
bill are thus covered. We find not one

of them worthy of such consideration
as to justify a veto of the bill.

matter, namely, all human and animal
waste, all filth from cesspools and water
closets, the wasite of the undertaking
rooms, etc. ?the subject is nauseating.

? too much so to be further pursued

in detail. But here is fact enough to

demand instant attention and instant

application of a remedy. That remedy

is cremation of all this waste.

A city of this size and importance

cannot afford to longer follow the

beaten path of filth and indecency. A

crematory for the incineration of this
waste is an absolute necessity, one far

more pressing than the erection of a
new High School, or a City Hall, or
the construction of any other public
work, save only the introduction of an
improved water system. Let a crema-
te ry be ordered, and if financial condi-
tions will not warrant the expense of

maintenance at general cost, then let

there be laid on a fee for disposing of
waste brought to it, and repeal of the

law permitting the dumping of filth,

which, by the way, is in direct viola-
tion of a State law.

That there was truth in Solomon's

UNIFORMITY CRAZE OF THE SAND

To distribute uniformly was the in-
suring fad of the convention that draft-
ed the present Constitution. Indiscrim-
inate uniformity of county governments
was the impossible and undesirable
remedy for local self government, which
was stigmatized by every fool in the
State as special legislation. Thus popu-
larized the senseless craze was embod-
ied in the organic law of a State that
had and has, more varied resources and
diversified conditions than any State
on the continent; It was adopted
against the vote and protest of El Do-
rado, which has nevertheless suffered
its full share of the damaging stupidity,
against which it cast a level-headed
majority of a full vote.

By classification and other methods of
evasion Legislatures and courts have
made necessity the mother of inven-
tion. But the mischief done by a
howling rabble of reformers, lives after
them. Like the poisoned shirt of Nes-
sus, it clings to every county and mu-
nicipality in the State. Ragged, patch-
ed and nasty as it is, any old thing
having in it a bit of common sense were
better for all concerned. But mud-
dling over statutory remedies for con-
genital idiocy will never effect a cure.
Nothing but special legislation, sanc-
tioned by Constitutional amendment,
will meet the local requirements and
emergencies of fifty-seven counties,
each subject to conditions peculiar to
itself and all its own. The experience
of all has been dear at any price?too
costly for repetition.

A GOOD SHOWING.
Red Bluff News: The ninth annual

report of General Chipman to the State
Board of Trade showed a good state
of export trade. The year 1898 was a
season of drought in portions of the
State and of much injury from frost.
It has been.generally supposed that the
fruit industry, as well as the cereals,

suffered severely and that there would
be a large falling off in shipmens. In
1897 California sent away of fruits,

wine, brandy and vegetables by rail
and by sea 48,072 carloads of ten tons
each: in 1898, 55,721 carloads. The best
previous year for citrus fruit was 1895.
when 11,582 carloads were sent away,
589 carloads of which went from North-
ern California. Citrus fruits shipments
from this State began with four car-
loads in 189ii.

A GROWING TRADE.
Vacaville Reporter: The theoretical

value of the Philippine trade is recog-

nized generally by>Californians. There
are very few indeed who do not look
forward to material growth of Pacific
Coast interests through this instrumen-
tality. We hardly think its present
value has begun to be recognized,
scarcely begun, and certainly limited in

its nature. Yet from time to time we
have the matter presented In a concrete

form and it encourages us as to the de-
velopment which is' bound to come in
the future. In a general conversation
occurring on the train the other day, in
which the question of expansion was to
the fore, representatives of two well

known coast houses gave their expe-

riences. One had had satisfactory trade
relations with the Philippines to the

amount of $4,000. Another said he had

sold goods to be shipped to Manila to
the amount of $8,000. This gentleman
declared that he had further shipments
to make and had been able to contract

for space for only two tons in the next
steamer sailing to Manila. He declared
that the space could be sold at a sub-
stantial advance on the contract price.
Neither had ever had a dollar's worth
of trade, of course, with the Philippines
before its occupation by the Americans
The aggregate was not large, only $10,-
--000, but it is a beginning and a precur-
sor to a more extended trade relation
with the ancient city of the Orient.
But the same condition;; are more gen-

erally understood. We have no par-

ticularly valuable source of information
on the subject, but we do not doubt
that accurately gathered statistics
would show that a great deal of mer-
chandise had been shipped to Manila.

SUPREME COURT DECISIONS.
(S. F No. 1483?Department One-Filed

March 18, 1899.)

Estate of Joseph Ringot, deceased; E.
D. Sawyer, appellant. Order granting
letters testamentary. Affirmed.

The testator in his willsaid: 'I de-

sire that A shall settle my estate." In

a codicil of later date he said: "Iwant

B to have full charge of my estate,"
etc. Held, that if either instrument
had been presented for probate with-
out the other, the Court would have

been authorized under the provisions of

Sec. 1371, C. C, to grant letters testa-
mentary to the person therein named;

and, as each must be construed as of

equal import in determining the inten-

tion of the testator, the direction in the
codicil must be held to supersede that
in the original will.

