CHAPTER 251.

Chapter 251 adds a new section to
the Political Code, numbsered 2 921. This
Act authorizes the granting by Boards
of Supervisors and municipal author-
itieg of cities and towns, franchises for
the construction of piers and wharves
for terminal purposes, The section is
as follows:

Section 2921. Boards of Supervisors
of counties in this State may grant to
any railroad corporation authority to
construct a wharf or pier on or in front
of any lands owned by it bordering on
any navigable bdy, inlet, lake, creek,
silcugh or arm of the sea situate in or
bounding their counties, respectively,
with a license to take tolls for the use
of the same for the term of the corpor-
ate existence of the said railroad cor-
porations, not exceeding fifty years
such board finds the use of
said wharf or pier necessary to the ex-

i

ercise of the franchise of such railroad
corporation for terminal purposes, and
the same may be granted without offer-
ing the same for sale. Nothing con-
tained in this chapter shall be construed
to limit the powers of such boards to
grant the right to such railroad cor-
porations to build and construct for ter-
minal purposes on and in front of any
lands owned by it any wharf or pier
of the width necessary for the carry-
ing on of the business of such railroad
at such terminal, not to exceed one
thousand (1,000) feet, and to the length
that it may be desirable to construct
the same, so that it may not prevent
the navigation by boats and vessels of
such navigable bay, inlet, lake, creek,
slough or arm of the sea; provided, that
there shall be excluded from the op-
eration of this section any and all ter-
ritory and property under the jurisdic-
tion or control of any incorporated city
or town or any board of State Harbor
Commissioners. All of the provisions
of this chapter not in conflict with any-
thing in this section! contained are here-
by made applicable to all proceedings
had under. this section.”
CHAPTER 252,

Chapter 252 amends Section 1772 of
the Civil Code, relating to the powers of
guardians in partition. The original

i section (1772) simply permitted guard-

ians to join in and assent to a partition
of the real estate of the ward, ‘“when-
ever such assent may be given by any
person.” The section now has the fol-
lowing important addition: “Provided,
that such assent can only be given after
the court having jurisdiction over said
estate shall grant an order conferring

such authority, which order shall only
be made after a hearing in open court
upon the petition of the guardian after
notice of at least ten days, mailed by
the clerk of the court to all the known
relatives of the ward residing in the
county where the proceedings aré pend-
ing. The guardian may also consent to
a partition of the real or personal estate
of his ward without action, and agree
upon the share to be set off to such
ward, and may execute a release in be-
haif of his ward to the owners of the
shares, of the parts to which they may
be respectively entitled, upon obtaining
from said court having jurisdiction over
said estate, authority to so consent af-

| ter a hearing in open court upon the

petition of the guardian after notice of
at least ten days, mailed by the clerk
of the court to all the known relatives
of the ward residing in the county
where the proceedings are pending.”
CHAPTER 253.

Chapter 253, which is the last of the
laws of 1899, amends Section 4 of the
Lake Tahoe Road Act of April 1, 1897,
and esppropriates $25,000 to carry out,
improvements designated. The Act pro-
vides, however, that before any of the
money is expended the ILake
Wagon Road Commissioner shall make
fuil plans and surveys and advertise
for bids. All payments for such work

Tahoe -

must be audited and approved by the
Board of Examiners, after the work is
inspected by the Highway Commis-
sioner of the Department of Highways.
The money is for the care, control,
management and repair of the Lake
Tahoe Wwagon road, in El! Dorado
County. ‘
