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BRITISH BEATEN ON
THEIR OWN GROUND

The Fact That Americans Have Se-

cured Contracts Abroad

Causing Great Concern and Heartburning in

Engineering Circles.

Attempt to Explain America's Suc-

cess by Glut of Work in Great

Britain Not in Harmony With

Complaints From English Firms

That Have Not Received Orders

Which Have Been Sent to the

United States.

LONDON, April 8.?America's suc-
cessful competition in the industrial
market, where she is beating the Brit-
ishers on their own market, is undoubt-
edly causing great concern and heart-
burning in British engineering circles.
The acrimonious protests of British
firms respecting the awarding of the
Atbara bridge contract to a Philadel-
phia firm brought out this feeling
dearly, and the attempts to explain
America's success by glut of woik here
does not harmonize with the complaints
from English firms who have not re-
ceived orders which have been sent to
America. As the "St. James Gazette"
puts it: "Ifthe British manufacturers
have so much work that they cannot
accept contracts they are to be con-
gratulated. But, in that case, it is dif-
ficult to see why they are complaining."

The fact is that industrial circles here
recognize that these contracts im an
more than mere evanescent competi-
tion, as in the case of the American en-
gines the railroad authorities there have
conceived the very highest opinion of
American work. This is borne out by
the statement of Manager Snell of th 2
locomotive department of the Great
Northern Railway, which recently or-
dered engines from America. He said
to a representative of the Associated
Press:

"Apart from the fact that American
builders are able to make more speedy
delivery than the English, there is no
doubt whatever that American engines
are of the highest excellence, and that
their present features and improve-
ments are of such utility as to attract
the custom of English companies."

The "Daily Mail." taking up the ques-
tion, urges a system of profit sharing,
«Hh the introduction of the newest and
best machinery, as the method "where-
by America can be fought and worsted, '
though the paper adds: "We must own
that the nation is in some degree suf-
fering from lack of strenuousness, both
in employers and employed."

The Secretary of the Engineers' Soci-
ety said to the Associated Press: "We
certainly regret the transference of
work essentially belonging to our mar-
ket, and it would be affectation to deny
that there is indignation and much com-
ment on the state of affairs. We hope
it will prove only a temporary transfer-
ence, but you know the danger."

Inquiries made by a representative of
the Associated Press! regarding the Bel-
gian syndicate which is about to send a
party of engineers to study the con-
struction of a railroad between Manila
and Batangas, south of the Bay of Ma-
nila, show that the district has already
been surveyed five times. The woik
was considered impracticable under tha i
Spanish regime.

The Spanish Government made offers
to the Manila Railroad Company for
the construction of the line, but there j
was no response from any quarter, a.*I
the petty exactions and interference of!
the Spanish authorities rendered the en-
terprise most difficult. The prospects
for the road naturally have changed
under the American regime, and the
Manila Railroad Company has been
partly promised that the United States
authorities would take over the exist-
ing railroads and exploit them on the
German State system. In any case, the j
railroad company expects to- be fully;
indemnified for its losses in consequence |
Of the war, since an enormous leap in
business is inevitable as soon as tran-
quility is restored.

BAY CITY RAILWAY STRIKE.

Indications That the Fight Will
Last to a Finish.

BAY CITY (Mich.), April B.?The
street railway company began running
cars to-day on the Center Avenue and

Sussexville and South Bay City lines.
A car was run between Bay City and
West Bay City labeled "U. S. Mail,"
but no mail was carried. The motor-
men and conductors are new men. Few
passengers are carried on the cars, but
the strikers' busses are doing a fair
business. There has been no special
disorder, beyond hooting the new em-
ployes and passengers on the cars, but
the company and employes are farther
apart to-day.

The Consolidated Company is willing
to take back all Its old employes ex-
cepting eleven. The strikers insist that
all the old men be reinstated. Thirteen
street car men, said to be from Spring-
field, 111., arrived this morning. They
were gieeted with cries of "scab." The
company has demanded protection from
the Mayor and Sheriff. Indications
now are that the fight will last to a fin-
ish.

