
THE PEOPLE'S
BANK SCANDAL.

Ex-Senator Quay Gains a Partial
Advantage in the Trial

By the Court's Refusal at Present to Admit
the Red Book as Evidence.

Defendant's Attorneys Disappoint-

ed, However, at Their Failure to

Secure the Exclusion of All

Books of the Bank, Which
Judge Biddle Ruled Were Ad-

missable.

PHILADELPHIA, April 12.?Ex-
Senator Quay gained a partial advan-
tage in court to-day by the apparent
refusal of Judge Biddle, for the prts-

ent at least, to admit as evidence the
famous "red book" which has figured

so prominently in the trial, and whloh
is alleged to contain the key to the case
of the Commonwealth. This book was
found in the desk of Cashier Hopkin3
of the People's Bank after the insti-
tution had closed its doors and that
individual had taken his own life.

It is .an ordinary day boole", twelve \u25a0
pages of which are devoted to what the
prosecution claims to be Hopkins' rec»
ord of his transactions in money de-
posited by the State Treasurer for the
advantage of Senator Quay. It con-
tains entries extending over several
years, and figures are written in it
which apparently show the calculation
of interest on sums of money approx-
imating the State deposit, less certain

deductions for the benefit of Senator

Quay. These figures, the prosecution
alleges, were -posted" from the red
book to the regular rtgister of the bank
containing Quay's account.

In passing upon the question of the
admissibility of the red book, Judge
Biddle said: "It does not strike me
that knowledge of the book has been
brought home to Quay. It was not
found among the books of the bank at
all. It was found in a drawer, not in
the ordinary shape in which books of

a public institution are kept, but crowd-
ed in with a -sort of rubbish, and an in-
vestigation of that book revealed thes»
figures. lam not satisfied, therefore,

that this book has been made competent
evidence against Senator Quay."

This decision was part of an oral opin-
ion by the Judge in which he estab-
lished the point that the regular books
of the bank were admissible as testi-
mony. District Attorney Rothermel
qukkly saw the advantage the latter
part of the opinion placed him in, and
he sprang to his feet to assure the court
that he had not argued for the admis-
sion of the "red book," and had not
formally offered it in evidence, and
might not find it necessary to make
such offer. Judge Biddle replied that

he had understood th* argument of yes-
terday and this morning to be on the
admission of all the books and papers,

but in view of Mr. Rothermel's state-
ment he would withhold his decision.o:i
this book until it is regularly offered
and the question argued. Counsel for
Mr. Quay, seeing their advantage, in-
sisted that they had included the red
book in their argument against the ad-
mission of the bcoksj, but the Judge
dismissed the matter for the present.

The Commonwealth contends that al-
though the red book was kept by Cash-
ier Hopkins in a separate compartment
uway from the eyes of the other em-
ployes, it was necessarily a part of the
bookkeeping system of the bank, and
it will have to be admitted to corrob-
orate and explain entries in SenatoT
Quay's account in the ledger.

The lawyers for the defense were evi-
dently disappointed at their failure to
secure the exclusion of all the books of
the bank, and thus practically destroy
the case of the prosecution.

The letteis are in Senator
handwriting, with one or two excep-
tions.

When court opened for the third day
of the trial there was indications on al!
ildes that the crucial point in the whole
proceedings had been reached, namely,
the question" of the admission of the
books of the bank as evidence, and
especially those documents found in the
private desk of Cashier Hopkins. Th-.-
argument made yesterday by David T.
Watson of counsel for Mr. Quay in op-
position to their admission, generally
and specifically to the private letters
written by Quay to Hopkins, which
were identified by Teller- Tabor, was
the subject uppermost in the public
mind.

A decision- in favor of the defense vir-
tually meant the collapse of the trial,

r * 'while the admission of the books may-
prove a serious blow to the defendant.
The latter, accompanied by his son,
Richard, reached the courtroom ten
minutes before the opening, and before
any of his counsel. He gave no visible
sign that he was at all disturbed by
the question about to be determined by
the court.

Judge Biddle took his seat promptly
af 10 o'clock, and District Attorney

Rothermel began his reply, to Mr. Wat-
son, urging the admission of the books
of the bank. His first point was that
all manner of criminal charges are es-
tablished and proven by circumstantial
evidence, the crime of conspiracy being
frequently proven rraithis way.

Mr. Rothermel bore strongly on the
continued payment of interest on the
Commonwealth's deposit in the People's
Bank to Senator Quay. He offered to
provej by letters and telegrams that Mr.
Quay was borrowing money from the
bank for the purchase of stocks, and
that he paid no interest on these
moneys. This continued' loaning of
money, Mr. Rothermel contended, was
in furtherance of the conspiracy be-
tween, Cashier Hopkins, State Treasurer
Haywood and Senator Quay.

