White House Functions.
There are nine functions, including

the state dinners, given each winter by
the Chief Executive. They begin with
the New Year's public reception, and
finish about the middle of February,
with one similar in character, to which
the whole world, if it like, has free and
easy access. Receptions and dinners
follow each other in hot haste during
the intervening six weeks. First, the
Cabinet dinner during the week of
January Ist; next the exclusive and
dignified diplomatic and judiciary re-
ceptions, a week apart, each with its
complementary dinner, the diplomatic
ftast including many guests; while at
the other dinner only '.he v:eighty men
of law on the Supreme bench and their
wives participate. During the last
week in January and the first week in
February the army and navy and Con-
gressional receptions take place. Entree
to these two functions is possible only
through the "open sesame" ot beauti-
fully engraved cards. TThe struggle for
these bits of paper with ma','io words
by those who hover on the brink of
White House social recognition is con-
stantly amusing?nay, even at times,
pathetic, when women personally wet
forth almost whimsical pleas for admis-
sion, with a grieved persistence, in the
offices of the mansion itself. If ie-

quests for invitations must be made,
they should be referred direct to the
Secretary of the President; but, noth-
ing hindered by the demands of eti-
quette, every official in the White
House circle is importuned for cards.
The diplomatic and the army and navy
receptions are looked upon as the most
recherche gatherings of tha season, and,
in keeping with the rich plumage of
the- guests, the house is literally em-
bowered with the rarest of exquisite
blossoms and exotics which the Govern-
ment gardens can furnish.

The floral decorations for the nine
social events, including the three din-
ners given this year?and every year,
for that matter?at the White House,
would draw on the purse of a private
individual, if the flowers were funvUhi«l
by professional fforists, to the amount
of $20,000.?
