Lounty. The world is now looking for
zinc mines. Mr. Senn has been a min-
ing operator for a good many years and
has promoted a number of enterprises.
He says that the only drawback to this
country is lack of development. He
Voices the statement that capital 1s
ready to pay any price for a mine if
the developments warrant it. But they
do not want to buy a mine and do the
brospecting too. Mr. Senn believes
that the Kaiser zinec mine will bear
further investigation. It is a mam-
moth ledge, forty feet wide, opered up
by three tunnels. The ore carries as
h'gh as 35 por cent. zine and some silver,
RIVERSIDE GOLD.

Los Angeles Herald: Bill McHaney
&nd Chic Pinkham arrived here to-night
with richer ore than has
found in Riverside County. McHaney,
one of the locators of the famous Desert
Queen mine, says the rock will aver-
age better than the Queen. The mine
is situated about twelve miles north of
Indio, in the San Bernardino rang2. The
ore resembles that in the King of Ari-
zona. The vein is four feet wide and
the rock is covered with gold.

MINING IN TRINITY.

Napa Register: Henry Brown and
Joseph Schuppert have Treturped to
Napa from a ten days’ trip through the
mining sections of Trinity County. They
Wwere accompanied on the trip by 0. H.
Buckman of Napa and B. M. Newcomb
of Oat Hill Mr. Brown says that the
Golden Jubilee mine in Trinity County
is being worked and turning out well.
This is the mine in which many resi-
dents of Napa and Pope Valley are in-
terested. About $20,000 has beoen ex-
pended putting in machinery, and there
are about ten men employed at present,
It was learned that the Yellow Texas
is a good mine. This is the one in
which Misses Irma and Josie Rider own
a half interest. It was impossible to
reach it for inspection on-account of the
snow.

QUESTIONABLE SCHEMES.

Mining ana Scientific Press: It is evi-
dent from the tone of numerous let-
ters received _that the present activity
in mining has resulted in the flotation
of someé mining s¢hemes, the character
of Wwhich should be investigated, at
least, by intending purchasers of stock.
It is not at all uncommon to recélve
inquiry concerning this, that, or the
cther concern, the whereabouts of
whese property can only be ascer-
tained, if at all, with the greatest dif-
ficulty, and yet the prospectus of these
concerns are most elaborate. One com-
mon feature of these wildcats is the
coupling of the name of property they
are trying to boost with that of well-
known producers, ‘the language of the
prospectus leading the would-be in-
vestor to believe that they either join
or are in the immediate vicinity of
valuable mines, when, in fact, they
may be many miles distant. Old mines
with unenviable records are promoted
under new names; the names of suc-
cessful and valuable mining properties
are applied, with slight variation, to
new ones, having little or no merit,
actual or prospective, for the purpose
of leading the public to believe that
when purchasing stock in these con-
cérns they are buying into a rich and
going property. These and many other
forms of deception are practiced to
catch the careless investor. The simple
fact of being in the same county, the
same neighborhood, or even immedi-
ately adjoining a rich mine, gives no
actual value to any other mine unless
such mine has a valuable deposit of ore
within its own ground, except for pure-
ly speculative purposes, but the idea
is gwmieral that the ‘‘chances for strik-
ing it” are better in the neighborhood
of a rich mine, when really there is
much doubt about it; but the un-
scrupulous promoter makes the most of
it. There are meritorious new concerns
in the market where there is a good
chance to win by the economical de-
velopment and operation of a prom-
ising prospect, but there are many oth-
e€rs which have nothing to recommend
them, the market price of the stock
of which wpuld indicate an actual
cash valuation of many thousands of
dollars. The reaction which alwayvs
follows the bursting of these gilded
bubbles has a bad effect on the indus-
try of legitimate mining.

SUTTER CREEK ORE.

Amador Record: Last Friday a party
of four, including the writer, took a
trip up*Sutter Creck as far as the old
Treadwell mine, and spent the day
roaming over the hills and. exploring
underground tunnels. A couple of years
‘ago the Treadwells run a third tunnel
of several hundred feet in length to
the ore body and then abandoned the
property, or virtually so. However,
judging from other operations of those
gentlemen in this county this pro-
ceeding was not a strange one, and in
the eyes of those.who are acquainted
with their methods of carrying on mine
development propositions, does not de-
tract from the value of the property
they have withdrawn from. In going
through the various tunnels and work-
ings of this mine we found a great
deal of ore exposed to view, and judg-
ing from the way in which everything
prospected in free gold it undoubtedly
ought to pay to mill. It certainly
seems to us.that with practical man-
agement this property can be developed
into a good business proposition.

