On Saturday the Lake Carriers’ Asso-
piation at Buffalo abandoned the ef-

.Board of Mediation and Arbitration, it
‘s reported, are unable to get at the
root of the trouble and have no hope
of being able to bring the contractors
and the men together. It seems that
the grain shovelers rejected the propo-
sition, submitted by the State Board
of Arbitration, a board be it noted
vraised under the law at the especial in-
stance of the organized labor element in
thg-State of New- York.

This " proposition was the result of
Joint action by the board, the Lake
Carriers’ Association, the Elevator, and
the express companies and the United
Trade and Labor Council. To this plan
of mettlement the contractor Conners,
against whom the strike is aimed, had
acceded, he yielding most of the things
contended for by the strikers. But it
seems that the President of the strik-
ing organization wiould not even sub-
mit the proposition to the men. Ap-
pealed to to at least let them vote upon
it he insolently answered ‘“no.” Even
when the Labor Committee wrestled
swith him to submit the plan to vote, he
dictatorially refused. Thus one man
becomes the sole judge of what the set-
tlement of this grave difficulty shall be.
The workers put their liberties, their
consciences and their judgment into his
keeping and he becomes practically
their possessor while they occupy the
pogition of bond men to a leader who
s dogged, unreasonable and insulting
even to the other bodies of organized
Jabor which bescught him to concede
something.

Whatever the men
may have had to complain of, General
Merriam—a mo:t patient and just man—
declares it was not of a character to
justify the outrages of the last two
weeks. Ve can trust the judgment of
the General in this matter. He is by
no means unsympathetic with labor, but
he abhors violence, and when it has not
even a shadow of excuse it rouses him
to such declarations as we have referred
to. =

In this case, in Idaho as in Buffalo,
it is noteworthy that the people at large
do not sympathize with the offenders.
The publi¢ has been enocugh troubled by
these would-b= dictators who bozs it over
workmen, and is resolved that there
shall be an end once and for all of re-
sort to crime to fortify their claims.
Demands and appeals having a ground-
ing of justice and right, need no forti-
fication by criminal action. The true
friends of labor never find reason to
advise resort to crime to uphold the
cause that is just.

The city of Newark, N. J., has just
entered into a contract for a driven-
well supply of water to supplement its
regular supply of 27,500,000 gallons
from the Pequanock watershed. The
contractor agrees to sink wells to give
an additional supply of 5,000,000 to
10,000,000 gallons per day for $30,000,
and as much more as is needed at $6,000
for every additional million gallons.
The contractor takes the risk of fur-
nishing pure water, the Beoard of Pub-
lic Works being the judge of the qual-
ity. This price gives an idea of what
it would cost to sink wells east of this
city.

RINGING RESOLUTIONS.

The sentimentalists of Chicago and
vicinity having had their day in con-~
clave assembled, the friends off the Gov-
ernment have now been heard from. In
that same city two great masss meetings
have been held to express the senti-
ments of the upholders of the Adminis-
tration. In point of intellect, repre-
sentative citizenship and patriotic spirit
the last meetings completely eclipsed
the gathering of the sickly sentimental-
ists. True, there were not) so many col-
lege professors and theorisits among the
people on the rostrum, but there was
what is better, sterling American citi-

| zenship and bold and fearless men who

are by no means bloodthirsty or aggres-
ive, but who are not so cowardly as to
advise the retreat from the Philippines,
the first meeting prayed for.

The resolutions passed have the right
ring. They reccgnize the condition of
war in the islands prosecuted against
our humane authority by insurrection-
ists; that the cause of the war s not
chargeable to this nation, as the first
meeting declared, but is due wholly to a
sequence of irresistible events having
their beginning in a, humane, justifiable
purpose on our part. It is declared with
emphasis that from August, 1898, to
February, 1839, peace prevailed in Lu-
zon, and our authority was respected,
save -only by the Spanish, with whom
for a permanent
peace. But in Feburary the Aguinaldo-
ites attacked us under cover of night
and precipitated the conflict now on,
at the time intending wholesaile destruc.
tion of property and massacre.

Then comes an indictment that has
snap and vigor to the brim; an indict-
ment made repeatedly in these columns,
and the proofs to sustain which are
overwhelming, namely, that ‘“the chief
encouragement extended to the insur-
gents has been from some of our mis-
guided fellow citizens, and to them must
be ascribed much of the bloodshed and
ruin which has followed.” Indeed, this is
putting it mildly. These “misguided
citizens” had been warned what the re-
sult of their whimpering and protest-
ing would be, but with traditional cop-
perhead persistency, they entered upon
the matter of giving aid and comfort to
the enemies of their country, and one of
the leaders, Mr. Atkinson, is so shame-
less as to boast of his acts, and to de-
olare that he will repeat them on every
convenient opportunity. .

The resclutions then proceed to recite
historical facts, cur endeavors to pre-
serve ‘the peace, our efforts to bring
hostilities o a close, the appointment of
a commission to assure the insurgents
that under the American flag they will
have peace, prosperity, toleration and
every right the free man may justly
claim. The army and navy are praised
for their valor and devotion, and the
President is commended., The mectings
declared their firm purpose to hold up
the hands of the Chief Magistrate until
the stress of the whole maitter is over.

With patriotic fervor and straight-
forwardness these meetings pledged the
citizenship there represented in the
hour of warfare ‘“to know only our
country, its army and its executive.
We pledge to them while our flag shall
be in battle our unfaltering support.”
The seditious appeals sent out by such
as Atkinson are vigorously denounced,
confidence is expressed in the nation to
deal justly with the people of the Phil-
ippines, but unconditional surrender as
a condition precedent is insisted:upon,
And so, with fervent patriotic speeches
the meetings closed; not the first, but
the chief of gatherings which havetaken
up the subject. Such asséemblages should
be held throughout the land. The army
and the navy in the Orient should be
sent the tidings from; assembled Ameri-
canmultitudes that the national heart is
all right, and that they have no reason
to fear the tears and repinings, or the
doleful prognostications of the snivel-
ing copperheads at home.

HORSE VALUES.

Ukiah Republican Press: According
to the “Globe-Democrat”’ the annuai
report of the Department of Agricul-
ture states that the value of horses in
the United States has increased $32,-
000,000 within a year, an average in-
crease of more than 10 per cent.
