H. Thorp Tells of His Experience
in the Paradise of the
Pacific.

There was an interesting lecture at
Weinstock & Lubin’s last night (to em-
ployes and a guest for each) hy H.
Thorp, whose subject was his trip to the
Hawaiian Islands. He showed himself
a close observer and a good talker, and
the audience returned him a vote of
thanks. He spoke for nearly an hgur
and a half, so it is not possible to give
mere ithan a part of what he said. Af-
ter describing the beauties of the sea
trip, he spoke as follows of the last day
&t sea and what followed:,

“It was almost with regret that WP:
watched the sunset of another day, for
we do not remémber in our previous tr:{,-
vels such perfect days as these, or an at-
mo?here so sublime, where the vxqar"}a
student, the languid invalid, or the tire
business man can so successfuly hide
from the cares and troubles of the main-
land. In fact, it may be truly said, we
seem to have discovered the panacea of
all the ills that flesh is heir to. s

“‘Suddenly this reverie comes to an end
and we are aroused from our peaceful
lethargy by the announcement that we
are nearing the island of Oahu. We
caught the first glimpse of land about 4
@. m., just at the dawn of (}a;,', and cne
ecannot imagine a more beautiful x_norning,
nursed in the sunshine of a tropical sun,
than it was our lot to enjoy. After near-
ing the island with its native huts almost
hiaden by the forest of green, we catch a
glimpse of the lighthouse and in a few
moments more we are rounding the
famous Diamond Head. Shoals of flying
fish, leaping in the air, shine like silver
in the morning sun, and as we glide
round this sentinel of the Pacific we come
in full view of a landscape teeming with
interest and beauty.

‘“To go into details of this picturesque
scene would take too long. Such a pano-
rama as lay stretched before us, with its
coast lined with pretty residences, the
famous beach of Waikiki and Kapiolani

of Diamond Head, tropical vegetation
lending a perfect touch of color to the pic-
ture, and the russet slopes of Old Punch

Bowl silently standing guard over a scene i

that can never be described.

“Tall bending cocoanut trees rise ma-
jestically throughout the valley, church
steeples and lofty stone towers peep out
above the rest, and like a fringe, on the
ocean, rise the crowded masts of the ships
at rest in the peaceful harbor of Hono-
lulu.

The
Hawaiian group consists of ¢ ight islands,
namely, Niihau, Kauai, Qahu, Molokai,
Maui, Hawaii, Lanai and XKahoolawe.
Honolulu is situated on the coast of Oahu
and not, as is often supposed., on t}
largest island of Hawaii. The enti
group comprises an area of about 7,000
square miles, and the total population is
about 110,000, consisting of 40,000 natives,
20,000 Chinese, 25,000 Japanese, 15,000 Portu-
guese and 10,000 foreigners, inoluding in
these classed as foreigners about 4,000
Americans.

In a
stroll up Fort street, or any of the main
sireets, one sees many of the men clad
in spotless white suits and broad-brimmed
Panama hats.

considerable expense aftached to these
events, large parties are formed to wit-
ness them. On special occasions the na-
tive Quintet Club is in attendance, and it
seems almost needless to say that this
in itself is an entertaimment worth going
miles to hear. The sweetness of the sing-
ing, the harmony of voices and instru-
ments is something which cannot be
heard elsewhere in the world.

“In moving around one finds people who
differ widely in their opinion of all that
has been done. There is a strong anti-
missionary element; some who express
themselves openly and others who _are
more careful as a matter of policy. Rid-
ing along one afternoon on the outskirts
of the city, in conversation with the
driver), he said, in answer to some ques-
tion I had just asked him. ‘There are
three curses on the islands.” Of course
I asked him what they were, and he an-
swered, ‘Mosquitoes, leprosy and mission-
aries.” I could not agree with him in any
of the three for we did not suffer from
mosquitoes any more than I have suf-
fered many times in Sacramento; leprosy
is so corralled that we could not get to
see it in any form, and the missionaries
have so much living evidence of what
they have done that I might have got
into an endless discussion with our friend,
the driver, if T had cared to do so.

“Once outside the city limits, the beau-
tiful roadway is hemmed in on both sides
with ideal residences, tall swaying cocoa-
nut trees, banana trees loaded with fruit,
acres of pineapples, and green fields of
waving rice. Here you see the far-famed
swimming of the Kanakas, men and wo-
men sporting in the water like so many
fish, or dexterously riding the surf board
on one of the incoming ocean swells.
About 5 o’clock in the afternoon is the
best time for. canoeing; the waves are
higher and to those who have never en-
joved the excitement of riding in a native
canoe on the crest of the great billows
as they foam and roll, angrily racing with
each other for the first place on shore,
we must say, you must see it to under-
stand it. Although boats are frequently
swamped in their struggle for supremacy
against theze huge breakers, it is to the
credit of those expert Kanakas that life
is seldom endangered.

“No one visits Honolulu without riding
or driving through the Nuuanu Valley to
visit the historical Pali. It needs no his-
torical data to add to interest to this won-
derful mountain pass and as one leans
against the slender rail at the edge of the
lofty precipice it seems as though one
coming half way round the globe would
b«f mere than repaid by a glimpse of the
picture stretched before us.”
