Interest to all who care to know what
ie going on in mining circles:

THE BLUE LEAD STRIKE.
It is probable that eight Sacramento

gentlemen have made one of the great-
est mining strikes in the history of the
State. They are: Messrs. A. J. Bruner,

Elwood Bruner, J. A. Bruner, Curtis,
Carmichael & Brand, George K. Rider
and William Lampc-rt. They have a
bond for what is known as the Blue
Lead mine, which embraces 10,000 feet
running easterly, then southerly from
the town of Dutch Flat. Eight thou-
sand feet of this are virgin ground, and
the other two thousand feet (which em-
brace many well-known worked-out
mints) have yielded many millions to
their various owners., under such well-
known names as the Pioneer, Blue Cut,
Potosi, Why Not, Ohio-Cologne, and
others.

The Blue Lead embraces the channel
of an ancient river; its width averages

about 800 feet, with a depth of thirty

feet of paying cement and gravel, and
this runs from a few dollars per ton
to a sum so large that the owners are
|0O modest to mention the figure.

"We intend to put up a ten-stamp
mill as soon as possible," said Elwood
Bruner yesterday, "and we have every

reason to believe will be taking out a
hundred tons a day by the Ist of Sep-

tember, and we expect to have a mill up
by August Ist. We have not a dollar of
Stock for sale, and we do not care to
boom the property in any way."

Allen Towle was one of the first of
the old-time miners to discover that
there were rich possibilities in this re-
gion. His Little Yankee mine, which
was the foundation of his fortune, is
now a part of the Blue Lead, owned
by the Sacramentans. It was long be-
lieved Chat the ancient river bed was
hopelessiy lost, or that it had been
thrown aside by some great convulsion
of nature, but when the Sacramento
gentlemen closed their bargain with S.
C. Jordan, the former own'/.-, they soon
discovered the rjver bed, rich in gold
for its entire length. It was originally-
buried beneath .r>oo feet of the hill, but
this has been washed down many hun-
dred feet by hydraulicking. Dutch Flat
property has risen in price since it be-
came known that the property was so
good, and adjacent mines will be
worked for all there is in it. James L.
Gould, the well-known mine owner and
mining engineer, is said to have stated
that the mine is probably the largest
in Placer County, if not in the world.

ANOTHER SACRAMENTO MINE.
There has lately been considerable

talk about the Omo mine, of which G.
G. Armstrong of Woodland, is Presi-
dent, and W. D. Lawton of Sacramento
le Secretary and Manager. Speaking
of the mine yesterday, Mr. Lawton said:

"The Omo mine is located on the east
belt of the Mother Lode, twenty-four
miles southeast of Plaeerville, in the
Grizzly Flat district. It consists of
five quartz claims and one placer claim,
in all over 100 acres of land. There
are three well defined quartz ledges on
this property, but the principal work
has been done on the center, or Omo
claim. Three tunnels have been run
in on the main ledge, which has been
exposed a distance of 2,810 feet, show-
ing one of the longest, unbroken pay
chutes in California, and blocking out
over 30,000 tons of ore ready for the
mill.

"Tunnel No. 1 was run in on the vein
a distance of 104 feet, all in pay ore.
Tunnel No. 2 was started 030 feet
further down the hill and is now in
933 feet in pay ore, giving backs in
face of tunnel over 350 feet and still
showing the same well denned ledge
over five feet between walls. A shaft
was sunk eighty feet on the ledge over
the upper tunnel, also an upraise of
eighty-five feet was made on the ledge
from the lower tunnel to the surface.

"The Improvements on this property
consist of ten I,<WJO-pound stamps,

two concentrators, ore feeder, boarding
house, lodging-house and several small
buildings, and every department is
thoroughly equipped and in good run-
ning order.

"From mill runs which have been
made', the ore paid from four to ten
dollars per ton. The last cleanup made
from the mill was 141 hours run, num-
ber of tons of ore milled 94, producing
148 ounces of amalgam; the average
assay value of ore milled was $13.08
per ton, the average cost of mining and
milling was $1.91 per ton, leavins a
very' handsome pre fit to the owners.

