
THE WATER QUESTION PRE-EMI-
NENT.

The City Trustees have rejected, with

E3ine asperity of feeling-, the propose
tion of the Chamber of Commerce for a
Citizens* Commission of Inquiry to ex-
amine into the water supply question,
especially to inquire into the subterra-
nean supply on the east of the city

and at the threshold of the town. The
response given was that the Board of

Trustees is competent to make the in-
quiry and that it is Its bounden duty
to attend to all such municipal affairs.
Which is to say, "Mind your own busi-

ness."
The Chamber has taken this rebuff in

good part, accepting, evidently, the
statement of the Trustees as equivalent
*o a pledge to make the investigation
into the clear-water system from deep-
di iven cased wells on the east.

There is no other interpretation to
be given to the expression of the board.
It ip pledged to action now, in the way
ofthorough investigation, which it can-
not, with honor, avoid. It willbe a bad
day for the board if it makes cover of
its excuse, however, fior further delay.
It has resolved already that certain
time Is necessary to prosecute inquiry
into the sewer and sewage disposal
questions. It is fortified in that delay
by the report of an expert engineer, in
whom it has confidence, and whose
treatment of the subject is clearly im-
partial, cold and without a shadow of
prejudice or bias. That preliminary re-
port of the engineer establishes the fact
that the water supply question is inex-
tricably interwoven wiith the sewer
system. Try as he might, the engineer
could not disassociate them.

It is conceded that all the things in
the way of municipal improvement pro-
jected by the board are essential, are
wanted by the people, and will be vot-
ed upon favorably by the people under
right conditions. It is also to be taken
Into account by the Trustees that im-
portant as are the new sewers the
new water main, the High School
building and the like, more important
and overshadowing them all, preceding
and leading them ail, is the clear, pure
water question.
!We want no new water mains
through which to.send a domestic water
supply that the people will not ap-
prove. No new High School building
should be erected except we have clear,
pure water to supply it. No new sewer
system question can possibly be dis-
severed from the new water system.
There should be investigation, there-
fore, of all proposed water supplies at
vnce. The "Record-Union" expresses
what it knows to be the sentiment of
seven-tenths of all the people when it
declares that they want all proposi-
tions now fairly, fully and finally in-
vestigated and the very best to be re-
solved upon and submitted to them
for their expression of opinion.

The board concedes that it can have
thorough exploitation of the sewer and
eewagt questions at once. They are
already under searching inquiry. It
will take no longer, nay, not nearly as
long, to fathom the water question.
The public, mind in Sacramento has
been making inquiries and arriving at
conclusions on the subject for very
many years. It is now ready to declare
definitely. The board can just as easily
enter upon and close up investigation
info the east side well supply proposi-
tion as It fan the sewer proposition.
Nay, it can do so more easily, and at
comparatively trifling cost, because to
much Investigation has been made and
data gathered already concerning it, of-
ficial and' otherwise.

What must he avoided is any more
delay in opening: the official inquiry.
Because the bond proposition, as a
whole, cannot be submitted now or
within a few months is no reason for
postponing official investigation into the
east side water supply. Common pru-

dence and good business sense com-
mand that time shall tie saved and that
the investigation be at once entered
upon to which the beard is now com-

mitted. It can run abreast with the
other investigations and be reported
upon at the same time. If it is put

over, however, and another year allow-

ed to pass before the preliminary of-
ficial steps have been taken that will
mean two years before we can get

started upon anything. If the official
inquiry is now entered upon
can be made, including the water sys-

temsquestions-, withthe sewer and water

main questions. If this is not done
immediately the board will be open to

the charge that it is unfair and seeking
to down the east side proposition by

dilatory proceedings.
Can it afford to place itself in such a

position? We think not; we know that

it cannot. The people will resent any

such trifling, nor are we at all disposed
to charge the board with intention to
trifle and delay. We accept its
ruling regarding the power and duty

of the board as a pledge to go on at

once and make thorough inquiry into
all the water propositions. Surely the

people making the Amador and those
projecting the North Fork schemes are
prepared to make statements of what
they will do. They would never have

offered their suggestions to publicity
without knowledge of what they can do.
They must not be allowed to practice

the arts of delay In order to gain points.
We know all about the present river
supply. We have had one demonstra-
tion of the mechanical filter plan and
its proponents, and those, with other

similar schemes, must know what the

cost will be and what they stand ready

to guarantee.
The well system has been long in-

quired into and experimented with. A
very small expenditure will complete

that examination and inquiry. There

is, therefore, no excuse possible to be

made for further delay. We have time

now for an official inquiry and exploit-
ation of the whole matter. It should be

ordered at once?this very week; to-
night.

