An Unwise Policy.

It is reported that the Trustees are
determined to submit to the people
propositions for bonding the city for
a new school building and for an ex-
tension of the water mains. The plan
contemplates nothing in the direction of
clear water or sewers, yet either of
these is of more importance than the
proposed improvements, The city
needs clear water first and sewer ex-
tension second. In succeeding im-
portance are water mains and a new
high school building. We fully believe
that the people could afford to forego
every projected improvement, if neces-
sary to do so, in favor of better water.
The water supplied to the public in
this town is the butt of ridicule and of-
fensive criticism all over the coast. It
is of no use to assure strangers that
the water is wholesome and harmless
while its appearance is repulsive. No-
body believes the indorsements that
chemists have bestowed upon the
water. We think it very doubtful
whether or not the school and water
main propositions can get the votes
necessary for their adoption, but if
they should find favor with the people
the result would be to defer indefi-
nitely the water question. The tax-
payers will not, we think, willingly
pile up other debts against the city, af-
ter voting nearly $300,000 for the school
and water mains. We cannot discover
any wisdom in the selection of the two
least needful improvements to test the
public spirit.

All that we desire is clear water, no
matter where it may come from.—Sun-
day News.
