PRISON;
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Sermon by Rev. W.

S, '.Hoski}nso'n. of the

Sixteenth Street Lu'thefan Church.

The subject of Rev. W. S. Hoskinson’s
se:mon at the Sixtecnthestreet Lutheran
Church: last evening was “The Boy
Prisoner.” He said:

“Daniel purposed in%is heart that he
would not defile himself.”—Dan. i:8.

This boy of 14 years is a captive from
Israel, carried away a prisoner to
Babylon. Nebuchadne%zar ‘took away
these captives as hostages for the sub-
mission of the ‘Hebrews. This was the
beginning of Judah’s seventy years’
subjection to Babylon and of Daniel’s
seventy years of remarkable history in
a foreign land.

‘We maust treat of hig life as a boy to-
night, yet he seems more than a boy.
‘We can hardly think of him even in
this first chapter as only 14 years of
age. There is s0 much of the man in
his resolution and conduct. But, then,
We soon remember that there were
giants in those days, and that the old
Hebrew prophets were a marvelous race
of men. They seem to be above the or-
dinary creation of God. ‘Only in such
an age, when revelation was a simple
thing and men felt as they saw the
symbol as the vision, that the Divine
was not far away from any one of
them”; only under such a sun, as it
blasted the desert into desolation or
greened the olive slope into beauty and
was a perp<tual motion both of threat-
ening and of promise; only among such
a people, of deep religious instincts and
irrepressible in a high degree, could
these prophets have lived and flour-
ished and become the powers they
‘were.

These men were not soldiers, but
when;‘,they rebuked kings their courage
show like a withering sun. They were
not priests, but never pniest spake sol-
emn words with diviner power. We
stand in awe before this lofty line of
men, who seem like creatures of the
spriit land. A Ilittle of the feelings of
the Gadarenes who wanted Christ to
8et out of their country comes over us.
Or we are like Peter in his first
vision of Christ’s power, “Depart from
me for I am a sinful man, O Lord”

These seem to be standing before the
Lord like the ligtnings, who are his
messengers, or as the ‘stormy wind
fuilfiliing his word. And there is none
among the entire brotherhood of
prophets who so thoroughly comes
home to us as this Hebrew youth of the
royal line of Judah. He was irspired,
but he had a life apart from inspira-
tion, and we see in it the common ele-
ments of which other fives are made.
Here are principle and persecution,
sorrow and success; the harp-song of
thankfulness and the breeze-like voice
of grief; all the elements that are
sharply marked in character., We find
them here in this man’s experience just
as we have felt them in our own. He
comes to us, then, as no stranger, but
in garments that prove him one of us.

Our prophet is no meteor vision—
sweeping out of darkness to play for a
brief space the masque of human liv-
ing and then flitting into darkness as
unbroken. He comes eating and drink-
ing and doing common things, thrilled
with common feelings, though those
feelings prompt him to heroic action,
and those common things are done in a
majestic way,

And here you may have been thinking
that you have peculiar circumstances
and that David’s or Daniel’s or Peter’s
or Paul’s religion was a thing only for
stream-side villages and quiet hours—
not for the realm of business, nor the
tragic hearts of towns. Now that is
another mistake of yours. Heaven is
as near the great city as the breezy
down. You can preserve as bright an
integrity, you can hold as close a fel-
lowship with the true and the Divine
in Sacramento as in yonder San Fran-
cisco, the modern Babylon, as Daniel
did away off yonder in Babylon, the
ancient San Francisco. When a boy
goes to hunt a place the one wishing to
employ him says, “Well, I'll try him
awhile.” This is to see what stuff the
boy is made of—to know what timber is
in him. Not long is Daniel at the
strange court a prisoner till a trial is
made of him. The initial door to every
great life is temptdation—trial. At once

it came to the boy of 14 years. He was |
tempted to do a degrading thing—to |

disobey the law of his God, to deny his
home religion and yield to a popular
idolatry and prove recreant to his coun-
try and nation and all the promises and
hopes belonging to them.

