Must ﬁ':ko : Twenty-five Hundred
Dollars Furnish All Features
for Day and Night.

There was a meeting of the Fourth
of July Committee at the Trustees
rooms last night. Mayor Land, in
calling the meeting to order, warned
all the committees to cut their figures
low. <

“I do not think we can look for more
money than the $2,500 allowed by the
city,” he said, “and the bands and
others who are expecting high rates
and extra prices will simply stand in
their own light and in the way of the
celebration. It will be uselezs to ask
the Finance Committee to solicit money
around the city, so the $2,5600 should be
congidered the limit. We shall probabiy
be able to hire but one or two bands.”

Chairman Fox of the Finance Com-
mittee, reported that the Board of Su-
pervisors had been approached for an
appropriation, but they flatly refused,
saying they had no money.

R. T. Devlin of the Literary Commit-
tee, reported:.that his committee would
be able to get the Clunie Opera-house
for §75, and to cut expenses to $200,
which would be $100 less than last year.
For that sum there would be soloists,
quartets, and like numbers. Mayor
Land was reported President of the
Day; John B. Powers, reader; Rev. E.
C. Herrick, Chaplain,

Edgar Sheehan reported that his
committee had consulted bands and re-
ceived a compromise offer. If sixteen
are hired in each band the rate will
be $8 for each man, and $3 per man
for each extra entertaiment. The total
cost would be $646 for music.  The
Capita] City Drum Corps wanted $81,
the Institute Band at $50, or less than
$2 a man.

Mr. Platt, a committeeman from the
Musicians’ Union gsaid: ‘“We have
dropped from $10 per man to $8 because
of the shortness of funds. The old rate
was as high as $20 and $15. A band
.of twelve is too small for a parade; so
we’ll drop to $8 per man, if you “will
take bands of sixteen each. The union
makes these rates only on coxdition
that no non-union men be employed.”

Mr. Sheehan—If we decide to engage
a non-union drum corps and the In-
stitute Band would union bands turn
out?

Mr. Platt—We would not turn out
with non-union bands unless all our
bands also were hired.

Mayor Land—What would the total
cost be?

Mr. Platt—For all the proposed exer-
cises it would be $635.50, or for the
parade alone, with the drum corps,
$484.

- Chairman Phillips of the Printing
Committee, reported that he believed
$275 would cover all costs of printing.

Chairman Frank D. Ryan of the In-
vitation Committee, was neither pres-
ent, nor had he any report to make. He
had not called but one meeting of the
committee, said Mr. Peterson, of the
committee,

Chairman Elwood Bruner of the Par-
ude Committee, reported that his com-
mittee was undecided as to whether the
parade should@ be the feature. He re-
ported the following items: Salute, $75;
living flag, $150, which would' go to
children’s dresses and instruction;
prizes for decorations, $100; floats, $300,
and this will be for three floats only, of
€xquisite design—the Olympia being
one; Caledonians, $25 for expenses;.for
decorations of Fire Department, $30;
horses and men to run the floats, £100:
water, $15; expenses for military men,
their entertainment, etc., $30; expenses
of other organizatioms, flags, etc., $125;
care of orphans, $60. The total was
therefore reported to be $1,030.

Mayor Land—Your program.is very
fine, but I think it will be more than wa
can do.

Gus S. Turner of the Evening Enter- |
tainment Committee reported it would !

be hard to give the expenses, unless
the General Committee should decide
on plans. The fire pieces would be il-
lustrative of the late war, etc., and the
cost of the set pieces would be $£321.25.
The total list ran to $670, but in addi-
tion to this there was to be an electrical

- display running to $700.

Chairman G. H. Nolmes of the After-
noon Entertainment Committee report-

SYLLABI.

(8. F. No. 1,089—Department One—
" Filed June 5, 1899.)

Thomas Cushing, respondent; Man-

uel S. Pires, appellant. Injunction. Af-

firmed.

A land owner cannot protect his own

land to the injury of another’s land by

turning the storm or surface water

which would mnaturally flow thereon

away from his own and on to the lands

of another.

The appellate court is not overzeal-

ous to find a defect in a complaint

which the appellant himself failed to

discover until the case had been de-

cided against him on its merits.

