
FRUITGROWERS GOING SLOW

WANT MORE LIGHT ON THE
SHIPPING SCHEME.

The Sentiment at Fair Oaks?Re-
markable Growth of Fruit

Trees There.

(Correspondence Record-Union.)
FAIR OAKS, June 21? The fruit-

growers of Crangevale and Fair Oaks
met at the hall in Fair Oaks on Tues-
day evening and discussed the matter
of organization. Remarks were made
by Messes. Chase, Kieffer, Elkus, Col-
onel Thompson, Rev. Sheldon and
Frank Lined. The meeting was a large
one, and much interest was shown.

Before much stock will be taken more
light is needed. Everybody feels the
necessity of organization of all the
fruit-growers of tbe State, but until
the growers are fully enlightened as
to the whole plan of work and know
the men who aie to manage the busi-
ness of the organization many will hes-
itate.

The next meeting will be held on
Tuesday next at the packing-house at
tjrangevale. It will be a large meet-
ing, and it is expected that some one
from Sacramento who* is fully informed
on all matters connected with this busi-
ness will address the meeting.

Many matters of interest are keeping
the people alive to the general welfare
of Fair Oaks. The west end of fhe
town will soon begin the erection of
three dwellings in the vicinity of Mr.
Stevenson's tract. The plans are al-
ready made. There is a report that
two other elegant buildings are to be
built before September, or soon after,
neiar the same locality or in the town-
Bite.

The water question is a very press-
ing one. Water at the reservoir is
abundant, and many times the amount
needed for irrigation is going to waste
simply because the carrying capacity
of the pipes is not equal to the de-
mand. Give Fair Oaks the size of pip-

ing guaranteed the consumer, and al-
ready paid for, and there is not a place
in this State which will show a more
rapid growth in population and in en-
terprise/ The growth of fruit trees
is man/elous. By actual measurement
of several trees on the tract of John
Leonard, which are just four years old
fi.om the bud and just two years from
\ laming on his lot, measure seven and
a half feet high, many seven, and the
diameter of the branches six, seven,
and one tree measured eight feet. The 'diameter of the trunk measured two
inches, and some a little over that. One
pomelo of the same age measured eight.
"¥eet high, and the diameter of the top,
from fruit to fruit, seven feet six
inches; diameter of trunk four Inches.
Thus tree is loaded with pomelos, now
very large.

All of these trees, unless the pomelo
l>e excepted, were not "balled." On
the same tract are "balled" trees plant-
ed last year which are but little in-
ferior in size to the two-year plant.
The ?'balled" trees measure six feet in
bight, and the diameter of the top and
trunk bearing the proportion to the
bight that the two-year trees do, mak-
ing them nearly six feet in diameter in
the top, and nearly two inches Jn the
trunk. These trees came from River-
side, were selected by Harry Landls,
and probably were extra trees when
planted, but in size they grew where

,they now are. Mr. Leonard has taken
good care of his trees, and has good
Ec.il. Probably no better trees can be
found in the State, but there are on
every well-eared-for tract trees nearly
as good. This is a ten-acre tract.

Mr. Keiffer has an entire tract of
ten acres of oranges and olives which
will yield a good crop of fruit this year,
and these are only three years on the
lot.

J. E, Hoist's almonds surpass any
other of this variety of trees. A care-
ful estimate of his crop, as it now ap- i
] ears on the trees, will show nearly
$200 worth of almonds. This has the
appearance of a "California story," but
any who will see the trees ?numbering
nearly 300. and some of them so load-
ed that they have now not less than
fifteen pound's to th? tree?can see what
such a crop is worth.

While looking after the fruit tree, tho !
shade tree is overlooked. The nursery !
firm of Watkin.3 & Phillips have called
attention to this important matter. ,
Mention has been made of the euca-
lyptus as a shade tree and a preventive
of malaria. Mr. Watklns has author-
ized the statement that he will fur-
nish shade trees of any variety of the j
eucalyptus to every one who will plant
them by the roadside and care for
them, even to line the road from Fair
Oaks to Sacramento. He will do it. for
he has the stock, and he sees in this
community one of the best places for
the growth of trees of any kind.

But there is an oi>sta.cle in the way
of lining the street now used. The
fruit trees are planted so near to the
i atfstde that there is n-> room for shad,-,

trees. When the Supervisors sent out
the purveyors and viewers to examine
find survey the proposed new road, let
them not forget to provide for a road
so that the lofty eucalyptus may spread
its fragrant and leafy branches over
the traveler as he ; n«?*es on this road
to Sacramento and return.

FOURTH OF JULY FEATURES.

BAD NIGHT FOR A COMMITTEE
MEETING.

