THE ORATION.

Eloquént and Patriotic Address by

Judge Gaddis of Woodland.

Judge E. E. Gaddis, of Woodland, the
Orator of the Day, on being introduced,
spoke as follows: i

Fellow Citizens: We meet to-day to
celebrate the most momentous event
in the history of any nation. Momen-
tous, not by reason alone of the inter-
est we take in the birth of our com-
mon country, but momentous in the
enunciation of those principles of lib-
erty and humanity actuating the foun-
ders of the Republic in asserting and
demanding the inalienable rights of
man. Those principles did not apply
alone, however, to the fragmentary
government which sprang from the
Revolution, nor did they come into ex-
istence at the mere command of a
Jefferson. They were then, as they
will always be, coextensive with the
universe and coeval with time. But it
remained for the immortal Jefferson
to cloghe them in that beautiful lan-
guage which thrills the American heart
and which inspires patriotism in ev-
ery American breast, and it was allot-
ted to the American people to exempli-
fy those principles in the practical ad-
ministration of government and to
demonstrate the justice of reposing
sovereign power in the hands of the
governed.

On these principles as a foundation
has been erected that. sublime super-
structure which we behold everywhere
about us to-day. Dedicated to the cause
of liberty and consecrated by the blood
of her heroes, she stands firmly forth
preserving the memory of the men who
fought and died for principle and vin-
dicating the righteousness of their
cause.

What other nation, past or, present,
can clAind its origin in a war of prin-
ciples? The sturdy sons of the Revo-
lution fought, not for conquest. No
selfish motives led them to battle amid
dangers of the elements more deadly
than the foeman’s arms. Rocked in
the cradle .of liberty and imbibing the
enchanting draughts of freedom’'z
cause, they resolved in the face of ev-
ery adversity and determined, regard-

less of every consideration personal to.

themselves, to plant the standard of
free government on this Western conti-
nent for themselves, their families and
their posterity, where it might remain
forever a bheacon light to the nations
of the earth shedding the luster of the
noonday sun to mark the path of lib-
erty. ;

From the earliest formation of socl-
ety the tendency of civil government
has been toward oppression. - - Bloody
and cruel wars have been fought, con-
ventions have been held, commissions
have been appointed and arbitrations
have been had, but the evolution of
time has witnessed again and again
the encroachment of the sovereign
power upon the rights of the common
people. What was the condition of af-'
fairs that called her subjects to wrest
from a monarchy the Magna Charta
and lay the foundation of English con-
stitutional liberty? Was it right for
those people to submit to a rule of
tyranny in which the rights of per-
son and of property were not recogniz-
ed, and in which the arbitrary caprice
of a king could on a moment’s notice
confiscate all earthly possessions of his
subjects? ’

Was it right that the American col“
onists should pay tribute to a power
which refused them representation and
afforded them no protection? The war
of the Revolution wss a war of hu-
manity, and the motive impelling it is
aptly described in Sheridan’s famous
invective on the conduct of Warren
Hastings in India, where, in defending
the action of the native inhabitants
in rebelling against the wrongs inflict-
ed upon their country, he said they
were justified by ‘that motive which
nature, the common parent, plants in
the bosom of man, that feeling which
tells him that man was never intended
to be the property of man, but that
when, through pride or insolence of
power, one human creature dares to
tyrannize over another, it is a power
usurped and resistance is a duty.”

“Governments derive their just pow-
ers from the consent of the govern-
ed” is the language of the Declaration
of Independence, “and whenever any

Such, fellow citizens, is the priceless
heritage. handed dofen ‘to us by gens
erations ‘that are dead and gone. And
what can we give in return? The

I|names of Washington and Adams and

Jefferson and Hamilton and a score of
others will suryive, but the memory

‘|of hundreds who fell on the field of

battle: lies ‘b@iriad.in their graves. Let
'us meet, then, not as blinded parti-
sans, not as representatives of class
prejudices, but as brothers of one
common country, bearing one insignia
of our devotion,’ the flag of the Union.
the Stars and Stripes, all on a com-
mon’ level, with no caste, no nobility,
no aristocracy and no distinction of
citizenship on account of race, color or
previous condition of servitude, with
our hearts stirred by kindred emo-
tions and our loyalty kindled by the
same fires to attest the veneration, and
to pay the national homage, of a free
and united people to the fathers of
the Revolution and the land that
gave us birth. .

In freedom’s holy cause we have as-
sembled, and as we look about us on
this beautiful’ July morning,- we be-
hold much for which we may feel duly
grateful. Grateful that we are permit-
ted to enjoy the manifold blessings of
liberty; grateful that our land is in a
state of comparative peace, and sur-
rounded on every hand by enterprise,
prosperity, and plenty; grateful that
our people are united, contented and
"happy, and grateful that the glory of
our American institutions encircles the
globe and is dimmed only in the shin-
ing pathway of the stars.

Point if you can to’'a nation that has
made such:rapid advancement in sci-
ence, literature, meéhanical\and elec-
trical inventions, and, in faet, in ev-
erything where American genius has
had an oppbrtunity to display its su-
perjor wisdom, talent and ability. Look
at our public school system, and tell
me if you will that it is equaled or ap-
proached by that of any other coun-
try  under the canopy of ‘heaven.

Take all our American: institutions,
compare them with tho#e of others,
and you will find the predominant fea-
ture of supremacy is the achievement
of our transcendent American skill and
genius.

All this has been brought about in a
republican form .of government where
every citizen is the equal of every
other citizen, and where every native-
born male inhabitant may rise' from
the lowliest walks of life to the loftl-
est elevation in the gift of his coun-
trymen. ’

‘What in a}]l human contemplation is
mare devoutly to be wished than the
thought of being free born, subject of
a free country, where possibilities know
no  bounds and where the weight of
centuries rests lightly on our heads?
Who in this broad expanse of empire
would deign to be & serf? ‘Look here
upon this pieture and on this. Could
you on this fait mountain leave to
feed and fatten on this moor?”

All hail to the men and women of
old who sacrificed their lives upon the
altar of their country in unselfish de-
votion to the cause of liberty. May
the sun never rise to greet the day
when their valor shall be forgot. May
the time never come when the inher-

litors of their lavish' beguest shall fail

to commemorate the anniversary of
their stupendous task or celebrate with
thanksgiving and festivity that im-
mortal, glorious day, ¥,

When Freedom frem her mountain hight
Unfurled her standard to the air,

that day, when the majestic goddess,
at whose shrine we worship, ascended
the throne of reason, bearing in hand
