FIRST GRAPES SHIPPED FROM

VACA VALLEY.

The Wheat Crop Is Very Heavy
and the Quality Said to
Be Excellent.

Following is the United States De-
partment of Agriculture climate and
crop bulletin of the Weather Bureau,
California Section, for the week ending
Monday, July 3d:

High. temperatures prevailed during
last week in the interior, and the av-
erage for the State was slightly above
normal. No rain fell except light show-
ers at Eureka and Red Bluff last Mon-
day. Conditions have been very fa-
vorable for all crops, and grain har-
vesting is progressing rapidly.

Nearly all reports received from the
great grain belts show that a very
‘large crop of wheat is being harvested
and that the quality is first class. Bar-

ley is also yielding heavily, but in]

Some sections it is inferior in quality.

Raisin and wine grapes are making

g00d growth, and the present outlook
is for a fair crop. The first shipment
of grapes from Vacaville was made
last Friday.

In deciduous fruits peaches lead, with
a very heavy crop assured; apples,
pears and plums will be about an av-
erage crop; prunes and apricots will
be light.

Oranges are dropping in some or-
chards, but a fair crop seems probable.
Olives and almonds are doing well and
‘promise a large yield. Sugar beets and
hops continue thrifty in the coast and
‘bay section.

Corn, beans, potatoes and vegetables
are growing rapidly, and promise good
returns.

SACRAMENTO VALLEY.

Fruit—The prospect for a large crop-

of grapes was never better. In some
Jocalities fruits were damaged by the
hailstorm in May, but the yield wili
be above the average. Peaches, plums
and pears are yielding a heavy crop.
and apricots and prunes are turning
out better than expected. Almonds and
olives are better than for several sea-
sons. Oranges are dropping, but a
fair crop is probable. There will be an
immense crop of elderberries.

Grain—Harvest is progressing. Wheat
and barley are of excellent quality, and
the yield per acre is mbre than.the
average. Oats will yield a fair crop.
Warm weather during the week was
beneficial to all crops.

Hay — An unusually large crop of
first-class hay has Heen harvested.

SAN JOAQUIN VALLEY.

The damage to some vineyards by
the heavy frosts in March is said to
have been very serious, but it is be-
lieved the yield of raisin and wine
grapes will be fair, and in some locall-
ties a full crop seems assured. Peaches
are of fine quality and a large crop;
other deciduous. fruits are light.

Grain — As harvest progresses it is
found that in some favored sections
the yield of wheat is very heavy .and
of fine quality; in others a fair crop is
being gathered; and in other localities,
where the drought was severe, the
yield is far below the average. Barley
is a fair crop, but the quality is gen-
erally’ not up to standard.

Hay—The second crop of alfalfa is
turning out well. Both grain and al-
falfa hay have yielded a large crop, of
excellent quality.

SOUTHERN COUNTIES.

Fruit—Clear, warmer weather during
the week has been favorable for matur-
ing deciduous fruits, and a fair crop
is being gathered. Apricots are being
dried; the fruit is. generally of good
quality. Grapes promise a good crop.
Oranges are dropping to some extent,
but an average yield is probable. Water
is becoming scarce in places.

Grain and Hay—Barley and wheat
are being harvested in the northern
se¢tion. Hay baling continues.

Minor Crops—Walnuts look well. The
potato crop is better than expected.
Corn, beans and other summer crops
promise good returns.

Eureka Summary—Weather favor-
able for growth of crops. Grass grow-
ing finely in valleys, but becoming
brown on highlands. Hay harvest pro-
gressing, and yielding better in some
localities than expected. ,

Los Angeles Summary — Grain har-
vest in progress; some threshing. Hot
weather ripened fruit fast; apricot dry-
ing in full operation; good crop of gen-
erally fine fruit. Beets affected by
heat.

HEALTH REPORT.

General Use of Well Water Re-
duces the Death Rate.

The effort of the City Board of
Health to hold a meeting last might,
ended in a failure to secure a quorum,
{and after an hour had been spent wait-
ing for abserft members, an adjourn-
ment was taken until the first Tuesday
ievening of next month.

City Physician Nichols reported thir-
ty-two deaths for the month of June,
as against thirty-six for May, and
forty-seven for June, 1808, giving an
annual death rate of 12.80 per 1,000
inhabitants, Among the deaths re-
ported were five from violence or ac-
cidents, deducting which makes the
rate lower than for years.

Eight births - were reported, five
males, three females, besides two still-
born. The health of the ecity is ex-
ceptionally good. One case each of
diphtheria and scarlet fever, and two
of measles were reported.

FUNSTON’S OPINION OF THEM.

What Control by Filipimos Would
Mean.

Colonel Funston, whose fighting in
the Philippines has made him famous,
wrote a letter home to the Topeka
(Kan.) “Capital,” before the outbreak
of hostilities. In it he said some things
which ought to cool down the partici-
pants in the Chicago meeting which at-
tacked the President. For instance:

“I am afraid that some people at
home will lie awake nights worrying
about the ethics of this war, thinking
that our‘enemy is fighting for the right

“It means simply with them license
to raise hell, and if they got control
they would raise a fine crop of it.

“They are, as a rule, an illiterate,
semi-savage people, who are waging
war not against ‘tyranny, but against
. Anglo-Saxon order and decency. Their
