Signor Bacelli did not disappoint ex-
bectations, but a great proportion of
the credit for the discoveries lately
made it due to Signor Boni, a Venetian
engineer and architect, who is animated
by a passion for archaeology in general
and the Forum in particular. The
means at his disposal were small, being
only 5,000 lire (less than £200), <and
when it is seen what Signor Boni has
done for that amount, in conjunction
With the fact that the gilt letters placed
on the Pantheon during Signor Bacel-
1’s last term of office cost £300, it will
be admitted that on the present occa-
sion Italy has obtained good results at
a cheap price and with an absence of
Jobbery.

First of all, below the floor of the
Temple of Vesta four brick walls were
discovered (probably built in the time
of Hadrian), which form a kind of
chamber. Searchers for marble in the
sixteenth century may have spoailed one
of the walls. The chamber is supposed
to have served as a depository for the
ashes of the sacred fire, which were
taken from the temple once a year.

No discoveries, properly so called,
were made on this site,” which stands
at the northwest corner of the house of
the Vestals, but the inscribed frieze
with the capitals and bases of columns
and pilasters were replaced in their
original positions.

In 'the neighborhood of this monu-
ment the really important discoveries
began. In front of the-temple was a
wall byilt of tufa. Between that wall
and theé hemicycle of the front wall of
the temple was found the core of the
base of the honorary column, which,
after Caesar’'s murder, was set up par-
enti patriae. This column was built of
the marble known as giallo antico. The
core of the base is made of concrete
formed with chips of giallo antico and
of gray Carrara marble. The fact of
this “base being In concrete seems to
show, according to some archaeologicat
authgrities, that the fragments now
- found must be a reconstruetion and not

the griginal one, as concrete was not

used at the time of Julius Caesar.

Several fragments of the reconstruct-

ed Temple of Julius Caesar have been

found in a retaining wall which forms

a kind of embankment to that side of

the Forum. They seem to have been

built into ,the wall indiscriminately, as
were also several pieces of the Basilica
Emilia. One of these fragments, nearly
a cubic yard in size, is very finely dec-
orated with  a bull’s skull or boucran-
ion. The wall or embankment in which
these blocks have been found must be
made up in great part of similarly in-
teresting remains, but excavations
have had to be suspended on account
of a protest lodged with the Govern-
ment by the dwellers in the wretched
little houseés which stand on the brow
of the embankment itself. The only
way out of the difficulty would be to
have money enough to expropriate
these tumble-down buildings and re-
move them.

Whether it came from Greece or from-
the Pyrenees is uncertain, but in many
chateaux in Savoy 1 remember having
seen chimney pieces made of marble
fromi a quarry in the Savoy Alps of pre-
cisely similar black marble, with veins
arranged in exaetly the same way, €X-
cept that they were yeéllow in color in-
stead of being white, like the veins of
the ‘“Niger Lapis.”” Explorations are
being carefully made under the Niger
Lapis im the Forum, and Signor Boni is
convinced that constructions of some
kind exist beneath it. What they are
is not yet gertain, but we shall know
before long. Quite close to the Niger
Lapis have been found numerous me-
dieval wells, which are being pumped
out. These wells are lined with frag-
ments of marble, much of it ninth cen-
tury ' work, probably taken from the
original Church of Sergio and Bacco.
These wells show how short the supply
of water must have been in medieval
Rome. The Tiber was putrid, the aque-
ducts had been cut, and wells were sunk
close to the Cloaco Maxima, the main
sewer of Rome.

During the operations in the Forum
a road which bounded the north side of
the Forum has been laid bare. This
road was known. to exist, but had never
been exposed. Signor Boni is inclined
to think that it is the original Via
Sécra, and that its disecovery will neces-
sitate important modifications in the to-
pography of the Forum.

In addition to these important discov-
eries much work has been done. The
basement of the Temple of Saturn has
been strengthened with iron bars, which
were much needed. One of the fourth
century honorary columns has been set
up again, and another one will soon be
erected. The opening into the Cloaca
Maxima has very wisely been closed.
The entrance to the Forum has been
changed, and in- future visitors will no
longer descend over the platform of the
Temple of Castor and Pollux, as has
been their path for many years, but
will go down by ‘a new staircase on to
the Vicus Tuscus—that street where
the Etruscan merchants had theiri shops
and sold incense, lookjng glasses and
dainties, wrapping up their wares, ac-
cording to Horace, with the verses of
the minor poets. The Church of Saints
Cosmas and Damian,. originally the
Temple of Romulus, will be redeemed,
restored to its original form, and prob-
ably used as a small museum.

Excavations are still in progress, and
further discoveries are anticipated.—
Rome Correspondemt London News.

Gold in the Philippines.

Up to the present time most of the
gold has Jeen found in the easily ac-
cessible districts near the coasts,
though the natives of the interior of
Luzon, a region but little explored,
traffic in the precious .metal, which
they evidently obtain from some of
the inland streams. As yet placer de-
posits are the chief source of the metal,
which has been worn by the rains from
the mountain ranges and borne down
by rivulets and ¢reeks to their lower
channels. In certain regions there is
not a stream large or small, whose
sapds do not show the yellow trace of
gold, while now and then natives of the
interior offer heavy nuggets for sale.
The gold thus buried in the river sands
and gravels undoubtedly had its source
in the mountain ranges, whose quartz
veins await the hand and eye of the
cunning miner. They may be rich;
they may be poor; only scientific study
and exploration can tell.

The principal gold-yielding region of
Luzon is the district of Mambulao.
The metal has been found also in Min-
danao, Mindoro, Panay, Cebu and the
smaller islands of Samar, Catanduanes,
Sibuyan, Bohol and Panaon. One of
the largest islands, Mindoro, gains its
name from its gold deposits, it signify-
ing mina de ora (gold mine). The na-
tives speak of places in its interior
which are rich in gold. The same is
the case with the interior of the large
island of Mindanao, where gold is so
plerf*{ul that the natives carry it about
in Dwgs for use in their ordinary buy-
ing and selling. Here are the Misamis
placers, the richest in the archipelago,
their yield to the native miners being
about 150 ounces a month. Rich quartz
veins are said to be known in this isl-
and, and there is one such vein in the

Mindanao; but hitherto gold has been
mined principally in placer beds, and
these not very rich as compared with
those of California. Personally I know
little about these gold gravels, as I
have seen only some of these results.
They are so widely distributed and are
worked in so desultory a manner that
their actual richness is largely a mat-
ter of guesswork. As regards the
mother veins, I have made no search
for them, and I am quite sure that the
Spaniards have not troubled them-
selves in this direction. They rest in
virgin wealth, waiting in their pristine
state the coming of the American min-
ing prospector. They will have to be
deeply hidden indeed if they escape his
penetrating eyes.—Ramon Reyes Lala,
in the American Monthly Review of
Reviews.
