HENLEY-ON-THAMES, July 7 ?

The Henley Royal Regatta came to an
end under the most favorable condi-
tions. The weather to-day was per-

fect, but the attendance was not so
numerous as usual. The racing con-
tained no surprises and no close fin-
ishes. There was a feeling of relief,

however, when in the Stewards' Cup

Magdalen disposed so easily of the
German crew that many had predicted
would win. The cheers that greeted
the winners were much heartier than

those given to any other victors, and
emphasized the general joy that the
trophy was not to be taken abroad.

There was also much enthusiasm
When the young Etonians fairly rowed
down their strong opponents, Pembroke
College, in the Ladies' Challenge Plate,
and re-established their claims as the
holders of this trophy.

Howell's victory in the diamond chal-
lenge sculls was also immensely popu-
lar.

When Lady Esther Smith presented
tbe prizes after the races, Colonel
Wlllan, the umpire, made a brief
speech, in which he welcomed the for-
eign crews to Henley. He said: "We
are especially glad to renew acquaint-
ance with the Argonauts, who made
such a favorable impression when they
were here two years ago. Although
we should be extremely sorry to part

with the cup, there is no place where
we would rather see it go than Can-

ada."
When Gold came up to receive the

prizes for the grand and for the stew-
ards, he was greatly cheered in recog-
nition of the skill in which he had
piloted the two crews to victory. Gold
stroked the Leanders when they de-
feated Yale.

To-day's events were the finals. The
racing commenced at 12:30 p. m.

In the final heat for the Grand Chal-
lenge Cup the Leander Club beat' the
London Rowing Club. The Leander
crew, with a stroke of forty-one to the
London crew's forty, were speedily in
front, and gradually forged ahead,
winning by a length "and a quarter in
7 minutes 12 seconds.

In the final heat for the Visitors'
Challenge Cup (fours), Balliot College
(Oxford) beat New College (Oxford)
Balliot and New College both started
off with thirty-seven strokes, but Bal-

liot promptly went ahead. When half
the distance had been covered the New
College crew lessened the lead of their
opponent, but their boat commenced
to roll, and Balliot won by a length.

In the final heat for the Thames
Challenge Cup, First Trinity beat the
Kingston Rowing Club. First Trinity
was the quickest in getting away, was
a length ahead at Fawley Court, and
won by two and three-quarters lengths.

' Howell, the American oarsman, of
Trinity Hall. Cambridge, beat Black-

staffe of the Vesta Rowing Club in
Ihe final heat for the diamond sculls,
of which Howell is the holder. Black-
staffe tried' to slip off, but Howell re-
sponded splendidly, and cutting his op-
ponent down, went right ahead. Black-
staffe hang on until Fawley Court,

where he stopped, dead beat. Howell
paddled in four lengths ahead in 8
minutes 6 seconds.

In the final heat for the Wyfold
Challenge Cup (fours), Trinity Hall
beat the London Rowing Club. Trinity
Hall was off first, rowing thirty-eight
strokes to the London crew's thirty-

nine. The latter caught Trinity Hall
at the top of the island, and a terrific
struggle ensued. Trinity Hall, how-
ever, gradually forged ahead, until at
the mile they were clear of the oppos-
ing oarsmen, and they won by two

and three-quarters lengths. Time?

lenge Plate (eights), Eaton beat Pem-
broke. Eaton struck a thirty-nine
stroke to Pembroke's forty, but
promptly went in front, and was half
a length ahead at the rectory.

A Clever Swindler Arrested at
Kansas City, Mo.

Morse's plan, it appears, was to col-
lect from the widows of prominent
men lately deceased, whom he always
represented had some time since
bought certain mining stock of him
and left a small balance unpaid. The
"balance," generally ranging from $8
to $12, appears to have been paid with-
out question. A long list of Morse's
victims was discovered among his
books. Among them are the widows
of Judge S. Emory of Lawrence, Kan.;
L. G. Hastings, Wichita; C. C. Foster,
Topeka, and Fred Schuler, St. Joseph,
Mo.

CHRISTIAN ENDEAVORERS.

YESTERDAY'S MEETING "OPEN
PARLIAMENT."

?-. - .Trntteei Discuss Plana for the Lon-

don Excursion?Several Large

Steamships May be Chartered.

DETROIT (Mich.), July 7.?Soon after
the break of dawn the trustees of th*
United Society of Christian Endeavor
gathered in the Hotel Cadillac to dis-
cuss several matters left undetermined
at Wednesday's meeting. The most im-
portant of these was the protest from
the Ministerial Alliance of Toledo
against the opening of the gates of the
Ohio Centennial on Sunday. Contrary
to the expressed wishes of the Toledo
representatives who were present, a
general resolution was authorized, pro-
testing in the name of the Christian
Endeavor Society against the opening
of any exposition or fair on the Sab-
bath.

Another resolution was announced
protesting against the seating of Con-
gressman-elect Brigham H. Roberts of
Utah. Both resolutions will be submit-
ted to the general convention for adop-
tion.

