The Fnnny Little Chinaman Killed
by Accident.

Ah Butch is dead. For years he had
been a character in and about China-
town. He was in his glory when acting
as director of a Mongolian funeral,
and was noted for being able to make
more noise than any three of his coun-
trymen in town. Butch occasionally
crossed the trail of the white man's
laws, and was several times convicted
for minor offenses.
