SCHOOLMATES SCATTERED ALL
OVER THE COUNTRY.

Astonishing Number of Those Wko
Roomed Nert to Him

George Dewey, Admiral of the United
States navy and idol of his country,
was probably the most widely known
boy of the century. Not a day passes
but a hundred or more men come re-
luctantly to the front, and. with mod-
esty and hesitant demeanor, admit that
they went to school with Dewey. Those
who did not go to school with him lived
next door to him. Do these men real-
ize how, they are taxing the elasticity
of the State of Vermont? A State has
certain metes and bounds, and is not
like, a rubber overshoe. You can some-
times squeeze a number 0 foot into a
number 5 oVershoe, but you cannot put
Jl>,ooo men Into space sufficient for only
5,000, because they are not like tele-
scopes or pie plates. By the way, the
tin pie plate is a most remarkably
scientific anomaly. Take a dozen tin
pie plates all the same size, and you
can put one into the other, and the one
on top remains no larger and no smaller
than th* one on the bottom. This is a
problem that has long puzzled the best
paid servants of the country. That ia
the way, it is about George Dewey's
schoolboy friends and college chums
Either Vermont was much larger v.-hen
Dewey was a boy, or men and boys took
up much less room than they do now.
Perhaps Vermont has shrunk so gradu-
ally since then that no one has noticed
It. A good geographer could make a
hit by discovering this fact and writ-
ing about it for the magazines.

There Is not a town in the country
so mean and small and despised that it
has not its share of Dewey's school-
mates. It is a well known fact that
the school Dewey patronized was the
largest in the world. There exists no
photograph of the school house, but a
trustworthy architect, who Is greatly
Interested in the matter, has recon.
structed the school, basing his calcula-
tions upon the number of men who, a&
boys, occupied the room right next to
Dewey's;. He has made a sketch ot
the building, based on these figures. It
is fourteen stories high, 2SO feet long
by 175 feet wide. It is estimated thai
Dewey occupied at the same time 1,653
rooms ffo accommodate the boys who
roomed next to him. foreseeing that
some day he would be a great man. Be-
sides this Dewey occupied 5.323 rooms
With room mates who have since blush-
ingly admitted the fact. It is said that
Dewey famous that he might
not disappoint the friends of his boy-
hood, who had so laboriously and at
great expense prepared themselves to
have been his schoolmates when they
grew old This is a valuable lesson for
all boys to remember; be treat, and
you will always have- plenty of school-
mates. There is no such spur to future
greatness as to go to a large school
where you are bound to have a great
many companions. And another thing
to remember is, always do a great many
things that will serve for future anec-
dotes. The boy who does not do anec-'
dotal things can never expect to be a
successfully great man. It was largelj
due to his anecdotage that Dewey sank
the Spanish fleet in Manila Bay. "When
he stood on the bridge of the Olympia
he said to himself: "Steady, George,
there" are all those anecdotes behind
you. Do not forget that you had school-
mates." Then, aided by the war corre-
spondents, he went in and won the fight
before and after breu.l-.fast, thus show-
ing that he remembered his youthful
training and his commendable habit of
preparing anecdotes as he went along.

When a man becomes great enter-
prising editors, knowing that he has
prepared a large number of anecdotes
in hi3youth and distributed them
around among his family and school-
mates, send out and gather them in.
It happens very often that they do not
have to send out. One by one the
men to whom the anecdotes were in-
trusted remember their responsibility
and bring them to the editor. Some-
times the anecdotes get into circula-
tion by. the drawing out of an old
schoolmate when he drops into the
store of an evening. When he sits
astraddle of the sugar barrel and eats
evaporated peaches he can gradually
be persuaded to confess that he went
to school with Dewey at Montpeller or
Pomfrot or Chittenden or Johnson or
Rutland or Northfleld or Bellows Falls,
wherever he happened to be from. A
great many are discovered in that way.
Sometimes the wife of a schoolmate
writes Tier husband's reminiscences of
Dewey and sends them to "The Ladies'
Own Companion."

Vermont used to have a remarkable
population. Of late years it has mys-
teriously fallen off, and the reason ha 3
only recently been suspected. Dewey's
schoolmates have moved out West. The
density of population in Vermont Is
now only 3*5.4 to the square mile, and
there is plenty- of room to breathe
Before Dewey's schoolmates moved
away*lt used to be like a crowd in
front «f a newspaper office on the night
of a big prize-fight.

I got a letter from
him not long ago, written just twenty-
eight minutes before he went into ac-
tion at Vanilly. I'd show you the let-
ter, but my wife lent It to the neigh-
bors, and it got passed around until
it was wore out and never came back.

I used to room
next to him when he went to school
at Paddlebury. He was not much for
style ln them days. He knew he was
goln' to be Admiral some day and used
to dress the part. He was a small,
peckled boy with yellow hair, and used
to make up to the gals right smart.
The gals all liked him, too, because
they knew he was goin' to be a great
man some day. My, but he was full
of pranks, was George! I always call
him George. My, my! I mind once he
played a trick on teacher. One night
he carried a cow up into the belfry of
the school and tied her with the bell-
rope and she rung the bell all night
and made the folks think there was a
ghost up there so that they dassen't
go near the school until mornln'. Gra-
cious me, but George was a great boy!
But he was a timid boy and wouldn't
fight, that's why I'm so s'prised that
he fit them Spaniards ?so hard at

Bay. I lways call him George.

I just can't help it. My. but Id-like
to see.* George. Tight*tn»a minute." Mr.
Polk now lives at Stotenburg, Ind. His

proud in them days. He says to me-.
'Just'watch me, and deil't forget what
I.do. It'llcome handy some day.' With
that Me Jumped onto, the- big fellow and
w'hffeped nimjtneain'and ifSelr, and I ain't
ever forgot It. That noon we put red
pSppei* on the . stove in school, and
you'd a died laughing at the way every,
body George was tHe one
that prut' the the stove, lor I
seen film do 'Jt. Oh. 1 could sit here
all night and tell you of the comical
things Gedrge used to do."

Sofne of the most interesting anec*
dotes, however, 'come from Admlra-l
Dewey's nutrses when lie was a child
Of these there are a sufficient number
to fully establish the fact that George
was certainly a remarkable child, loi
no one except a remarkable child would
require so many nurses. Following is
an anecdote related of his childhood as
told by his former nurse, Mrs. Martha
Snively of Roseberry Glen, Vt., to a
writer for the "Young Ladies' Journal
and Fashion Guide":

"Yes, I knew Georgie," said Mrs.
Snively, who is a motherly and kind
hearted lady, living on a farm with her
third husband. "I knew Georgie when
he was four years'old. Law, we all

kn£w he was going to grow tip to bs
a great mam One day he came run-
ning to me and said: 'Martha, why
does a mouse that it spins?' 'Good
land, child,' I replied, 'I don't know:
what makes you ask such a question?'
Because,' said he, 'the higher the

fewer.' Now wasn't that cute? One
day he was playing George Washington
and he sat in a washtub out in the back
yard and pretended to be paddling
across the Delaware Nwlth a broom. This
showed that some day he was going to
be a sailor, but law me, we never
thought he would sink all those Dago
ships in Manlller the way he did. Not
one of us suspected that. But that was
a way he had. He never told before-
hand what he was going to do."
