THE OREGON
VOLUNTEERS.

Will Be Mustered Out of the Service
at San Francisco,

Secrétary Alger Having Acceded to the
Request of the Soldiers.

Will Probably be Landed This
Morning to Take Part in a Pa-
rade and Attend the Reception
Tendered by Citizens of the
Bay City, and Then Proceed to
the Presidio, to Remain Until
Their Final Discharge Occurs.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 13.—A tele-
gram was received from the Depart-
ment at Washington to-day announc-
ing that the Oregon.Volunteer  Regi-
ment would be mustered out. here, and
that travel pay and accommodation
rations would be issued the soldiers
here.

The decision of the Washington offi-
cials was soon made known to the sol-
diers on the transports, and was re-
ceived with louq hurrahs. The people
of this city are much gratified at this
turn of affairs, and the committees
having the receptions of the soldiers
in charge will complete their arrange-
ments at once.

It has been almost definitely deter-
mined to land the Oregon volunteers
to-morrow morning. The transport
City of Para left the transport dock
this afternoon for Manila, and the
transports Newport and Ohio, with the
Oregonians on board, will fill the gap
left by the Para. They will be docked
late to-night or to-morrow morning.

General Shafter has arranged to
have a suitable escort from the Pre-
sidio ready to march with the returned
soldiers in the parade to-morrow, and
later to escort them to the Presidio.

The mustering out process will take
two or three weeks. Governor Geer
of Oregon and his staff will leave for
Portland to-morrow afternoon after
the paradé. 3

The next transport due here from Ma.
nila is‘the steamer Indiana, now out
twenty-four days with sick and wound-
ed men from the various commands at
the front. The Morgan City is out
twenty-three days with invalids, and
the hospital steamer Relief is sup-
posed to be in company with her. The
cruiser Boston is out fourteen days
from Nagasaki, and is just about at
Honolulu.. She is not due here for ten
days or more, The Senator is out fif-
teen days with the Tenth Pennsylvania
Regiment, and the Hancock, with the
Nebraska and the Utah Battery, fifteen
days out.

ELECTRICITY.

To be Used as Motive
. Automobiles.
SAN FRANCISCO, July 13.—Elec-~
tricity generated by water power from
the Blue Lakes in the Sierras is to he
utilized as motive power for automo-
biles along both sides of San Fran-
cisco Bay and south therefrom as far
as San Jose. Propositions to this ef-
fect have been received by the electric
company of which Prince Poniatoski
is President from several Eastern con-
cerns, and some of therh will prob-
ably be brought to a conclusion in a
few weeks.

The electric force which it is pro-
posed to use for the automobiles in
the vicinity of this city is the surplus
over and above that which is required
by the San Francisco Gas and Elec-
tricity Company for the various trac-
tion companies to be supplied with
power along the line of the current
The amount of electric force to be sup-
plied here at first is 15,000 horse
power. To carry out the project will
necessitate the investment of $2,500,-

YDA ADDIS STORKE.

Held to Answer for Assault With
Intent to Murder.

SANTA BARBARA, July 13.—Yda
Addis Storke was given a preliminary
examination to-day on the charge of
assault with intent to murder Attor-
ney. Grant Jackson last Sunday morn-
ing. She is now serving a term of
one year’'s imprisonment in the County
Jail for criminal libel, and was taken
from jail by officers to Justice Wheat-
on’s court. She had neither attorney
nor witnesses, and made no defense
whatever.

Storke claims is her contract husband,
told the story of the woman's entrance
to his bedroom early Sunday morn-
ing, relating how he was awakened
by her fingers moving over his lips
as she applied the chloroform to them,
and telling of the struggle to gain pos-
session of the revolver she drew on
him when he was awakened.

Americans Given the Same Privi-

leges as Canadians.
"PORT TOWNSEND (Wash.), July 13.
—The Orizaba arrived from the norith
yesterday bringlng fifty returned Klon-
dikers, most of who have gold dust
ranging from $1,500. up to several thou-
sand. The ship’s strong box contains
100 pounds of theé yellow metal from
the interior. This party arrived up
river from.

Some passengers. direct from Atlin
report that claims in that district are
being worked. They say that Judge
Irving, who was sent to Atlin to
straighten out the mining propertics,
is giving satisfaction, and awarding
all claims to original locators, and they
are permitted to commence work. He
makes' no distinction between Amer-
icans and Canadians, and holds that
Americans who have taken out miners’
licenses in accordance with the laws
of British Columbia prior to the passage
of the alien exclusion law and located
claims are entitled to the same privi-
leges as Canadians.

