WHEAT MARKET CONTINUES
TO GATHER STRENGTH.

Barley Dull and Weak?Oats Quiet
and Unchanged With.

Light Receipts.

San Francisco, Aug. 19th.
The Wheat market continued to gather

strength to-day. Call Board prices had
another advance and closed very strong,

while the spot quotations were firm and
unchanged. There was a good inquiry
from shippers. Barley in the local mar-
ket continued dull and weak. The re-
ceipts were large, amounting to 15,340 cen-
tals, of which 7,900 centals were from the
coast. Oats were quiet and nominally
unchanged. Receipts were light, amount-
ing to 1,090 centals. Corn was unchanged.
There were no receipts of Corn.

Receipts of Kay were more moderate
to-day and amounted to 663 tons. The
market continued to have a weak tone.

Peaches and Pears showed further im-
provement this morning, owing to lighter
receipts and a good shipping demand.
Wrapped Peaches for the Victoria steam-
er were scarce and sales were made at as
high as 60c per box. Freestones in bas-
kets were also scarce and higher, sales
being made on the wharf within a range
ol 35650 cper basket. Clings were in good
supply and still easy at 15<&25c per bas-
ket. The bulk price for Clings was about
$10, and for Freestones as high as $20
per ton. Barilett Pears were tirm. The
bulk prices ranged from $20 to $35 per ten
for good to choice. Shipping stock of
No. 1 quality brought as high as $1.25 per
box. Receipts of Strawberries more plen-
tiful, but there was a good demand for
the Sunday trade, and prices were slight-
ly higher. Other Berries showed little
change. Fancy Apples continued firm.

than two hours, for the purposes of irri-
gation, shall be unlawful; and provided
further, that the City Cemetery, State
Capitol grounds, Federal Building.

> azas and Agricultural Park in said city
shall be excerpted from the provisions of
this ordinance, and that during the fore-
going hours fixed for irrigation the City
Water Works and the Chief Engineer
thereof shall maintain fire pressure
throughout said city.

Section 2?All ordinances or parts of or-
dinances in conflict with this ordinance
are hereby repealed.
