Bishop Willis Returns Frem a Visit to Fiji

Islands and Samoa,

Says It Is Impossible to Express an

Opinion as to What is Likely to

Happen There Next, as tke Tri-

partite Agreement is Not Satis-

factory ? Imprisoned Galician

Contract Workmen Have Been

Released.

HONOLULU, Sept. 2 (via San Fran-
cisco, Sept. 10).?The 2,000 share deal
In Hawaiian Sugar Company stock
which was announced recently on the
Honolulu Stock Exchange brings to
the island $450,000 of foreign capital,
and In the opinion of men of affairs
ought to go far toward relieving the
situation here. At the same time it does
not change the control of the plantation
nor in any wise affect the manage-
ment of a property which has always

been conducted with the viewr of de-
veloping the sugar industry and in the
interest of stockholders.

A committee from the Honolulu Iron
Works, which has in* hand the matter
of arranging an appropriate observ-
ance of Labor Day, called at the exe-
cutive building and requested that the
Government use its influence with em-
ployers in the interest of a holiday for
all mechanics and laboring men on the
4th.

It was voted to instruct all the heads
of departments and bureaus to relieve
as many mechanics and laboring men
as practicable on that day. All Gov-
ernment offices would open as usual.

The Rev. Alfred Willis, American
Bishop of Honolulu, returned on the
Warrimoo from a visit to Samoa and
the Fiji Islands, where he went as the
representative of the Bishop of Lon-
don to hold confirmation services in
several churches. The Samoan and Fiji
Islands are at present in no diocese of
the Anglican Church; this, according to
the established custom, places them in
the care of the Bishop of London, as
are all missions and churches in Eng-
lish colonies or settlements that are
parts of some diocese.

Bishop Willis' first stopping place
was at Apia, where he found the Com-
missioners of the powers who are try-
ing to arrange a government just com-
pleting their labors.

"It is impossible to express an opin-
ion as to what is likely to happen next
in Samoa" said the Bishop. "The
tripartite arrangement was still in
force when I left, but it is of course not
satisfactory. As long as there are three
powers trying to get ahead of one an-
other the islands cannot go ahead, but
no one can say how any of the powers
are to be induced to withdraw. The
British war ships Torch and Tauranga
were at Apia when I arrived, and one
German ship. The Tauranga was re-
lieved by the Pylades. There was no
American war vessel in the harbor.

Minister of Finance, S. M. Damon,
leaves by the Rio on a mission which,
in the estimation of planters and other
large employers of labor, is one of the
most important in its relation to island
prosperity and one of the most import-
ant upon which any island representa-
tive ever left Honolulu. Mr. Damon
goes directly from San Francisco to
Boston and thence to Italy to carry
out, if possible, his cherished plan of
securing an emigration to Hawaii from
Northern Italy. He goes with the com-
plete confidence and co-operation of the
planters. It is believed he will be able
to overcome the objections lately raised
by the Italian Government, and to of-
fer inducements that will attract the
peasantry of Northern Italy.

Another who goes by the Rio on an
important mission is Alatau T. Atkin-
son, special agent of the Census Bur-
eau. He will go direct to Washing-
ton, whither he has been called to con-
sult with the director of the twelfth
census, Ex-Governor Merriam of Min-
nesota, in regard to needs and methods
of the census in these islands.

A chance capture of 112 half pound
tins of opium was made yesterday by
two Customs guards. The opium had
been sunk in the ocean with a block

of wood attached to a rope and string.
The opium was left behind by parties
on the China who had confederates
here.

The thirty-six Galician laborers who
have been imprisoned in Oahu jail
since November, 1898, for deserting

contract service with the Oahu Plan-
tation, were released to-day upon or-
ders from Attorney General Cooper,
Hackfeld & Co., who were the contract
employers of the men having sent to
the cabinet a formal consent to their
release.

These Galicians were a lot of over
200 brought here more than a year ago
under three years' contract. The strik-
ing laborers complained of alleged ill
treatment by an overseer and refused
to work. After a trial before a mag-
istrate, they were sentenced to be held
in jail until they consented to return
to the plantation. They have been in
durance ever since.

The British steamer Carmarthenshire,
Captain C. H. Burch, arrived this morn-
ing from Yokohama with GOl Japanese
laborers. Owing to a suspicious case
of fever on board the vessel was placed
in quarantine, and will be held until
Dr. Day is satisfied as to the nature of
the disease. The Carmarthenshire was
brought to anchor near the Pacific Mail
wharf, and the hundreds of Japanese
on board swarmed over her deck to
see the sights of the place that is to be
their home. Of the GOl that will be
landed here, ninety-five are women. The
men came to work as contract laborers
on various plantations. Five Japanese
are on board, bound for San Francisco.
One stowaway was locked up below.

