TWO FAVORITES.

All That Won Out of Six
Races Yesterday.

Pacer Diawood Lowers His Record
to 2:ll?Six Events

To-Day.

Of the six races yesterday only two
horses that started out as favorites
captured the money. In the 2:19 trot
the talent picked Twilight to win, but
Dolly D. pulled down the purse.

Diawood, the Sacramento-bred colt,
by Diablo-Abbie Wroodnut, was not con-
sidered as having any chance at all,
but he surprised the crowd by winning
in two straight heats and setting the
low mark of 2:11.

Burns & Waterhouse were conceded
a cinch for the Futurity stake (run-
ning), worth 5>2,J57.">. They sent two
good ones to the post, San Tomas and
Bee Bee, and took first and second
money. Constellator, the Elmwood
Farm's entry, took third.

Of the seven 4-year-olds that lined up
for the seven furlongs event Meadow
Lark did not uphold her backers for
first money, the honors falling to Man-
zanilla, second choice.

Mt. McGregor 11, another Burns &

Waterhouse entry, justified the confi-
dence of the talent and captured the
prize in the mile and a-sixteenth race,
but Snips, 5 to 1, landed the last race,
a seven-furlong event, Magnus, the fa-
vorite, getting no better than third.

Taken altogether, it was a good day's

racing, and was enjoyed by a good av-

erage crowd. The weather was a lit-
tle too warm for comfort, but just suit-
ed the horsemen. The music rendered
yesterday by Neale's Exposition Band

was of a high order and elicited rounds
of applause.

First on the program was the 2:19
trotting race for a purse of $1,000.
For the first heat the odds were: Twi-
light even money, Fanadma 4 to 1,
Shelby 7, Athavis 7, Lochinvar 10,
Dolly D. 2 to 3, and Alex. B. 3 to L

Twilight set out as if there was but
one horse in it, but before the half
was reached Athavis went to the front
and was never in danger, winning by

three lengths in 2:20, Twilight second,

a half length better than Dolly D?
third.

Athavis was favorite for the second

heat at even money, Dolly D. 3 to 2,
Twilight 2Vo to 1, Fanadma 12, Shel-
by 12. Lochinvar 12, and Alex. B. 5.

Twilight again led at the quarter,
with Dolly D. at his wheel. Going to
the half Dolly went to the front and led
all the way home, beating Twilight out
three lengths in 2:19%, Shelby third.

Dolly D. had the call for tb.e third
heat at 1 to 2. Twilight even money,
Fanadma 2 to 1, Shelby 10, Athavis 10,
and Alex. B. 6.

It was easy for Dolly, who was never
troubled from the start. Twilight

second for three-fourths of the dis-
tance, with Shelby a close third, but
Athavis came on outfooted both, taking
second place by three lengths, Shelby
beating Twilight for third. Time,
2:l9ft,

Nine horses came out for the 2:12
pacing race, and the pools on the first
heat were: Arthur W. 2 to 1, Don even
money, Floracita 6 to 1, Montecito Boy

8. I Direct 4, Beachwood 2, Diawood 8,
and Hazel H. 3 to 2.

The first heat was a surprise to the
knowing ones. Diawood, the Sacra-
mento colt selling at 8 to 1, trailed
Beachwood to past the half, where he
moved up and entered the last stretch
on even terms. Coming home he clear-
ly outfooted the mare and crossed the
score two lengths in front of Don,
under a steady pull, in the fast time of
2:11%. two or three seconds better than
it was generally supposed he was cap-
able of. Beachwood third by a length
and a half.

Diawood and Don each sold at even
money for the second heat, Arthur W.
3 to 1, Floracita 6, Montecito Boy 4, I
Direct 4, Hazel H. 0 and Beachwood 3.
Just before the start 3 to 2 was given

on Diawood.
The second heat and race both fell to

Diawood, who cut his record down still
another notch, winning handily by
three lengths from Arthur W. in the
very fast time of 2:11. Diawood was
in front all the way, with Arthur W.
at his wheel. I Direct in third place.
At the three-quarters there was very
little daylight between them, but Dia-
wood showed the better staying quali -ties and increased his advantage to
the wire.

The Echo, Bee Bee, San Tomas and

Constellator faced the barrier for the
Futurity stakes, worth $2,875, three-
fourths of a mile. Bee Bee and San
Tomas both being from the Burns &
Waterhouse stable, sold together at the
almost prohibitive odds of 3to 10. Tbe
Echo 2 to 1, and Constellator 8.

It was only a gallop for the Burn 9
pair, San Tomas romping in a half
lengths ahead of Bee Bee in l:10Va
Constellator third by two lengths.

* * *The fourth race was for four-year-
olds and over that had not won more
than once race in 1899. There were sev-
eral hundred nags eligible for this
event, but all that showed up were Mc-
Farlane 0 to 1, Shellac 7, Commercial
Traveler 3, Manzanilla 3 to 2, Road-
warmer 12 to 1, and Meadowlark 3
to 2.

Getting away to a lovely start, Man-
zanilla shot out in front and led to
the quarter, when Commercial Travel-
er was a length to the good, Meadow-
lark third. Manzanilla held her posi-
tion at the front to the outcome. Mead-
owlark made a fine brush for the race,
with McFarlane at her girth, and had
the race been twenty yards farther she
would have won. As it was, Manzanilla
got it by a head, McFarlane third, and
all driving. Time, 1:28%.

* * *
Mt. McGregor 11. was the favorite

for the Owners' handicap, a mile and
one-sixteenth for 3-year-olds and up-
wards, at 3 to 5, Hohenzollern 17 to 10,
and Libertine 2\<> to 1.

After considerable skylarking on the
part of McGregor the trio got off on
even terms. McGregor and Hohen-
zollern were even passing the stand,
Libertine sp well up that there was no

daylight between them. The prover-
bial blanket could have covered them
up to the far turn, where McGregor
opened up a gap of a length, but at
the head of the stretch all three were
bunched again. At the drawgate it
looked as if Hohenzollern might win,
but his jockey had no whip and could
not shake him up. McGregor won in

1:47% by a length and a quarter, Lib-
ertine third by three lengths.