Supreme Council American Legion of

Honor, plaintiff; Albrecht Gehrenbeck
et al., respondents; Jacob Kornahrens,
administrator, appellant. Contest over
policy between defendants interplead-
ing. Affirmed.

The beneficiary named in the certifi-
cate died before the holder, who named
no other beneficiary before he died.
Held, however, that the interest of the

beneficiary was a mere expectancy of
an incompleted gift, revocable at the

will of the insured and could not ripen
into a right until his death. The bene-
ficiary, therefore, had no interest of
property in the certificate that! her heirs
could succeed to.

Hans G. Kuhl, respondent; Helen
Kuhl, appellant. Divorce. Order grant-

ing a new trial reversed.
No divorce can be granted upon the

default of the defendant, or upon the
uncorroborated statement, admission or
testimony of the parties. C. C, Section
130.

The rule determining what conduct
constitutes extreme cruelty as a cause
of divorce is matter of law; but
whether the evidence shows such con-
duct is a question of fact to be decided
upon the trial.

S. M. Buck, respondent; City of

Eureka, appellant. Action upon implied
contract for value of services as attor-
ney-at-law, Reversed. Held, that the
term "liability"used in Sec. 18, Art. XI,
of the Constitution refers to an implied
Liability, such as that for services per-

formed by a City Attorney in a suit
begun pending his administration and
concluded after the expiration of his
term of office. Therefore, the liability

being incurred when the services were
fully rendered, "and the city with knowl-
edge accepting the benefit of them, it Is
competent to put in evidence as to the
condition of the revenues at that time,
in reply to a defense setting up the de-
pleted condition of the treasury.

G. K. Bayley, respondent; Employers'
Liability Assurance Co., appellant. Ac-
tion upon poiicy of accident insurance.
Reversed.

Held, that there is no principle upon
which it can be held that a waiver of

compensation for one particular acci-
dent of which the insurer has knowl-
edge is also* a waiver of the fact of prior
compensations for accidents of which
the insurer has no knowledge.

A statement by the insured in an ap-
plication for a policy of insurance is a
warranty, and the objection of imma-
teriality cannot be urged against it

unless in very exceptional instances.

Alice L. Knarston, appellant; Man-
hattan Life Insurance Co., respondent.

Action upon policy of ltfe insurance.
Reversed.

A general agent of an. insurance com-
pany has power, unless specially re-
stricted by limitations and instructions
communicated to parties dealing with
him, to waive or dispense with any of
the conditions of the policy. And the
company is liable for all acts done by
him in the course of his employment.
He may waive conditions either in
writing or verbally.

If the company has treated the policy
as valid and has sought to enforce pay-
ment of the premiums or has otherwise
with knowledge recognized, by its own
acts or declarations or those of its
agent, the policy as still subsisting, it
waives thereby prior forfeitures. Trie
law looks not kindly upon forfeitures.

Serving of notice is merely a condi-
tion precedent to forfeiture; it in no

;wise bars the company from afterward
waiving the forfeiture.

William Broderick respondent. In-
junction. Affirmed.

The necessity for a statement of the
facts essential to a right claimed is not
obviated by averments of legal conclu-
sions.

Allegations of conclusions of law will
be disregarded in considering objections
raised by demurrer.

A conclusion of law tenders no issue
and a complaint which depends upon
such allegations is insufficient and de-
murrable. See C. C. P., section 426.

The objection of uncertainty goes
rather to the doubt as to what the
pleader means by the facts alleged, not
to the failure to allege sufficient facts.

John W. Butler, respondent; A. E.
Soule et al., appellants; Thomas Fan-
ning et al., respondents. Foreclosure.
Affirmed.

The judgment of a court of general
jurisdiction imports absolute verity, and
its truth cannot be questioned either by
showing otherwise than by the record
itself that the court had no jurisdic-
tion, or that the jurisdiction was frau-
dulently procured. Both upon the mer-
its of the cause of action, and upon all
jurisdictional facts the record imports
absolute verity in law and is to be tried
by the court on inspection of the rec-
ord only.

The mere absence from the roll of a
paper, for example, the returns of the
officer, showing a service of the sum-
mons, cannot invalidate the judgment
when the judgment itself recites the
fact that the defendant was duly served
with- process.

It is within the jurisdiction of the
Superior Court to vacate a judgment
entered by it by other proceedings than
a motion for a new trial. If it has
committed error in thus vacating the
judgment, it can be corrected oh a di-
rect appeal; but on a collateral attack
the order will be deemed to have been
properly made.

Notice of motion to vacate a judg-
ment must be served within a reason-
able time after the entry of the de-
cree, in no case exceeding six months.

Henry Walters et al., appellants;
Lena Rossi, C. Rossi and the Farmeis'
Bank of Fresno, respondents. Action to
avoid gifts of moneys in fraud of the
rights of judgment creditors. Affirmed.

As to the law of the case as it now

stands, see Section 3442, C. C, as
amended in 1895. At the time of the
commencement of this action, however,
such a transfer by an insolvent debtor
as is referred to in the section named
was not deemed conclusively fraudu-
lent, and whether or not it was made
with fraudulent intent was a questi, n
of fact for the Judge or jury.