Wire Tappers Under Arrest.
CLEVELAND, April S.?Harry Shut-

leff. alias James Cooley, and Austin
Wilson, electricians, are under arrest
at the Central Station upon the charge
of attempting to tap Western Union
telegraph wires running along the
Nickel Plate road. The men were
caught in the act of attempting to tap
wirea, it is alleged, under the Wilson
avenue bridge. In a vacant house, a
short distance away, the police found
a complete outfit for a telegraph of-
fice. It is said that the men were en-
deavoring to cut in on wires on which
sporting news is transmitted in order
to beat the poolrooms.

Grosvenor Not a Candidate.
NEW PHILADELPHIA (O.). April S.

?John S. Graham has received a letter
from Congressman C. H. Giosvenor, at
Washington, in which he intimates that
he will not be a candidate for Governor
of Ohio. Says the Congressman: "The
time has come in the State of Ohio
when the Republican party by and
through its candidates and elective of-
ficers must ignore personal and fac-
tional divisions and put forward the
sole and simple test of approval of
sound Republicanism and known in-
tegrity of the applicant for office."

THE SAMOAN CONTROVERSY.

G. N. O. ELIOT SELECTED AS

BRITISH COMMISSIONER.

Report That Embassador White
Made Charges Against Great

Britain Denied.

WASHINGTON, April B.?The British
Government has selected G. N. O. Eiiot,
C. 8., as the British member of the
Joint High Commission for the settle-
ment of the Samoan question. The
British Embassador, Sir Julian Paunce-
fote, called at the State Department to-
day and advised Secretary Hay of Mr.
Eliot's selection. Mr. Eliot is a member
of the Embassy staff, and during his
brief service here has made many
friends.

Mr. Eliot has the reputation of being
one of the brightest lights among that
school of young Englishmen who have
attached themselves to British foreign
service during the last decade. He is
an Orientalist of high repute, and has
in a brief space of time acquired an ex-
perience in dealing with the half civil-
ized races that will without doubt make
his services of value to the Samoan
commission.
WHITE NEVER ALLUDED TO

GREAT BRITAIN.
BERLIN, April B.?The United States

Embassy authoritatively denies that
Embassador White used any such ex-
pressions regarding the influence of the
British on the American press as stated
by the "Municipal Allgemeine Zeitung"
as alleged in an interview with Mr.
White. The story that the Embassador
made such charges against Great Brit-
ain or even alluded to Great Britain is
pure invention.

The recent audience of the United
States Embassador, Andrew D. White,
with Emperor William lasted nineteen
minutes. They discussed Samoa and
the peace conference, and his majesty
asked the Embassador to convey his
thanks to President McKinley for his
willingness to consider the proposal for
a joint commission and the conciliatory
assurances received from Washington.

A number of papers attack Buelow's
policy. The "Deutsche Zeitung" says:
"If the Government does not draw a
lesson from the occurrences of the past
three months, w>> must cease to call
ourselves a great Power."

Both Mr. White and the British Em-
bassador, Sir rVa.uk Lascelles, conferred
with Baron Yon Buelow to-day with
reference to the latest Samoa develop-
ments. The German Government earn-
estly urges the speedy appointment and
dispatch of the commission so as to
prevent further difficulty.

A Foreign Office official, empowered
to speak for the Government, tells the
correspondent of the Associated Press
that the action of the Americans and
British is a clear violation of the Sa-
moan Act; that Germany intends to ad-
here to this view; that she considers
the new government of Samoa illegal,
and that she has so Instructed) her Em-
bassadors at Washington and London.

The situation created by the foreign
warships cannot prejudice the decision
to send a commission to Samoa. The
latest declarations of the American and
British Governments leave no doubt
that they will stand by the existing
treaties. '

GERMANS SORE OVER
SAMOAN EVENTS.

Distrust and Dissatisfaction Over
the Recent Events

Almost Entirely Aimed at the Attitude As-
sumed by Great Britain.

The Delay in Accepting tbe Pro-
posals For a Settlement of the
Difficulty Generally Interpreted

in Germany as Showing Dis-
tinctively Unfriendly Motives
Upon the Part of Great Britain.

BERLIN, April 8.-The Samoan ques-
tion continues to hold the attention of
the public, the newspapers being full
ot dispatches and comment on the sub-
ject. The Emperor has devoted muen
time to the matter, and has conferred
several times on the subject with the
Minister of Foreign Affairs, Baron yon
Buelow.