He first took up the period for six
months ending October, 1897, when the
Commonwealth's deposits varied from
$525,000 to $505,000. During this time
he said Mr. Quay had a loan of $185,-
--000 and paid no interest. He proposed
to show by the writing in one of the
books, the now famous "red book," that
Hopkins had carefully computed inter-
est on the deposit not used by Quay
which interest was divided into three
parts, two of which were deposited re-
spectively to the credit of Haywood
and Quay, the remaining part going, it
was alleged, to C. H. McKee of Pitts-
burg. He proposed to show the very
scheme, he said, which was adopted to
conceal the operation from the other
clerks of the bank.

Following fhls he quoted a number
of opinions on the subject of conspiring
and the manner in which it may be
proved. He combatted the contention
of the defense thait the statute of limi-
tations barred much of the matter
charged against Quay, quoting the Su-
preme Court to show that a chain of
circumstances and transactions extend-
ing back indefinitely might be used to
secure a conviction, notwithstanding
the statute limiting the prosecution
from the acts committed within two
years.

Mr. Rothermel said he would show
that on October 1, 1897, Mr. Quay was
indebted to the bank as indorser for h's
son in the. sum of $100,000, and how
that debt was created. He would show
that the Board of Directors agreed to
discount that note provided a certain
letter was obtained from State Treas-
urer Haywood, guaranteeing the deposit
of an equal amount. Mr. Rothermel
said he would prove Mr. Haywood re-
ceived interest on that $100,000.

On the question of the books not be-
ing competent evidence because entries
in them involving Senator Quay were
made by third parties, Mr. Rothermel
maintained that all such entries made
contemporaneous with the acts to which
they related can be admitted as cir-
cumstantial evidence. All the entries
were made by clerks, under the direction
of Cashier Hopkins, and were, therefore,
practically made by him from figures
entered by Hopkins in the "red book."
Hopkins acted, Mr. Rothermel sa.id, vir-
tually under the direction and check of
Senator Quay, and the bucks of the
bank, therefore, become, for the pur-
pose of proof of conspiracy, the books
of Quay himself. .

Mr. Watson, of Quay's counsel, replied
briefly to the District Attorney's argu-

! ment, in the main; reiterating his propo-
sitions of yesterday. Books followed by
the evidence of individuals, Mr. Wat-
son admitted ,are alloKvable as evidence,
but books in themselves are not proper
testimony. If money was paid by any
man to Quay, put the man or. the stand
and let him say so, but the acts and
declarations of third parties must be
debarred. If Hopkins was guilty, try
him and convict him. but don't try
Quay and convict for Hopkins' crime.

The testimony of a co-conspirator is
necessary, he contended, to convict a
man of the charge of conspiracy. Bx>k3
are not co-conspirators. Allthe entries,
he said, constitute evidence of what
Hopkins did, not what Quay did. Proof
of a conspiracy between the various
State Treasurers from ISSO to 188S and
Hopkins was not proof of a crime com-
mitted by Quay, and cou'.d not be urged
as such.

Judge Biddle, in his opinion, said that
the Commonwealth had the* right to de-
posit money In a bank, and that it then
ceased to be money of the Common-
wealth, and the bank may loan it to
whom it pleases. "If that was the
case," he continued, "no crime has been
committed. If," he said, "the Common-
wealth can once show that Mr. Quay
from his political influence was able to
induce the Commonwealth to make a
deposit in the People's Bank under the
condition that lit Was a deposit made to
allow him to use as collateral and to re-
ceive interest on it, then it is a differ-
ent matter. To use a phrase, U was a
deposit with a string tied to it.'

"In regard to the admission of the
book 3of a bank, It is true; that no bankcan make a person a debtor simply by
entering an amount In the bank's books.
On the other hand," he continued, "sup-
pose a man is a depositor in a bank, and
the records of his bank book shows he
is credited with certain money and
draws checks against it and all the
money is not his, that also makes a
difference.
'r "Criminal offenses," the Judge said,
"are not committed so as to be patent
to any passer by. There is always con-
cealment. The question is whether these
books show all that the Commonwealthproposes to prove. The Commonwealth,
however, has clearly the right to show
the true nature of this deposit, and I
think the books of the bank are admis-
sible.

"As to the 'red book* that occupies a
different position. It was not foundamong the other books of the bank, but
was in Hopkins' private desk. I am
not satisfied it is competent."

The District Attorney Interrupted the
court, to state that he had not argued
the question.of the "red book" in par-
ticular, but on the bank's books gen-
erally.