TUOLUMNE'S MINES.

The following items are from the So-
nora ‘“‘Union-Democrat’:

Reports are being circulated that an
attempt will be made to find financial
backing tc run a tunnel from Moc-
casin Creek that is to be three miles
long and tap the mother lode at a
great depth. The tunnel would doubt-
less cut some very rich rock. The pro-
ject might be made pay if handled in-
telligently, and not buried under a debt
to start with that would take twenty
years to remove even under favorable
conditions, and therefore all hinges on
the promoters.

THE COPPER QUEEN SALE.

Trinity Journal: The sale of the Cop-
per Queen mine, mention of which was
made in last week’s ‘“Journal,” will, if
consummaited, mean a great deal to that
section of the country. The mine is
situated a few miles from Carrville and
about six miles from Trinity Center.
With the mine there was included in
the deal about 90 acres of adjoining
ground. The owners of the property
were Frank Dimmock, Wm. Vollmers,
Thomas Baker and Elias Ellery.

The mine is rich in copper, carrying
carbonite ore which is easily treated.
The mine has been developed consider-
ably, having 300 feet of tunnels besides
other improvements. It is an old mine
and was worked in the seventies when
the ore had to be freighted to Red
Bluff and shipped by water to the city.
Even under these conditions it paid a
percentage of profit. At the present
time it is computed that there are over
200,000 tons of ore in sight. In addi-
tion to copper the ore carries both gold
and silver. The purchasers of the prop-
erty intend, as soon as the title is ap-
proved and the deeds passed, to erect
a forty-ton smelter and will work the
propenty on a large scale. The parties
interested have also bonded the Head-
light mine of Frank Dimmock, a prop-
erty showing the same characteristics
as the Copper Queen.

The development and working of
these mines will be of great benefit to
that section of the county and will be
of assistance in opening other neighbor-
ing properties which cannot now be
worked to advantage. A smelter will
enable these mines now in enforced
idleness to have their ore treated. Low
grade propositions in that section which
cannot now be worked can be develop-
ed at a profit. In addition to the hands
employed and goods consumed, mining
in that section will be greatly stimu-
lated. Probably a new road, terminat-
ing at Delta, will be dug, shortening
the hauling distance to the railroad
more than one-half. The active work-
ing of the Copper Queen will insure
many vears of prosperity to Coffee
Creek and vicinity.

MARINE DISASTERS.

Three Schooners Go Ashore at Cape

Cod.

HIGHLAND LIGHT (Mass.), May 3.
—As the result of foggy weather and
a brisk northeasterly gale, three schoon-
ers lay stranded on Cape Cod to-flay.
Their crews escaped.

The large three-masted schooner Alice
B. Philips of New Haven went ashore
at 2 o’clock near Race Point.

The schooner Robert Byron is on the
beach at Crow Hill, just west of Race
Point life saving station. Both schoon-
ers are well up on the shore.

The three-masted schooner Helena,
from a Maine port for the south with a
cargo of fish scraps, struck on Peaked
Hill bars. She was in a bad position
this morning, especially as the force
of the gale and sea was increasing.

The life savers of the Race Point and
Peaked Hill stations have gone to the
wrecks.

GRAIN SHOVELERS’' STRIKE.

No Improvement in the Situation
at Buffalo.

BUFFALO (N. Y.), May 3.—So far
as the unloading of grain is concerned,
there is no improvement in the labor
situation this morning. It is estimated
that over 6,000,000 bushels of grain are
now afloat in the harbor, and not more
than 1,250.000 bushels have been ele-
vated this far. :

Will Be Thrown Open to Settlers
. at Noon To-Day.
DURANGO (Col.), May 3.—About 100

homeseekers were lined up at the land
office here at noon to-day prepared to
make filings on claims in the Ute res-
ervation, which will be opened for set-
tlement at noon to-morrow. Mary
stood in line all night, and the number
is being slowly augmented.

Settlers are divided in opinion as to
the method of filing. Priority of rights
rests with the party who settles upon
the land. By 12:30 p. m. to-morrow. at
the latest actual, settlements by hun-
dreds of people will be made, while only
two or three filing in the land office can
be registered before that hour. It has
always been the practice, it is said, in
cases of contest to give actual settlers
preference. No United States Marshals
have appeared, and there seems to he
no necessily for them. The Indians are
not manifesting any uneasiness, and
their holdings will be protected against
all intruders.