"The owners now contemplate driving
a tunnel in on the ledge at the foot
of the hill near the river, and when
this tunnel is in 2,4)00 feet, it will give
them 1,200 feet of backs at which time
a forty-star.,; mill willbe erected. They
will have free water and the ground
Is heavily covered with fur, yellow pine,
cedar and sugar pine.

"On the 700-foot level of the same
ledge on the claim north of the Omo, the
ore paid in the mill an average of $15
per ton, and the Mt. Pleasant still
further north and believed to be the
came ledge, paid on an average $23.37
per ton for five years. Crossing the
south end of thi9 claim is an ancient
lava-capped river channel, 1.320 feet
of which is owned by the Omo; this
channel has been opened in several
places and has always proved to be
rich. Tihe property of this company is
considered one of the best In the State,
and Is owned by Sacramento and
Woodland people."

The moneyed gentlemen who are op-

crating down near McKittrick are get-
ting down to business in dead earnest.
Recently they received several car-
loads of tools and other things to work
with, and this weak two more carloads
came. They are satisfied to go in whole
hog, and already they are showing

good results.
There is activity at the Asphalto

wells and also at the Smnset wells. At
both of these places there is oil, no
end of it, and the men tfho are oper-
ating in both localities are going to
bring it to the surface. All around,
from the south to the west of Bakers-

field, there are worlds of oil land.
Up in the Antelope Valley appears to

be the latest center of attraction. The
land up there promises wonders, and
that isi where most of the locating is
being dene of late.

The simultaneous growth of pump ir-
rigation and the development of the
oil fields of this county is a striking

coincidence. It appears as though it
was spoken into being by some un-

PLACER AND CjUARTZ WTORK.
Yreka Journal: Tim Austin & Co.,

working the ground north of the High
School grounds, beyond the Yreka

townsite, are finding excellent pros-
pects in their tunnel about half way
between their shafts and the McNulty

claim. This pay channel runs east
and west from the line of Butler's
claim toward the Humbug Range, and
is at least half a mile in length, Aus-
tin's shaft being probably oh the
center. They are getting more water

Cherry Creek is becoming a very rich
mining district 'Work on the Sheba quartz mine is
pushed along with energy, and the
owners feel highly elated with pros-
pects of realizing handsomely from
crushings of quartz taken out, all of
which pays well. The ledge varies
from three to nine* feet in width, as
far as developed, which Is a good size
to work with advantage.

Thornton & Co., who recently pur-
chased the Dave Jones quartz mine in
Quartz Valley, are now putting up a
10-stamp mill, which J. S. Crawford,

lan experienced millman and miner, su-
!perintends, and will soon have it ready
for crushing ere. The company got
off the ledge lately, about forty feet,
but last Tuesday struck it again,
where it prospected exceedingly rich,
to greatly encourage all interested. The
new strike is about a foot in w-idth,
and may widen out on further develop-
ment.

E. S. Howard of Mugginsvillc, Scott
Valley, has been taking out some very
rich ore from his mine in that locality,
which assays upward of $175 to the
ton.

RANDSBURG NEWS.
Randsburg Miner: E. M. Dineen of

the P. D. Q. Cyanide Works at Bal-
larat is in town. He reports that they
will get through at Montgomery's in

jabout ten days, and will make a good
! thing of it. They will then remove to

the Reward mine, and will locate about
ten miles east of Independence, where
they have secured 10,000 tons and will
put up a fifty-ton plant. They have
also 2,(NK> tons in the Beverage Dis-
trict, some sixteen miles from the Re-
ward, which they have bought out-
right, and which are very good, but
somewhat difficult to work. There is
no wagon road to this latter lot, but
everything must be packed in on ani-
mals over a mountain trail.