"The reports from Cuba are to the ef-

fect that the ex-soldiers of the Cuban

army refuse to take the money we offer
to advance to them. The officers ap-

pointed to disburse the coin in Havana
appeared at the appointed place and
hour, but so did the sneering and an-
tagonistic officers of the late insurgent

forces. The privates, therefore, feared

to come forward, and only seven men
out of 3,000 in that district accepted
pay and surrendered their arms. The

reasons advanced for this ugly mood
are three in number. First, we do not

offer enough money, thrice the sum at
the least is! now asked, but twenty times

was originally demanded.
Second, the Cuban holds that to sur-
render his arms is an act of dishonor.
Third, domination by the Americans is

distasteful. To which these replies
might well be made. First, it remains

for the United States, and it alone, to
say what sum, of money it will advance.
It is under no obligations to expend a
cent for the benefit of the Cubans* Sec-
ond, it is not dishonor to turn over
arms, because the act is not one of sur-
render. Third, it is not proposed to have
Americans dominate in Cuba. We are
under pledge to retire from the island
as soon as the country is pacified and a
stable government is established. But
the real reason Is the first one stated.
It covers all the others. If we had ad-
vanced $70,000,000 instead of §3,000,000
we would not have had so much as a
chipper from the Cubans, and every
cent would have been snapped
up.

The Negritos, the most thrifty and
intelligent of all Filipinos, have frankly
accepted the domination of the United
States, and their proclamation to that
end has been issued. They elect their
own Legislature, Judges and executive
officers. In short General Smith has
mapped out for them self-government
with the American nation as guard and
friend over them. Thus the fruitful isl-
and of Negros is now completely Amer-
ican in form of government. Religious

toleration, political freedom and repre-
sentative government being established.
So it will be in Luzon when once we
have the Aguinaldoites fairly whipped,
which will be done in due time. Repre-
sentative Steel of Indiana is reported as
having called upon the President on
Saturday, and saying that the people of
Indiana were weary of attempts to ne-
gotiate with Aguinaldo. That what
they want is to have the war vigorously
prosecuted and the insurrection broken
up speedily. The President is reported
to have replied that such was his desire
also, and that there will be no more
tardy work, no more efforts to accom-
plish peace by negotiation. According-
ly, we have news that General Otis has
asked the volunteers to re-enZlst for six
months. More regular troops are at
once to be shipped to Manila, the civil
commission will be recalled and the
dealing with the insurrection be left in
General Otis' hands. All this has the
right ring and promises well for us.

In 1805 the excess of our exports over
our imports to June 30th was
200. For the same period in IS9O there
was a Jump to $102,882,2t>4 and in 1807
to 3280,21:3,144. But for the last fiscal
year, that closing June 30, 189S, the ex-
cess sum of our exports over imports
swelled to i>G15,432,07<>. It can scarcely
be said that under Republican admin-
istration the count trade of the nation
has gone backward. These export ex-
cesses represent home merchandise, the
products of the soil and the output of
manufactures employing skilled labor.

A more concise or probably correct
forecast than this from the Tulare
"Register" we have not seen:

"The question troubling the Democ-
racy Just now is: What shall the
campaign slogan be, anti-expansion,
anti-trust, or anti-up? It will prob-
ably be just plain anti-everything
that the Republicans have done or
ever expect to do.

But in this the Democracy will be

consistent, for it has ever been the

party of opposition and obstruction,

and its greater men claim for it virtue
on account of its watchfulness, con-
servative character, and its action as
a check upon radicalism.

A THEORY WELL SUSTAINED.
Portland Oregonian: The cause of

the steadily increasing duration of hu-
man life among civilized peoples is not
involved In mystery. Lying close to
the surface and supported by a solid
substratum of figures carefully com-
piled, is the fact that this lengthening
out of the span of life in man is due
to many excellent improvements in Ihe
manner of living, based u.un accurate
knowledge of the requirements of life
and of health. Pure a'r, clean water
and nourishing food are fundamental
elements in this lengthening process,
and special means are taken to secure
them. Children are better fed and more
comfortably and evenly clad; all classes
in the broad significance of that term
are better housed than h: the earlier
periods of civilization, and epidemic dis-
eases have been brougut under intelli-
gent control through a correct under-
standing of their cause.