~ And it comes strongly to us. Where
is the boy that likes not to eat, and
the more dainties the more his appetite
is whet? There was a vast difference
between the King’'s savory dishes and
delicious wines, and mere boiled beans
and water, It was a powerful tempta-
tion to the boy's appetite. And then,
here was a way to the King’s favor
and success. How could he expect to
succead with a King when his own re-

ligion condemned that heathen Xing |
Then it was a thing !

and ‘his conduct?
the King commanded. Why not yield
now? He must in the end; his life
depended on yielding. And every boy
wants to be popular; how could he be
and appear odd, and bring on himself
sneers and taunts and ridicule? You
sce how strong were the ropes of
temptation drawing our ruddy boy
away from the religion of his fathers.
‘What will save him? We tremble for
our boy prisoner as many a mother
trembles for her tempted boy to-night.
*“Is the young man Absalom safe?” is
the anxious moan of 10,000 fathers in
California. to-night. We look around
and see ocur boy prisoner hemmed in
like his fathers at the Red Sea; like
the Spartans at Thermopyle. Nothing
will save him; he must go down. Butl
we forget a mother’s training. One
resource is left. It is the boy’'s ex-
tremity, but God's opportunity. “On
the mount top the Lord will be seen.”
Our prisoner boy is a religious boy.
His religion was of the deep sort that
influenced his character, kindled his
heroism and paved the way for his
success. There was no surface senti-
ment about him. Daniel's was an in-
wrought piety, whose seat was in the
heart; o brave that no disaster could
disturb it. So, now, watch the boy
prisoner, He is lonely, tempted, in
peril. Loneliness, temptation, danger—
have you some painful, personal experi-
ence that makes you understand these
words? And then, ocur boy was in
bondage, a word that a free people
cannot understand, but the condition
of Daniel in  the King’s palace. His
~ piety would be exposed to greater haz-
ards on account of being a slave.
Babylon was whoily given to idolatry.
Belus, and not Daniel's Ged, was wer-
chiped. Soothsayers wrought their
1s, astrologers pretended to read

» heavens, the fire worshipers of
oaster clung to their ancient er-

ror. The commonest things of life were
linked with idol worship and con-
secrated by idol ceremonies; so that
the conscience of our boy was attacked
everywhere, and every day did duty
call on him to resist. But his piety was
lie the rock-ribbed mountains. “He
purpcsed in his heart.” ‘Once there fell
from the lips of the original liar: ‘“Doth
Job serve God for naught?’ Ever since
it has been the scoff of a sneering
world that Christians are Christians
only for the pay there-is in it; that
policy is on the side of their religion.
So some Chaldean scoffer would hurl
into the face of our boy prisoner: “Oh,
there will come a change soon. He
has breathed a Hebrew atmosphere and
been bound by Hebrew habits. His
soul is but the crysalis, just emerging
from -the cocoon of dormant thought
and dull devotion.  Wait until he is
fledged. Wait until he has prened his
wings amid the sunshine and flowers
of Babylon. The Jordan is but a
sluggish stream; the Euphrates rolis
grandly in its rushing silver. Translate
him from the slopes of Olivet to the
plains of Shinar. Let him taste the
luxury of Chaldean lving once, and
join in the pomp of Babylonish wor-
ship; you will soon hear of his leaving
old friends, and he will plunge as
eagerly as any into the gaieties of this
the gayest capital in the world.”

But this scoffer, like most scoffers,
was fooled. Did the piety of our boy
prisoner fail him? Was he entangled
by pleasure’s snare or. frightened by
the captor’'s frown? Did he not go down
on his knees as fervently in the palace
of Shusham as in the temple at Jerusa-
lem? '

Oh, what are circumstances, at any
rate, when a true man has purposed
in his heart to do the right thing? Let
a man be firmly principled in his relig-
ion, and he may travel from the trop-
ics to the poles, it will never catch
cold on the way. Put him down
yonder in the desert, and just as the
palm tree thrusts its roots beneath the
envious sands in search of substance,
he will find somehow to get living
water there, “Banish him to the
farthest, dreariest patmos you can
find, he will get an Apocalypse among
its barren crags. Thrust him into an
inner. prison and fasten his feet in the
stocks, the doxology will reverberate
through the dungeon, making such
melody within its walls of stone that
the jailer shall lapse into a man, and
the prisoners, hearing it, shall dream of
freedom and home.” 4

Daniel purposed in his heart. Young
men have you any piety? Of what sort
is it? Is it a hot-house plant that must
be kept in lest the March winds shake
the life out of it—or is it 2 hardy shrub
that rejoices when the winds come
howling down from the crest of Shasta?
We need brave men and brave women
to bear witness for the Master now.
A manhood of insolence and error op-
poses us. The plague breath is carried
on the wings of the wind to all young
men and women. It needs a robust
piety now—one that will not get sick
soon in the tainted air. The forces of
evil are well marshaled—all along are
liers-in-wait to surprise and betray.
Ours must be a piety that will not be
frightened by the noise of the captains
and the shouting. It must be ours to
press boldly on, saying to all who dif-
fer from us: ‘“Hinder me not; I mean
to wear the crown.”