Estate of Charles A. James, deceased.
Laura Milen James et al.,, appellants.
Order granting distribution reversed.
‘Where improper evidence has been
admitted under objection, it is impos-
sible for the appellate court to say how
much weight and influence it had in
the mind of the trial court in framing
its finding of fact. Therefore, although
there is sufficient evidence in the rec-
ord which came before the court with-
out objection to support the findings of
fact, the admission of improper evi-
dence under objection will justify a
reversal

Independent specific acts of immoral-
ity may not be affirmatively shown to
impeach a witness. Such acts may
not even be shown upon the cross-ex-
amination of the witness himself.

‘What third parties may say as to the
character of a past occurrence, or as
to the actual happening or non-hap-
peing of an oecurrence will not be
stamped by the law as res gestae.
Declarations of members of a family
who are not parties to the litigation,
as to such matters, are no more ad-
missible than the declarations of
strangers.

When the bodily or mental feelings
of the party are to be proved, his ex-
clamations eor  expressions indicating
present pain or malady are competent
evidence. Such evidence, however, is
not to be extended beyond the necessity
on which the rule is founded. Anything
in the nature of narration or statement
is to be carefully excluded, and the
testimony is to be confined strictly to
such complaints, exclamations and ex-
pressions as usually and naturally ac-
company and furnish evidence of a
present existing pain or malady.

The admissibility of pedigree evi-
dence by declarations has for its only
basis the close and intimate relations
existing between the declarant and the
party to whom the declarations per-
tain. The declarations to be admissi-
ble must not only be made by a de-
ceased member of the family, but they
must be made of and concerning a
member of the same family.

People, ex rel. Reuben Pixley, ap-
pellant; Lodi High School, respondent.
Action to exclude defendant from ex-
ercising any power as a High School
Distriet. Affirmed.

There is no limitation upon the pow-
ers of the Legislature to authorize by
general law a tax for a special pur-
pose without first submitting the pPop-
osgition to a vote of the electors. The
reason for submitting the question for
special tax to the voters in the com-
mon school districts dces not exist in
the high school districts; for the com-
mon school is supported by the gemeral
school fund and school tax, no part of
which can be used for other schools.
Held, therefore, that the Legislature
has power to confer upon the Board of
Supervisors authority to levy a special
tax to support a high school without
submitting the question to a vote of the
electors. Therefore, Section 1670 of the
Pclitical Code, as amended
does not violate either Section 1, Arti-
cle XIV. of the National Constitution,
nor Section 12, Article XI. of the State
Constitution, nor Section 25, Article
IV., of the same.

Where an Inspector appointed by the
Supervisors does not attend and the
Judges fill the vacancy instead of his
being appointed by the electors pres-
ent, it is not such irregularity as viti-
ates the election in that precinct, pro-
vided the result of the election is not
thereby changed.

A person who has no title to the prop-
erty and who is not in possession is not
a necescary nor a proper party defend-
ant to an action in ejectment, nor is he
bound by the judgment.

An adverse claim to the land in oppo-
siticn to the mortgagor cannot be tried
in the equitable action to foreclose.
The holder of the tax title is not a
necessary party to the foreclosure case,
unless under exceptional circumstances;
but he may be made a party and the
tax title litigated therein.

Error of the Judge in settling the

statement. on motion for a mnew trial
must be considered at the hearing of
 the appeal, and cannot be reviewed on
a motion to dismiss the appeal.
An appeal from an order denying a
new trial will not be dismissed upon
the ground of any defect in the pro-
ceedings in the Superior Court lead-
ing up to the order.

Notice of appeal from an order ad-
mitting a will to probate must be di-
'rected not only to the proponents of
the will and their attorneys, but also
to the legatees and devisees under the
will, as they are adverse parties to the
appellant.

The appellate court® will not dismiss
an appeal upon grounds or for defects
in procedure that are purely technical.
when it is apparent that the appellant
has complied with the substantial re-
quirements for perfecting his appeal,
and is prosecuting the same with dili-
gencel and in good faith.

The sixty days within which to ap-
geal from an order admitting a will to
probate begins to run from the date
when the order is entered at length in
the records of the court. Estate of
Pearsons, 119 Cal., 27. :

The time within which the appellate
jurisdiction of the Supreme Court may
be invoked fis determined by statute
and not by stipulation of the parties.