There Were a Few Present, How-

ever, and Some Business

Was Transacted.

? The Turtle" crawled into town yes-
terday, hence there was but a meager
attendance at the meeting of the
Fourth of July General Committee last
night, a number of the sub-committeos

not being represented.
Gus S. Turner, ior the Evening En-

tertainment Committee, said it would
be desirable in the evening to have
music at the park from 7 o'clock until
about U, at which hour it was proposed
to begin the pyrotechnic display.

It was suggested that arrangements
might be made with the band which
is to furnish the evening concerts to
play that evening, instead of at the
usual time, but in tbe end the matter
was referred to the Music Committee.

Mr. Turner said that in addition to
the set piece, "The Olympia," another
spectacular piece would be added in
the form of "The Sinking of the Mer-
rimac." He estimated that the dis-
play, which is to be continuous, will
last tifty minutes or an hour.

The Chairman of the Afternoon En-
tertainment Committee reported pro-
gress, and said that it was desired to

have a band stand erected. As no un-
appropriated funds were to be had, R.
T. Devlin of the Literary Committer
said he believed there would be a sur-
plus in his committee's fund, and if so
it could be used for the purpose of
erecting a band stand. The matter
went over one week.

Mr. Devlin, for the Literary Commit-
tee, reported the program, so far as it
had been arranged, as follows:

President of the Day?Mayor Land.
Chaplain?Rev. A. C. Herrick.
Reader of the Declaration of Inde-

pendence?John V. Powers.
Poet ?Hiram Hoyt Richmond of Au-

burn.
Orator?Hon. E. E. Gaddls of Wood-

land.
The musical program has not yet

been arranged.
Colonel H. I. Seymour, Grand Mar-

shal, reported for the Parade Commit-
tee that among the civic societies
which had signified a willingness to
turn out were the Elks, Journeymen
Butchers, Sunset Parlor, N. S. G. W.,
and probably Sacramento Parlor, and j
the Travelers' Protective Association.
He desires all other organizations will-
ing to take part in tbe parade to notify
him as soon as possible, so that all
may appear in the Grand Marshal's j
proclamation, which will be published
the latter part of next week.

Colonel Seymour said the Italian
Benevolent Society would turn out if
permitted to carry th 6Italian flag to-
gether with the Stars and Stripes. An
article in their by-laws provided that
they should not parade unless they

carried the Italian flag. He thought
there would be no objection to their ;
parading, providing, under the State
law, they were permitted to carry a
foreign flag.

Attorneys C. T. Jones and R. T. Dev-
lin said that in 1893 a law was passed
prohibiting the carrying of foreign flags
in a parade of the kind intended.

Gus S. Turner said the Fourth of
ijuly was essentially an American day,

and he was opposed to having any but
American flags exhibited or paraded.
He moved that only American flags be
allowed in the parade, and the motion
was carried by a unanimous vote.

Colonel Seymour said that every-
thing pointed to a large and creditable
parade. He felt that the prizes offered
for the best decorated turnouts would
be an incentive which, combined with
the patriotic impulses of the people,
would insure a parade of which tho
city might feel proud.

Profepscr O'Malley, he said, was
having great success in marshaling the
school children to perfect his proposed
"marching flag," which promised to be
a feature worth seeing. He announced
that a change had been made in the
prizes to he given for the best appear-
ing saddle-horse and equipments, and
instead of $15 for the best and $5 for
the second best, $12.50 would be of-
fered for the best, and $7.50 for the
second best.

The meeting adjourned until Wednes-
day evening next.

HONORED BY ALL.

DEATH OF A NOBLE-HEAR TED
KANSAS PATRIOT.

Remarkable Career of G. G. Gage,

Brother of Stephen T. Gage

of San Francisco.

The Topeka (Kansas) "State Journal"
of the 20th of May,, contains the fol-
lowing account of the life and death
of Guilford G. Gage, brother of Stephen
T. Gage of San Francisco:

Out on the crest of the hill that
serves as the home for the majority of
Topeka's dead stands" a granite monu-
ment, unique in the history of all the
ages. It was erected by a private sold-
ier to commemorate the death of his
comrades in battle?men who like him-
self fought in the ranks but fell in the
face of their duty.

Nowhere in this or any other coun-
try is there to be found a record of a
similar deed. Governments and com-
monwealths have built monuments for
their soldier dead but up to the time
the stolid form of the private soldier

was raised on its pedestal in the To-
peka cemetery no individual soldier
had done so much for the .men who
found death by his side.

Within a few hours the granite senti-
nel will hold guard over the last rest-
ing place of the man who put it there.
The generous nature that was manifest
in its building passed out with the
death of Guilford G. Gage at his home
in this city Friday afternoon.