The trustees consumed some time In
the discussion of matters concerning
the convention of 1900 at London, and
the methods and rates of ocean trans-
portation, but adjourned without defi-
nite action.

There is understood to be a plan un-
der consideration for the chartering of
several large steamships to carry the
American Endeavorers to England,
Secretary Baer says the plan is to take
a straight fare for all parts of the ship
and have the cabins and steerage fitted
up as nearly as possible on an equality
with the first cabin staterooms, and
also to allow all passengers the upper
deck and to provide them with all pos-
sible conveniences.

"Showers of Blessings" and "There's
Sunshine in My Soul To-Day" were the
favorite hymns sung by the Christian
Endeavorers this morning, en route to
the "Quiet Hour" at Tent Endeavor.
However abundant the spiritual show-
ers may have been the physical rains
were copious enough to drench every-
thing in sight, and the utter incapabili-
ty of Tent Endeavor to exclude the rain
was fully demonstrated.

Dr. Wilbur Chapman, leader of the
"Quiet Hour." and H. G. Smythe, the
New York Gospel singer, stood on the
speaker's platform, hats on, directing
the proceedings, protecting themselves
with umbrellas from the streams of
water that dribbled through the big
sheet iron resonator above. Tent En-
deavor was a broad and long expanse
of shining umbrellas. The decorative
bands of white and red sagged and
dripped like sponges. For a long time
the muffled roar of falling rain on the
roof precluded the hope of speaking or
audible prayer, so the people sang in-
stead, led by four brass wind instru-
ments, sticking out from under more
umbrellas on the stage. After a time
there was a short partial cessation of
the downpour, and then the "Quiet
Hour" was carried out amid surround-
ings which made the title a little less
than a misnomer.

Hundreds of young people braved the
element and appeared at the grounds
for the two main 10 o'clock gatherings,
but postponement for the time being at
least was inevitable.

The rain practically ceased soon after
10 o'clock, the tent seats became par-
tially dried out, and the programs pro-
ceeded with both the main tents com-
fortably filled.

To-day's speaking was not wholly
from the platforms. The humblest del-
egates in the audience had their
chances as against the pulpit orators
on the stage. They promptly improved
all opportunities given by the "open
parliaments" to shout out their expe-
riences in religious work and their
plans for future efforts toward
eration of the world. ».1

Tent Endeavor was the scene of a
practical school of methods, addresses
alternating with "open parliament" in
bringing out consensus of opinions and
past and prospective achievements.

The mooted question of the number
of people brought into Detroit by the
Christian Endeavor Convention cropped
out at the outset of to-night's meet-
ing in Tent Endeavor, when Secretary
Baer took occasion to publicly criticise
the Detroit newspapers for stating that
the influx of delegates from other
States was not nearly as great as had
been anticipated in the local commit-
tees' estimates.

Bishop B. Warne (colored) presided
over the Tent Endeavor meeting. The
de votional exercises were led by R. R.
Pattfrson of San Francisco and the
moments of meditation and prayer by
Rev George E. Soper of St. Paul.

The address of the evening was by
Uev. John Henry Barrows of Obeilin
College. During its delivery the rain
again descended until the noise
on the roof almost drowned the
sound of Dr. Barrows' voice, and he
was compelled to desist. At length
the rain ceased long enough to allow
Dr. Barrows to proceed.

THE COLUMBIA.

Captain Joel Ellsworth's Opinion
of the New Cnp Defender.

NEW YORK, July 7.?Captain Joel
Ellsworth, who steered the Puritan and
Mayflower to victory against the Gen-
eva and Galatea, respectively, says:

"The Columbia Is a fine boat, and
I'm sure she can beat the Defender
in the end, but not with those sails.
The topsail and jib are no good ln
windward work, and that is the work
that tells ln a race. You may mark
my words, as soon as her sails set as
well as the Defender's, she will out-
sail her."

"How many minutes do you believe
the Columbia can beat the Defender
in a thirty-mile race, when she is in
proper trim?" was asked.

"Judging from Thursday's perform-
ance, I should say that the Columbia
can beat her from five to eight min-
utes. From all the reports I have
read, I do not find any that she could
beat the Defender running free. 1 un-
derstand it now. Both are deep-draft
boats, and there is no reason why she
should go faster free, but depth does
not count in the windward work, for
she probably draws more than the De-
fender."

Asked how he liked the Columbia's
hull, Captain Ellsworth said: "It is
the finest I ever saw, especially aft.
She leaves the water cleaner than any
vessel I've seen, and in smooth water
she makes less fuss under bow than
in any I've seen."

As to the sail handling on both yachts
the old skipper seemed to favor the
Defender. He was quite impatient when
the Columbia's jib topsail was not set
until more than a minute after the De-
fender's.

Of Captain Barr's false start Cap-
tain Ellsworth declined to express any

opinion, further than to say that as
he was not on board the Defender it
would not be in good taste for him to
criticise the"'m^rrexiver.

There seems to be no doubt in Cap-
tain Ellsworth's mind about the ability
of Columbia to defeat the De-
fender, and also Sir Thomas Lipton's
Shamrock when she comes here.