SOUTHERN PACIFIC SYSTEM.

Earnings for the First Eleven
Months of the Past Year.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 13.—A state-
ment of the examiners of the South=2rn
Pacific for the fiscal year ending June
30th, has just been issued. It is com-
plete with the exception of the June
receipts, which have not yet been made
up. For the eleven months there was
a decrease of $754,429 in net earnings
over the same period of the year be-
fore, in spite of the fact that the gross
receipts increased $2,617,659. The total
gross earnings amounted to $54,149,771,
and the operating expenses were $33,-
070,162. The latter represent an in-
crease of $3,372,088 over the first eleven
months of the preceding year, which
explains the cause of the net decrease.

Distinguished Foreigners.

LOS ANGELES, July 13.—Three of
the most distinguished foreigners that
have visited Los Angeles in several
months are at the Van Nuys Hotel
They represent three of the most
powerful nations. The visitors are
Aziz Bey of. Turkey, Oliver Taigny of
France and Lieutenant Commander
Von Riebeur-Paschwitz of the German
navy. The distinguished foreigners are
stationed at Washington, D. C., as rep-
resentatives of their respective coun-
tries, and at present they are making a
pleasure tour of America. After spend-
ing a few weeks in Southern California
the party will visit Yosemite and other
points of interest in Northern Cali-
fornia.

Must Pay the Policy.

SAN FRANCISCO, July 13.—The Su-
preme Court has declared that the Em-
ployer’s Liability Assurance Corpora-
tion must pay its policy to Gertrude
Bayley for the death of her husband,
George B. Bayley, who met with an
accidental death. The company re-
sisted payment because Bayley has
neglected to state in his application the
names of the companies that had paid
| him indemnity. for accidental damasges,
which made the policy void. But the
Supreme Court finds that the com-
pany’s agent who took the application
was aware of the times and the names
of the companies that paid the dam-
ages, and says that the appeal is on
purely technical grounds.

A Watch Charm Saved His Life.

LOS ANGELES, July 13.—Wm. N.
Latham, a conductor in the employ cf
the Traction Company, had a narrow
escape from death to-day at the nands
of Miss Vina Bliss, who fired a re-
volver point blank at him at close
range. The bullet struck the con-
ductor’s watch charm, and glancing
against a metal button, fell harmiessly
to the ground. The shooting occurred
on the car which was in Latham’'s
charge. The woman was formerly
Latham’s sweetheart, and has not yet
been arrested.

Dr. Henry M. Cory Dead.

LOS ANGELES, July 13.—Dr. Henry
M. Cory of Pierce, Arizona, died last
night at the California Hospital in this
city. He was surgeon at the Pierce
mine, and was recognized as a young
man of brilliant attainments and great
promise. Dr. Cory was a native of
California, having been born at Santa
Clara. He graduated from Stanford
University, and attended Cooper Med-
ical College at San Francisco and the
Los Angeles Medical College. He lo-
cated at Globe, Arizona, and later went
to Pierce.

A San Jose Mystery. ;

SAN JOSE, July 13.—Charles T.
Boots of the Elmwood Stock Farm was
walking through a brushy part of the
farm late this afternoon, when he saw
a man and a woman in the willows on
the bank of the Coyote River, who
hurried away upon his approach. On
going to the spot he saw an open
grave in the loose sandy soil. It is sup-
posed if they had not been observed
someone would have*been buried there
during the night, perhaps a victim of
foul play, and possibly to save funeral
expenses.

Exodus From Los Angeles On.

LOS ANGELES, July 13.—The exodus
from Los Angeles is on, and the next
few days will see almost as big a
scramble in and about railroad offices
as was witnessed when the army of
passengers arrived from the East late
last week and early during the present
one.

SANTA ANA, July 13.—Captain
Harry T. Mathews of Santa Ana, who
was yesterday appointed Captain in the
regular army by President McKinley,
received orders to-day to proceed at
once to Vancouver, Washington, to join
the regiment to which he had been as-
signed, the Thirty-fifth Volunteer In-
fantry. Captain Mathews is a native of
Illinois, but has béen a resident of this
city and State for the past eleven

HERR ROSE.

The Former German Consul to Sa-
moa Arrives at Washington.