The vessel left Yokohama on the 19th,
and her officers report an easy trip,
but some of the Japanese suffered se-
verely with seasickness. Even after
the vessel was anchored several of
them lay helpless on the deck. The case
that attracted the attention of the
Quarantine Officer is not thought to be
a dangerous fever, but a careful diag-
nosis will be made.

The Carmarthenshire will leave for
San Francisco on Monday if she is
allowed to dock and unload in time to
do so. She is a regular steamer of the
San Diego line, and has been at his
port several times before. In addi-
tion to her human freight, she brought

a large cargo of rice, beans, Japanese
pickles and general merchandise.

A PERILOUS POSITION.

Tom Ochiltree's Niece Saved From
a Fearful Death.

CHICAGO, Sept. 10?Hanging by her
hands from a fire escape at a window
in the fifth story of the Victoria Hotel,
yesterday afternoon, a fair-haired,
beautiful girl made a thousand per-
sons shudder as they thought of her
probable fate, and hearts warmed in
unison as they saw her dragged from
her perilous perch and fall Into the
arms of her uncle, Colonel Thomas
Ochiltree. It was the first time in his
life, as he afterward said, that "Tom
Ochiltree was nonpluled.

In Keokuk, la., Ochiltree has a niece
of whom he thinks more than mankind
ordinarily is given to think of nieces.
She was scarcely in her teens when
she was thrown from a horse and sus-
tained an injury that afterward served
to unsettle her mind. The girl's con-
dition became worse as years passed,

! and at a consultation of physicians
jsummoned by Colonel Ochiltree a few

i weeks ago it was decided that she must
I be sent to some sanitarium for an op-

eration and a long course of treatment.
Yesterday she accidentally learned

! what was to be her fate, and when her
i uncle knocked on her door she jumped
!to the window and out upon the fire

' escape, crying out against her proposed
jincarceration.

"Promise me that you won't take me
Ito the sanitarium and I won't jump,"
jshe called, with her face pressed
against the bars of the railing.

Ochiltree tried to argue with her, but
I she would not return. She would have
i dropped from sheer exhaustion, but as
| Ochiltree hesitated, a form flashed
J through the window and grasped the
| slender waist of the girl as she, fright-

ened by the apparition, released her
I hold.

of alarm as the man who had come
to the rescue hung half-balanced over

DENVER, Sept. 10.?In acknowledg-
ing the honor bestowed upon him by
a banquet given by the Colorado So-
ciety Sons of the American Revolution,
Brigadier General Irving Hale, who
recently returned from the Philippines,

advocated that each member work for
an increase in the standing army, a
large addition to the navy and a reor-
ganization of the National Guard along
lines of national reform so that the
force wquld growT to one to be depended
upon when needed in an emergency
such as confronted the nation at the
beginning of the Spanish-American
War.

A Socialist Demonstration.
HAVRE, Sept. 10?The Socialist and

revolutionary groups demonstrated here
this afternoon against the verdict. The
police dispersed large crowds and made
fifteen arrests.

APPENDICITIS.

Its Comparative Rarity in Eng-

land.
Now that appendicitis has been given

a respectable antiquity, perhaps the
English practitioner will begin to rec-
ognize it officially. The difference be-
tween the frequency of appendicitis in
England and in America is something
astonishing. We have talked with in-
telligent English physicians in large
practice, and they have assured us that
they do not see three cases a year, and
with consulting surgeons who operate
almost as infrequently. We can hardly
believe that all this discrepancy is due
to the greater frequency of the disease
on this side of the Atlantic, although a
decided difference is proved to exist by
the rarity with which appendicitis mis-
chief is found in the routine autopsies
at the great hospitals. Our English
brethren, with characteristic frankness
and self-depreciation, explain it by the
statement that appendicitis is the rage
in America, and we diagnose it to
please our patients. Others, even more
benighted, ascribe it to the fact ? that
we eat "such a beastly lot of fruit," a
weak and reprehensible habit fit only
for children and "furriners." The truth
probably lies between us, too great an
enthusiasm to be fully abreast of the
pathologic procession, on our part, and
too strong a tendency to keep a safe
distance behind it, on theirs. Possibly
the mixture of nationalities and
changed environment, in our new coun-
try, may make our atrophying ap-
pendicular "remnant" even more vari-
able and unstable. ? English corre-
spondent of Journal of the American
Medical Association.