It is interesting to note that German Idistrust and dissatisfaction at the last
events are almost entirely aimed at'
Great Britain, whose attitude is de-
scribed even in official circles as being'
dictated by duplicity and unfriend:;- 1
ness. The press faithfully portrays this I
feeling. The deiay of Great Britain
in accepting the proposals tor a settle-
ment of the difficulty, which the United
States Embassador, Andrew D. White,
attributed mainly to the absence of the
Marquis of Salisbury from London, is
generally interpreted in Germany as
showing distinctly unfriendly motive-
upon the part of Great Britain.

The correspondent of the Associated
Press has had an interview on the sub-
ject with a high officer, who said:

"It has been a source of regret and
astonishment that Great Britain, un-!
like the United States, has not ex-
pressed regret at the latest turn of af-
fairs in Samoa, while the acceptance of j
our peaceful settlement has so far o-jen j
coup', -d w'tli unacceptable conditions
containing ,c seed of new troubles j
We could nt accept conditions enabling;
the Amer: :n and British Commiss.on- j
ers at ai . time to override German
rights, thus perpetuating the unpleas-
ant state of affairs in the islands. Great
Britain's behavior in this matter is
symptomatic, and opens an unfavorable
vista for other pending negotiations."

The correspondent of the Associated
Press learns from inside information
that the anti-strike bill, announced by
the Emperor with a flourish at Ceyn-
hausen, after hanging fire for months
in the Prussian and other Cabinets, has
at last found its way to the Bundes-
rath. In its present shape the measure
is much milder than the Emperor de-
sired, and the Minister of the Interior. :
Count yon Posadowski-Wehner, denies j
that the bill threatens anybody inciting:
a strike with confinement in a peni-
tentiary, adding: "Of course, his maj-
esty does not like it, but the Bundesrath 'would never consider such a bill as thr?
Emperor wants."

An interesting point, however, is that
the Bundesrath seems decided upon a;
trial of strength with the Emperor.
Constitutionally the Bundesrath alone,
in the first instance, has the right to I
decide and shape all legislation for the
Empire before it is presented to the
Reichstag, and the Bundesrath, as a;
body, of course, acting under instruc- j

I tions from the Government, except th?
| Prussian, has come to the conclusion
j that the Emperor too often publicly
| tries to usurp the functions of the j
iBundesrath and sway opinion in ad-1
1 vance on legislative projects. There-
| fore, it is necessary to make his maj-

Iesty understand that the other German

! notice, and provides a special corps of
messengers to carry the notices to the
more distant villages.

The Federation of Husbandry ha 3
presented a memorial to the Govern-
ment drawing attention to the growing

importation of American horses. The
figures quoted show a rise from 2,479
in 1895 to 0.919 in 1898. The duty, 20
marks per head, was compared with thu
duties of the United States, France and
Canada. The Government replied that

the duty was regulated by treaties, but

that the matter would be considered
during the pending measures for a reci-
procity treaty with the United States.
Tbe Agrarian newspapers made fre-
quent reference to these negotiations
during the week. The Cologne "Yolks
Zeitung" editorially expresses the hope

that the press will continue to point out

their importance, adding that the mat-

ter at stake is the most vital from

an economic standpoint that we have

had to face for years.

STEPHEN J. FIELD.

The Ex-Justice of the United States
Supreme Court at Death's Door.
WASHINGTON, April 9.?Ex-Justict

of the Supreme Court Stephen J. Field
is dying. His physician does not ex-
pect him to survive the night. Judge
Field contracted a cold about two weeks
ago, which became complicated a week
ago last Thursday, with troubles result
ing from extreme old age. This morn-
ing his physician. Dr. Curtis, pro-
nounced his condition critical, and a":i

during the day and night he has been
gradually sinking:. About 2 o'clock he
was pronounced dying, and his death
was momentarily expected.