Judge Biddle said he had been under
the impression that the Commonwealth
was discussing the question, but if
counsel preferred, the matter could be
argued when the occasion arises. This
will probably be when the book is of-
fered in evidence.

Counsel for Mr. Quay filed an exc?p-
tion to the ruling of the court on the
admitted documents.

Mr. Rothermel read the letters, which
were written to Hopkins by Quay, and
which have been printed, giving the
cashier instructions how to proceed in
certain stock transactions and request-
ing him in some Instances to obtain the
money necessary to purchase other
stocks.

To each of these letters the defense
formally objected on the ground that
they are irrelevant under the indict-
ment.

The objection was overruled and an
exception noted- in each instance.

Arguments between counsel followed
the offer of the letter dated July 13,

1890, from State Treasurer Haywood to'
President McManes of the bank, and
found in Hopkins' desk, the defense ob-
jecting on the ground that Haywood
was dead and was not a defendant, and
that it was inadmissible because of the
statute of linritatioras.

The letter in question advised the
bank that upon granting of a loan of
$100,000 to Richard. R. Quay the State
deposit will be increased from $500,000

and not reduced until the
Quay debt is paid. Accompanying the
letter is a -note tor-*4oo*)o©, signed by
State Senator Arthur Kennedy and
Richard R. Quay, and indorsed by Sen-
ator Quay, and Mr. Rothermel proposed
to show from the minute book of the
bank that the directors agreed to make
the loan upon the production of a cer-
tain letter from Haywood, the letter be-
ing the main question.

Mr. Rothermel said the note was not
paid until after the failure of the bank
in 1898.

The Judge admitted the letter.
George S. Graham, who was District

Attorney when the prosecution was
first brought against Mr. Quay, was the
next witness. He 1 dieratified two tele-
grams sent by Quay to Hopkins, which
he said Mr. Quay admitted he sent to
the cashier. One of these is the "plum
tree" telegram.

Mr. Quay's lawyers objected to their
admission.

Albert L. Tabor, teller of the bank,
identified 217 of the bank's books,
which are in evidence. !

The District Attorney next endeavor-
ed to induce the defense to admit that
books, ledgers, minute books, etc., were
books of the bank, i

Counsel for the defense said: :*We
willadmit nothing," and insisted on the
Commonwealth proving each separate
book.

Judge Biddle endeavored to have
counsel reach some amicable agree-
ment, and thus avoid the necessity of
bringing the books into the courtroom
and proving the entries in each book.

Counsel could not agree on a satisfac-
tory plan, and after half an hour of
fruitless argument, the District Attor-
ney ordered the books brought into
court.

Albert L. Tabor, the receiving teller
of the bank, was recalled for the pur-
pose of identifying the entries in the
bank books.

The apparent hopelessness of reach-
ing the end of the testimony of this
sort led both Judge and counsel again
to make an effort to adjust matters.
After half an hour's discussion, the
District Attorney suggested an adjourn-
ment until to-morrow. In the meantime,
he said, he would confer with the coun-
sel for the defense, and both sides
would come prepared to go ahead on
some definite plan.

Court then adjourned at 2:40 o'clock
until 10 a. m. to-morrow.

A Vessel on Fire at Sea.
NEW YORK, April 12.?The North

German Lloyd steamer Saale, whioh
arrived to-day from Genoa, Naples and
Gibraltar, reports a vessel on fire at
sea on April 9th, in latitude 39.7, longi-
tude 55.39. The steamer's whistle was
sounded at frequent intervals, but
failed to elicit a response. The burning
vessel was three-masted, square rigged
|on the foremast. The main mizzen
masts were standing. No yards could
be made out on the mainmast. The
fire was in the afterpart of the vessel,
which appeared to be a lumber laden
craft.

The Grecian Ministry.
ATHENS. April 12.?King George has

summoned Theotokls to form a new
Cabinet in succession to the Ministry
which resigned on, April 3, owing to the
election of M. Zaimis, the Premier,
having been declared invalid on account
of bribery and intimidation.

M. Theotokis was Minister of the In-
terior in the Cabinet presided over by
M. Ralli, which was instituted April
30, 1597, resigned September 30th of the
same year, and was succeeded by the
Zaimis Cabinet.

Destructive Fire at Oshkosh.
OSHKOSH (Wis.), April 12.?The

Choate-Hollister furniture factory, four
stories high and employing 250 hands,
was destroyed by fire to-day. A brisk
wind caused the flames to spread rap-
idly, destroying the Reliance Boiler
Works, the Star Foundry and Machine
Works, the American Refrigerating
Company's plant, the Ozark Flats, and
a score of smaller buildings. The loss
so far is estimated at .$200,000.