FORTUNES IN MINES.
The Spokane correspondent of the

Tacoma "Ledger" gives the mining
news as follows:

There have been a number of sensa-
tional strikes during the week. As I
predicted some weeks ago, Mount Lion
was the best buy in the camp. At that
time it could have been secured for 84)
cents. It is now selling readily for
$1.30, while on a thirty-day option it
jis taken equally as quickly at $1.50.

jThere se,ems to be but little question
! that this will be the largest mine in
Republic. Surprise has advanced won-
derfully, due to the phenomenal assays
secured from different parts of the
ledge. Stray Horse has stiffened also.
Insurgent, Chespa, Blue Jay, Tom
Thumb also remain firm.

The public Is still much at loss to
know just what Morning Glory is
worth. Those in control remain silent,
but look wise, which by some is taken
to mean that they have nothing, and
others interpret it to mean that they
have a whole lot. They refuse, how-
ever, to allow any one, not even the
larger stockholders, to go into the mine,
which does not please. It is said?but
a great deal Is often said?that some
exceedingly rich ore is now being
sacked for shipment.

The Altura people are now negotiat-
ing for a property which adjoins
the Altura, and which offers better op-
portunities for work. The deal will
probably go though this week. The
cost of the other property comes out of
the original promoters, so that it makes
the stock of all others more valuable.
Work on this property has been held
back by the snow. The contract for
a fifty-foot shaft has been let and work
will proceed as soon as the mountain
is clear of snow.

The Hiyu, in Central Idaho, has been
a sensation during the week in the
Spokane market. The Hiyu is one of
the oldest gold mines in that section,
having been worked fpr some time!
Some exceedingly rich ore has just
been encountered at a depth of 300 feet,
where the vein has also widened to
three and a half feet. The . company-
has a large stamp mill on the property,
which will be started up again soon, as
soon as they have water enoughs This
section of Idaho, which- over thirty
ysars ago was the world's sensation in
a mining line, is again coming to ths
front. With the great crowds that an
now going to the Hump country therf
will be many disappointed, and no
.doubt as they scatter over the hillrs
some exceedingly rich quartz locations
will be made. . ,

Little Cariboo, in the Camp McKin-
ney district, has been showing up re-
markably well, and the stock has been
firm In Spokane, while Toronto and
other Eastern Canadian cities have
been buying it quite readily. All re-
ports received here concerning the na-
ture and value of*the ore that is being
encountered are most encouraging.

Most of the Spokane stockholders are
hanging onto their stock with a firm
belief that it is another Cariboo, the
big dividend payer of the camp.

Sam Bowden, superintendent of the
Peoria, at the mouth of the Twlsp
River, has been in the city during the
week and is most enthusiastic over that
camp. With him he brought 500 pounds
of ore, which wa§ displayed on the
street and attracted a great deal of
attention. The stock in this company
has advanced rapidly during the week,
being now quoted at 13 cents. The
work on the property consists of a shaft
down thirty-seven feet and a tunnel
which is being run to tap the ledge, in
190 feet. From this tunnel two cross-
cuts, one sixteen feet and the other
eight feet, have been_run.

Assays from the different portions of
the lead run from $21 to $65. With
transportation facilities it would not
jbe long until this property would be on
a paying basis. The Skylark, which is
just across the creek, is also showing
up remarkably well. The ore continues
to grow richer with depth, while the
pay shoot is widening. Little if any
Skylark stock is to be had in this city.
Other properties in the same neighbor-
jhood are looking fine.

STREET ASSESSMENTS.

Suits Begun in Superior Court to
Collect Them.

The City Street Improvement Com-
pany has commenced suit in the Supe-
rior Court against A. J. Mitchell and a
number of other defendants to collect
an assessment of $15.02 for street work
against lot 3 in the block between C
and D, Eighteenth and Nineteenth
streets, with interest, costs and attor-
ney's fees.

It has also commenced suit to collect
another assessment on the same prop-
erty for $38.19. White & Seymour are
attorneys in the case.