All of these things are masters of
common knowledge. But there is a
correlative feature of the increase in
the duration of human life that has not
been so generally observed. This con-
sists in the remarkable increase in Ihe
working power of cJd men, which ex-
ceeds the extension of ihe term of hu-
man life. The man who was old at 50
aged at GO and decrepit at 70 is rela-
tively rare. The wonderful exemption
from disease and the manner in which
the elderly men of the army and navy-
have borne fatigue are cited in evi-
dence of the sturdy physical endurance
of men who haver ras?ed what formerly
was reckoned as life's meridian of use-
fulness, while in ail the vocations of
civil life the mental and physical activ-
ity of elderly and old men has been
greatly increased within the century.

A NEW PLAN.
Alameda Argus: The Populist leaders

have met and formulated a new plan of
turning the world right side up again.
There were not enough of them to rep-
resent the whole United States, but
those present were full of language.
Singular as it may seem, this was not
emitted to the glory of the Hon. and
Colonel W. J. Bryan. Said President
Burkett:

"To the mistaken policy which led to
the disastrous restdta of the campaign
of 1896 we may trace the cause of ail
the contention and want of harmony
which has existed in reform ranks since
that unfortunate hour when a majority
of our representatives consented to go
outside the party to find a candidate
for President. Surely no one, not a
Republican or a Democrat at heart,
will contend that the campaign of IS9G
should be duplicated."

This ha=. significance according to the
representativeness of the body in which
it was uttered. It is a note that Mr.
Bryan is not likely to find attuned to
his ear. at any rate.

THE DEWEY SUBSCRIPTION.
Stockton Independent: The Assist-

ant Secretaries of several of the de-
partments of the Federal Government,
with Genera] Corbin and the Treasurer
of the United States, have been organ-
ized into a committee to beg of the peo-
ple subscriptions to a fund with which
to purchase a so-called "home" for Ad-
miral Dewey in Washington. In this
way official recognition is given to the
movement, and the Government of the
United States through its highest exec-
utive officers outside of the President's
Cabinet, declares to the world that it
is unable or too niggardly to suitably
reward the Admiral of its navy, and
notifies the public it will pass around
the plate for gratuities.

It cannot be that this is a spectacle
>that the American people indorse. Con-
gress has been in session for many
months, in two sessions, since Dewey's
great victory at Manila, and it was
certainly competent in connection with
President McKinley to bestow what-
ever reward or honor was proper. It
did take action, and Admiral Dewey is
recognized as the one commander of
the war against whom no one has a
complaint to urge. It is not consistent
with the spirit of our institutions that
the chief executive officers of the re-
public should organize as a Board of
Charities for one particular officer of
the navy. It is an action that any and
every officer of the army or the navy
is justified in resenting. It is a con-
dition or a situation that is unjust to
the worthy men who fought without in-
dividual distinction perhaps, but still
fought with valor. It is something
that the public has a right to resent,
because it has the appearance of an
alliance between Government officials,
to glorify the advertising schemes of
certain newspapers and to magnify the
alleged benevolence of certain politi-

cians and millionaires.
WHY GOMEZ DREW OUT.

Stockton Mail; The Havana "Inde-
pendent," which, like some other jour-
nals, is independent in name only, re-
marks that a large majority of intelli-
gent Cubans are opposed to the person-
nel of the Supreme Court, as some of
the members are so deficient in qualifi-
cations that they would have better
chances of success in undertaking a
trip to the moon than in attempting to
sit on a Supreme Bench. The paper
also says that the Cubans are so un-
used to expressing themselves in pub-
lic that the undercurrent of feeling of S-)
per cent, of the population is not real-
ized by the appointing officials?the
American Generals, etc. But the "In-
dependent" knows what military rule
is, and has no desire to be classed as a
traitor or copperhead, so it is careful to
add that it has no protest to make
against anything done, no matter how-
objectionable, as it considers that
"much the easiest way to get along."
It is, in some circumstances and for a
while. In the long run, however, that
sort of policy usually proves a failure.
For one thing, it soon deprives a news-
paper of all influence. As to affairs in
Cuba, if the desire of the American au-
thorities be to pacify and unite the peo-
ple of the island and set them on their
feet, so that they may become an in-

dependent nation, a great many mis-
takes are being made. But if the de-
sign?as is probably the case ?be to an-
nex the island to the United States, ar-
ray the Spaniards in the island against
the Cubans l and suppress the latter,
then the present mode of procedure can
be readily understood and no mistakes
are being made. The action of Gen-
eral Gomez last Sunday no doubt means
that he understands the American pur-
pose and has cast his let with the Cu-
bans once more.