It is fear that makes men deserters.
Still, “if any man draw back, my soul
shall have no pleasure in him.” Favor
with any body is never to be bought at
the price of religious principle. Never
compromisge in religion.

Protogenes lived on lupins (wild
beans) seven years, while on a famous
picture of his “that his judgment might
not be clouded by luxurious dirt.”

He who would receive and interpret
divine revelations must not feed on the
dainties nor drink from the intoxicat-
ing cup of this world.

So thought our boy prisoner, and he
chose rather to suffer affliction for a
season. He anticipated the master.
“If any man will be my disciple, iet
him follow me.” “Endure hardness.”’
“And be purposed in his heart.”~ Reso-
lution as a habit is a most important
part of character. It gives moral
strength, energy, backbone. It forms
the hero, scholar, statesman, artist, the
successful merchant, the man of
science, benefactor. The turning point
of Nelson’s history was ‘'when he said:
“I will be a hero.” Reynolds studied
the masters at Rome till he understoocd
their exc®llence and became himself a
master, Paley at college resolved not
to be lazy and rose at 4 o’clock to be-
gin study and produce works that could
never die. This direct resolution of
Daniel strengthened his character and
fitted him for greatness. .Each resolu-
tion 'carried out in the face of diffi-
culty makes a man strong. Irresolution
is another name for weakness. It is
weakness to make no resolution or to
‘make one and fail to keep it. “Resolves
and re-resolves and dies a fool.” One
resolution kept puts a solid .granite rock
into the wall and makes ready for
growing beauty. o

So Daniel purposed in his heart. He
made the stand.at once. He would no
defile himself with the king’s meat, n‘
with the portion of wine which he
drank. These things were ceremonially
unciean and were forbidden to Daniel
and his duty was to refuse. Does this
deed of our prisoner boy cause the curl
to come to some one’s lipg? “Pshaw! A
small thing, indeed.” What worse
would he have been if he had not been
so coffensively singular? He wasg not
obliged to know that there was any
connection with idolatry about it. Why
obtrude this old world sanctimonious-
ness about a trifle like this? A trifle,
you say? Well, trifles are the grea®
forces of life. We are lifted aloft or
cast into the depths by trifles. They
make or they break us. A falling apple,
a drifting log of wood, the puffing of a
tea kettle, trifles—but follow up these
trifles. From the falling apple, the law
of gravitation. From the drifting log,
the discovery of America. From the
curling steam, smoke and song of the
tea Kkettle, the hundred-fold uses of
steam. The universe.of God knows no
trifles. Speak the word now and it goes
ringing down the ages. Sin in your
heedless youth and long afterward I'll
show you the markings carved on the
temple -of the body. So you see the
policy and plety of our, boy prisoner
was no trifle. He made the stand at
once, and God honored it. The enemies’
foremost champiocn was slain, the rest
were easgily routed.

Are you in thecritical moment. beset | |
with difficulties that make you shud--

der? Does wealth allure, beauty charm,

endearment woo, or authority command
you to trample on conscience? The
first social drink, game of chance, Sah-
bath breaking, false entry, and is the
enemy Whispering, “it is only a little
one?”’ Now is your moment. Will seems
weak and passon strong, but rouse
yourgelf now and resolve. Look out
for the beginnings of evil—the first

current, the rapids, the whirlpool
waves. Go to that dance hall of wiid
_dissipation; enter that gambling hell;
follow that ‘“strange woman’ to her
place; make that fraudulent ‘entry;
make light of the Sabbath and its un-
. told blessing—what have you done?
Weakened your moral -nature, shar-
pened the dagger for that assassin who
waits to stab yoy, becoming accessory
to the murder of your own soul. Broth-
ers, Daniel was right. Follow him.
Yield to the wooings of Daniel’s God
to-night.
now. Break away from the bonds that
are already closing around you. Hasten
your escape from the poisoning evil of
sin. Close on your heels is the avenger.
Hasten! flee for your life! Look not
behind you lest you be overtaken and
destroyed. On though the feet bleed
and the heart strings quiver. On, spite
of wearied limbs and shuddering mem-
ories and the sobs and pant of laboring
breath. Once get within the gates of
the city of refuge and you are safe,
for neither God’s love nor man’s will
ever, though all the world demand it,
give up to his pursuers a poor fugitive
siave. Daniel took refuge in the cleft of
a rock and that rock was God.