JUDGMENT SUSPENDED.

Van Alstine Pleaded Guilvyy of
Cruelty to a Horse.

The case of W. D. Van Alstine,
charged with cruelty to animals, was
disposed of in Justice Henry’s Court
vesterday. Van Alstine is driver of
the wagon used for the transportation
of the United States mails between the
depot and the Postoffice, He drove a
horse unfit for use, bleeding from a
lanced ulezr, and after being warned not
to do so. :

It was an aggravated case. Van
Alstine was arrested by Special Hu-
mane Officer J. N. Payne. On appear-
ing for trial yesterday, after consider-
ablle backing and filling the defendant
entered a plea of guilty. The court
then read him a sharp and extended
lecture on humane treatment of ani-
mials.

Mr. Van Alstine pleaded non-intention
to violate the law, and that an employe
was to blame largely. Also that he
has a burdensome contract that makes
‘him a loser, and that in fact he is finan-
cially distressed by it.

In  view of his straitened circum-
| stances the court suspended judgment.

ORDINANGE NOD. 63

Granting to the Yuba Electric
Power Company the Right and
Privilege of Placing, Erecting
and Maintaining Poles, Masts,
Wires and Other Conductors for
the Transmission of Electric
Energy, for all Purposes to Which
Such Electric Energy is, or May
be Adapted, in and Upon and
Under the Roads, Highways, Pub-
lic Ways and Public Grounds of
‘the County of Sacramento, State
of California, and the Streets,
Alleys, Avenues, Public Grounds
and Ways of All Towns and Vil-
lages Within Said County, With
the Right of Charging and Re-
ceiving Compensation Therefor
¥From Persons Using the Same.

THE BOARD OF SUPERVISORS OF
the county of Sacramento do ordain as
fellows:

Section 1. The Yuba Eijectric Power Com-
pany, its successors and assigns, are here-
by authorized and empowered to place,
erect and maintain, in and upon the roads,
highways, public ways and public grounds
of the county of Sacramento, State of
California, and the streets, alleys, avenues
and public grounds and ways of all towns
and villages within said county, poles or
masts, from or upon which wires and
other conductors for the transmission of
electric energy for all purposes to which
such electric energy is. or may be adapt-
ed, may be suspended or attached, and
to place or suspend wires thereon; for such
purposes; or such wires or other conduet-
ors of such electric currents may bhe
placed under ground, if the business of
the grantee, or public necessity, require
such location of such wires or other con-
ductors. If such wires or other conduct-
ors be suspended from, or attached to
poles or masts, they shall be placed at
such hight above the surface of the
ground as to not interfere with trade,
traffic or travel; and all poles or masts
shall be placed under the direction of the
Board of Supervisors and maintained so
as not to interfere with trade, travel or
traffic on the respective roads, highways,
p;}lblic grounds, public ways, streets or
alleys.

Section 2. This franchise shall continue
for .a term of fifty years from the date
of the passage of this order.

Section 3. The right and privileges here-
bv granted shall not be exclusive, and this
hoard reserves the right herein for said
Sacramento County to grant like privi-
leges to other parties making proper ap-
plicaticn therefor. Provided. however, that
such other grants and privileges shall not
interfere with the reasonable use of the
rights and privileges herein granted.

Section 4. The grantee of the franchise
herein set forth is hereby required to file
with the clerk of said board of Supervi-
sors of the county of Sacramento, within
twenty days after the granting of this
franchise to it, its acceptance in writing
of the provisions of the same.

Section 5. Work shall be commenced by
the grantee under this franchise within
sixty days from the date of the grant.

Section 6. This ordinance is enacted and
the franchise therein provided for Iis
granted under the provisicns of an Act
of the Legislature of the State of Cali-
fornia, entitled. ‘““An Act providing for the
sale of railroad and other franchises in
municipalities, and relative to grantinz of
franchises.”” Approved March 23. 1803, as
amended by an Act of the Legislature of
said State of California. entitled, “An
Act to amend an Act entitled ‘An Act pro-
viding for the sale of railrcad and other
franchises in municipalities, and relative
to granting of franchises,” approved
March 23. 1893, by amending section one
of said Act.”” Approved March 19, 1897.

Section 7. This ordinance shall take ef-
fect fifteen days after its passage and ap-
proval.