In the days of its infancy the city of
Topeka had many a good man to help
it into a flourishing existence, but no
better man than the dead capitalist
and philanthropist. When existence
was at last assured and it blossomed
into prosperous life there was no stead-
ier or more substantial hand to guide it
in its course than that of G. G. Gage.
In later years there was no move-
ment for public good or philanthropic
purpose in which he did not participate.

Mr. Gage came to Topeka from Ohio
when but 22 years of age, and the
wealth which he enjoyed for years and
which he turned to such good account,
was the result of his individual efforts
in this locality. His first employment
was in a brick kiln, and he proved such
a thrifty and observing young man that
in two years' time he was able to start
a kiln of his own. That was the com-
mencement of his success. When he
enlisted for the civil war as a private
in the Second Kansas Regiment he was
the proprietor of a prosperous brick
plant.

For 13 years Mr. Gage continued in
the brick business. During that time
he acquired city property from time to
time, and later this brought him big
returns* At the opening of the Gov-
ernment land in the Pottawatomie res-
ervation he secured a valuable farm of
100 acres, and this he held up to the
time of his death. Another farm just
west of Topeka, which is well known
as the location of "Gage's Lake," was
also secured and held. Some time af-
ter Mr. Gage came Into possession of
the latter piece of land bituminous coal
was found there in great quantities,
and this discovery resulted in a big in-
come to the owner.

Mr. Gage was proud of the fact that
he got his start in life by hard labor.
He built the house on Van Buren
street in which he lived and died, with
his own hands, working after he had
completed the day's work for some one
else. He owns several business blocks
on Kansas) avenue and was the largest
tax payer in the county. His estate
is probably worth $200,000.

During late years Mr. Gage was
engaged in no business other than that
of looking after his large holdings of

jreal estate and occasionally loaning
| money. He was never an ordinary mon-
| ey loaner, for thousands of dollars pass-
ied through his hands without security
jand with no contract for interest.
Many Topeka men have much to re-
member cf Mr. Gage's generosity, and
worthy charity always found in him a
ready contributor.

As a recruit to the Second Kansas
! Regiment Mr. Gage took part in the
Ifamous Battle of the Blue. The sol-
dier's monument in the Topeka Ceme-
tery is a tribute to the men who fell
in that battle, and in commemoration
of it Mr. Gage had a history published.
A part of the history of the famous
stand of the 300 Kansas was told by
Mr. Gage himself.

Mr. Gage was a member of the bat-
tery commanded by Captain Ross
Burns. He remained at the gun with
several of his comrades until captured
by Price's force. Afterward he escaped,
but not until He had endured horrible
suffering from hunger and thirst. In a
narrative of the march south with
Price's raiders, Dr. Huntoon who was
also taken prisoner, says that it vould
be impassible for human beings to suf-
fer more than the Kansas prisoners suf-
fered. He says that from want of food
and waiter the majority of the men were
in a condition bordering on acute mania
and mentions an attempt made by Mr.
Gage in his frenzy to dig into the earth
with his hands for water.

The monument erected by Mr. Gage
cost *'lO,(H)0. It was unveiled on Me-
morial Day, 1890, and General J. C.
Caldwell, now United States Consul at
Vera Cruz, delivered the principal ad-
dress. The press" in all parts of the
United States commented on the ac-
tion of Mr. Gage, and complimented
him in the highest terms.

Mr. Gage leaves a widow, formerly
Miss Louisa Ives of Allegany County,
New York, to whom he was married in
1807. There was one child born to Mr.
and Mrs. Gage-,, a daughter, but she
died when, but one year of age.

In all his dealings Mr. Gage proved
himself an honorable and substantial
citizen. He was a man of decided opin-
ions, but yet ever ready to respect the
opinions of others.

Two brothers of Mr. Gage are living,
and both will probably be here to at-
tend the funeral. One, N. L. Gage,
lives in Chicago, and was here but a
short time ago. The other, Stephen T.
Gage, lives in California.

Mr. Gage left a will, and just what
distribution he has made of his money
and property will not be known until
the will is opened jn the Probate Court.

Mr. Gage was born in Sheffield. Ash-
tabula County, Ohio, October 17, 1834,
and was therefore G4 years of age on his
last birthday. WT hat education he had
was received in the schools of his na-
tive county where he lived as a boy.

Two weeks ago Mr. Gage, apparently
in the best of health for a man of his
years, was suddenly stricken with par-
alysis. Everything known to medical
science was done, but his age was
against him, and Friday afternoon
death resulted.

Her husband, who
has the sympathy of many friends in
his bereavement, was at his wife's bed-
side in her last illness.