Robert W. Leeds* napresenttng C.
Oliver Iselin on board the Columbia,
was asked how Mr. Iselin and those on
bojj d the winning sloop regarded her
sailing. "Her performance was first
rate," said he, "and we are all very
much pleased indeed with her work.
We hope she will do much better when
iher sails fit better."

THE PROVISIONAL ARMY.

The President's Plan of Selecting
Officers Approved by Cabinet.

WASHINGTON, July 7.?The Presi-
dent to-day brought before the Cab-
inet the plan for officering the provis-
ional army. The decision to appoint
the Colonels and Lieutenant Colonels
of the volunteer regiments from among
the regular army officers who served
during the Spanish War, and the vol-
unteer officers from among those who
served in the volunteer army with
credit or distinction, was heartily ap-,
proved by the members of the Cabinet.
The records of the volunteer officers
are to be looked to in the selection of
officers below the rank of Lieutenant
Colonel. .

Attorney General Griggs, who has
been examining the question of wharf
and shore rights in Porto Rico and
Cuba, where under the old Spanish law
1,500 feet along the shore was re-
served by the Government. He gave
It as his opinion that interests of the
inhabitants could be subserved by
granting revocable wharf privileges
and water rights to the owners of
abutting property. Such privileges
would be revocable at the option of the
Government whenever they interfered
with navigation.

Some general matters were also dis-
cussed in a desultory way, among them
the question of tariff duties in our new
possessions.

Secretaries Alger and Wilson were
the absentees at to-day's session.

ALASKA BOUNDARY.

The British Foreign Office Admits
There is Almost a Deadlock.

LONDON, July 7.?The officials of
the Foreign Office were shown the dis-
patch of the Associated Press from

IWashington on Thursday saying that
there was almost a deadlock over the

imodus Vivendi fixing the Alaskan
boundary, neither side being willing
to accept the provisional line proposed
by the other. The officials confirm the
contents of the dispatch, acknowledge
| ing that the situation is grave, and
|say the present outlook is more un-
!satisfactory than at any time since
February. This is keenly regretted at
the Foreign Office, as it had been
thought that the negotiations were in
a very fair status. .

It has been learned by !a represen-
tative of the Associated (Press that
United States Embassador Choate re-
ceived this morning important dis-
patches from Washington regarding
the negotiations.

HIGH WATER IN KANSAS.
Heavy Rains Likely to Result in

Great Damage.

KANSAS CITY (Mo.), July 7.?A
special to the "Star" from Indepen-

dence, Kan., says: Another heavy
rain fell all last night and this morn-
ing over this section, and the streams
| have begun to rise again. Many of
them were already bank full, and this

|rain will put them out of their banks
|and do immense damage. Several
jwashouts are reported along the Santa
Fe. The Chicago, Kansas and West-
ern train was four hours late, and the
Southern Kansas passenger from Kan-
sas City is not expected to-day. Sev-
eral miles of track beyond" Chanute is
under water, and a couple of washouts
are reported as a result of .the Neosho
overflow.

COLORADO SMELTER STRIKE

American Company Will Under No
Conditions Deal With Union.

DENVER, July 7.? J. B. Grant,
Chairman of the Operating Committee
of the American Smelting -and Refin-

| ing Company, is quoted this morning
as follows:

"Our smelters, which are now idle,
will never start up again if we have
to deal with any union to effect a set-
tlement of this strike."

Mr. Grant further stated that he
should attend the meeting of the State
Board of Arbitration for the men this
afternoon, and request that no fur-
ther efforts be made for a settlement
until the validity of the eight-hour
law is passed upon by the Supreme
Court.

Holy Firecrackers.
"Independence Day reminds me," said

the missionary from China, "of the
most encouraging and the most dis-
illusionizing experience in my life.

"The remarkable number of new
Christians thus indicated, while it oc-
casioned much thankfulness in Amer-

ica, caused the heads of the missionary

associations to set on foot an inquiry
as to the methods employed in saving

the souls of such an unusual number of
Celestials, and the uses to which they

put the Bibles sent them.
"You may not know that in China

the majority of the firecrackers with
which we celebrate our day of national
independence are made by the Chinese
in their homes. Contractors for fire-

works give each man a certain amount
of powder, and that must be made into
a given number of crackers. The paper
used in the manufacture he buys him-

self?and paper is not a cheap com-
modity in China. The powder fur-
nished seldom fills the required number
of crackers, but that does not disturb

the Celestial in the least; he turns in
his quota, all the same, and the Amer-
ican boy, in consequence, invariably
finds in each package of firecrackers a
few that 'won't go off.'

"I discovered that Yankee thrift had
been absorbed by the heathen Chinee
with much more readiness than Yan-
kee morals. In contributing his labor
toward our festival occasions he hit
upon an expedient whereby a consid-
erable profit accrued to himself. In
other words, our great shipment of 84.-
--000 Bibles had literally 'gone up in
smoke.' They were to be had for the
asking, and the Celestial conscience
seems never to have suffered a pang

as to their disposal for firecracker
wrappers.?M. W. Mount, in Frank
Leslie's Popular Monthly.