WASHINGTON, July 13. — Herr
Rose, the German Consul General at
Samoa during the recent exciting
events there, arrived in Washington
unexpectedly to-day, and reported to
the German Embassy. Embassador
Holleben was about to start for New
York to meet Mr. Mumm, the official
who has come from Berlin to act as
Charge d’Affaires this summer, but
before his departure he accompanied
Herr Rose to the State Department
and presented him to Secretary Hay
and Assistant Secretary Hill This
gave an opportunity for a rather ex-
tended conference on Samoan affairs,
in the course of which Herr Rose de-
fended his course during the trouble
of last spring, and explained his views
of many of the incidents in which he
and Admiral Kautz and the various
other officials at Samoa were con-
cerned.

FIRE IN TEXAS.

Sampling Works of a Smelter
Plant Totally Destroyed.

EL PASO (Tex.), July 14.—At 3
o’clock this (Friday) morning a great
smelting plant of the Consolidated
Kansas City Smelting and Relining
Company, three miles from this city,
seems to be on fire, and no telephone
message can be got from there. The
fire department of this city is leaving
for the scene of the conmflagration.

3:40 a. m.—Word from the scene of
the fire is to the effect that the samp-
ling works are totally destroyed, but
the fire is now under control, and the
smelter buildings are out of danger. No
estimate of the loss can be obtained.

Wages of Tin Workers Advanced.

CHICAGO July 13.—The offieers of
the American Tin Plate Company and
the Wage Committee of the Amalga-
mated Association of Iron and Steel
Workers, who have been in daily con-
ference' for the past two weeks over
the question of wages of the tin work-
ers employed by the American Tin
Plate Company, agreed on a scale to-
day. The scale, which was signed by
the tin plate officials and the Amal-
gamated Association committee,
grants an increase of 15 per cent. The
increase takes effect on July 1st, and
will benefit over 30,000, tin plate work-
ers.

Illinois Inheritance Tax Law.

CHICAGO, July 13. The fight
against the collection "of the inher-
itance tax by the heirs of George M.
Pullman and Albert M. Billings has
been lost, as far as the lower courts
are concerned and the collection of the
taxes in question, amounting to about
$£200,600, will be made, unless the Su-
preme Court interposes. The Pullman
heirs are taxed on the net value of
the estate in Illinois, amounting to
$8,182,014. The net value of the Bill-
ings estate in Illinois is $7,142,000.

The War Revenue Act.

WASHINGTON, July 13.—It is alto-
gether probable that the next annual
report of the Internal Revenue Bureau
will recommend a number. of changes
in the war revenue act. The internal
revenue officials are of the opinion that
the law might properly be extended in
certain directiors without becoming at
all burdensome to the public, and in a
way to produce:considerable revenue.
One of the propesitions now under con-
sideration is to assess:a tax on the sale
or rental of all patent-protecied
articles.

Seed for Flood Sufferers.

WASHINGTON, July 13.—Represen-
tative Hawley of Texas, who is here
in the interest of Texas flood sufferers,
has arranged with the Agricultural De-
partment for the distribution of seed
to the sufferers in the Brazos Vailey.
Owing to the extensive devastation, the
seed will be sgnt to the postoffices near
the desolated region for distribution by
the postmasters. Representative Haw-
ley said the War Department had re-
sponded generously with tents and
rations, and has done all in its power to

All-Night Session of Commons.

LONDON, July 14—5 a. m. — The
House of Commons held an all-night
session over the tithe rent charge
rating bill, the second reading of
which was carried on June 29th by a
majority of 314 to 176. The Gov-
ernment forced the clauses through
by means of the closure. At 4:30 a. m.
the bill finally passed through the
committee, which rose at 4 o’clock.

The ordinance pro-
vides that the brokers all furnish a
bond to the city as a protection to
parties who purchase tickets through
them.

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Collectors From Time of the An-
cient Bmtiuu to Present Day.