Judge Field is over 82 years of age.
Since he retired from the Supreme
Court, in 1597, after thirty-four years
of service, his condition has several
times alarmed his friends, but his won-
derful vitality has overcome all the dis-
abilities of age, and though feeble of
late years, he has since his retirement
two years ago enjoyed fairly good
health. At the time of his retirement
he had been in bad health for some
time, but his ambition to serve up m
the bench longer than Chief Justice
Marshall had induced him to refuse re-
tirement, although long past the legal
age, until after his term had exceeded
that of the Chief Justice.

FLEXIBLE CURRENCY.

Declaration Adopted by Commit-
tee of Monetary Convention.

NEW YORK, April 8.?A declaration
for a flexible currency, based on th?
gold standard, was adopted to-day by
the Executive Committee of the Indian-
apolis Monetary Convention, at a meet-
ing in this city called by Chairman H.
H. Hanna of Indianapolis, for the pur-
pose of getting the advice of the com-
mittee upon the recommendations to be
presented to the Republican Caucus
Committee of the House of Representa-
tives, which will meet at Atlantic City
on April 17th.

Among- those who attended were.
Chairman Hanna, Henry C. Payne of
Wisconsin, H. H. Kohlsaat of the Chi-
cago "Times-Herald." William R. Grigg
of Richmond. Va.; W. C. Dodge, George
Foster Peabody, Jamese Speyer and
Morris J. Jessup of New York city,
William C. CornweH of Buffalo, Hiram
A. Fletcher of Grand Rapids. Mich .
Rowland G. Hazzard of Rhode Island
and Eugene Levering of Baltimore.

Two members of the Monetary Com-
mittee, ex-Se-cretary Charles B. Fair-
child of New York and William B.
Deane of Minnesota, were present by
invitation, and discussed some of the
changes proposed in the present mon-
etary system.

Charles S. Hamlin of Boston, rec-ntly
Assistant Secretary of the Treasury,
was elected a member of the Executive
Committee.

A report was made by"a sub-commit-
tee and adopted, declaring the bill of
the Monetary Committee to be broad
and comprehensive in *!ts scope, and
containing such provisions as are nec-
essary to settle the financial problem,
but authorizing t!he Chairman to sug-
gest such modifications as might be
necessary to secure legislation not in-
consistent with the principles of the
bill.

The following resolution was adopted
unanimously as the expression of the
committee:

"Resolved, That the Executive Com-
mittee of the Indianapolis Monetary
Convention continue to urge upon Con-
gress the adoption of a monetary sys-
tem based on the gold standard, ade-
quate in volume and sufficiently flex-
ible in character to afford the legitimate
means to our producers and manufac-
turers for meeting the rapidly expand-
ing volume of domestic trade, and for
competing on equal terms in the world's
markets with other nations, thereby-
giving full employment and just re-
turns to American labor."

PEACE TREATY.

Exchange of Ratifications Likely
to Take Place Thi» Week.

WASHINGTON, April 8. .? The ex-
change of ratifications of the treaty of
peace between Spain and the UnitedStates, signed at Paris, will probably
take place in this city next week, and
the ceremony will be followed by a
proclamation by President McKinley
officially closing the war with Spain
and the resumption of friendly rela-
tions, commercial and otherwise, be-
tween the two countries.

The Spanish copy of the treaty which
was signed by the Queen Regent Maria
is expected to reach here Monday, and
the arrangements of the formalities at-
tending the exchange of ratifications
will be promptly perfected.

Secretary Hay has been officially ad-
vised of the forwarding of the Spanish
treaty to the French Embassy at
Washington. The document is now on
the high seas and not far from New
York, and is expected to be delivered
to the French Embassador early next
week, probably next Monday. .

The exchange of ratifications will be
followed promptly by the payment of
$20,<XM>,000 to the Spanish Government
on account of the cession of the Phil-
ippines to the United States.

A ST. LOUIS MYSTERY.

Two Deaths Which Arc Believed
to be the Result of Poison.

ST. LOUIS, April B.?John Sullivan
and his daughter, Mrs. Minnie Dunn,
are dead, and their disease is surround-
ed with mystery.

Yesterday William Sullivan, a son cf
the dead man, discovered his father
and sister dead,, and his mother and
Christy Dunn, a nephew, seriously ill.
Instead of notifying the proper authori-
ties, William locked up the house and
took his mother and sister to his home.
To-day he called in the police.