THEATRICAL REFORM.
Fresno Republican: Julia Arthur

stopped the performance of "A Lady of
Quality" at New Haven the other day
until a spectator who was trying to
flirt with a woman on the stage was
ejected from the house. It was a good
beginning to a needed reform. Now let
the theater managers go a little furth-
er, and station burly "bouncers" to
eject the man who has seen the play
before and persists in explaining it to
his companion so that all his neighbors
can hear, and the girl who makes silly
jokes in the pathetic places, to conceal
the fact that she wants to cry; and,
above all, the man who persists in hum-
ming all the airs at concert or opera to
show that he knows them. Or, if the-
ater managers do not care to risk the
odium of such drastic measures, let us
impott the salutary German rule of the-
ater etiquette, by which the hog who
shows no consideration for his neigh-
bors, receives none from them, but is
promptly and vigorously hissed and
stared out of countenance. We have
some pretty brazen offenders in this
country, but there are few who can
face very often the ordeal of being the
cynosure of a hundred glaring opera
glasses and as many sharp hisses. The
remedy is a disagreeable one?worse
than the disease, in fact?but fortunate-
ly it does not have to be frequently ap-
plied, as the disease soon disappears
where it is known that the remedy is
ready.

A REPROACH TO SCIENCE.
Oakland Enquirer: The army phy-

sicians and other medical men continue
to discuss the typhoid fever deaths in
the American army last year, which
were the most disgraceful feature of
our military administration. The mote
the subject is discussed the more cer-
tain does it appear that the great num-
ber of cases of typhoid and the large
number of deaths were due to neglect of
simple sanitary precautions.

The Government appointed a board
of three physicians to study the sub-
ject, and one of them, Dr. Victor C.
Vaughan, lecently read a paper in a
medical association in which he sup-
ported this conclusion. He went much
further, in fact; he stated that the true
proportions of the epidemic had been
concealed by representing many of the
typhoid cases as being malarial fever.
He said that practically all the cases
reported by the surgeons as malarial
fever were really mild types of typhoid
fever, and that the army surgeons
showed a marked aversion to calling
typhoid by its right name.

Now, what was the cause of the
great outbreak of typhoid in the army
camps? It is a very simple matter.
Typhoid fever always exists in isolated
cases, and when a thousand men or
more are assembled in "an army camp
they are sure to bring the germs of the
disease with them; that is, there will
be a few cases in every regiment or
brigade. The camp sinks, which should
be most carefully attended to, were
neglected in a most shameful manner,
and the flies having access to the sinks,
carried the poison to the cook tents and
deposited it on the food. This was the
cause of the enormous amount of suf-
fering in such army camps as Camp
Merriit, in San Francisco, and the
great camp in Chickamauga.

It is horrible to think that in this
age of progress in medicine and hy-
giene the volunteer soldiers should have
been poisoned to death because the
camps were filthy.

NOTES OF WARNING.
Oakland Tribune: In view of the fact

that vigorous efforts are being made to
boom the Yukon region again, it is
well to sound a note of warning now
and then, so that every one will be on
guard. Surely nothing can be more
forcible than the following extract
from a personal letter sent from
Dawson City to the editor of the
Washington "Star":

"I fear that many will invest capital
in wildcat schemes up here. Do not
believe the plausible stories that are
told. Specimens of rich quartz are sent
out which are artificial. Gold is forced
into crevices of the quartz, and even
nuggets are made here from castings
and molds. In fact, the jewelers here
are getting fancy prices for nuggets
which they make. Lies, trickery, im-
morality and every vice luxuriate in a
mining camp, and Dawson is equal to
the worst."

Admitting: for the sake of argument
that the pen picture is overdrawn and
emanates from a disappointed pros-
pector, it, taken in connection with
many similar stories that have drifted
down from the Arctic zone during the
past year or so, shows that the busi-
ness conditions up there are not
healthy, to say the least. The only man
who can afford to go fortune hunting
in the Dawson City region nowadays
is the individual who has nothing to
lose by abandoning any interests at
this end.

PRESIDENT AND SOLDIER.
Santa Rosa Republican: President

McKinley, probably more than any
other American, is grateful to the vol-
unteers who responded so promptly to
the Nation's call for aid and who have
served so valiantly in the Philippines
and elsewhere. The President will
witness the home-coming of many of
the Western regiments and will per-
sonally express gratitude in their pres-
ence. The brave boys fully deserve the
highest favors, not only of the President
but of all true Americans. In honoring
the warriors who planned the battles
we should not forget the humble pri-
vates who fought and won them.