On the. walls of a room in. the great
Temple of Karnac, at Thebes, there
are, perhaps, the earliest art records of
plant§ existing in the world to-day. A
series of exquisite carvings or sculp-
tures: adorn the walls, and these are
representations of foreign plants col-
lected and brought home by Thothmes
II1. on his triumphant return from a
cagzpaign in Arabia. These sculptured
records show not only in the natural
aspect of plant or tree, but leaves and
flowers, fruits and seedpots are shown
separately, as in our modern botanical
works of to-day. W. Flinders Petrie,
the well-known Egyptian explorer and
archaeologist, has taken casts and pho-
tographs of these records, and some of
these may be seen in the museum at
Cairo, in the British Museum, and else-
where. These sculptured pictures, for
some were colored originally, must not
be confounded with the actual dried
specimens of Egyptian garden and wild
plants that have been found preserved
in the mummy wrappings of Ahmeés I.,
Rameses II. and other .great men, and
in the graves discovered at Dalschur,
Sahkara and Dier el” Bahara. These
actual flowers consisted of blue and
white lotus, poppies, narcissus, grasses,
palms, clover, barley, juniper and other
plants which grew and  flourished at
least two thousand years before our
Savior was born at Bethlehem! Sam-
ples of these actual flowers as used in
the funeral wreaths of Egypt four
thousand years ago may be seen in
the museum at Cairo, as well -as in
the British Museum and at Kew.

Coming down to comparatively mod-
ern times, voyagers, such as Drake
and Raleigh, doubtless brought home
the useful, if not ornamental, plants,
seeds and roots from foreign lands—to-
bacco, and, above all, the potato,
among the number. Even our Ken-
tish cherry yards and orchards owed
their early beginnings to trees brought
over from the continent by Harris and
other of the royal gardeners at Hamp-
ton Court so late as the time of Henry
VIII. Then we know that Tradescant
fetched choice fruit trees from France
to Hatfield, where records of his costs
and expenses in so doing are still pre-
served. In the present century the
birth of the modern plant collecting be-
gan with such merchants and travelers
as Reeves, Parks, Fortune and others,
in China, the last two having been sent
out as collectors by the Horticultural
Society. Messrs. Veitch & Son, then
of Exeter, also sent out the brothers
Themas and William Lobb, the first-
named being especially successful. Then
men like Linden, Hartweg, Gardner,
Wier and Roezl sent home the cream
of the orchids and other rare plants of
South America, and Dr. Hooker and
Dr. Thomson introduced many orchids
—Lilium, rhododendrons, etc., from
Northern India—and were pioneers in
the good work done afterward by Par-
ish, Benson, Boxall, Berkeley and many
others of recent years.

Just at the present time plant col-
lecting, so far as nurserymen generally
are goncerned, is mainly limited to or-
chids; of which enormous cargoes are
now and then secured from both the
Eastern and Western tropics. Oof
these the cattleyas and odontoglossums
of the West, and the phalaenopsis, den-
drobes, vandas and cypripedes of the
East seem at present the most mark-
etable in large quantities, from which
fact we may observe that plants, like
other things, have their prevailing
vogue or fashion, and collectors, like
all other caterers for the public, must
study the law of supply and demand,
the markets as represented now main-
ly by the London auction-rooms, and
the larger nursery gardens everywhere,
Now and then a fine new or very rare
species is discovered and introduced,
‘and then competition ensues and prices
run high. When we come to consider
the actual pursuit of collecting itself,
we get, so to speak, on enchanted
ground—that is, of course, if one is
born a collector or plant hunter—for
above everything a good collector is so
far like the poets are said to be, i.e.,
born and not made. Of course, If a
man has the true hunter’s blood in
him, and also acquires experience in
the best new and rare plant nurseries
and botanical gardens, then you may
expect good, even if not the best, re-
sults. Above all, a collector must be
a man of many parts; he must, like
the proverbial cat, always drop: on his
feet, and nothing must daunt or deter
his ardor—he must be as persistent as
a bloodhound on the trail.—Amateur
. Gardening.
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Kindne’u in Killing. :

Humanity in the catching and dis-
posal of dogs has been decreed in Chi-
cago, the matter having been placed
in the hands of the Illinois Humane
Soeiety. . The methods employed by
the New York Society . for the Preven-
tion of Cruelty to Animals will be
adopted. A cofton-rope noose will be
used in overhauling stray dogs. This
will not hurt the animals in the least,
and the catchers, with .their hands
heavily gloved, will be -required to use
more humane efforts in:handling the
creatures. = Reports of brutality will
be thoroughly investigated and the of-
fenders punished.

All dogs brought to the
pound will be held a certain number
of days, and if no claim is made for
them the no-account dogs will be
killed, but the well-bred dogs will be
publicly sold and the proceeds turned
over to the proper authorities. The
:usual method of killing the dogs by
sulphur fumes will- be continued for
{'the preeent, but it is intended to find
some more humane method of putting
‘them to death.