The bodies were taken to the Morgue,
and William, with a brother named Ed-
ward, and the other surviving members
of the family, placed under arrest. It
is the theory of the police that the
deaths and sickness were caused by
poison taken in their food. Whether
there was any criminal intent in con-
nection with it they are unable to say.

The Sullivan family, with the excep-
tion of William, who was married, oc-
cupied two rooms in a tenement in the
rear of 1318 Biddle street. They moved
in Thursday night. Anthony Fitzpat-
rick, who occupied an adjoining room,
was placed under arrest, with Mrs. M«-
Quade, a neighbor.

All members of the family are posi-
tive they ate nothing but fried eggs
and bread and butter for supper on
Thursday night. They also had tea.
That was the last meal they ate. Fri-
day afternoon Mrs. who Is (50
years old, was aroused from the un-
consciousness that overcame the family
after Thursday night's meal. She was
suffering with terrible pains, as were
also the other members of the family,
whom she found lying near the bodies
of the dead father and daughter. The,

son, William, was then sent for. It is
believed there will be no more deaths.

INVESTIGATION OF
THE ARMY BEEF.

The Court of Inquiry Holds Another
Session at Washington,

At Whicli the Reading of Official Reports
of Officers Was Concluded.

Alexander Powell, the Owner of
the Beef Preserving Process

Which Bears His Name, Gives
Details Concerning His Inven-
tion, and as to His Agreement

With Armour & Co. to Have
Them Use the Process in Case
They Could Secure a Govern-
ment Contract.

WASHINGTON, April S.-The anuy
court of inquiry into the beef suppliedto the army decided to-day to adhere
to its decision not to call the list of
witnesses submitted by General Miles
The reading of the official reports were
concluded.

Alexander Powell, the owner of the
beef-preserving process of which so
much has been said, was heard at the
forenoon session. He gave many de-
tails concerning his invention, and
stated that he made an agreement with
Armour & Co. to have them use the
process' in case they could secure the
Government contract. He stated, how-
ever, that Swift & Co. had not had
the use of it.

General Shafter will probably testify
early next week, and the outlook is for
the closing of testimony by Saturday
next.

John Rusch of Englewood, N. J., cook
for the second New Jersey Regiment,
opened the testimony in the Inquiry to-
day. He was called at the instance of
Lieutenant Colonel Currie of that regi-
ment, who recently testified regarding
the character of the beef supplied at
Jacksonville, stating that his informa-
tion came from Rusch. The latter de-
clared to-day that it was common talk
among the soldiers that all the meat
sent South was embalmed. The story
became prevalent, and the men refused
to eat the meat, which he testified was
"rott?n, often slimy in appearance, and
there were frequent complaints that it
made the men sick." After frying it
tasted like straw, and had a peculiar
smell as if decayed.

Alexander B. Powell of New York,
the proprietor of the Powell beef pre-
serving process, followed Rusch on the
stand. Mr. Powell stated tbat he had
been a dealer in meats in New York
for the past twenty-five years. He ex-
plained at some length that he was the
sole owner of the Powell process for
preserving fresh meats 1 without the use
of ice; that the formula was a secret,
and that it was not, patented because so
eminently simple.

Het declared emphatically that neither
boracic or salycillic acid was used in
the process, nor, indeetk "is there any
injection or immersion in chemicals.
The process is supplied by fumigation."
There would be no smell except that of
sulphur for a half-hour or so after the
application. Nor would any taste be
noticeable.

Mr. Powell gave the particulars of
his treatment of a car of Armour's
beef which was sent to camp in the
spring of 18U8. When he heard that
the contract was to be given by the
Government he had reached the con-
clusion that the Government ought to
have the use of the process, and he
had written to the President and Gen-
eral Eagan, asking when he should
apply to have the process used. Gen-
eral Eagan replied saying the depart-
ment was not engaged in purchasing
any process, but that it could only deal
with those who would supply the meat
and guarantee that it should keep.

The reading of reports of officers was
proceeded with by Major Lee.

Lieutenant Colonel Bisbee of the First
Infantry forwarded the reports of his
company officers, saying that he con-
curred in their expressions of opinion.

Lieutenant Campbell King said that
all the beef that had come under his
observation was bad. '

Lieutenant D. G. Berry said that it
had no permanent ill effects, but that
it promoted slight nausea

Lieutenant Kilbourne said that the
beef was unpalatable.

Lieutenant McCue said that the men
were enabled to subsist upon it, but
that was all.

Aftei a brief executive session the
court took a recess until 2 o'clock.

Colonel Davis announced at the ho-
g-Inning; of the forenoon session that
the court had decided to adhere to its
former decision to summon only such
of the additional witnesses suggested
by General Smith as could give testi-
mony upon points not already covered
by the inquiry.

A GIFT TO THE GOVERNMENT.

Handsome Present From the Late
President of France.

WASHINGTON, April B.?A notable
ceremony occurred at the blue room
of the Executive Mansion at 11 o'clock
to-day, when the French Embassador,
M. Cambon, presented to the Govern-
ment and the American people, as rep-
resented through President McKinley,
two magnificent Sevres vases from the
French National Pottery at Sevres.

The gift was from the late President
of the French Republic, Felix Faure,
and commemorated the opening of the
new French-American cable on August
17th last, when President McKinley
and President Faure exchanged the
first message over the new line between
the White House and Palace of tho
Elysee.

The vases stand six or eight feet
high, and are a deep blue, character-
istic of the finest Sevres ware, as well
as in happy accord with the privileged
colors of the blue room.

The presentation was made the oc-
casion for the exchange of happy greet-
ings, M. Cambon making an address,
and the President responding.

M. Cambon was accompanied by the
entire staff of the Embassy, including
MM. Thiebaut, Taigney, Boufve, Major
de Grandprey and Lieutenant de Faxa-
xnond and M. Lurienne of the French

Cable Company. The President was ac-
companied by Secretary Hay and some
of the officials of the household.

The vases had already been placed
in position on either side of the large
window looking toward the Potomac.
They far exceed ln elegance any por-
celain hitherto brought to the White
House.

The vases will remain a permanent
possession of the White House, along
with several other notable decorations
given by foreign Governments. If they
had been given personally to President.
McKinley it would have required an
Act of Congress for their acceptance,

but as a gift to the American Gov-
ernment and people, no special Act is
required, and they remain one of the
fixed possessions of the White House.

Fatal Explosion of Dynamite.

\u25a0wife and daughter of John Carrington.
farmer, living about eight miles east
of here, were killed by a dynamite ex-
plosion, which wrecked their house.
Carrington had placed seventy-five
pounds of dynamite under the stove to
thaw. He went out to prepare to use
the explosive, when it exploded and
blew the house to ruins. The little
girl was instantly killed, and Mrs. Car-
rington lived but a short time.

Masse and his son John, farmers living
in the northern part of Harlan County,
were ambushed and shot dead while on
their way home from a neighbor's
housie.

The County Hospital Burned Early
Yesterday Morning.

One of the Inmates of the Institution Per-
ishes in the Flames.

Was Known to Have Escaped From

the Burning Building, and It is
Supposed He Ran Back to Sava
Some Treasured Article?Many
Narrow Escapes of Other In-

mates.

VIRGINIA CITY (New), April B.?
The town was startled early to-day by
seeing flames issuing from the County.
Hospital building. The hospital Is about
a mile from town, and when the Are
department arrived the two-story,
wooden building was a seething fur-
nace.

A hasty examination showed that all
the Inmates had been rescued. Thero
were thirty-five patients in-the Institu-
tion, and it was with great difficulty
that all were rescued. Several are
feeble minded, and Steward Eckley was
compelled to use force in getting them
out, as they refused to lend assistance,
and endeavored to get back Into the
building. Many narrow escapes occur-*
red, and a number of patients only
saved the clothing they had on their
backs.

Shortly after the flames were discov-
ered an explosion occurred which scat-
tered the fire through the building and!
prostrated several inmates on the out-
side, seriously injuring James Mathews
and burning Annie Nellon about the
face and hands. i

The Sisters' convent, which has been
closed for some time, was thrown open
for the reception of the hospital patients
and they were given temporary shelter
there.

Later?The body of Joseph Rich waa
found in the ruins of the hospital later
in tha day. He was known to have es-
caped from the building, and it Is sup-
posed he ran back to get some treasured
article.
